T have just been visitng Vouleyent.le-UhAteau,
# preity lttle place, over which the war storm has
passed withoup entirely ruining it. It was in tne
peglnaing of last month that the leaders of the
'Secona Army corps made this thelr headguarters,
and the (nhabltania (for there are inhabitants left)
il tell you, with a certaln awe, how ‘‘Monselg-
mour le Prince" took np his abode In the Ohateau.
Tnis Chiteau, for which they have almost rendal
admiration, 18 an ugly-looking plice enough
oulside, though {t siands in a fine park. It has
the historical assoctation of & visit from Napo-
Joon the Fust In the days of his decline;
10 fact, It was here that he recelved the news of the
advance of the allies upon Paris. All the neighbor-
hood of Vouleyent-le-Chatenu and Brienne 18 im-
preguated with Napoleonlc rewminiscences, Bricune,
pa, doubtless, your readers have oflen enough been
reminded lately, being the place of the great Napo-
leon's miltary schooldays.

HYATUN OF KAPOLEON AT DRIENNE.

The atatne of Napoleon the Flrst still stands at
Brienne, It represenis bim as a young studeut, but
the (eatures gnd expression have all the delterming-
tion with which we are famillar in his older portraits.
The basoe of the statae k4 of gréeen marbla, on which
e engraved the words of the hero himsel—*Pyur
ma pensde Brienue est ma patrie, C'est th que j'al
ressentl lea premifres impressions de 1'momme."

This plnce itscll was, on the 0th of lost month, the
headguarters of Prioce Frederick Charles, who took
190k up s temporary abole in the castle of Brienne,
the 'rince de BeauMremont's place. It 18 a grand
building amd 4 perfect musenm o the fine aris,
Twving especially rome fnne pletures and bronzes.
How they could have been preserved I Know not,
for thie Chdteau de Brienne was oue of the mauy
buint aown n the first French revolution, to be re.
Duill very soon after In the early days of the first
emplre. The whole of the gllded saloous, the ele-

gant Lalls and bowloirs are uow 1o as good
opdeér as if no cruel war had come near
them, It 18 almost meeedible to see the delicate

eggatell chuna there sthnding safe and sound thus
neas wild seenes, where uaeh that was o stro
and greost has perisiied.  The town has not sumu-gf
more toan Lhe castle, but the inhabitonts are many
of them reduced to great distresa,

PHILADELPIIA, Jam, 1, 1871,

THE COJNT JOAWNES AS A DETECTIVE.
A Reminiscence of Iis Career in Boston Dight
or Nine Years Ago.

How Hes Got an Innocont Man Avrested for the
Murder of a Bank Clerk and Narrowly
Bscaped a Coat of Tar and Feathers.

Boarox, Jan. 3, 1871,

The long yarn Which appeared 1n a New York
paper the otier day, that George Jones, sometimes
known bs the Count Joannes, had got on the trall
of the Nathan murderer, or had aotnally discovered
him, has created a good deal of merriment m and
around Boston. Iti8 regarded as the most siupen-
dous joke of the season, and ita publication would
nave been more appropriate on the 1st of Apri than
at any other time during the year. Tue only serlous
thing about it 18 the fact that any paper should have
devoted 80 much space to sush a transparent huwn-
bugging narrative.

