The Committee on Vital statistics recommended

that in case of contagions otseascs a new form of
vepovt be adopted. The report was accepted aud
6,000 copies ordered to bo primed.

A list of namos *t physicians who failed to report
Dm death 01 patients thirty-eight hoars after death,
was furnished two Board, who Instructed the
attorney to prosecute. a list of birtns and mar-
riages that had not been reported by the proper
authorities was also rei«rred to the attorney for
prosecution.

not but l'eel that we art) admonished to adoptsuch precautionary measures as will secure tbe gr»atost pro¬tection. These are vaccination and i-eraculuatlon. Hymaking known the danger the public will b>< nrged to apply
10 the proper place* for then mean* of protection. To the
poor this boon 11 offered gratuitously at all the city disuen-
saries, and with thoie pecuniarily able to employ me<ll"al as¬
sistance there la no dinicmty to befound In applying the pre¬
caution. The season for the next four month* it propitiousfor this operation, and therefore the neglect la tbe more In¬
excusable. A^aln, I would urge thla matter upon public at¬
tention, a* well a* that of the Board, for the reason that (here
.* much danger of becoming Infected In tlx- promiscuous tra¬
velling In the itreet ear* aud omulbuse* lu the city.It not uni'requenlly come* to tbe knowledgeof thla bureau, that persons in various stares of smallpox <10
noe these conveyances going from point to point in >he city.Two such eases occurred during the past week. Aa vacci¬
nation mi tho only sure prophylactic against this loathsome
and fatal disease, a sense ( f duty compel* rno by everylegitimate means to arouve the pubuc.mlnd to the danger or
neglecting this simple precautionary measure. All, younjand old, should be protected by it. A compulsory vaccina¬
tion by law would iilmo.it cecum Immunity from tills dis¬

VCIC^ CF THE PEOPLE.
Another Chnm|iion oi Aituilral Porter.

TO TOE Kditob of tue IIkiuld:.
Rip Van Winkle tnitiks that people are soon forgot¬

ten alter their death. Thin idea wan entertained and
rapposad to have been uttered long before tue ureal
republic commenced existence as a sovereign Power.
Since tnen the progress of the age has changed
many things and 11 seems that people do uot wait
now for death to render mem oblivious oI the deeds
»fth« groat men of the age, but our legislators for¬
get them while they yet live in ne*h and blood. In
Ml ages and countries bravo men have become
prominent, and their courage has been re¬
warded, especially when it was exercised in
the preservation of a government and peo¬
ple. Our civil war brought out many courage¬
ous men, and foremost among tliern stands
Admiral Porter, who did as much towards crushing
the rebellion as any man In the country; yet our
wise men in Congress seem to have forgotten him
and his services. He is still with iib, ready, with all
the bravery of other days, to head his fleet when¬
ever the country may need him, and it Is conceded
by all who Have any knowledge of the subject t.iat
hi the handling oi a large number of vessels in fleet
mam uvies he Is unsurpassed by any living >up-
tam.
Those who fought straight at the centre of the

rc-belllou during us entire existence and fought with
fuch bravery, energy and determination as Porter
did, have dear places in the iienrts of every lo^ai
one of ilie republic, and It is a sligiit to theui lor our
public men to oivet Imn. The o.i.ce of Admiral
was made vacant by the death of the brave t ar-
rag ut, tho noro and persunal Irieud of Porter.
Next In rank and ia the atleetions or the people
coiaes Porter, yet tlie Senate seems to have forgottenUs services during the dark days, lor his continua¬
tion hangs Are. The army is more rortuuate. The
corresponding grade of General was made vacant
by the election of general Grant to the Presidency:and It vvaa immediately filled b.v that noble fouler
Sherman. While speaking of the army it is as well
to state here that i he bill for the reduction of tho
expense-1 of that branch ol the service, kuoun as
Logan's bin, really added f2Qo,ooi) lo tne expensesel the army, some of tne higher grades receive
leas pay than formerly, but; the lower grades, beinglargely Increased by longevity, per-oeutagc, com¬
mutations for quarters, servants Ac., roallv in¬
creases the appropriation for pay of the army ov
$200,000.

MR. It is an old saving and a true one that the pea

is mightier than the sword.wielding an influence
over the iniuds of the intelligent world, its power
showing itself every day or our lives, reaping bene¬
fits to some and disaster to other*.
During the late rebellion the press showed Its

power ever the mluds of t he people of t his cou a try.
Through it proclamations were issued and appeals
made for men ?. defend the government. To nil those
appeals response was cheerlully given. Men were
muitered mto the different branches ol the scrvlce,
the army ami tho navy, and each haviug their por¬
tion of t .e work to perform, how well tUcy did it
the records will show. By tho pen (the pres-j) Jtv-
tice has at least been done the soldier oi the field, but
the sailor or marine is seldom spoken of. The power
of the press is shown by the different, bills that luvv o
l>een framed and enacted by Congress during the
last five jeais, looking to the beuetlt of the soldier,
all of which had been urged through the pre^s.
When the sailor, sold er and marine responded to
the summons made by our government, each and
all of us determined to do our du'y and carve out n
name by our actions that would compare with our
lathers of old. Determination and bravery were
displayed by ilie soldhr on many a well fought fle.d;
but, sir, our sailor ami marine died bravly also
while flifhiin*? ineir u:oo snip or assaulting the
enemy's lort rteation-*. rtie Uttle Monitor in the
narbor of Scwjort, Va., without doubt saved

