The
Governor of Indiana win then be at liberty to ap¬
point Mr. Morton's successor, and, being a republi¬
can, he will appoint a man of that political
lalth. Should Mr. Morton be appointed Secretary of
State it Is likely that the whole foreign policy of
the administration will be changed. He Is a man of
great vigor or thought and energy of action, and
will not rest satisfied with the easy, slipshod policy
¦which Fish has pursued. Besides malting the foreign
policy of the administration popular with the people,
Mr. Morton will have 4 reputation to make for
hlmscll as Grant's Prime Minister. It will be re¬
membered that he was In favor of the Cubans
when they were here, pleading In vain with Mr.
Fish for some show of recognition. So far as Is
known he has not changed his views on tnat sub¬
ject. He is also In favor of a vigorous oollcy
towards Great Britain about the settlement of the
Alabama claims, the flsh'ry question, and other
points 01 difference between this country and
England. As Is well known, he Is thought in
accord with the President on the subjcct of acquir¬
ing a strong loothold In the West Indies.

A Hop for the **aclflR Wlopers.Senator Wil-
liniuM 10 Be Attorney General.

A number of prominent republicans from the Pa¬
cific c iast, including Representatives from Callfor-
nta, Oregon, Nevada, Montana, New Mexico aud
Arizsna, have lormed a combination to push Sena¬
tor Williams, of Oregon, into the Cabinet. They
addressed a lfWter to the President to-day asking
when it wouldbe convenient for him te give them
an interview. They received a reply this afternoon
stating that the President would Bee them to-morrow
at twelve o'clock. Notwithstanding the fact that
the Pacific slope has gone over to the democracy the
republicans of that section feel that Senator Wil¬
liams is entitled to some recognition by
the administration on account of his distin¬
guished services to the party and the 1
country during his Senatorial career. It seems to
he well understood here that before the close of the
present Congress Attorney General Akerman will
voluntarily retire from the Cabinet for the purpose
.fdevsting himself to the more congenial pursuit of
the practice of his profession in Georgia. When this
occurs the republicans of the Pacific coast are
anxious that Senator W illiams shall beAkcrman's
succcssor in the Cabinet. This will be the subject
ol their interview with the President to-merrow.
It la understood that the President has already
spoken 01 Seuator Williams favorably In
connection with some prominent appointment
alter the expiration of his Senatorial term. Last
simmer, when General Cox retired rroin the Interior
Department and some of Senator Williams' friends
urged his appointment to that position the Presi¬
dent replied that he would make provision for him
when the proper time arrived, meaning before he
lclt the Senate. The ability of Senator Williams as

a lawyer lias been long recognized by his fellow
Senators, and it peculiarly fltb him for the position
of Attorney Genera!. He is the author ol some oi
the most Important measures enacted since
the close of the rebellion. He drew and
advocated sacccssfttlly the bill icr the more efficient
government of the states lately In rebellton, better
known as the Military Reconstruction bill. lie is
the author, too, 0/ the famous Tenure of Office bill,
and cad a good de.ii to do with the Civil Rights bill
and kindred measures of national Importance. It 1b
hardly to be expected that the President will com¬
mit himself to the Pacific Coast delegation when
ihey call upon him to-morrow, but It is believed that
when Akerman goes out William-* will be his suc¬
cessor.

Civil Service Reform.Sauator Trumbull'*
Bill Killed.Another Constitutional Amend¬
ment.
The subject or dispensing the federal patronage

was up in both Houses to-day, but nothing camc of
it. In the Senate Mr. Trumbull called up his bill
making It a misdemeanor for members of Congress
to solicit office from the Executive. Mr. Trum¬
bull made a few remarks in support or
the bill, after which Senator Morton, who
seems to have been waiting for this measui e
since last session, delivered a short but powerful
speech, in which he riddled and ridiculed the whole
project, exposing its absurdity and proving that it
is inexpedient, if not unconstitutional. The bill
does not seem to have received much attention
from Senators, except from Trumbnll, and Its real
effect was not known until its provisions were ex¬
plained and exposed to-day by Mr. Morton. It went
over until to-morrow, when Trumbull pro¬
poses to defend it; but tho general im¬
pression among Senators is that it is
practically dead. Had Senator Cameron been
able to get the floor to-day he would have moved to
lay the bill on the table, and those who seem to be
posted say there would not have been hall a dozen
votes against Cameron's motion.
In the Honse General Coburn, of Indiana, offered

a joint resolution in the shape of an amendment to
the constitution of the United States touching this
dispensation of the federal patronage. Coburn's
amendment provides that Congress may* by
law vest the election of all officers o
the United States whose duties require them
to reside in the several States, except Judges
and officers of the conrts of the United States, in the
people of the several States, districts or localities
therein in which they are by law required to perform
their duties, subject to the direction and regulation
of the President and the heads of departments, and
to aarist, suspension or removal by the President or
t'.ie United States. General Cobnrn lias an idea that
this is obout as far as the republican party can get
at present on the road to civil ser¬
vice re;om. He contends that his amendment
to the constitution would, If adopted, enable
the peoplo of the State, district or locality where
the onicers' duties are to elect them: that Is, such as

postmasters. Internal revenue officials, land and
pension agents, and all other officials of tne civil
administration of the United States, except officers
of the United States courts. It would, at the samo
time, leave all foreign, territorial, departmental
and judicial officers of the United States to be ap¬
pointed as at present.

