LoxpoNDERRY, Deo. 18, 1870,

The on¢ hundred and elghty-second anniversary
of the shutting of the gates of Derry ook place to-
day. In whatever light it may be viewed Lt must be
regarded as a miserable fatllure, Indeed, it could
not be oiherwise, for the troops drafted into
the city outnumbered the *“Apprentice Hoys"
by flve to oune. Tbe latter did all that
conld be done under the crcumstances, and
that was simply nothing. They were allowed Lo
maurceh to and from church, but they did not carry,
48 on [furmer ovcaslons, party baaners, nor wear
party coiors, nor play party tunes, They were
merely ullowed lo go to church in a body, and that
was all. They wore, IL 18 true, sashes and ribbens
of erimson—tho city color—buat no citizen of Derry
could posaibly take exception Lo this, for it 1s worn
indiscriminarely by all,

A HEROINE.

As the procession passcd along, a young girl—
evidenily a Roman Catholic—tore & sash from the
ghoulder of one of the “'Apprentice Doys" and waived
v trinphatly in the air.  This little Incident cre-
ated great amusement, und a crowd collected around
her, whicn was at once dispersed by the authoriles,
Jealous, no doabt, of the notoriety which his (alr
friend achieved with wmpuoily, & youug man was
tempted o renew the experiment, but he was lmme-
diately arrested by the police wnd marched forth-

with to jall.
THE ‘‘TURN oOUT."

The procession consisted of some four hundred
pergons, the muajority of whom were under twenty
years of age, It was asserted that the Governor of
the *“Apprentice Boys" headed the pr n

fore reaching the Uorporation Fall stones were
thrown st them. The mounted police. however, dis-
persed bosh the procession and the mob and quiet-
necs was restored. In the melde s monnted policernan
was knocked down and severely Injured. Darlug the
rest of the day, though party feellog ran high, there
