The American celebration of the completion of the

«uty of Italy wan held last evening at the Academy
of Music, and it may be said, without fear of con-

traduction, that a larger or more enthusiastic guth-
artng has never collected within those walla. A
larger dumber could not he accomodated with oven

breathing room. The meeting was announced to
lake place at eight o'clock, and ho great was the
rush that at a quarter past seveii not a seat or even

standing room was available, and hundreds of
people were sent away In disappointment. At
half-past seven o'clock the scene outside was
most exciting and almost indescribable. Gen¬

tlemen, with ladies on their arms, came rushing
up to the principal entrance in Irving place,
whero some sixteen hundred people were standing,
and presenting their tickets lo the first policeman
they could see, dewed immediate admission. But
the building was alread / crammed to its utmost,
and consequently further admission was Impossible.
? rush was next made to the side entrances, but
these were closely guarded by policemen to prevent
any one jroing In who was not provided with a

stage ticket. After waiting until eight o'clock the
crowd, among whom were a number of clergymen,
became extremely clamorous ana crowded up to
the side doors, threatening their guardians with
rough treatment; but to avoid this unpleasantness
the men retreated wl'hin the doors, and neither
prayers nor entreati s could prevai'. upon them to
admit any of the crowd, who stood knocking and
growling without. Alter a short time the entire
outside crowd ga'.hered at the front entrance,
ana Horace Greeley and Chancellor Crosby
addressed them on the same subject that was being
discussed within doors. Inside the building the
meeting wa9 of the most enthusiastic v laracter.
Every comer was closely packed by the audlcnce,
who were apparently determined to make the ut¬
most of the opportunity alTordcd them of expressing
their sympathy for the cause of Italian unity.

After the lapse of more than two thousan
years modern Italy, the successor or the ancient, is
celebrating a simitar eVent.the union of its entire
domain uuder one political government.and It must
bo the cordial wish or every one who is familiar with
tbe ills that ciasslc land baa suffered during the last
tew centuries that this consolidation ol us temporal
power may be the beginning of a career worthy ot
the empire which it succeeds; not in conques:, but
In literature and art aud liberal institutions.

It is but a iew years since the terrLory which now
constitutes the kingdom or Italy was shared by a
multiplicity or separaio sovereignties. Sardinia, the
Grand Duchy of Tuscany, the Two Sicilies, the Stales
of the Church and several other miuor division* have
disappeared, and all are uulied uuder one political
head. This

RECONSTRUCTION OF THE POLITICAL ELFMFNT8,
accomplished almost without bloodshed, ha* given
the lie.v State an honorable rank among Ihe other
nations of Europe; and out ol this unity have grown
the extirpation of Jealousies nnd rivalry, a respect¬
ful consideration abroad, and the strength at home
which b the lruit ol a common sympathy in interest
and feeling.

It Is only lu one qnarter in Italy that Its unity lias
encountered opposition aud engendered hostile leel-
lug. A small portion oi the secular adherents of

regard tne separation of the temporal from the ec¬
clesiastical power as a spoliation and a crime. But,
fellow citizens, he who in Hie vicissitudes ol human
government hus the exorcise Ql" tchlfrorjfcL ye-
reign tr cast upou him must take It with thfj rc^pou-
sibiunes and hazards incident to it.with the dan¬
ger ol having It wrested from hint by rorelgn con¬
quest, or ol being divested or it by the uprising or
those who are subjected to it when they feel that
their welfare or their freedom will be promoted by
the change. It is to this larger popular sovereignty
that tue temporal power ol tho cnurch or Rome
Has given place. Tho people or the Papal States
have changed their political ruler by an overwhelm¬
ing majority of votes.I may say, with a una¬
nimity unparalicd in the annals ol popular sutTrage.
At Home, tno seat of the temporal power of tao
Church, iu 40,881 votes there were only forty-six in
tne negative, nnd the same unanimity was shown by
tbe veto of the provinces. In all ibis the peoplehave but exercised a right which we and tue ineuda
ol iree government throughout the world hold is be
Inalienable. It ts needles to add, what all know,
that theie has been no period within the last quar¬
ter of a century when the people or Roiue would not
have as>er ed this right, if they had not been re¬
strained by loreign bayonets. We, whoso ancestors
were i>orue down during their colonial dependence
toy the armed hirelings of Great Britain, well know
¦ow to appreciate the value of such a deliverance.

