THE TIUMBULL CITII. SERVICE BILL.
The Senate then resumed the consideration of Mr.

Trumbull's bill to r neve Congressmen from Impor¬
tunity and to preserve the independence of the sev¬
eral departments of the government.
Mr. Morton said tne reform contemplated by the

bill was of the spurious kind; that much cheap pop¬ularity had been made udou what was called civil ser¬
vice reform, many writers and speakers on the sub-
Jeot scarcely understauding w bat was meant by it.
The auuse ot the civil service had been grossly exag-
gcrat d, particularly In the speech ot the chairman
of the Judiciary Committee, Mr. Trumbull. He was
surprised to hear tne fashionable charge of corrup¬tion among Congressmen reiterated by that Senator,when tne lact was well known that cases 01 corrup-tn n In hign places, It auy existed, were the excep¬tions. not the general rule; and lu politics no gene¬
ral rule could applv to which there were not excep¬tions. The senator (Trumbull) thought the govern¬
ment could be run better without the politicians.
But his eysteni was an Impossibility. It would re¬
hire the perfection of human nature. Plato's
ream ol a republic was Utopian and never could

be realized. Appointments to office, Irre¬
spective of politics, as a system, would
suit the democrats remarkably well while
not In power, but not a moment alter that. It had
been alleged by Mr. Trumbull that there were In
tne departments more than twice as many clerks as
were needed to do the business. The inference
lrom this would be very injurious to the administra¬
tion. as indicating that It was rotten and corrupt.Mr. Morton submitted that it was not true: that
lu no event could the assertion be substantiated as
to more than five per cent of the alleged number,
if the author of the statement could produce any
evidence for his assertion he was bound to let the
country have it, in order that the men who counte¬
nanced the employment of useless officials might be
held responsible by the couutry an<» condemned bythe people.
Mr. Trumbull reminded Mr. Morton that in con¬

nection with the, statement relerred to he had
stated at the time as hi* authority for it the report ofSerctary Cox, late of the interior Department. He
wou'd now give the Senator another authority the
Senator from Ohio (Mr. Sherman).whose state¬
ment at the last session, if not that there were twice
as many clerkB, was certainly that there were many
more than were required by the departments to
perform the duties. If the Senator (Morton)would now put the question to the Senator from
Iowa (Harian), who at one time presided over one of
the departments, an answer would, doubtless, be
given.
Mr. Nye inquired whether the number of depart¬ment clerks was not limit etl by law.
Mr. Trumbull believed there was a regulation bylaw. but there was nothing to prevent the occasional

increase or the force by Congress.
Mr. Nye theught a sufficient remedy was to be had

In a specific limitation ol the number.
Mr. Trumbull, alluding to the penalty of lm- I

pnsonment Imposed by tne bill upon Congressmen jsoliciting appointments, said he thought his friend
Nye would be able to keep out of the Penitentiary.He had Kept out thus far. (Laughter. )

Mr. Nye replied that his apprehension was not for
himself, but lor the distinguished Senator from Illi¬
nois, who had probably recommended twice as
many appointments as any other Senator.
Mr. Trumbull explained that for many years he

had almost entirely abstained from any recommen¬
dations.
Mr. Morton said he was aware that the late Sec¬

retary of the Interior had acquired considerable
reputation In this matter of civil service reform, aud
referred to an article in the North American Reciew
as substantiating his assertion, that that genilemahhad set un for himself a superior morality on this
point. He had claimed to inaugurate a reform, in
which he was encountered, as he said In his letter

ot resignation, by the politicians, but the Inference
was that during his official tenure he acted up to
his convictions, and did not allow a Congressman to
dictate an appointment. Now, the facts (as shownfrom tne records) were, that upon that gentleman's
assumption of his office there were 689 clerks
In the Interior Department, and when he left It
there were 6*8.one man, perhaps, having died;therefore, according to Mr. Trumbull, there were
twice as manv clerks there as were needed, and but
one less than the number when the Secretary left.
Unlike Mr. Cox, Secretary Boutwell, without anyspecial pretensions to civil service reiorm, had re¬
duced the force under him lu the same time some
400 or 600.

.Mr. Morton proceeded further in vindication of
the department clerks from what he called the
grossly unjust charge of Mr. Trumbull, tnat a large
portion ot them were useless and incompetent.He claTiiM -Ihat the public business was
now discharged"*" "Ww creditably, and argued
to show the Impossibility ofmaitaming in the
face of our free lnstftntkms Th$ lUe tenure"bureaucratic" systems of Prussia and England,The only effect of doing away with the system 91
recommendations for office, instead of diminishingthe crowd of office seekers, would be te compel ap¬plicants cither to visit Washington or transact their
business through office brokers. The polit clans
could not be dispensed with without changing the
character or the government, and enabling publicofficials to turn a deaf ear to the entreaties of those
w ho had elevated them to power.
Several Senators desiring to speak on this bill no

vote was reached, Its further consideration beingdeferred till Wednesday next. At live o'clock, after
an executive session. the Senate adjourned.

