The Nbw York Hbbald correspondent, writing
from the "Headquarters of the Second Army of the
Loire, at Le Hans," at midnight on the Uth Inst,,
gives the following particulars of the second day's
battle between Chanzy's forces and the German
army under Prince Frederick Charles. He writes;.

AN BVKNTF0L DAT.

This has been one of the most eventful days in the

history of France during the present war, and it is

probable that one of the most eventful battles fbught
since tne struggle began closed at nightfall of this
day.

TAKING XST POSITIONS.
After the defeat of yesterday (January 10) General

Chanzy, displaying much energy, rallied his broken

columns, and, having received reinforcements, de¬
termined to strike another blow to retrieve his for*
tunes, knowing that the whole hope of Franoe cen¬

tred upon the ability of his army to break through
the strong opposition of the Red Prince and advance
to the relief of Paris. After a night of unceasing labor
and anxiety daylight found the French forces pre¬
pared for the coufllot. Their army consisted of three
corps, the Sixteenth, Seventeenth and Twenty-
first, respectively, under the command of Admiral
Jourequlberry and Generals Oolomb and Joufffoy.
Tbese corps averaged 60,000 men each, making an

effective force of 160,000 men, the whole under the
supreme control of General 0nancy. By ten
o'clock in the morning Jonrqnlberry's corptf had
taken np a position on the right bank of the river
Hulsne, General Oolomb's on the plateau of An-
vours, and GeneraijJoufflroy's on the right, covering
<the village of Brette.

OPKNINQ or THB BATTLB.

The Prussians advanced aleng three roads and
are said to have been under the command of Prince
Frederick Charles himself. They were apparently
100,000 strong. Soon after ten o'olock sharp firing
was opened by the Prussians from well-located bat*
terles on the lelt of the French. It was replied to
with spirit.

8T0R1CIN0 OF JOUREQUIBERRY'3 POSITION.

Very soon a large force of German Infantry,
flanked by cavalry, advanced nnder cover of a

beavy artillery fire, striking the right of Admiral
Jourequlberry's position. The assaulting column
was met by a tierce artillery lire from many &nns,
Including a number of mitrailleuses of the new

pattern. The struggle now became exceedingly
severe, and was well contested. But although the
Germans suffered heavy loss, they finally succeeded
in driving baok the French, capturing early two
guns and taking andholdlng the important position
near the river.

THE GERMANS CHECKED.

General Chanzy, perceiving the danger which
threatened his position, moved forward his reserves

of artillery to the support of Admiral Jourequlocrry,
These opened a terrific fire, which checked for a
while tho further advance of the Germans in that di¬
rection.

SEVERE ASSAULTS REPULSED.
Two or three severe assaults were made by the

Germans to secure further advantages, the object
being to take the position held by the French at La
Tlllere. The French, however, were strongly posted
and fought with great courage and determination.
Each assault was repulsed with serious loss to the
Germans, the French also losing heavily.

SHARP FIGHTING ON THE CENTRE.

Meantime an equally fierce attack was made on

the French line covering the railroad to Chartres
and Paris. After two hours' desperate fighting the
French centre was driven back. It retreated, how-
over, slowly and In good order for a short distance
only, to a position in rear of thai first
occupied, and where the rising ground af¬
forded good facilities (or the artillery. Here a

beavy force of guns was parked, which, manned by
the marines, opened a severe and well directed fire
upon the advancing enemy. Tlus not only checked
the Germans, but compelled them to fall back In
turn. A heavy counter fire soon opened from the
German batteries, which, during the engagement,
baa advanced to a commanding position on the left
of the railroad.
The superiority of the German guns in firing soon

became apparent. After an unequal dftel the
French fire slackened, the Germans causing great
loss to the French lines. Still tho French infantry
maintained their position heroically, and another
attempt to dislodge signally failed.

A GERMAN FLANK MOVEMENT.

For some time the engagement nad the character
.of an artillery duel; but when the German lines
bad taken the positions assigned them a more
active attack commenced, evidently with a
'desire on the part of the Germans to capture tbe
position on the right bank of the Huime, in order to
exeoutea flanking movement, wltb the object of
.cutting between the army and Le Mans, and captur¬
ing a large number of prisoners.

