three commissioners, the two secretaries, two
gwmographers and the representatives of the press.
General Sigel aml Fred Dougluss, Jr., will also des

A meeting of the commissioners was anouncved
for yesterday afternoon at the Astor House to ex-
amine the credeutials of the journallsts who are Lo
be granled a passage with the expedition.

The monotony of the protracted slege of this ity

firing there 18 nothing to relleve the stagnation and
suspepse 16 which we nave been doomed lor i
month past by the snccess of the Blanco national
arnty, whose neadguarters are still at the Unlon,
Reports of mtended attacks clroulate almost dmly,
the real canse of the fallure belpg the beslegers
deflelency in the infantry arm, thongh they have re-
ceived over 1,600 muskets, smuggled from Buoenos
Ayresanrough the port of Noeva Palmint.

Great things are expected from General Suares's
army If 1c will ever muke Its appearance wituin a
hundred mile2 of this city, because the enemf have
left ecolumns of troops sirategleally posted in sum-
cient numberd to give the redoubtanle Suares his
quietus should he venture south of the Black river,
wihieh is very doub: ful,

There was quite an arttllery duel between the ad-
vitneed ontworks of both arodes on the 26th. The
Elancos suceeeded not only 1 sllencing the govern-
ment pleces, but, after intfcting quite severs losses,
compelled them to fall back, from o fear of heing
outfanked and either being capiured or bringing on
& general engagement—a thing not on the pro-
Hrimme.

Toe Hlanco General Aparviclo has establizshed a
novel practice, never before Known in the case of a
besleged city, of Axing o tarll for tolls to be col-
leeted by au oMeer on all Auserptions of provistons,
cattle, vegetubics and milk driven nto the city,
This 18 prooably owing to the fact that as they cau-
not biockmde the oliy by waler, and all articles of
primma necessity are hrooght (rom Colouls and
Euenos Ayres, even to live stock, they bave con-
cluded to eroate arevenuae by allowing goods 1o
coma In through thelr lines as well, since this tramic
wiil be heavier on aceount of the comparative cheap-
ness ol the artioles.

The Colorado government 8 making desperate
efforts to relnforce the garrison by the opentog of a
redruiting ofee in Buenos Ayres, where p bounty of
$200 and 525 a month is o0vred to any able-bodied
men willing to enlisn,
