TROCHU ON THE RKPOR'W OK THEASON".

Reports having become prevalent that General
Scluuitz had «been or was to be arrested, and that
two aides-de-camp had been shot for treason, Gen¬
eral Irochu issue'l the following proclauiatlon on

the subject. Hesa^s:.
An al>omlu»ble plot, of which the proofs are

In the hands of justice, seeks to encourage the
suspicion aud belief thai certain Generals and
other officers or the Army of Paris are aboct to
be arrested on a charge of gl\ lug the enemy Infor¬
mation or our military operations. The Governor
Is deeply affected by this Indignity, and now
declares that the plotters attack him in the
persons of his most devoted fellow lubor-
ers durini tiio past four mouths of efforts
ana trials. Among the various means which had
sometimes for its object, and alwuys for its effect,
the compromising of the sacred interests of the de¬
fence, this la t is the most perfidious ami danger¬
ous. it casts doubts in the minds or all; it troubles
the public conscience, aud It may discourage the de-
votedness or tha most tried. I hold up these ma¬
noeuvres to the indignation or all honest people, aud
show the perils they may lead those to who repeat,
without reflection, sucu absurd accusations, or which

I brand the authors personally. I interfere less, be¬
cause It Is iny duty to protect the honor or those
who, under my own eyes, devote themselves with
loyal disinterestedness to the service or their coun¬

try, than becanso 1 love truth and hate injustice.

A KRAI, SPY.

A real spy has been round in the person or a man

named Uoff, who won renown rrom supposed
boldness displayed in several expeditions agalust
the Germans. The story was that his father had
been killed at I.averue, and that after his death lie
had taken his sword and ent red the army to

avenge him. In all daring expeditions he was gene¬

rally along with the French. It seems that all the
while he nad undertaken to give the Germans Infor¬
mation. Ills real name was Heutzel. He disap¬
peared altogether a short time ago, aud Is supposed
to have been killed. His loss was much mourned,
and a subscription wua raised tor the woman with
who m he lived. When visiled by the officers this
woman became much alarmed, and let out the
secret of Heutzel's treachery.

EFFECT OF THE BOM1IARDMKNT.
The bombardment, although sovere, has had no

particular i°03ult as yet. La ffalpetrlfre, the hospital
Tor the aged and insane, containing three tl.ousaud
lnflrrn women and fifteen hundred lunatics, and the
Ivry Asylum, containing three hundred wounded
mon, were struck ou the night of tho 10th Inst, by
fifteen shells.

MAKING THE 1IBST OF A BAD BARGAIN.
A large majority of the inhabitants of the bom¬

barded districts have changed, or are changing,
tholr residences to safor quarters. Those who still
remain in the neighborhood of the Rue Mouffotard
have retreated with their beds to the cellars, many
of which are decorated In the most picturesque man¬
ner. Hie bombardment has not changed the pli¬
ancy of the French character In the slightest degree
The occupants of the lower regions, as the cellars
are termed, Are contented and cheerful und full of
jokes over their misfortunes.

PIBLIO BUM. DINGS STRUCK BV SKILLS.

A report was circulated this afternoon that the

French had ctpltnla ed to the Germans, and It
wan further untruthiully asserted that a tele¬
gram to that effect nad been read In the
Senate. Th« consequence was that inquiries
were soon made at newspaper offices,
gentlemen connected with forcizn legations being
atnons those anxious to learn whether the informa¬
tion was rarrect. There was not a little disappoint¬
ment on tteir being informed that no such news
had been received, some of the inquirers having
given credence to the report.

They will remain here for two
weeks and visit the public institutions of San Fran¬
cisco before proceeding to Washington. He- wis¬
ing, a famous Ctuuese missionary, formerly a resi¬
dent of New York. is also among the passengers.
Ito Fugai Hlnfusml was lormerly Governor of
Xaaato. It Is announced that his mission to the
United States Is to study our financial system -the
currency, Treasury and revenue laws. It is said
tnat he 1s a man of liberal Views, and is well dis¬
posed towards oreiarners In Japan.

