HAVANA, Jan. 28, 1871,

The rumor that Goneial Cornello Porro has availed
himselr of the clemency of Captain General Valma-
seda is confirmed. He came into Puerto Principe
with thirty armed men and a number of nis officers
on the 19th inét. General Porro was accompanied
algo by nis uncle, Don Nicolas Porre, and family,
Don Manuel Artega Verrero and others. This afair
has created a good deal of excitement, and is the
moét lmportant result yet obtalned by Valma-
seda's generous policy. It will be remembered what
strenueus efforts General De Rodas, who well knew
General Porro's influence, and appreciated the power
he would exertin he pacificallon of the Central
Department, made to secure his surrender, Fooro
8ays, In a private letter to one of his friends in this
city, that be is well received by the Spanish popula-
latlon of Puerto Principe, as well as by the soldiers
and volunteers, who lay great stress on this event;
and as he has mnot yet lost the favor
of the country pecple, which he always enjoyed In
such an eminent degree, hia power In bebalf of
peace 18 atlil as lmportant as cver. I told you a
week ago that Porro’s surrénder would be tanta-
mount (o the end of this Insurrection, and now
that he has ylelded, it 18 80 generally regarded,
It 1a asserted on the one hand that Porro was
Induced to take 1this step owlng to a
disagreement between him and General Ignaclo
Agramonte, but (t i3 further stated that the
rest of Porros’' party will soon surrender—a decia-
ratfon which also conflicts with the statement clrou-
lated here to some extent, that the men he brought
with him are only those who wers badly armed.
There seems to be but little grougd for these asser-
tions, and It is rumored that General Bernabe De
Varona, better known as Bembita, will soon follow
Porro’s example. Dr, Justo Del Risco ana [lamily,
Mra. Risco being an American lady, have also sur-
rendered themselves,

General Porio has been most kKindly dealt with by
the Spanish authorities, and nis liberty has been in
no way resirained. The same lenient policy has
alsobeen manifestea towards the prisoners cap-
tured from the Hornet, the court martial which
tried them sentencing only two of them to imprison-
ment for slx years; the other slx, all of whom were
Colombians, were allowed to leave the island.

I have nlready Inlormed you by cable telegram
that the Spanish Cabinet was about to expound the
natlonal policy in an ofMelal elreutlar which would
be addressed by the Foreign Minister to the crowns
and peoples abroad.

The correctness of my information s verifled to-
day by the fact that Minister Sefior Martos, Forelgn
Becretary, has issued a cirgnlar to diplomatic rep-
resentatives of Spain throoghout the world upon
the situation and polley of the menarchy.

The state paper pratses in the highest termsa the
devotlon of the ex-Regent Serrano and the late
General Prim to the welfare of Spain, and says that
“to their efforts 15 in a great degree due the Improved
finances of the Kingdom.”

TIRED OF ENGLAND’S RULE.

The Annexation Movement in the
British Provinees.

WasnminaToxn, Jan, 24, 1571,
Tired of England's itule=British Provinces
Moving for Annexation to the United Stntes.
Mr. Willlam B, 0'Donohue, who is here as the rep-
resentative of the people of the Red River country, was
presented to the Prestdent this morning by Senater

Kamsay. He bniefly explained the objects of his
mission, which were more fully set forth in &
memorial and petitilon of the people of that

country, snd whieh he delivered 1o the President.
He alluded to the wrongs the people had suffered at
the bands of the Capadian government and to the
efforts they nad made and were still making to
establish their right to the territory and to secure
their Independence, with a view to annexation to
the United States. To finally etfect such an-
nexatien 18 the principal object of Mr,
O'Donohue's visit. He also told the I'resident that
he was In communication with many leading
Canadians who were in favor of annexaton, and he
had reagon to belleve that the general sentiment of
the peeple of that whole section, which was favor-
able 1o the ldea, especially 1o the lower provinces,
s Nova Bcotla, Prince Eaward Island and British
Columbla, would soon find positive expression. He
remarked that some encouragement on the part
of the government of the United States
would materially tend toward such omtspoken ex-
pression of their feelings. He Leped the Prosident,
after carefully idering the lal, would
take such steps a8 he might deem proper to further
the wishes of that people. The President recetved Wm
very kludly, and in the course of the conversation
expressed himsell in general terms to the effect that
ir the peopie of that conntry should express a
A general desire for annexation to the Unitea States
our government and peoplewould regard it as an
evidence ol adesire for improvement and  progress,
which would meet with a hearty response in this
country.

American Reginter for n Yaukee Bullt Ship.

Dreadful Carnage on the Mis-
sissippi.

Explosion on the Steamer W. E. Arthur, Near
Memphis—The Boat Burns and Sinlks—~Pixty
Lives Lost—Statement of the Burvivors—
Cowardice of Pasmsengers—Afloat on
Cotton Bales—List of the Saved.

MeMpiig, Jam. 28, 1871,

The ateamer H. R. Arthur, from New Orleans for
Lowsvile, which left here late last night, exploded
her botlers, fourteen miles above this city, at half-
past one o'clock this morning, tearing away the
forward part of the cabin and texas. The boat then
took fire and burned until the bew sunk. The night
was very dark, and afler the explosion most of the
passengers rushed down to the lower deck, many ln
the confusion jumping Into the river,

When the bow sunk the waves swept from the
lower deck all who had gathered thnere, Captatn
Henry Brolaski, the commander, says he had retired
hall an hour before the explusion, and felt himselr
lifted up and knocked down by the stalra of the
texis, whieh fell apon him, He extricated himselr,
ZOT an axe and cut his way out, saving himself, wife
and child, whom be took to the ladies' cabim amd
telt {n charge ol Alexander Frazer.

The boat took fire several tlmes, but the Captain,
witn the asstatance of several others, succeeded In
extingulshing 1t. Had the cabln passengers re-
mained 1n the cabin all would have been saved, but
OWIng to the fright nearly all rushed down staira,
The Captaln’s leg was badly twisted and bhe had
several contusions on the head. His wife und her
slster were serlously hurt,

Captuin J. A, Frazier, ol Clocinnati, who was a
passenger, says e and bis wife were 1o bed, but not
asleep, and when the explosion teok place he ran
out on the guard, and, seeing the sute of Affairs,
hastened to the cabin, and fowd that all the ladies,
exeepting his wife and Mrs. Brolaskl, had left, He
ascertiived that the lfeboat had been taken away,
and then turped his atiention to puiting out the
fire. 118 feet were badly frozen, but beyond that he
and his wife were aminjured.

About five o'clock this morning Captain Dauveke,
of the tug Report, beard a man shoutibg on the
river. A skUf was sent out aod tie men was res.
cued from a cobton bale. He was one of the sur-
vivors. Steam was raised on the tugs Little Grant
and Report and on the ferrybout Excelsior, which
went to the scepe and preked up several persons
from co.ton bales and plauks on the way, and
brought all that could be found to the ¢ity, many of
whom were half dead and o large number badly
hurt.

Five of (the passengers took @ lifehoat tmme-
diately niter the explosion, went ashore and then
turned the boat adeitt.  They were aflerwards
picked up by the sicamer Excelsior, but were
strongly denounced by the remalalng survivors, who
tulked of lynching thenw
