Rallway Company,” and provides that the capital
Blogk =nall be ten milllon dollars. The rosd I8 1o ve
an elevated ong, and I to be constructed with
single and doulle tracks and sidlogs across and be-
tween (he sireets, from the Battéry and Bowling
Green west of Broadway, the Sixth avenne and Cea-
trai Park to Harlem river, and from a con-
venlent pojnt south of Twenlysixth streel 1o
8 point east of Mapdison avenue and thence to
Harlem river. The read 15 to be wade to cunnect
with the varlous existing steam rallways, and upon
any hndﬁe which may nereafter be erected between
New York and adjacent shores “by stesm or vther
power.” The company are empowered to “enter
upon and underpesth' the various stoeets through
which the road will pass, and are compelled, after
erecting the abnunents, to restore the surfoce 1o o
proper condition.

Visit of @ Herald Correspondent to the
Dofences of tie City.

Tic PYRAMIDS OF EGYPT

IMITATED.

A Mevement Contemplated end How It s
to be Carried Into Effcet.

s -
HAVRE, Dec, 25, 1870,

1 went to the advance posts to-day and made an
Inspection of the fortifications as far as Farfeur.
Leaving Havre in the morning with a permit from
Colopel Mocquard, who is capecially friendly to the
HERALD, 1 LooK the road, in tne midst of o heavy
snow storin, and penetrated e elaborate foruten-
tions now guarding the city. These works are very
singular in their construction, but more remarkablie
in thetr deslgn.

THE DEFENCES.

The highway 1 defended by a4 barrieade of sand-
boxes, plled up 1 the shape of whe pyramids of
Ewgypt, bulie, I may say, atter the same fashion @8 the
famous ons of Cheops. Blocks of stone there
are not, but in their plage are oblong boxes of sand,
all compactly bullt into a sl whole, intended to
resist the most furlous cannonade from e heaviest
calibres. Eaeh pyramid 15 placed in the road, one.
hall the width of the lighway, aua but o few
feet beyond is the other pyramil, and the two to-
gether, while permitting traille, absolutely command
the approsches and protect the soldiery, About
three miles from Havre these defences terminate,
and the entrance of the town (the Octrol) 12 defended
by gamblons, er wicker worked ramparts, with
AUEWAT DOrts, uniquely smbushed aod whien com-
maod the highway.

HAVRE, ON ITE OUTSKIRTS,
for three miles outboard of the city, 18 surrounded by
helgute, and these ridges are crested with the same
character of ramparts, The Prussions can hardly
take the city, and thewr position on the ofensive
wonld pe very hazardous amnd any result extremely
doubtiul.

just forward of the cab, badly smashing 1t, and
making Mr. Sanford’s escape a very DArrow one,
Two men Who were In the pit, under one ol the en,
glnes, nlso escaped without harm. Two uthers were
in the bmiding, near the sonth entrance, when they
hieard the cracking of the roof; both ran out, justin
time to sgave their lives; one of them, Anthony
Swayne, wae slighily injured by being struck on the
leg by & falling thaber.  Thelr escape from instant
death was marvelleus. The bulding was & jarge one,
of brick, and measured one hundred and twenty by
Bixty feet. It was erected 1n 1848, when the Newburg
Branch Rallroad was opened, The engines dumaged
are Noa. 39, 146, 150 and 208, Engine No, 285—one
of the finest on the road—had Just been ran out of
the Round Housge whea the roof feil.  The turn-table
in the house was conslierably damaged. The
total Joss 18 estlmated at about  £10,000.
A gang of ‘“wreckers" worked at the
ruins all Sunday night and all day Monday, and

retty well cleared them away. ‘The walls of the

ullding remained standing, Eogines airrived from

ANOTHER TENEMENT HOUSE HORROR

Four Persons Found Pead in Bed, Suffo-
cat d by Gas.

At an carly Pour last evening the polloe réporters
of the varlons city papers were notified that fonr
PeIsons Laa been sufocated inthe vicinity of Elglty
fifth street by an escape of gas on the foor
where they were gleeping. The telegram came
fiom Captaln Byrae, of the Bighty-sixth street sta-
tion house, and gave all the pariiculars at that time
in possession of the police.

At midolght a HEgALD reporter visited the scene,
in company with Captalna Byrne. In front of
the house, which 18 in 71hird avenue, near
Elghty-iifth street, two pelicemen were stand-
ing. Ascending the statrs a door was opened on
the second floor from which came forth a stench
which would almest drive one back, even were he
posgeazed of the strongest nerves and stomach, En-
tering this room, o small one, there was to be geen
m ene corner & bed céuiain‘ng tour dead bodfea
In the room was scattersd about clothing, scanty
arucles of farmiture and dishes, all unclean, A
Biuall piece of candle was furmshed by the police,
and with this a hasty Inspectlon was made of the
premiges,  Sticking the plece of candle on the
lead of the bed the bodles of those it contalned
were examined by Its  uncertaln lght, Al
of those wupon it wore the full every day
dress.  Evidently the room had got cold and they
had, as poor folks often are compelled to do, re-
tired with thelir clothes on. On the further stde of
the bed, and near the wall, was 4 man, some twenty
years of age, and very good-looking, whom the
police knew to be one Joho Seanlon, with black har
and lall-open eyes and a4 beard some ihree Jdays
oldy nhe was dressed 1 a dark cout, dark pants,
light-colored vest and & graylsh woollen shirt. A
palr of woollen stockings were on s feet, hall
covered by an old guilt, From s mooth there had
escaped a quantity of foam, and it huog upon ks
lips in & great white clond. His right hand was
tnrust juto the upper part of his pants and the left
hung over the head of a little ¢hild creeplung up on
Lis  breast.  The cnlid  seemed  creeping
away fram the asphyxia of death which
surrounded i, It was scantlly elad in a woollen
Jacket and striped gkirt of cotion stufl.  Next

to this lay the imother, enclente, with a
placld  and liscless Jook, She wore a dingy
dregalng gown of purple color ana a

grey serge underdress, She was about twenty-eight
years of age. Next to this woman, and on the out-
slde ol the bed, lay another—a slster named Sosan
Sandor, Bhe woré u marron colored (dress
and a black snd white biaid shawl Her
face was red and ner nostrils and monlh were
covered with blood, evidently the eitects of snffoca.
tion. It was one of the most horrible spectacles
one can lmagine, and even the police, accustomed
to every horror, retused Lo enter the room.
