The foreman responded lii tho
amrmatlve and upon question as to the verdict
slated that they bad found tiie prisoner guilty or
murder In the degree named in the indictment. The
Jury wore then polled and each answered that they
found the pn.-oner guilty. The couusel lor the
prisoner wished to have tho Jury afikod and pclled
us to what degree tliey found the prisoner
guilty. -The judge ret used to so change the
questions; and after deliberation the Jury, con¬
trary to the advice ol the Judge, again retired, and
lu a short tune returned, and the foreman, upon
lieiug asked whether he louud the prisoner guilty in
the flrsi or second degree, replied, "guilty ol murder
In the tlrst degree." i acli of the jurymen expressed
tho same opinion on being polled. This very utrange
procedure was wholly unknown hereiotore to any
parties present, and the Judge was deeply pained
over the action of the counsel lor the prisoner, but
was highly pleased with the lair and impartial action
oi the jury.
