The subject of sewerage for the west side has re-
celved] the careful constderation of the englneers
of the Department of Publle Works, and thcf
have adopted an entirely new gystem. All
the territory west of the Eighth avenune
18 10 be drained into the North river. In all that
pertion of territory west of the Efghth avenue, north
of N pety-second street and south of 104th street, it
18 lmportant to have bullt A main sewer [rom the
Eighth avenue to the Hudson niver withont auy un-
necessary delay, connecting at Ninety-sixth street
and North river and runmng through Ninety-sixth
street to the Boulgvard; through the Poulevard to
Ninety-gightn street; through Nineiy-eighth street
to Ninth avenue; throngh Ninth avenue to 10ith
#treet; through 100th street w0 Eighth ave.
nue,  When this 18 completed all  the
small sewers intersecting can be built wWithout
dificuity. To accomplish this the committee was
informed that it was necessary to have opened by
law Nincty-eighth street, as the Depamment of Pab-
lic Works had no power to bulad sewers 1n streets
BOt opened. The committee, therefore, addressed
& communication to the Department of Public Farks
requesting them to take the proper measures to

have op Ninety-seventn and Ninety-eighth
Bireets [rom the Fighth avenne to the Boule-
vard, Bald department has taken actlon

on the matter, and It it 13 now before the
Corporation Counsel. The Department of Public
Works have declded to balld, at an early day, a
fewer in 105th street, fram the Eoulevard to the
North river; also in the Boolevard from 105th siteet
to Ninety-s{xth sireet. These sewers, when com-
pleted, with such under drains as may be necossary,
will, it 18 Dbelieved, efectvally drain this
territery and relleve It forsver from chills
and fever and other malarivua dlseases,
To glve the department full power to
accomplish this obiect, and also to araw all the
teiritory north of Fifty-ninth street and west of the
Eighth avenne, your committee bhave drafted an
act which will be presented to the Legislature lor
its Immediate notien.
