All the parties to the
orime are negroes ol Lhe most genulne African
type, not eveo a white witoess belng examined at
the trial, From the best lulormation now at hand 1t
appears that Avswom Fisber, with his wile, Ann
Eleher, and thelr famuy, conslsting of severa! chil-
dren, the oldest being a boy of about fourteen, re-
#ld.d at Beautort, in tuis county. Not far from this,
on a pelghboring pianiaion, there worked a negro
kuown a8 Dumor ilurcet, all being natlves of the
county, and nuue of then bearing what might be
termed bad enaracters Boviabiity among them-
#elves belug one ol Lhe prevailiog characteristics of
the negre dispositiun, Damer Hargel became a visl-
tor atthe Leuse of Absalom Fisher, where he was
constantly to be onid o the evenlngs aiter work,
This was the cuse even o the day time, when Fisher
Was alsent.
