ENACTMENT.
An trotting and pjoHig engagements and per¬

formances over the several courses which are,
.r shall be. repiescnted by membership in tno
"National Association for the Promotion of the In¬
terests of the American Trotting Turf," and each
and every person who shall in aur way be couccrmru
or employed there n, as well an till associations ami
proprietors themselves who are or shall become
members of said hational Association, shall bo gov¬
erned by the following rules li orn and alter Febt uarjr

Rilh 1.Age of Hor.es.How Reckoned..Tfto

age ot a horse sliail bo reckoned from tho 1st day of
January preceding tho period of loaluig.
Ruuc 2.A Grrtsu H jr*r.- A grten noreo is one

that has never trotted or paced lor premiums of
money, either double or single.
Hulk 3.A rubto: Roc..Any contest for purse,

8remlum, stake or waiter, on any course an 4 lu
is presence of a judge or J udgoa, shall consume a

public racc.
Rulk 4- Time ana its Record..In every public

race (he time of each beai shall be accurately taken
and placed iu the iecord, and upon the decision of
each heat the time thereof Khali be publicly an-

a >uuced oy tne judges, except as provided In thesj
rules coucruiug those heals which are "taken away
from leading homes."

It shall bo tin duty of the judges of the racc to
take tne time as aforesaid, or to appoint some suit¬
able person or persons to a-sist tlieui in that respect,
and no uuorilciai tnuiug shall l.o recognised or ad¬
mitted to tho re ord.
Kui.e 6.A Race '.to Go as theu Please.''.When a

race is marie tc go as i hey please, it shall be con-
gtiued that tne pcr.oriuauco sniil be in harness, to
wagon or under tne saddle; but alter the raoo
to commenced uo change sliull be made in the mode
Of going.
Rui-k 6.A Race "in Harness.".When a race la

made to go in harness it siiall be construed to rneau
that the periormaiicc shall he to a sulk v.
HULK 7 Vrulttiuj How awl Running Mate..A.

race wherein n trotting horse goes with a running
mate snali not create a record lor time as a trolling
performance.

ltULE s.A RaceMnde and no Distance Specified..
When a rive is made and oo rilstance spe.'lUcil It
ehalt bo restrict *1 to the loliowlng distances, vis.:.
One nine ami repeat; mile heats, best three ia Uve;
two miles and repeat, or three miles and repeat, and
may t o performed iu harness, to wagouor under ihe
saddle.
Rm.k 9.Matches Against Tm».When ahorse

1b matched against time it sh.UI be proper to allow
any oilier horse to accompany lilui iu the perform¬
ance, but not io be nai uesscd With nor in any way
attached to him.
In maiclics made against time tho parties maklrg

tho maloii suiul be e .lined to ilireo trials, unless ex¬
pressly stipulated lo tne contrary, which trials fliall
pe hail ou the same day.the tune between trials to
be the same as the time between heals in similar
distances.

lti Li; io. WJien Matches Become nay or Pai/..ln
all matched made io come otr over any of those
courses lue parties shall nlace the amount ol the
match in the h nds of the stakeholder oue day be-
foie the ev. ut (omltt ng Sunday) is lo come oil", at
such time and place as tiie cmb, association or pro¬
prietor upon application may determine, and tho
race shall tiion become play or pay.

Ri'i.rc 11- Uornei BoRi with Ewjagemenuf.Tho
seller of a horse sold with his engagements has not
tne power ol striking hint out. In case of private
Bale tne written acknowledgment ol the parlies that
the borse was sold with engagements is necessary
To cutlt.e the buyer to tne bene.it of this.

Ktii.K u.Relative to anl Horses Eligible
to Start..In heats one, two, three or Tour miles a
horse not winning onj heat 111 tiirea shall nut start
lor a fourth, un.ess euih horso shall have made a
dead heai. lu heats ocst turee in Uve a horse not
winning a lieai in live shall not start lor a sixth,
unless said horse shall ha.e made a dead heat. Hut
where ten or more hots.es start lu a race every
horse not distanced shall have tue right to compete
until the raced is completed, subject, however, to
all other penalties lu these rules.
Hulk 13.Co is and FUlies Equally Eligible to

Enier..All colts and fillies shall be eligible alike to
all premium-, an 1 stakes lor animals ol their age,
nnie.-s spec.a lv excluded by the conditions imposed.
hi i.E 14 If audu.ejU A'ntrtts or McUUUtig with

