Tho Pnblic to bo Hade to Fay All Taxes on

Steam/ships-What the Companies Pay at
Present. Something Abcnt the

Ceremony of Fumigation.

The no:es of coming battle which Collector
Murphy has lately been vigorously trumpetaig
forth to An interested world have at last stirred the
phlegmatic souls of the agents of the foreign
steamship lines, and tlicy begin at last to believe
that some action is reallv going to be taken
against ihem. Tacy <;o not, however, manifest
very extreme anxiety, apparently ieeUug convinced
that the jealousy of Congress has already placed
as heavy a burden upon their shoulders as they can

bear, aud that, thcre:ore. nulcss the policy of whole¬
sale subsidies to American lined be adopted.a very
Improbable consummation of the fight.they are

tolceably safe. If ».U1 heavier taxes are Impose !
upon them they must either stop running or charge
merea*ed rates for passengers and freight. But
perhaps their sentiments and plans may be
better understood from u perusal of the
following interview, whic h a reverter of the Hekald

No. 329. James Buffimon vs. Joseph il. Da\j.E>ror
to t'w Circuit Court for the District of Jiasaachu-
tette..The defeudant in error was Judge of the Pro¬
lific Court for Barnstable county, Mast?., and tUu
pianmif In error, as Collector of Internal Revenue,
exacted of the Juiige the Income tax on his salary.
Tue tax was paid uuder protest aud tais action was
brought to recover the amount. Tlie Court below
held that the tax was unconstitutional, and thejudg-
nient was for the plalntiiT for the amount claimed.
