Addrrstt n by Mr. N. J. C'olaban, R«t. Father
Mullane and Other*.

Between three and four hundred of the parishioners
of St. Vincent de Panl assembled last evening In tbe
casement of the church on North Sixth street,
Brooklyn, E. P., to protest against the Italian usur¬
pation or the Pa;>ai territory.
The Rev. Father Mullane, pastor ef the

church, called the meeting to order, after which Mr.
Alderman Nolan was appointed chairman; Mr. John
Kelly, secretary, and Messrs. John Liensky and John
O'Brien, vice presidents.
Mr. Nolan thanked the meeting Tor having called

upon him to preside, and stated the object of the
meeting.
Mr. S. J. Colahan then came forward and ad¬

dressed the meeting. He said it devolved upon
him to present lor their adoption a resolution whlclt
be 1 nought embodied the sentiments which per¬
vaded them all. They were assembled upon the
call of their Iilshop made known to them through
their religious fathers. Tne subject was
one which, when touched, was dea er than liie.
tlielr rellgiod.the old Catholic religion. It was ex¬

tremely pleasant for him to think that this was a
matter in tlic advancement of which they could act
with so much unison. They were assembled there
to express the feelings wlvch animated thtm in ref.
ereuce to the efforts made by the

UPSTART ITALIAN' GOVERNMENT
to do away with Institutions and rights that had
been recognized since the tune of Charlemagne
efforts to drive out their Holy Fathcj from those
civil possessions which are necessary to give him
that independence which he should have in the
exercise of bis spiritual functions.to upset in¬
stitutions dear to the whole world, bccausc tney
have always fostered learning and science from a
repertory, and preserve the productions. He needed
not to coutnent at length upon this subject, because
li was one with which they were familiar. It was
the saolum sanctorum of their religion that was
assailed. While it was deemed advisable ior them
and tlie

throughout the globe to express their sentiments
there; ancnt they hail an abiding lahh that *0 work
oi man could possibly interfere with the Church.
I'hcr might triumph tempor..ruv, and hal done so;

lic Church existed and would continue to
exist through the ages. (Applause.) They
had met for the simule purpose of
expressing their sentiments so that the world might
feel that they were not silent spectators of the in¬
roads which have been made. He then read

expressive of their condemnation of the
usurpation an abiding faith in the good¬
ness of God and the power of the Ca¬
tholic Chireh to rise mighty ever night ana
to crash the barbarians who would despoil her of
her patrimony and degrade her faitn; and. in the
name of public order, morality and religion, pro¬
testing against these crimes and pledging their co¬
operation in every legitimate means to restore the
Do y Father to his ancient patrimony ana 10 that
esteem and civil independence which belongs to him
as (sovereign I'outitf.
On being put to the meeting the resolutions were

carried by acclamation.
Kev. Father Mullane then delivered a stirring

speech, which wa- frequently applauded. He com¬
menced by Baylnjt that if they thought he was going
to speak in support of the resolutions which they
had Just adopted simply because he was a
priest and tt was part of his business
to speak in lavor of the Pope, they would not judge
arighr. He did so only because they were right.
The lloi v Father could not be a subject of any
earthly sovereign. It was necessary that lie should
be

readily perceive that It was rather an age of blas¬
phemy and that Infidelity was spreading over the
Christian world. The Church had been baptised in
blood and might, perhaps, finish ker career in blood.
From the date of her birth till the present time
she had met with nothing but persecution, trials
and suffering, but in the midst of them all the Lord
was ever ready to stretch forth Ills hand and bid
the waves be still. He knew that the same spirit
animated ell of them, and that with one voice they
entered their protest against the unjust spoliation
.f the temporalities of the Holy Father. (Ap¬
plause.)
The Kev. Father Farrf.lly spoke briefly to the

same effect, alter which the meeting was brought to
a close.

SI. CSAKLUS BOUROTLSO.