This, howaver, 15 not the first time the “‘Count"
has assumed the rofe of a detective and undertaken
to bring to punishment the perpeirator ol a myste-
rious murdger, Some elght or nine years ago he was
a resident of Boston.  Walle he lived here there was
a moat horrble tragedy commiited In the neighbor-
tng town of Malden. A young man named Converse,
a clerk in Lhe vilinge bank and a son of the cashier,
wis found dead behind the counter at midday, and
all the funds Iying around (some five orsix thousand
dollars) were missing. A bullet wound in the head
siowed plainly the cuuse of death. No one heard o
glot, and ihera was no cloe to the murderer. Tne
town was filled with excitement and grief, and large
rewards were offered by Lhe bgpk apd the town au-
thorities. The keenest detectives worked day and
night, and every citizen vied with them in ferreting
ont the perpecrator of the fonl deed. Weeks and
weeks passed by and the teagedy remaned us mucl
of a nystery os the Nawhan horror now 18, One oay
the copmualty was starided by the aouountement
thiab the wmurderer hiad been digcovered i the per-
sol of the proprictor of i tin and stove Blore, nearly
oppusite the bank, and the delutigable Count
Jodanues was the ooe who had unravelled the oy s-
tery., He had spent muagh ol the thine just previ-
ously in Malden, agl, as he suppuosed, having got
his  evideacs of  gullt  wil  complete, he
secured the arrest ol the stove dealer. Judge
Warren, of Charlostown, granied the warrant, and
8 Malden oificer seérved 1L The commually was
more shocked ot the arrest of e parly acouscd by
the “Count than at the murder iesedr, and lew, 1if
nuy, belleved him guiity, Tho enlerprising detecs
‘tive peralsted, however, that he had found the real
culprit, aud unidertopk (o subsiiniiate s charges i
the vharlestown Pollee Court, wiece the party was
brought up for o prejminacy examinalion, District
Atlorney Morse was preseul to assist the “Couul’’ 1o
Meusceuling the case, and afler 8 searchiog aad
lengihy hearing tie governinent atlorney declared

0 court that there was nol the mosk
filmsy partiele of evidence, and he therefore moved
the honorable discharge ol the prisoner, amd he was
necordliagly sequitied smid o round of cheépnng
from tue crowd which liled the court room.  When
e endhostasm had abuted the iwocent wan sobbed
like & child, and neariy every one i the court reom
wis moved w tears. There sepmed to be no end of
the congratulations showered upon him, 1
wo das in the English langnage suilciently emphalic
to express their contempt for ihe detective “Coune. ™
As soon #3 the deeision of the court was annoanced
he lett bnmediately for Boston, and thus escaped o
coat of tur and feathers wWhich o few [iiends of the
falgely accused man were al that moment, pre-

paring for him.  Finding, at lnn‘r;m, that
the subject of their wrath ha slipped
them, the ecitizens took  thelr outraged

townsman upon thelr shoulders and bore htm 10 &
gayly decorated barge, which, with a baod of musie
preceding, was doiven dn trinmph to bl residence
1n Maiden. The citizens turned out in thousands to
cheer and congratulats him, and in the evening an
mpromptu mectlng was 23 din the Town Hall, The
gpaclous edifice was blled in every part, and not
more than nall who came coold gamn admission.
Prayers were etfered, tears flowed profusaly, resolu-
tlons were adopted, and tuere was such a joyuus
luallabaloo as was never witnessed in Malden bylore
orsinee. The innocence of ad lnnocent man was
vinieated und rejoiosd over, ond the persecutiona
of a volunteer detective were deaounced in the
most bitter terms,

A iew weeks laier the town was again gtartled by
the fact that Edward W, Green, the Malden Post-
master, had becn ariested for the murger, wiici
had untl this time remained a profound mystery,
He was tuken into custody on Sunday evening, and
cunfessed the whole, und went with the oMoers and
took (rom its lading  plice what remaioed ol the
money which be stole trom the buuk as the time of
I« horrible ¢rime.  When brought up for trial he
pleaded gailty, was sentenced to be hung, anid two
yeurs later 1t came within the provinee of your cor-
respondent o report s execiion for the HERALD.
1n creating SUsDIclon dguinst tols Postmaster Green,
the eal murderer, oF i securing eviience 10
conviet  Im, the “voumt® had nothing
o do wnatevey, although he says that
it was  through hia  “<hplomatic skill,” in
gpite of strong opposition, and i the face of threats
o¥ assnsgination, wthat he continued his investiga-
trons and brought him to Justlee.  Your correspon-
dent is personally fmalinr with all the detasls of the
arvesi of the lnnocent man at Joannes' insilga-
tton, amd 18 niso cognizant of all the clreamstances
altending the arreat, vonviction amnd execution of
lie real murderes, without the ald, amd, I suspect,
without even the knowledge of him wiho claims now
to have detected the Nathan murderer.  His declara-
tion, therefore, that. he was tho means of bringing
the Malien assassin to Justice 18, to borrow a phrass
from o well known edl or and philosopher, “an nn-
mitigated”—well, never mind thé exacs word, It 18
Anglo-suxol.