i£o our government millions of dollars, and
this being onl.v one of the Important services ren¬
dered by our navy during the war. In all tUe en
ffagen.oeta along both banks oi the Mississippi
river, irom Cairo t<> the e.nif ol Mexico, Vlcks-
burg and its "bat I cries: with Forts .lackson and
Sr. Phili.i, an New Orleans, to Mobile; here
our gallant Admiral, t he late Farrascut, lashed
himself to tne mast during Hie engagements.
Then on to Pu askl, Wanner, Sumter, Kisiier and not
forgetting Newb.ru; and also our gallant victory
by the good -lup Keursargc over the Alabama, ami
othor lint ortant engagements, as the naval records
will show, and on utmost every occasion where
our navy participated ths tide of battle has been
turned by the active co-operation of the uavy with
the army. Then, sir, the sailor and marine h*ve no
claims against the government r Daring cheerinlly
responded to Hie country's call, defended it with ;>s
much valor as our brothers of the army, and died,
like thorn, on the field us well aeon shipboard, and
aloo in .southern prisons, yet never a word for the
sailor or marine.

Buffer me a word in the controversy of Church

versus Theatre. And herein, In my humble opinion,
Is the great evil of the whole matter.the antago¬
nistic position of the two. Wo ail Know the stage is
not In all respects what it ought, to no; but If the
Churcli, instead of denouncing it, would seek to
elevate and pnrlfy it she would find it, in her hands,
a mighty instrument of geod. Older and witter
heads thau mine will agree with me ou this point,
although, doubtless, Rov. Mr. Sabine (I speak respect¬
fully) would cousider it a suggestion of the evil one
himself. Yet I cannot suppose ho has aught against
diamalio representation, considered in itself alone;
for he surely would not blot from the Church
register the names or her a ins.his brother clergy¬
men.who have sri?en dramatic writings to the
stage; neither do I believe he would discountenance
the dramatio performances frequently given
under the patronage of the Church In the
shape ol Sunday school exhibitions. If the
evils of the stage consist in the character of its sur¬

roundings and followers, why not seek to reform
those evils ? And since the Church can never hope

i to exiirpate the theatro.for so long as human
nature is human nature people will have amuse-

! mont and the theatres be supported, as they are

now, by the most intelligent and Influential of our-
citizens.would it not bo better to accept it as an
established public institution, and, Instead of hurl¬
ing down anathemas on it and Insulting Its mem¬
bers, let the Church devote her energies to the re¬
formation of the evils which no oue denies too fre¬
quently degrade It, and the drama, with such talent
and genius aswaKlfs nalhs to-day, might and
would i>e. under these auspices, a source of Instruc¬
tion and Innocent recreation to tlie Churcli itself.
But with regard to the question at Issue, no doubt,

of course, Mr. Saolue acti d from conscientious scru-

gies. The question Is, Has any man the right to
arbor the ignorance and prejudice thac could give

rise to stich scruples? Doubtless lie supposes all
members of the dramatic profession are "lowd fel¬
lows or tne baser sort," who, wnen not engaged in
deluding the public to their destruction, spend their
time in drunken orgies and all other known
and unknown immoralities. This Is doubtless true,
in a measure, of some men on the stage, as It is
equally true of very many oir it. But why visit with
contumely the w nolo for the misconduct of some*
We do not denounce the bar because of tlie petti¬
foggers, rascals and skiniiluta with which it
abounds, nor tne medical pioiesslon lor the impo¬
sitions and crime;:. revolting crimes.of its quacks
and charlatans. Indeed, were we to condemn ail
Institutions and professions on accouut of the w^ck-
edness of sonic 01 their members, we may close our
church doors also. I wish the reverend gentleman
lu question knew some of the members of this pro¬
fession whom I know.and my acquaintance there¬
with is limited.men ar.d women whose uprightness
of character; devotion to doty and simple goodness
could not tail to win Ills respect. But they are not In
the Church, says he. Net. many, to be sure, and yet

a greit many, considering all the encouragement
they ever get to come into the Church. He would
doubtless olosc tils doors unhesitatingly upon every
one oi them.

unfeeling. And when a case of tins kind does crop
out it is no more than an act ot common justice that
the name ot the individual connected with it ahuibd
be niveu to ibe public that Uiey, as well as the
author, may have the benefit of it. Such a case
occurs to me In the person of Captain t'atviey, a most
worthv, intelligent, as well as effieient member of
the poi.ee force of this city. Upon the complaint of
an ignorant and over-officious groceryman, 'hat a
youug man, lowly and friendless, ana a clerk in
another like establishment, had exciaimed a coun¬
terfeit ten dollar bill with him, lie was arrested, and,
fortunately for him, brought before Captain Cairrey.
There was something in the appearance oi the
yotintr man. his open, irank countenance and
straightforward answers.that won upon the heart
or the worthy Captain, and called into requisition
the feelings of the nun, as well as Hie duty -of the
officer, aud he resolved lo probe tue afburtottie
bottom, lie did so. The complainant swore the
lilll was counterfoil this clerk that tbf defendant
passed ic.a ciear case, to all appearance. The de¬
fendant admitted that he exchanged the bUl with
the complainant,, hot if bad, he was ignorant of it.