Mr. Ifoyi pro eeucd thither upon one «i tho vessels,
carrying let trs of Introduction from Governor
Sprague commending blin to (ieneral Butler and
A«inirul Parrag.it. The papers enclosed do not
give an entirely clear account of subsequent opera¬
tions, anu some of the evidence taken does not
seem to have been forwarded. It Is unnecessary,
however, in this report to go Into all
the details, rt is sufficient to remark that
tne cargoes of goods were sold iu Texas
and the proceeds were Invested In cotton,*
n part of which appears to have been gotten out,
wuue some portions were seized by our blockading
cruiBeis. William Sprague has written several
letters to General Plx In regard to the case, in none
of which does he admit, and In one oi whtcti ho
denies, a knowledge of Hoyt and ol the details «f
tuo operation, such as Is indicated fcv letters trom
him leund en Hoyt. who expret-sly declares William
Sprague to have been cognizant of the progress of
tue business and to havo advised and aided It to the
utmost of ins power. It is slated by William
sprague that the object was to aid Union citizens in
Texas and obtain information Tor the government;
but no one else connected with the venture seems to
have viewed it in that light, and Byrou Sprague,
his partner avers, had special charge of the specula¬tion, and plainly describes It as an undertaking to
get out cetton. Mtjor General Dtx, in a letter to
the Secretary of War, dated March 23, says:.

Tbt' parties who furnished the capital, knowing how It
was to te employe.!, were Messrs. Will lam Sprague, United
States Aerator ; Byron Sprague, his brother, and Wllllain U.

The high social standing
of these gentlemen makes the case one of great delicacy,
and I regard it also as a question of importance whether the
proceedings against them should be by a military commis¬
sion or In a ch il court : whether the facts charged, If proved,
constitute a mere violation of the law* of war, or a higher
crime under the constitution of the United states. There are
at least two witnesses to the fact of illicit trade and ample
written proof. Harris Hoyt and Ctar.cs L. 1'rescott, who

In response to tlie resolution offered by Senator
Nye aud agreed to December 14 requesting tlie Sec¬
retary of tlio Treasury to "communicate to the Sen¬
ate the proceedings that have been hail relative to
the collection of tne tax on $45,000,000 scrip divi¬
dend of the New York Central Railroad Company
and whet tier the sai l tax has been paid into the
Treasury of t!io United States," Secretary Boutwell
to-day sent to the Senate a copy of a communica¬
tion addressed to him by the acting Commissioner
of Internal Revenue, under date of December 17, in
which, ufter quoting the resolution, the latter says:.
You request that this office will furnish you with

any Information it may have on this subject. In
reply l have to state that tlio only instance in which
the liability ol the New York Central Railroad Com¬
pany t<» a tax on scrtp dividend lias been rererred to
this office for consideration and decision relates to
tlie qut-ptien of taxing as a sotin dividend the sum
of 4J3.000,003, the same representing tha issue bytii^ company on December 19, IsOS, of interest cer-
U;c.iies to the amount of eighty per cent of its capi¬
tal stock. The proceedings of this office with refer¬
ence to asses iUB anu coile<'ting a tax 01 Ave per
cent upon saW eight v per cent? scrip issue have been
as follows}.On the 17th of Juue tills office directs
bnpervisor Smytlie. of th6 Northern district of New
York, to investigate the affair- of the New York
Central Railroad Company with special relerence to
its liability to tax upoo me aforesaid Issue of scrip.
On the lot h February, 1870, in view of the evidence
presented by Mr. smythe, Supervisor O'Donuell, lus
successor, was instructed to cause an immediate as¬
sessment of tax of five per cent 011 said scrip.
March 5, 1870, an assessment of $l,l6l,80j, the
same representing a tax of five per cent upon
$23,036,000, was made against tins company, and a
list eoutaiulng said assessment passed 10 Collector
Ba.ley, of the Fourteenth district 0/ New York.
Tins assessment was ordered at the time In
order to save the government from belug
barred from the assessment of a tax un¬
der the tllteen months' limitation contained
in section 20 or act Juue 80, 1364, as amended by sec¬
tion a act Juiy 13, 1866, and to enable the question
01 liability to be determined upon the claim lor
abatement or refunding, as the case may be. The
tax has not yet been collected. The collection has
been suspended at three different times, once by a
telegram dated March 28, is;o, again by a letter
dated April e, 1870,and the last suspension was or¬
dered on the 22d November, when tne collection was
stayed until January 2, 1871. These suspensions had
been ordered at ttie urgent request of the President
C. Yamterbili and others In oenaif of the company,
in order that they auht, as they claimed, nave
ample opportunity to collect and forward evidence
in i.ehair of the compauy. It is proper to add that
the seemhMt delay on the part of this office hi decid¬
ing to collect the said tax has arisen from what it
conceived to be not only the desirableness, but the
necessity ot having all the statements of th?
company on their own behalf before determining so
important a question, and from the repeated delays
ol the company in furnishing such statements. The
resolution is herewith returned in accordance with
your request.