THE ITALIAN PARLIAMENT AND TIIE PAPACY.
The Parliament of Italy is now busy wltn tho mea¬

sures of legislation, which have become necessary
to fix the demarcations of power under tho new
political rioiuie. 1 have seen a synopsis or the law
unue>' discussion. It surrounds the Church with all
the safeguards essential to its perfect secnrity and
independence in the exercise or its ecclesiastical
functions; and it provides for the personal couilort
or the Pontiff with the tenderness due to a venernblo
prHatc, who, In his private Hie, has given to tbe
world an example of simplicity and purity worthyof universal applause. It could not well be other¬
wise, when tho late Roman state has fifteen repre¬
sentatives in the Parliament, and when a vast
majority of the bedy are of tho Church's own reli¬
gious creed.
One oi the most striking Illustrations of the benefi¬

cent Inflaence of the umou of the Italian States la
the rcctoniUvu of tiw right eJ trwr man to worsain

004 according to the dictate* of his own conscience.
In every portion of the new State.In the capital aa
well aa the provinces.Romanism and Protestantism
may stand aide by tide, aa here and In nearly every
country in Europe, and labor to advance the cause
of rt Union without dinner of Interference or col¬
lision. In a word, united Italy presents to us wlmt
we conMder all that Is most precious in Human gov¬
ernment.a free Church In a free Slate.

It will thus be scon that the banking system of the
State of New York still ooinm-juds it self to tne
favorabie consideration of the public.
None of these banks, of course, Issue circulating

noti-'s, the United states ta t on sucu issue being,
a-< was «oubtle-s intended, prohibitory.
From the general complaint of the stringency of

the money market and the depressed state ol the
business interests of tne country, and particularly
of the rural districts, I tuinic it will be conceded that
the national banks have 'ailed to take the place of
our Mute banks in supplying currency and banking
facilities generally to tie business community, our
Slate svsiem furnished money enough for the wants
of trado and Internal conimcrce, and at points
whore it, was needed. The national system Lives us

a circulating medium sufficient in amouut, but tails
to supply it at many po n s whore it is required.
Tne currency that should be paid out over a hun¬

dred bank counters in the Interior of the State to as¬
sist iu buying aud sending to market the products of
the country, accumulates largely in New York and
Is used, to a considerable extent, in transactions
outside of legitimate business. Could Confess be
Induced to remove the tax from the circulation of
state batiks, aud thus allow them to ren w their
former relations with the business interests of the
country, such le/i>lut oil would. 1 thiuk, be attended
with results very beneficial to tlic people of our
State.

The circulating notes outstanding on the 1st of

October were, by tne books of this department,

posits ol bouds and mortgages, stock- and cash, and
$779. 291 was Issued by incorporated or safety fund
banks that are uot required to make a deposit ior
the protection of their notes.
The securities of all kinds held by the Superin¬

Kahili, where Hairord and Muir succeeded in get¬
ting on Ri'orc, is a point on the same Island about
live miles to the eastward of ilanalal.
The knowledge that over ninety men, in addition

to the regular complement of oillceis aud crew of
the Saginaw, were ou board renders the possibility
of the survivors sutferliig much irom hunger before
relieved more probable. They have, however, suc¬
ceeded in lauding considerable provisions and with
proper economy and the possibility of catching birds
aud ilsli they will be able tp subsist for a long time.
There is hope thai u' the steamship China calls at
Midway Island Commander S.card may have been
able to let her know of the disaster. It such is tha
case the whole party aro doubtless safe oa board ol
he.-, aud we may hear of them first by way of China.