Th<* House tnen resumed the consideration of the
bill reported yesterday from the Committee on Agri¬
culture for the better care of cattle In transit by
railroad or other means or transportation.

Mr. fiwann, (dem.) ot Md., opposed the bill as one
winch would add largely to the cost of transporta¬
tion by delay and by the derangement of time tables.
The question was whether Congress should take the
control of tfie subject and undertake to manage not
onfy'tW great national affaire entrusted to It, bat
ai«o to manage and control all the railroad compa¬nies. Congress might as well undertake to control
railroad fares as to regulate how railroad cars shall
be heated aud lighted. All sorts of complaintswonld be made to Congress on those subjects as
bood as it established the principle In the passage of
this bill.
Nr. AncHER. (dem.) of Md., thought the constitu¬

tionality of the bill doubtiul: but he would waive

that and pass to other objections. An? one who had
seen cattle yards could understand what sort or rest
cattle would hare lu them. The parage of >he bill
would entail large expenses on the cattle raiser. Re
ahould rather compel railroad companies to turnlsh
such earn us would allow rattle to he fed and wa¬
tered auil rested in. Such oars bad been paiouted
and made.
Mr. Com, (rei>.) of 111., declared J>lmscir in favor

of i lie bill «¦> an act ol humanity, not doubting in
the leasi the constitutional power of Congress to re¬
quire that the transportation of cattle shall be con¬
ducted o» principles of common humanity.Mr. buoFiKi.D, (rep.) of l'a.. said he was himself a
Btute rljrnts man, its il used to be called when he
was In the demo ratic ranks. He had always oe-
lieved iu local legislation.in township and county
au>i Stale legislation; but when tiiA> came loasubjectwhich reached all over the country, andwukli no
county and 110 State could control, then be held
that If Congress had power over it and under too
Constitution, that power bhoukl be exercised. Ho
held that that power existed under the clause of the
coustitutiou which gave Congress power to regulate
commerce between tne States.
Mr. Uldridgi, (dein.)oi Wis., argned against the

constitutionality and against the propriety of the
blil. There was 110 difficulty in the way of the titate
of Pennsylvania or any other Slate legislating *0
prevent cruelty to animals passing through her ter¬
ritory. The principle of the bill would permit Con¬
gress to regulate the harness and leeu ol every horse
and mule engaged lu carrying goods between two
States. He thought it was wise to leave the subject
to tnose most interested in It.the cattle raters and
cattle transporters.
Mr. Swann moved to lay the bill on the table.

Negatived.
The morning hour expired, and the bill weut over

till the next morning lxmr.

THE PIRATICAL PLOT.

Letter from General Jordnn Denying It.
New York, Jan. 12, 1871.

To the Editor of the Herald:.
la tlie Herald of to-day Is a loug letter.dated

January l.under the promluent heading, "A Pirati¬
cal Plot orPlan to Seize the Steamship Ocean Queen
on her LaSt Voyage to Aspinwall," Ac. Accord-
mc to tills letter General IUan, a passenger on the
steamer In question, was charged with the execution
of the extraordinary "plot"' or "plan," and was to
be aided by some 200 recruits or Cubans, who were
to go on the same steamer for that purpose and as a
way also of going to Cuba.

First Judicial district shall appoint three commis¬
sioners, one of whom shall be lrom Putnam county,
and another from New York couuty, wno shall bo
the commission to purchase "such additional lauds
and waters as may be deemed necessary by them''
lor the purpose of furnishing an inexhaustable sup¬
ply of pure and wholesome water to New York. It
authorizes the commissioners to euter upon lands,
make surveys, Ac., and provides that lu
the event of disagreement between owners and
the commission as to the price of the land, the lat¬
ter shall report to the Court. The Comptroller is 10
Issue bonus and raise the money, to be paid within
sixty days, as directed by the Court, the bonds to be
entitled "Additional water stock or the city of New
York." The interest on them is to be at the rate of
seveu per cent, redeemable In less than fifty years,
at the option of the comptroller. The title to the
lands thus acquired Is vested in the Mayor and Com.
monality or jour city. The Commissioner's salaryIs to be five dollars per day.