CHANGE OF TAOT1C8.
At four o'clock the tactics of the Germans seemed

So be changed. A heavy massing of troops took
place on the French right, under cover of the wood,
.ear the village or Brette, which was held by the
French. Tbe wood was on the extreme left of the
Prussian position, stretching for miles to tbe south-
cast of theplain between the road and villages,
and were commanded by the Prussian artillery,
whloh was well posted on the left nnder cover of tbe
wood.

EFFORT TO DXSLODGB THE GERMANS.

A sharp and precise needle-gun Are was opened
on the Fftncb line and oosition left of (he village

of Brett*, not more than 700 yards distant.

Ii soon became evident that It

would be impossible for them to lone
hold the position unless the Germans were dla>

lodged. The heavy Ore of artillery directed on tbe

woods had apparently bnt little effect. A large
body of French Infantry advanced In good order
acroaa

The corps of Janrezlberry crossed
the river Sarthe on Thursday, fighting all the time
with three dlvlslbns of Mecklenburg's army/'

THE FIRE FIEND.

Destructive Fires In Newark Yesterday
Momtuff.Loss About 938,000.

The fire fiend was busy In Newark throughout the
early hours of yesterday morning at three different
points, destroying property worth fully $28,000.
Shortly before dne o'cleck a Are broke out In a part
of Brock's brewery, on the hill. The fireman kept
the flames from spreading, so that the tool house
shed was only destroyed. The loss Here waa within
$300. About half-past two o'clock the firemen had
another run to the carpenter shop of Charles
Bolsser, on Jones street. The place, with every¬thing in It, was destroyed. Loss $2,000; Insured for
$1,600 In Newark companies. This Are Is charged
as being the work of an incendiary, but no arrest
has yet been made.

Airain, shortly after nine o'clock, the drug store of
George Caldwell, No. 671 Broad street, directly oppo¬site Military Parte, was discovered to be on fire. The
alarm was promptly given and the firemen were
soon on hani, but, owing to the inflammable char¬
acter of the stock, their efforts to save the buildingproved abortive. The entire bnlldlng, three stories
nigh, was entirely gutted. The firemen succeeded
in saving the buildings on either side, though the
stocks or about a dozen different parties were more or
less seriously damaged. Caldwell's loss Is esti¬
mated at aoout $6000, probably fully covered byinsurance in a New York company; De CampA Crane, photographers, ever the drug store, loss
$8,000, insured one-halT; Peshlae'a shoe store, No.
673, loss about $8,000 on building, $600 on stock,latter mostly carried out. fully insnred; GeorgeBauenter, fancy dry goods, loss on stock alone $6,000,insured; N. Gratta, cigar dealer, claims loss $8,000.The loss of other parties will not altogether run over
$3,000.
An aged man named Dlckerson and a woman but

recently over her confinement narrowly escapedlieing burned up.

TUB PRINCE DX JOINVILLR IN CHANZY'3 CAMP.

The Herald special writer says:.The Prince da
Jolnvllie has just returned to France from his

exile In England, immediately after landing his

Royal Highness went direct to the headquarters
of the French army under General Chanzy. Finding
the General with his staff, the Prince made himself
known to him at once, aud requested tbat he be

assigned a command in the war of defence of
France.
THE 8WORD OF ORLEANS RKPIISED BY THE DEMO¬

CRATS.

General Chanzy welcomed tbe Prince In his own
aame and that of the country, and expressed his

personal willingness, as well as tbe pleasure It
would give him, to accede to his demand, had he
complete power to do so. This he did not enjoy,
however.
The General (Chanzyi telegraphed Immediately to

the executive here at Bordeaux, stating briefly the
fact of tne Prince's arrival In camp, his inclination
and application.
M. Gambetta hesitated during a few mmutes,

next consulted with his colleagues, and replied a t

once by telegraph tbat the request was rernaed by
the government of France, and the Prince de Join-
vllle ordered to leave France immediately.
General Chanzy Informed the Prinoe, In the most

delicate yet decisive manner, both of the decision
and order of the government in his case.

ROYAL REP08AL AND RADICAL DISCIPLINE.

Prince de Jolnville bowed, but replied that he de¬
clined to leave tne country again. He said, "As 1
have been refused a command In the French army I
will remain In France and serve In the ranks with

my countrymen as a private soldier."
Here was a grave dilemma.
General Chanzy telegraphed a detail of the case

to Gambetta and again astted for instructions.