Vimi o* flie Unglisli
and American Minister* to Koniuia.Pros¬
pect ot Civil War.Miscidlnii<M»u«,
At the date of the departure of the steamer from

Yokohama business In Japan was utterly stagnant.
The American Miulster, M. De Long, and Sir Harry

Parker had been on a visit to Kosima, where strong
disaffection against Satsuma exists. The latter had
massed a large number of troops 'here, and it was
leared a civil war could not much longer be de¬
ferred.
Commander Snooks, Fayinaster Howies and a

boat's crew of sailors lrem her British Majesty's ship
Ringdove wcro drowned at Vokoitama Bay by the
capsizing of a boat on the 2otn or December.
The roads in the vicinity ot Yokohama were again

becoming unsafe. Foreigners wero frequently at¬
tacked. The goverment had ordered a vigorous pro¬
secution of the work on the railroad between osakl
and Riono. The negotiation of the English-Japanese
Railroad loan was progressing, but not satisfactorily.
On the 30th December half a square mile of houses
were burned in Jeddo, and ou the same night the
premises of Godowrv, Walsh, Hall A Co. took fire, and
much damage resulted belore the flames were ex¬
tinguished. On November 29 a powder magazine
exploded, and several lives were lost. The shock
was so severe that some persons supposed it was
oansed by an earthquake. Mr. Granest, an old mer¬
chant of Yokohama, committed suicide In a tic of
despondency caused by losses in business. Mr.
Portman, the interpreter of the United Stales Lega¬
tion, has been suspended by Mluister De Long,
owing to complaints made by Japanese, and some
angry correspondence had passed between the
Minister and tne Interpreter. In the soulhern pro¬
vinces the rice crop had suffered severely from un¬
seasonable weather, and also from the cn'ecis of au
earthquake.

FRENCH REPLY.

From the record of the minutes of the French gov-
eminent proceedings it appears Wat the reply for¬
warded to Loudon set forth tho following stato-

ment:.Earl Granville's letter to M. Favre was dated
in London on the JOtti or December, mo. Having to

travel to Paris through the Prussian army Investing
lines it was forwarded to tne I'rencli government i>y
tho Premier, Count BtsmarcK, en the loth of Janu¬
ary, 1871, only , and even tnen unaccompanied by
any "pass" or paper which would permit or enable
M. Favre to Journey througn the German sentinel
posts or get by the Prussian camp in his route to a

place of embarkation for England.
Therefore It was impossible for M. Favre to reach

London in season, or at any fixed time, to attend
the Conference.
Also. In consequence of the French soldiers hav¬

ing fired on tho German parlem-entaire, or bearer
of their tlag of truce, flags of truco have been for¬

bidden, and have not been used either by tho Prus¬
sians or French for some time past.

Bismarck tones down.

The Qkicald correspondent goes on to say: Couut
Bismarck received the explanations of the French

government, given, as I have just set them forth
above, yesterday, January li
Tie Prussian Premier informed M. Jules Favre,

through the friendly agency of United States Minis¬
ter Washburne, yesterday, tlut communication
between them on the subject of the Conference by
means of flags of truce was re-established.

TELEGRAM TO THE NEW YORK HERALD.
London, Jan. is, 1871.

I have received special telegrams for the Iikiui.d
from Versailles, in which the correspondent an¬
nounces the highly important, and, 111 the present
condition of Europe, startling fact that his Excel¬
lency Count Bismarck Is dangerously ill.
Tne iikiiali) special writer reports us follows:.I

have the mo t unquestionable authority for stating,
for the lnformatlou of the public, through the
columns of tho iikiui.o, that Count Dlsoiarck, tho
Prussian Premier, lloa very seriously, It is feared
fatally, ill.
As tho matter of the condition of hearth of

this eminent statesman fa canvassed with the most
uervous anxiety lu all Hie government circles or
Europe just at present, yon must carefully discredit
all statements which you may receive contrary to
thin special Information, as tltc most energetic
efforts ure being made tor the moment lu order t«
conceal the fact of his Uinesa ami dun. er from the
world.