IIori.es..Any person found guilty of dosing or tam¬
pering with a nor. e, or ot making a fraudulent entry
of any horse, oi ol disguising a uor.se with iutent to
conceal his id-nitty, or being in any way concerned
In such a transaction, shad uo punished by the for*
leiture of entrance money and expulsion; and any
horse that shall have neon paiuted or disguised to
represent auoiner or a dliierent horse, or siiatl have
been entered in a purse in wnlcu he does not belong,
sht.ll be expelled.

lit us id.Horse* Sola inth Engagement*..\\ Ucn
a horse Is sold wiih h.s engagements, or any partcf

them, the sclier has not the power of striking the
horse out ol the engagements with which he is sold.
In all such cases a »ruten acknowledgment of tne
agreement between the parties is necessary to entitle
tho buyer to tne hcueilt oi this rule.
Rclk 18.Entries..Ail entries lor premiums must

be made under cover, enclosing the entrance money
for purses and forfeits in sweepsteakB, and then
sealed and addressed to or deposited with the Secre¬
tary, or some person authorized to receive the
same, at suon tlmo and place as the associations
may have prescribed. Notices of intention to cuter
will be received by telegraph up to tno hour adver¬
tised lor closing; and all such entries shall be eligi¬
ble, provided the entrance see specilled snail be paid
in due course uy mad, oi otherwise.
An accurate ami satisfactory description or each

entry will t>e required, and shall be lu the following
form, to wit:.

1. tv.or..The color and marks shall be accurately
given.

2. .vex..It shall be distinctly statid whether the
entry be a statu jn, mare or gelding, and tne names
o'. the sire aud dam shall be given when known.

3. Name..livery horse shall be named, and the
name correctly and p.a.nly written in the entry; and
li the horse has trotted in a racc under a different
name within two years, such former name or names
must be given, it a noise lias trotted in any race
without a name mention must be mado in tne entry
of a sulllcicnt number of his or her most re¬
cent periorinances to enable persons interested
to Identify the horse; provided that it shall
not be necessary lo furnish any one associa¬
tion or proprietor with the same record the
Hecond time, lu entries and nominations herealler
nude ihe words "no uauie'' shall not be received as
a name, neither shall such descriptive wards us
..bay horse," "gray mare," io., be allowed as
nomas,

It shall be the duty ot the secretary or other per-
Bon authorized to prepare the list of entries ror pub
lication, comprising ail sucU information in a corn-
prcuensive manner, lor the enlightenment of the
general public and parties to ihe rare; and all en¬
tries, as aforesaid, snail i>e opened and announced
at a public meeting, or which reasonable notice, by
advertisement or otherwise, shall ne given to the
parlies iu Interest.

A hei-ie ha«riug onoe been named shall not again
ctart in a race ou any oourse in ihe United States or
Canadas, without a name or under a different name,
unless tho loregoiug provisions have Jeen com¬
plied with.

4. Name and Atore°s..The post ofllei address In
full or the person or persons 11^whoso name au entry
la made, and ll he or they be not Ihe owner, then
thai or the owner or owners also, must accompany
each nomination.

C. Double Teams In all double team races the
entry must contain the name and description of
each horse, iu tue manner provided for eniry of
aIngle horses.

CONDITIONS.
1. A horse shall not bo eliglUe to start In any

race that has beaten ihe time advertised, prior to
the closing of the entries lor tae race iu winch ho
Is entered.

liorses shall not be eligible U the time speciled
has been beaten by them at a greater distance.
thai Is, a horse having niadJ two miles in five min¬
utes is eligible lor a ii:30 r*ce, but notoligible lor
a race slo wer than that time.

U. as many horses may oo entered by one owner,
or as many horaes trained in the same stable as in«y
be ucslred, but only one tnat has been owned or
controlled lu whole or In part by the snino person
or persons, or trained in the same stanie within ten
days previous to the racc, c.ui start In any race of
beats.

3. in all purses tfiree or more entries are required,
and two to start, unless otherwise specified.

4. >o purse will be given for a -'walk over.'" but
m eases where only oue of the horses entered tor
any premium shall appear on the courte, fee shall
beeutu'.ed to his own entrance money und to one-
half of the entrance m«ney received from ail oiher
horses entered lor said premie m.