Addrtss by the Kev. Dr. Preel.
The Roman Catholic church dedicated to St.

Charles Borromeo, and located In Sidney place,
South Brooklyn, was last evening crowded to reple¬
tion by one of the most fashionable Catholic con-

j gregations In the City or churches. The object of
the meeting was to sympathize with the Sovereign
Pontiff In his existing trials ana virtual captivity, and
protest against the sacrilegious hand that has
seized the Pontifical States aud robbed Christ's
Vicar of his tsmporal crown to ihe detriment of the
spiritual. Solemn vespers were commenced at
halt-past seven o'clock; and when the last note of
that sublime hymn of praise.the "Magnificat".
had died uway, the pastor of the church (the Kev.
l)r. Freel) ascended tue pulpit and read to the as¬

semblage the address to the Sovereign Pontiff,
drawn up by the Bishop of tbe diocese, In behalf of
the clergy and people of Brooklyn.

After the reading of the document, which was

signed by many members of the congregailou tu ttie
name of all, Dr. Preel delivered an eloquent dis¬
course. He to«k his text from Matthew, chapter 10.
"Thou art Peter, and

UPON TU1H BOCK I WILL BUILD MV CHURCH,
and the gates of hell shall not prevail against her."

1 The word "Church," he said, did not mean here a
'

material building; f«r the body or the soul of
Peter could not be a foundation for an edifice
upon which Christ was about to establish ills
Church. t'Urist meant to say that lie was about to
establish a Christian society, of which Peter should
bo the support and head and director. It was in
tins sense St. Paul designated the church a house of
the living Cod (Timothy III., 15). In the
same epMIe he calls tbe Church the pillar
and ground of truth. Our Divuie Redeemer
appoiuted St. Peter the president, ihe ruler and
teacher of His society, "Feed My lambs; feed My
siieep. " it is, therefore, believed that the Son of
God appointed a head, a ruler, it matters not by
what name you call him. He appointed St. Peter
Supreme Pastor, sovereign Pontiff, Pope.

THH WORD "i'OPB,''
which is an abbreviation of "voter fxitmrrt" or
"potior ponforttm," means father of fathers or pas¬
tor of pastors. St. Peter wa* the first pope, and ap¬pointed by Christ. He lived twenty-five years in
Koine, was crucified by the monster Nero, and on
the same day Paul was beheaded without tbe walls
of Kouie. Did the gates of hell prevail against
the Church because Peter, the foundation,
waa crucified? 1 answer, "So." ifo more than
against Christ when He was cructfted t>j the Jews.
Christ died and was burled, but arose the third day
gloriously, never more to see death. Peter was cru-
tilled and burled, but in Liu us. bis successor,

his power and oflloe arose to a new and greater life.
Whoever succeeded 1'eter ulso succeeded to ills

K^er and direction or me universal flock of Christ.
_e powers of bell, through the Instrumentality of

daring the past week was tnsallsfactory, and rather
more complaint was heard among the merchants,
most of whom anticipated that with the 1st of Feb¬
ruary there would be considerable buying as a be¬
ginning of the spring trade. The city hotel regis¬
ters show the presence of a fair nnmber of out-of-
town merchants; but their purchases so tar have
been confined to small lots. At the Cotton Ex¬
change some little activity was felt after the news
of the capitulation of l*arls, and particularly
when the bullion statement of the Bank of Eng¬
land on Thursday lust showed a slight gain; but tho
Liverpool market contiuued curiously sluggish,
and speculation at this point was drooping at tho
close, with a dull market. In breadstutTs an active
inquiry, based on the same influences, led to mod¬
erately large dealings, and on one day to an excited
market, but toward the end of the week buyers re¬
fused to follow the advancing prices of Belters, and
the market closed heavy and quiet.