Representative Sargent to-day made a report on
tno House resolution to secure indemnity to the
United States in certain cases. Me stated the report
had been drawn by George Lawrence, of the sub¬
committee.
The report gives the history of the Pacific Rail¬

road.the terms upou wnicti it was authorized to be
constructed, quoting ihc acts ol Congress: amount
ol oonds issaed and the recent opinion of the At¬
torney (ioneral of the United States. The committee
say tlie I mon l'acliic, Sioux City aud Pacific com¬
panies have responded that the law does not require
ttieiu to pay either principal or interest of the bonds
until their maturity. Tne other coaapantes made
no answer, and none 01 theui have made uuy
payment. They deny tne right of the United .suites
to return on interest account mere than half the
am mill ot their earnings for the transportation of
the government malls, freights, troops, Ac. 011 the
8th of December a bill was introduced In the House
of Representatives, and referred to tne Committee
on Appropriations, which provides that tne said
bonus mid ail sums due or to become due lor inter¬
est 011 the principal paid or which may be paid shall
constitute a lien on all lands which have been or
may be so granted aud which remain undisposed of
by the companies. It also provides that lands shail
only be soid with the approval of the ^ ro¬
tary of the Treasury, and on conditions
which hall secure the proceeds to be applied,
a.- far as accessary, to reimburse tne United stases
lor ail sums that have oeen or may be advanced 10
pay the Interest on the principal ot bonds, and to
Uuaily pay the bonds: and the United states shall
not pay any inouey to any company while it may be
indebted to the government, but shall make a
set off. As tothe rigut or set off between individuals,
it does not exist at common law; but as It is re¬
quired in equity and made available by courts of
chancery, and has been introduced judicially at law
by statutes. It would seem proper to give the sanc¬
tion of an act of Congress to a right so manifestly
equitable and just. The bill, in euect, provides that,
for all sums due, or which shall become dae
the United States, lor interest paid for any company,
the government shall have a lien on the lands of the
company. This will simply give tne United States,
prartiraily.ii mortgage for tne debt due from tnelr
debtors.

Revenue, Marine Hospitals and Life .Saving Stations,
In his report te the Secretary of the Treasury, says
tho service at this time comprises twenty-fou?

Of this number three are on tho Pacific coast,
twenty-flvo on the Atlantic and Gulf coast and
six on the lakes.

amined, 1,193 seized and reported, and 1,224 assisted
In distress, that 174 lives were saved, aud 1,692,200
miles were Balled. Mr. Devrenx makes various
recommendations, saying:.

Irtiliff Stamp Fonfract Awarded.
Joseph R. Carpenter, ol Philadelphia, has been

notified by the Secretary or the Treasury of the ac¬

ceptance of his bid lor manufacturing and deliver¬
ing government adhesive stamps, and the terms or
the contract having been agreed upon he will to¬
morrow sign the agreement and enter into bonds
for the faithful performance of its stipulations.
These stamps will hereafter be printed on
the same kind of paper as is used for
the United States currency, which is to be furnished
by the gove:nment without the water mark. The
contract specifies that new plates shall be engraved
and a!l the stamps spared in two distinctive colors
by plate prh.Uug. one of the colors is to be a fugi¬
tive ink, so that any attempt to remove the cancel¬
lation by chemicals will instantly deface It, and
thereby prevent its being reused. The vignette of
the general stamp will be that of Washington, tho
same as at present; out the border and the lathe
work will be of entirely new designs. There is to
he an additional stamp, of tho denomination
of $500, the highest at present being but
$200; both of these will be printed 111
tnree colors, aud the design furnished is a specimen
of superior workmanship. The cos tract also speci¬
fies that the engravings of all private dies for pro¬
prietary stamps ano the printing of the same shall
be done by Mr. Carpenter, who #111 also be autho¬
rized to imprint the government stump upon drafts,
checks and other Instruments requiring stamps.
Tne number of adhesive stamps of ull denomina¬
tions uud kiuds used dnrlug the year past was Tour
hundred and fifty millions. Tho balance or the
stamp contract for furnishing beer and whiskey
stamps will be awarded so soon as the Secretary o'f
the Treasury has concluded the arrangements for
furnishing the adhesive stamps.

Vinnie ileum's Stntue of Lincoln.

privately examined in Its case this morning, was
found to be uninjured by the voyage
from Italy.