papers. These are only a lair sample ol its Journalistic
teats. In its Issue ol Tuesday, however, it has per¬formed a more uselul, if not a more brilliant, ser¬
vice. It publishes the reports of two special com¬
missioners on the fishery question. One of inese has
made Ottawa the centre of his inquiries. The other
has operated among the Gloucester fishermen. The
commissioner to Canada, who, by the way, seems to
be a srentieman of high culture, ..Interviewed" the
Dominion Premier, Sir John A. Macdouaid, Sir
Francis Hlncks, the lion. S. L. Tllley, the lion.
Josepn llowe, and, in particular, the Hon. Peter
Mitchell. The commissioner to the constituents of
General Butler, In Massachusetts, had to do with
the owners of fishermen of several of the
capturea vessels, and has set down many
ol their rough expressions, garnished with
oaths and sea phrases, and given a graphlo
picture of their wrongs, as they regard
them. The facts alleged by the fishermen are, how¬
ever, for the most part in substantial accord with
the explanations published by the Minister of Marina,and Hsher.es, aud luily prove that the captured
vessels had been legally seized, and were bo seised
wit inn the three mile limit. The views of fishermen
on questions of law are very amusing. They Im¬
agine that tliev enjoy various fishing and tradingrighisfrom which their owu nation has solemnlT
excluded them, and they are proportionately bel¬
ligerent, holding, as the Herald puts It in one of its
headings, that "every Canadian ought to be blown
to kingdom come by nltro-glycenne!" By publish¬
ing the statements put fort h on both sides the Hs«al»
has made a magnificent contribution to the rightunderstanding of the fishery question, and con¬
sequently to that ol international good feel¬
ing, which all right minded men must be so desirous
of promoting. If the government of Canada bad
wished to place their view or the rights of Canadian
fishermen in their own waters, before the American
ubile, nay, before the whole civilized world, and
ad spent tens of thousands of dollars in the at-I tempt, they could not have performed the task half| so well.as has now been done, simply as part of Its

journalistic enterprise, and without any expense to
t'anana, by the New *ork Herald. Wo shall retire
from the Gloucester fishermen for the present, not
so much for fear of being "blown up," as because
we shall require all our space in order to convey
some idea oi the news elicited by the Herald's
commissioner to the capital of the Dominion.
The Herald's commissioner to Ottawa begins his

report oy acknowledging the courteous aud mendly
manner in which, as a representative of the
Herald, he was received at Ottawa by the members
of the Privy council, to wiiom ho pays the marked
tribute of saying that "he thinks it impossible to
speak too highly of the energy and lucidity and fat¬
ness with which the whole subject was stated bythem on bohalf of their government." This able
writer, understood to be an Englishman by birth, .barrister by profession, a traveller in many lands, a
distinguished author, and now, by preference and
naturalization, an American citizen, continues:.

The Herald devotes a characteristic article to ths

review ot the repoits of its two commissioners, hold¬
ing the balance pretty evenly between them, bnfc
"letting down" President Grant as easily as poos*Me. The Canadians, innocently unconscious of
doing wrong to any one, least of all to the people of
the United States, make out, the Herald says, a
good case for themselves, on then own showing; but,then, the fishermen also have a case, and their
idea Is that Canada, deprived of reciprocity. Justwishes to harass the Americans into the ne¬
gotiation of auother treaty. President Grant
must liuve discovered some merits In the views
of the fishermen.what they are does not appear-else he never would have spoken so strongly on this
subject; rather a slender defence of the President.
The Herald's idea is, of course, that annexation is
the grand panacea for all fishery disputes, and for
all questions as to the right to "shoot Niagara," and
the rapids of the St. Lawrence. Americans conld
never permit the Mississippi to be held by the
Southern rebels, and so they can* never be
satisfied* that either Great Britain or Canada
shall control the month of the St. Lawrence.
The Inference here does not seem to have
any very Intimate connection with the premises;
but as the Herald admits that "the time has not yet
come for the ultimatum of annexation,'' it con¬
cludes that General schenck "will be charged with
negotiations looking to a temporary settlement of
these border difficulties as a sort of appeudlx to the
Alabama claims." Tills Is all right; we ask no
more than a fair and equitable arrangement of the
matter and we regard the Herald's reports as af¬
fording most valuable assistance In that direction,
as well as furnishing evidence that the Hbhald fully
understands the great functions of the Journalist,
higher, grander aud moro influential in many re¬
spects than those of the statesman.

ANOTHER RAILROAD MURDER.
Two Brothers Killed on the Nrw York sal

Harlem Railroad.
During Wednesday forenoon an accident of m

shocking nature occurred on the New York and
Harlem Railroad, near Cliappaqua, Westchester
county, by which two brothers, named John and
George yuimby, aged respectively thirty and twenty-
one years, lost their lives. From the meagre Infor¬
mation vouchsafed regarding the casualty It would
appear that the deceased parties were
crossing the railroad track In a light
wagon, when they were struck by the
locomotive of a gravol train, which was then run¬
ning at a high rate of speed. The lorce ot the col¬
lision dashed the horse and vehicle literally to
atoms, instantly killing John Quimby, while hi*
brother, who was taken up insensible, remained In
that condition until yesterday morning, when he ex¬
pired. The deceased men were sons of Reuben
uulmby, ex-postma«ter of the village of Sing Slug.
Coroner Meeks was notified ot tlio occurrence.

HONOR TO THE DEAD.
The firemen of Newark are taking active measures

looking to the orection at an early day or a hand¬
some monument, at acost of between twenty and
thirty thousand dollars, over the graves in Patr-
mount Cemetery of their deceased oomrades.