I M. Gambetta replied Instantly by the telegraph in'
the following words:."If Prince de Jolnville refuses
to leave as ordered arrest turn Instantly and for¬

ward him here as a prisoner.1'
Prince ae Jolnville having been Informed of the

contents of this order, In Its very words, still per¬
sisted In his refusal to leave, exclaiming, "I shall
see if the French people win sanotion the arrest of
one of their countrymen for the crime that he is will¬

ing to flght with tlism in the ranks of the army of the
French nation."
General Chanzy heard him to the end, but

affirmed in replv that if he "did not obey the order
of the government his arrest would be accpmpllshcd
Immediately."

KXII.t A(JAIN.

Tho Prince de Joinviile appeared to reconsider his

position, and.perhaps having ascertained the full
extent of lu difficulty.observing the exact position
in which hts refusal to leave placed General Chanzy
personally, as well as being moved by his sense of
appreciation of the very respectful and really
friendly treatment which he had just enjoyed at
the hands of the General, left the headquarters,
went again to sea, and returned to England.

THE NAT BIN MURDER.

A majority of the papers of this city yesterday
morning contained some "startling Information in
reference to 'the Nathan murder, In which It was as¬
serted that a Chicago detective named Flicker had
discovered tho murderer, and had in his possession
one of the diamond studs lorn from the
shirt bosom of Mr. Nathan; also a locket said
to belong to the family. The reason assigned
for not arresting the individual and handing hlra
over to the officers ol the law was fear
on the part of this "expert" from Chicago that he
woald be derrauded out of his portion of the large
reward offered. It was also charged that at a con¬
versation with Superintendent Kelso the latter had
demanded that all the detectives in his department
should have an equal share of the reward. In a
conversation with Superintendent Keiao yesterday,by a Hkrald reporter, he stated he never made
any such demand from the Chicago gentleman;but, on the contrary, Informed him 11 he had any in¬
formation that would lead to the arrest of the mur¬
derer to make it known at once and he weuld re¬
ceive all the rewards that had been offered. He far¬
ther stated that, in bis opinion, the Chicago
detective Knew no more In reference to the murderer
than does a windy personage who styles himself an
"attorney and counsellor at law."

A CONTEST FOR AN ALDERNANK SEAT M BROOKLYN.
At the November election William Richardson and

Tunis Van Pelt Talmage were candidates for Alder¬
man in the Twenty-second ward of Brooklyn, the
former running upon the republican and the Utter
upon the demooratlo ticket. When the vote was
counted 'it was found that Mr. Richard¬
son's majority was over sixty. Mr.
Talmage then contested his right to
the seat In the Board on the ground that he had
not been a resident of Brooklyn. Three yean ago
Mr. Richardson was president of the Dry Dock
Railroad company, New tork; and Mr. Talmage,
who sent a protest to the Board against his taking
the seat, proceeded to show the Common Council
committee appointed to investigate the matter
that Mr. Richardson had within three years
veted la Harletn The poll clerks of thp
Fifth district of the Twelfth ward*
Harlem, were before the committee on Saturday, and
the registry lists of 1870 showed that Mr. Richardson
had voted both at the November and December elec¬
tions. A deed ol a house purchased by Mr. Richard-
son at Harlem was also produced, indicating that
Mr. Richardson was not a resident of Brooklyn at
the ttmo he claimed he was.

I am enabled to announce by special cable tele¬
gram to the Herald the following Important intelli¬
gence on the subject or the Franco-Primlan war.
Its present diplomatic tendencies aud immediately
approaching territorial consequences after peace:.
The olrcumstance 01 M. Caumoau'd recant special

visit to the impress Eugenie, at Chtselhurst, with
reference to the Hubject of the restoration of the re¬

gency of government in Prance and the rehabilita¬
tion or reconstruction of the ancient form
of Legislative Assembly for that country is

much talked of In political circles and canvassed
with very aittentlve earnestness both In Prance and

England.
It Is aald that the idea of the restoration contem¬

plates a close alliance between France and Prussia
In the future, after the termination of the war.

BISMARCK'S PLAN OF UOVERNMKNT FOR FRANCE.

Count Bismarck was approached recently in a

very skilful manner with reference to the highly Im¬

portant subject of the coming government for
France.
The Prussian Premier refused at oooe and entirely

to commit himself ou the matter of a Bonaparte res¬

toration.