I am enabled to state this dauger positively ami in
tho exact words of Mr. Odo ltussell, the English envoy
at King William's headquarters at V< rsatiles, as lie

Peter Itirblnvn.

Tiiis veteran actor died at his residenco, In Media,
Pa., on yesterday evening, from tiie cileot ot in¬
juries received by him a fortnight Ago, v.'lien lie was
thrown from Ills wagon. Mr. Rtclilngs was born in
Kensington, London, on the lOMi of Mav, 1707. J Ms
parents being1 in affluent circumstances, ho re-
celved a careful education at 0110 of tlio
public schools of the Kngiisli metropolis, a Tier
which ho obtained a studentship in Pem¬
broke College, Oxford, where he graduated
with credit. He then studied for the ministry, and:
was within a few months of his ordiutiMon when he
obtained a government clerkship under his father,
at Madras, in the Kast Indies. Thither lie went,
out he had uot been long at his post when his father
was stricken with paralysis and was compelled to
return to Kngland. The old gentleman then pur-| chased a commission iu tlio British urmy for the
subject of this sketch, but on his beiug ordered to
the Kast Indies, a part of the world he uislikod, he
sold out and returned to civil life.
Mr. Richmgs now turned his attention to law.

During the period of his legal studies ho frequentlyvisited Drury Lane and Covent t.'arden theatres,where he Imbibed an ardent taste for the theatrical
profession. Itesolving to become an actor, and
knowing that his relatives an4. friends would place
every obstacle in the way to the accomplishment of
liis desire, ho started, with his wife (whom he hud
married In 1S1H), lor New York, arriving m the
autumn of 1821. On the 21st ol Septem¬
ber of tlio same year he made his first
appeal ance upou any stage at the old
Park theatre as Henry itertram In "GuyMaunering." Previous to that time Ue had inadc the
acquaintance of Mr. Simpson, the manager who liad
engaged him more, perhaps, from friendship than
from anything else. ignite a romance, by the way,is associated with his debut on the slaw. In con¬
sequence of some correspondence between the
Hi itlsh Consul and his family a rumor became cur-
rent that he was a nobleman iu disguise; that he
wns left $760,000 nnd ijjnch more of the same kind.
Naturally these stories, absurd as they were, gaveMr. Klchlngfl a notoriety which not only aided linn

in obtaining his theatrical engagement, out in tillingthe theatre.
As Mr. Iiicliings himself lias s'ated, his flrst

attempts in Ins new profession were not suc¬
cesses. He therefore wisely decided to begin at ihe
bni torn of the l heal riral ladder. Aitr-r two years or
close study, during which fee repivsented minor
parts, he appeared as I tick Trifle, in ilie extrava-
gauzi of ' .Toin and Jerrv," achleTlng such decided
success as to establish his reputation as an actor.

1 or thirteen years lie remained at the old Park thea¬
tre. In 1*40 he went to Philadelphia as associate
manager With W. & Burton. Ol the National theaire
ol that city, ami In 1843 he became sole manager ot the
Holllday street theatre, bul was soon alter burned
out. Mr. Klciilngs tlion returned to pniladelpiiia
and for nine years was manager of the Walnut
street theatre. In 1S5;i, his daughter, Caroline inch-
ings, tf.e well known lyric actress, resolved to go
upou the sta^e, and Mr. Klchlugs assumed the man¬
agement of the Richlugs English Opera Troupe,
with which he travel!' d until 1*07, wlieu he retired
to his farm In Pennsylvania.
We have not the spai e to mention the numerousI characters in which Mr. Rlchinga achieved success.

As an actor he was a general favorite and was al¬
ways welcomed by crowded houses wherever he
performed. In private life he was much esteemed
for his high-toned, honorable qualities, his Integrity

of character, aud Ins generous, sociable disposition.