6. Time made In singe or double harness at fairs
and on any tnick, whether short or not. shall con¬
stitute a record; but time made under the saddle
shall not bo a bar in harness cr wagon races.

e. Tne eutraiice fea shall be ten per cent or tho
purse, unless otherwise specified, und auy person
lei using to pay his entrance dues upon demand by
the proper authority, shall, together wilh lus horse
or horses, be suspended i.ntll ihey are paid In full,
with an addition of ten ptr cunt penalty, together
wuh interest at eeven per cent per annum until paid
for the iiou fu flliueut of this rule, the penalty to go
to the National Association.

7. No persan shall araw his horse after said horse
has appeared on the track.saddled or harnessed.
after naving been summoned to nrepurc lor tho
race, or during a race, except by permission of tho
judges, under penalty of helmi expelled.

8. RvnartL.A reward of fllty dollars will be paid
to the person who shall first give information
leading to the detection and conviction of any
fraudulent entry .arid the parties thereto, to oe paid
out of the funds of the National Association f»r the
Promotion of the Interosis of the American Trotting
Turf, by the Treasurer, upon the decision and order
of the Hoard of Appeals, provided that this shall not
be construed to extend to courses outside of tuts
association.

llui e IT.Selection of'Judges..In every exhibition
. or race, over any course represented iu said National

Association, each course for Itself, through the pro¬
prietor or association controlling the same, shall
choose or authorize tho aelectlou or three |3) compe¬
tent lodges lor the day or racc, win shall under¬
stand the rules of said National Association and
¦ball rigidly euforco the aarne, and all their Ueolsions
shall be subject to aud in conformity with said
jrulss. Any Demon nanus any inwrwt in or

i

any bet dependent upon the remit of a race,
or having auv interest In either of tho horsei
engaged therein, shall thereby be disqualified and
restricted from actma oh a jud^e m t lut race. Aud
ir an* person who Is thus disqualified shall Inten¬
tionally and deceptively violate this restriction, he
shall, upon conviction thereof by or l>e!ote Lite Hoard
of Appeals, be adjudged iruilty of a dlshouorabio
act, lor which ho snail bo expcllod from every
course reprosecuted In said National Association. In
aU match races these rules sh ill govern, unless the
contrary be expressly stipulated uud assented to by
the clab. association or proprietors of the course
over which the race Is to come oiT.
Rule 18.Atit'ioritj/ qf Judyi.*..The Judges of the

day or race shall have authority while presiding to
appoint distance aud patrol judges and timers, to
Intllcc all flues and penalties, as presenter! by these
rules; to determine ull questions of lact 111 any wayrelating lo tho race over walcu iliey preslae; to de¬
cide respecting any matters of difference between
parties to the race, or any contingent matters which
shall arise, such as aro not specifically provided for
In these rule:*. But nil their decisions shall be in
strict conformity with these rules or with the prin¬ciples thereof. They .-hall have entire control over
the horse* about to starr, aud the riders or drivers
uud assistants of the horses aud authority to pun¬ish, b.y aline not exceeding j i oo or by suspension or
expulsion, any such person who shall refuse to obeytheir orders.
Ruli 19.rowers and Duties of Jtnlces.. The

judges shall be In tho stand fifteen minutes before
thy time for starting the race; they shall weigh the
riders or drivers aud determine the positions of the
horsos and Inform each ruler or driver of his place
beiore starting; thoy may require the riders aud
drivers to be properly dressed! they shall bo pre¬
pared to tuko tho time of each heat In the race, and
they may appoint some suitable i ersou or persons
to assist them iu that respect, and the time so
tuken shall be recoracd and announced in
con.ormlty with these rules. The judges
shall ring the bell or give other notice ten minutes
previous to the time ann mnced for the ra< o to couio
off, which shall oe notice to all parties to prepare for
the race at the appointed time, when all tho nurses
nusl uppear at the stand, ready lor tho raee, aud
unv riuer or driver (ailing to ooay this summons
may be punished by a tine uot exceeding $loo, or
his horso msy be ruled out by the Judges and con¬
sidered drawn. But in all staKes and matches a fail¬
ure to appear promptly at the appointed time shall
render tlie delinquent party liable to rorfoit.