IN WALL STKBKT
the Important news from Europe has but trifling
efleot, comparatively. The truth is, the spread of
Intelligence by the telegraph and press has, so to
speac, produced a grand levelling of tho world's
sources of excitement and sensation. The fall of
Paris was discounted loug ago. Oar markets felt
the influence in advance, and the event oomes with¬
out abruptness or power to disconcert the even
tenor of our financial and commercial ways. The
first response, such as there was. came from

THE GOLD MARKET,
which answered with a steady rise of about one per
cent. In fact the market was reluctant to move,
and might, perhaps, have remained somnolent at
the old figure of the month of January had not sev¬
eral prominent operators who are in tho habit of
initiating speculative movements overcome its
inertia by purchasing several millions of gold.
The "street" took hold lazily, in spite of this bril¬
liant example, but seemed content with small
margins or profit, and hence each fractional
advance brought out sellers. The legitimate de¬
mand for gold luckily assisted the operators who had
gone In for a larger rise, or the indifference of the
market generally would have saddled tliem with
their load. The neavy imports since New Year's, by
occasioning a steady drain of gold Into the Custom
House, furnish the at present only basis for
the advanced figures of the premium. The
German bankers took more Interest in the mar¬
ket than usual, but followed no continuous
policy, the buyers of one day having been
the sellers of the next. The disappointment of the
"bulls" at the gain lu the bank of England's stock of
bullion and consequent refusal to alter the discount
rate produced a decline on Friday, which was ac¬
celerated by speculative sales. The last day of the
week saw an exact reversal of tills movement on
the report, which was Industriously circulated in
the Gold Room, that General Butler, the great Anglo-
phobist, at ieast on the Alabama question, was to be
tendered the place of Secretary of State In President
Grant's new Cabinet. The extreme fluctuations
daily in the price of gold during the week were as
follows:.

THE MONEY MARKET.
The rates for money were steady throughout the

week at four to five per cent where -the collaterals
pledged were government bonds, and five to six per
cent upon miscellaneous securities. In lact, the
supply gradually increased at these rates and
toward tne close some difficulty was round in en¬
deavoring to get better than five per cent upon the
active stocks or such as have a ready market every
hour in the day. The best feature of the
season is the greater facility with which commercial
paper is discounted, the fact Indicating both a con¬
fidence in the mercantile community and a full sup¬
ply or money. Prime acceptances were taken quite
rreely at seven per cent, and where the paper was
strictly excellent buyers had to allow eveu a smaller
"shave." The foreign exchanges were Arm In the
vicinity of the shipping point, but It remains to be
seen whether the leading bankers have not been
too timid about drawing, for the circumstances on
which rates were advanced during the week have
been discovered to be In some degree fictitious.

THE BANK STATEMKNT.
The weekly statement of the associated banks Is

?cry favorable, the chief feature being a gain of
nearly two and a hair million dollars in the surplus
reserve, which now stands at $18,032,785. Despite
the continued heavy payments lor customs during
the week, the specie shipment to Europe and the
suspected locking up of some gold by operators for a
rise In the premium, the specie line has fallen only
about $1,100,000, while the legal tenders have In-
creassd over $4,600,000, owing to the natural move¬
ment of money to this centre at this season, aa well
as to the return of locked up greenbacks to circula¬
tion. The deposits show an increase of over four
millions. The statement contrasts with its prede¬
cessor as follows:.

The stock market has made no progress beyond

the culminating price or the recent campaign, aud
the figures of SatarUay evening are all below the
best made in January or midway of the week. The
cliques have been free sellers all around; but despite
the withdrawal or their support the market has
shown a recuperative tendency .which is explained
by the fact that, at this season, the public and out¬
siders really have more power ttian the combinations,

a superiority which they derive from the ease of the
money market and the inevitable dnlt of stocks to
higher prices in the presence or easy money. If the
slock market should pursue its way during the
spring to higher prices, as it most likely will, It will
not be the first time that the boat has continued
going after the oarsmen have Jumped out.