Having made a few remarks Count Bismarck
said:."After Paris falls we shall find there a Oe facto
French government. II that power la willing to

aosept our plan of peace and to elect a constitu¬

tional government to confirm Its terms we shall not

Interfere In the internal aflairs of France. It, on

the other hand, this temporary,* yet dfe facto govern¬
ment, 1b Inclined, wickedly inclined, to further pro¬
long a wicked war, we will then be willing to treat
the terms of peace and the remainder with the
French empire which has not yet been constitution¬
ally set aside."
RL'SSO-OERMAN POINTS OK IMPERIAL ARRANORMRNT.

The governments of Prussia and Russia are, as I
am assured to-day, willing to acknowledge the re¬

storation of the Frcnch empire, based on the follow¬
ing plant-
First.A mollification of the commercial treaty of

the year 1860 between France and England.
Second.That the Eastern question (Black Sea navi¬

gation, war and the rest) shall henceforth be re¬

garded as oue of secondary consideration in the ex¬

ecutive policy and foreign diplomacy of France.
ThlrO.'That that portion of the territory of the

kingdom of Belgium which is now known as French
Flnnders shall bo detached from Belgian rule aud
annexed to France in lien of the domain of Alsace,
whlcn shall, as well as Luxembourg, be tinlied wltt^
Germany.
This last named proposition, with reference to

Luxembourg, Is embodied In the peace proposal
plan of Prussia and Russia, with the view of satis¬

fying the amour propre of the French nation and
In order to reconcile the French people to the propo¬
sition of a restoration and tne remainder of the

change*, which are Indicated alone, and their con¬

sequences. ,

FREE THOUGHT A.UOMi THE .ERVA!i8.

Dr. [iillenthal on the Darwinian Theory.
Dr. F. W. Lilienthai. a German physician of this

city, delivered a lecture on tho Darwinian theory
before the German Freethinkers' Union, at 101 Hes¬
ter street, yesterday evening. Thi3 society is an as¬
sociation of Germans who discuss general topics
from the standpoint of the most radical and abso¬
lute freedom. The Doctor said that things as they
existed in nature were not created after a perfect
pattern by a Divine Maker, as was generally believed,
nor were they absolutely perfect. He selected the
eye and the heart, wnlcli were commonly consld-
ereu as the most wonderful organs of the human
bony, to Illustrate his opinion. lie gave a short
anatomical description of these two parts of the
human body, and attempted In an ingenious manner
to snow that these organs might in some respects
be more perrect, and were capaole of improvement.
Tho lecturer stated that tne physical man, as he
appeared now, was not physically perfect, as could
be seen from some minor parts or his organization,
for which the physicians had not yet discovered any
use or necessity. The lecturer then gave Ulustra*
tions from the animal world, snowing how they
had Improved lrom lower organizations to their
present appearance, lie concluded by saying that
as man had been developed by ages of improvement
under the process of natural selection from an In¬
ferior organization to his present high type, so iu the
future improvement was also possible and probable.
The ffcnu> Aomv was still in a state of transition;
and progress in the physical conformation of man
had not, he believed, as yet ceased. It was an a b-
Hurd error, la the lUrnt of advanced science, to be¬
lieve, as the orthodox worm inculcated, that we had
been created after a fixed type or had at present at¬
tained a fixed type.

A MISSISSIPPI DISASTER.

Burning of the Steamer V. L Bffc-
CH11 Below Memphis.

Thirty Lives Supposed to Have
Been Lost.

PARTICULARS OF THE CATASTROPHE.
Mimhiiis, Jau. 18, 1871.

Tho steamer T. L. M^Qlll, from St. Louts for New
Orleans, was burned on 8lioo-Ply liar at nine
o'clock last night. The Ore broke out »(t. Owing to

. gale prevailing the flames spread rapidly and the
passengers hud barely time to rusu to the bow and
plunge Into the water before the flro was upon
them. To add to the horror of the scene the weather
was Intensely cold and many who plunged Into the
river were chilled and sunt to rise no more.
The survivors gave imperfect and couaictiug re-

ports. The boat had beeu aground lor two days,
and had unloaded 2U0 tons of her freight In order to
get over the bar. She was laden with 900 tous of
general merchandise, including pork ami coal oil.
Just as the passengers were preparing to retire an

alarm of Ore was raised aud a general stampede on-

sued.
The steamers St Franois and Ann White, whioli

had passed her, were several miles above, but see¬

ing the Are, turued back and arrived in time to ren¬
der valuable assistance. Tho H. 0. Verger, lying
near by, also rendered aslstance. The
?un White brought np the following
persons, picked up along the shore:.