if the Judges believe that a horse la brln<* or
lias been "pulled," or has been ridden or driven
In other respects improperly, with a design to
prevent his winning a heat which lie was evi¬
dently able to wm, r.n l that, such act was
done, on the part of tao rider or driver, for
tho purpose or perpetrating or aiding a fraud,
they may dfclare thai heat void, una they «ha!i have
power to substitute a competent and reliable driver
or rider for the remaimlcrof tho race; and if tho
result of the succeeding heat or heats shall
coutirm their belief, the rider or driver 60
remi ved shall be punished by suspension or
expulsion. Aud, at tM OtOM of ifte race, i. they
aro warranted, under the foregoing circumstances,
in deciding mat such fraudulent conduct has
changed the result of tue race to the prejudice of
innocent parties they shall declare all on. sine bets
"off;" aua u Mm owner or person or persons oua-
trolling the offending horse snail be a party or par¬
ties to buch lraud, he or they Bhail be pualahed by
expulsion.
Hulk 20. Distance and Patrol Judges..In all

races of lieats mere shall be a distance Judge ap¬
pointed by ttio Judges ol the race, or by those in
authority, who snail remain in ihe distance stand
during .he neati, and Immediately alter each heat
shall repair lo the judges' nan I, and reporc to tho
judges tho horse or horsos that aro distanced aud
a.i.v aci or loni or improper coaduct, if any has oc¬
curred under ills observa ion.
Rule z\.Jin^ie-' stand..&one but the jndges of

the race in progress, and their assistant* shall be
allowod n tho judges' stand dining the pendency of

a beat, except members oi the Board o. Appeals.
Rule 22 \VeivU:s ami \vrigtuny..Every norso

staitmg lor purse. ¦WMPatakes or matcn, iu any
trotting or pacing raeo, shall carry, if to wagon or
FUlk.y, XoO lbs., exclusive oi harness; and ii under
the saddle 14a lbs., the saddle and whip only to bo
weighed with the tider.
Riders and dr,vers shall weigh In the presence of

one or more of the judges previous to sturtuig lor
any raco, uud alter each heat shall come to the
ntartlug staud aud uo; dismount or leave itu>ir
?eulcle witueut permission oi tue Judges, and :h so
who are detlcleui in noddy wcigiit shall be re-
weighed alter each hear. Any i tder or driver not
bringing in his required weight shall be distance.!,

: unless such decision shall bo deemed to tavor a
lraud. Hut a rider or driver thrown or taken by
force from his liorso or vehicle, alter hav¬
ing passed the winning post, shall not
be considered as having dismounted with¬
out perun-sion of the judges, aud if disabled
may bo earned to the judges' stand to be weighed,
auu the Judges may take the circumstances iuio
consideration aud decide accordingly. Aud lie
rl-iers or drivers who shall cany during the race
aud bring home with them the weights winch have
been approved, or announced correct and proper i>y
the judges, shall be subject te no penalty for Iwnt
weight in that heat, provided the judges ar ¦sails-
fled the mistake or fault was their own, uud that
tuero has been uo deception on ihe part oi me
rider or driver who shall be deficient iu weight:
but all parties tnercaiter shall carry ihe required
weight.
Runts 23.When Drivers and Riders are Over

TVri^ht. If the bo liy weight of any rider or driver
shall bo found lo exceed that which is prescribed in
tho rules, or that which Is required by tue conditions
oi the race, and the over weight shall exceed twenty
pounds, it shall oe aunounceedf irom the stand, and
if not the judges shall have power if, In their oelief
such extra wctgnt was Imposed on the horse lor an
Improper or Iraudulent purpose, to substitute ano-
tiier rider aud driver ol suitable weight, aud if the/
believe the horse has been prejudiced in the race
thereby he shall uot be allowed to start aga n or
continue iu tho race, and all outside bets ou such
horse s. ali be declared off.

A horse prevented by this rule from continuing in
the race shall uot bo distanced, but ruled out.
Kule 24.Handwapt and MisiMlaneons

Weights. .In matches or handicann, where extra or
lesser weights are to be carried, the Judges shall care¬
fully examine and usccrtaiu beiore starting whether
me riders, drivers or vehicles are of sucn weights
as have been agreed upon or required by the mat. h
or handicap, and thereafter tho riders and drivers
shall be subject to tue same penalties ttnd condi¬
tions as ir they were to carry the weights prescribed
by the rules.
rule '£>-ln Case of Death..All engagements are

void upon Uie decease of either party or horse, so
far aa (her shall aflect tlie deceased party or liorse;
but forfeits or watches made play or pay shall uoi
Lo aifected t>y the death 01 a horse.
ltd e 16. Weight* ami Weighing-.Every horse

starting tor purse, sweepstakes or match, iu any
troitnig or pacing race, shall carry, ll to wagon or
sulky, 150 pounds, exclusive of harness and tf
under the saddle 146 pounds, the saddle and whip
onlv to be weighed with the rider.
Riders and drivers shaii weigh in the presence of

one or more of the judges previous to staring for
any race, and, alter each heat, shall come to the
starling stand ana not dismount or leave tneir
vehicle without permission of the judges, and those
who are deQcieut; in bodily weight shall be re-
weighed utter each heat. Any rhler or driver not
bruigiug iu his required weight shall he distanced
uuiess such declslou shall be deemed to favor a roul.
But a rider or driver thrown or taken by force trom
Ids horse or vehicle, alter having passed the winning
post, shall not be considered as having dismounted
without permission of the judges; and It disabled
may be carried to the Judges' stand to be weighed,
and the Judges may take the circumstances into
consideration and decide accordingly. And the
riders or drivers who shad carry during tlio race and
bring home with them the weights winch have b en
approved or announced correct and proper by tho
judges shall bo subject to 110 penalty lor light weight
in inai heat, provided the Judges are satisfied the
mistake or lault was their own and that there has
been no deception on the part ot the rider or driver
win shall be deficient in weight; but all parties
thereaiter shall carry the required weight.
Rule W.Lengt/i <»/ Kiders aud drivers

will bo allowed whips not 10 exceed the following
lengths:.For saddle horses, 2 ft. 10 in.; sulkies, 4 ft.
& in.; wagons, u it. 10 in.; double teams. 8 it, 6 in.;
tandem (earns and four-in-hand, unlimited; snap¬
pers, not longer tiian three Inches, will be allowed la
addition to the foregoing measurements.

Rri.K 'i8.Protests. rrotests may be made ver¬
bally before or during a race, aud snail bo reduced

I 10 wilting, ail J shall contain at least one specnlc
charge and a statement 01 the evidence upon which
it is based, and sha'l be tiled v* it li the judges, asso¬
ciation or proprietor before the close of tne meet¬
ing. The Judges snail, in every case of protest, de¬
mand that the rider or driver and we owner or
owners, if preseut, snail immediately testuy under
oath, lu the manner lierelnaiter provided; and in
f;u-e of their refusal to do so, ihc horse shall not l<«
allowed thereupon to start or continue in
that race, nut shall be considered and de¬
clared rnied out, wuh forfeit of entrance money.
Hut If they do comply and take 1 he oath, as herein
required, unless the judges find evidence to warrant
excluding tin- horse, they shall aliew him to start
or contiuue 111 the race under protest, and the pre¬
mium. tr any Is won by that horse, shall lie retained

a suillciotit length of tune (say three weeks) to allow
the parties Interested a chance to sustain the allega¬
tions af the protest, and ah outside beta on sucn
horse Shall t*> held in abeyance pending the decision
of such prov^t, and the Judges shall waive the ap¬plication of distance as to all other horses In any
heat which such protested horse shall win. And
when a protect is presented berare or during a race
and the parties refuse to make the prescribed oath,
if the nidges believe the relusal is designed to favor
fraud they uiay require the horse under protest to
start or continue In tbe raee.
Any person found guilty of protesting a horse

falsely and without cause, or,merely with Intent to
embarrass a race, shall be punished by a line not ex¬
ceeding $loe, or by suspension not toexoeedone
yenr, or by expulsion.
When a protest has been 4uly made, or any Infor¬

mation lodged with the judges in support 01 such a
protest, alleging any improper entry or fraudulent
act sach as shall be punishable under these rules,the same shall not be withdrawn or surrenaerea
uerore the expiration of three weeks, except uponthe decision of the association or proprietor of tbe
course upon which sucn protest or information
was produced; and If any association or proprietorshall permit such a withdrawal of protest or Infor¬
mation with a corrupt motive to favor anv partywho shall be affected by the same, the association
or proprietor guilty 01 thia lmamncietr. U wwjtoled

that for many years Harry Kelley, or Putney, held
the championship or the Thames.that is to say, or
England.or that ho was one or tlio most splendid
oarsmen this country has ever produced, lie has
for a long tune been considered somewhat "stals,"
and as he has in lus day done an Immense amount
of work, and Is now thirty-nine years or age. it Is
not astonishing that he should not display tho
"loriu" which woa him nis laurels. Renforth, tho
Tyneslder, is no more than twenty-eight, and 1- not
°u*y a magnificent Fculler, but a grand specimen or
an athlete- lie holds the championship, which he
wrested from Kelley, and is likely to hold it against
all corners for a good while longer; but he is a man
who takes but little care or hltnseir, and in that re-
spect is in strong coutrast to Kelley. whose manner,
besides, Is such a.s to render him rar more popular!

To TIIK Kditor op tiir Hirald:.
I am glu<l to see lu a recent issue of the Spirit a

letter from "Devoted Yachtman," lu which ho doe*
me the honor to refer to my remark* on yachting
matters as published In the Heuai.d.

It is gratUvmg to learn that sucti an authority ap«
proves of my Idea of a steel centreboard, and 1
hope ere long it will be tried. There are one or two
points on w lilcli 1 have the temerity to disagree with
"Devotd Yachtuian," and U' 1 aui wrong I shall b*
glad to be shown my error. It In not my object
merely to provoke discission, out to coutrioute my
mite t >wart the elucidation of doubtful points.
lu lils letter oi November ii "Devoted Yachtman"

heavy dead rise, who must have a longer centre¬
board to overcome the leeway which is caused by
the bottom of the bilge striking a Hue below the
bottom ol the centreboard, at wuloli time tue centre¬
board c 'ases to hold tier and is entirely valueless for
the work it wai designed to perform. All a yacht
lias to depend oil lu such a caso to hold her is her
b.lge, which is not sufficient."

It is true that a broad, flat yacht requires more
board than a narrow one, but that is because tho
former u.-aialiy draws less water, and her bottom,
when heeled, becomes more nearly parallel with tiio
surface of the water, uud sue lias no holding power,
except wu.it »ho derives from her ic sido and tho
board.

I contend that the bilge cannot render the boarC

With one board forward of the lorcmast tue yacht
would need more he.id sail, while it is desirablo
rather to diminish than to augment forward and
outboard canvas. Another objection is that as
in tacking It would bo necessary to have up the
alter boaid it would also bo reijuwiu* in keeping
away t > raise the forward one.a very awkward pio-
C'.edln.,', when you lluu u tug leltow coining stemoil ri*ut ahead or on vour weatner boiv, lu Mile*
weather, wnen the yacht is wanted to lali off
quickly. Of course 1 am aware that in bearing up
tue head sails are kept full ami the uiainslieet can
be let go, while in tacking all the sabs are
shaking, which makes cousnierabio difference.

..Devoted Yachttnan" says, the yacht would tack
well holding on with the forward board, while her
stern sweeps around; but does it not se *iu b' tier to
turn more nearly on her centre? Surely Blie will
ta<k in less tnuo when both ends combine to ac¬
complish the end In vle<v, aud the ballast is ulso used
as a nivot, as "Devoted Vac'itinen" has so oiren
mentioned, whereas in tho otuer case the ballast
ha-, to be moved. No. no. sir; lot us suck to the old
stvle and make the board lender. w« have not got
ball us good qualities; so let us persevere, fossibiy
additional depth might lu bouio cases oo an improve¬
ment, though some yachts, notably the nlM«, are
said to go better to windward with aboat half the
board do .> n. .

What Is wasted Is more power to resist leeway
without greatly Increasing the resistance to pro¬
gressive mwtiou, and the only way o,ieu to us
appears to me to be to Increase the length of the
board.

. ."Devoted Yachtman" dees not approve or the
douole centreboard, placed nearly close together,
and as the plan 1- none oi my child 1 don't mean to
ilgbb for it; but if I am right on the bilge question,
aud i realty think 1 am, Ins objections are uot valid,
and 1 believe the yacht, ll properly balanced, would
work readily enough, -h . would most likely be
Slower in slays tiian with a sisglo board, aud It
might be desirable to raise tue alter one. Experi¬
ence would noon determine, aud in uny case It
would be no mere troub « than the oilier plan.
Perhaps M. T." and other enthusiastic and expe¬
rienced yachting men will give us their opinion on
these matters.
