In design they wlil
diff! r much from the present issue. Six registered
and four coupon bonds of each series will be issued,
all conforming to a general plan but differing
in detail. The engravers have been preparing de¬
signs since last July, and quite a number have
b-en completed, lrom wl.icli Secretary Boutwell
will select and determine 011 what particular denom¬
ination ihey shall be used. The vignettes of Wash¬
ington, Lincoln, Jefferson, the elder and younger
Aduns, Benton, Burllngurae, Farragut, Kawlins,
Governor Andrew a'id others are already executed.
Tue ornamental work upon the faces of the bonds is
an iiigeni us combination or scroll and geometrical
lut e woik. and will be different upon each denom¬
ination an 1 series. The distinctive paper used by
me government in printing le«t)l tenders and frac¬
tional currency will also be usc«1 for the new bonds,
millions of sheets of which are already stored 111 the
vau ts of the Treasury Department The Secretary
Will probably select for the principal vignette a finely
engraved juc simile or tho Capitol instead of tho
Treasury Department. It is the impression that
the subscription books will be distributed among
the Assistant United states Treasurers, United States
depositories, national banks generally and banking
houses or weil established reputation. Secretary
Boutwell is sauguiue that the new bonds will be
readily taken. The tirac of the issue will be ready
about March 1.

Alp Line Hallway.
TliC democratic i!.embers of the House seem de¬

termined to prevent any action at this session upon
the Washington and Sew York Air Line Railroad
bill. The bill has not been property managed, and
those who have It in charge now lack either earn (ft-
ness or a projier knowledge of Parliamentary tac-
tics to get 11 before the House. The dciuocrats un-
derstand this, and they have nothing to do but to
worry over the mornlug hour eacli Monday by dlla-
tory motions so as to prevent the bill lrom coming
up in its regular order or business. James Brooks j
was the leader or the filibustering ,element to day.
For one hour after the reading of the Journal ne went
through w.th nearly all the motions Known to filii-

, busters. Every bill and joint resolution offered
for reference was required to be read In full; then
the yeas and nays weregalled on it; then a motion
jo reqaeider was entered and the yeas and nays
demanded on that. All were intended to cousume
tne time vl the House, which should have been de¬
voted to the transaction of the much delayed busi¬
ness 01 national importance. The Air Line bill
meets with opposition from three sources.first, the
democrats, who regard It as an infringement or
State rights; second, the Massachusetts members,
wlicte the Philadelphia. Wilmington and Baltimore
Railroad is mostly owneu, and third, the Pennsyl¬
vania members, who are apprehensive that
the road will be run through the Falrmount
Park, near Philadelphia. Tills opposition crys¬
tallizes around the several railroad companies
baween this city aud New York, every one or
which has its special agems and attorneys
unon the floor of the House, ir some man like
General Logan would take hold of the bill he might
manage to push It through, for the Western and
Southern members are strongly lu favor of it.
Under its present management it is not likely to
?.o.ne to anything.

The Income Tax Repeal Kill.
The Ways and Means Committee had a session to

day for the discus -ion of the repeal or the income
lax. Dennis McCarthy, ol New York, who has been
absent for sime days, made his appearance, so that
there was a fall committee. It was determined to
take a vote in committee to-morrow upon a proposi¬
tion to report a bill providing for the repeal of the
tax 011 incomes, it is believed that.the committee
stand fi^e to four in favor of such a measure.

Secretary Bon-well has addressed a letter to the

lion. Samuel Hooper, Chairman or the Committee
on Wajs and Means, dated the 3d lust., in reply to
his communication enclosing a resolution or the
committee requesting the Secretary's views in writ¬
ing upon several topics suggested by the propDsition
to repeal the income tax. He says:.

it is impossible to state wltn precision the cost 1 r
collecting the tax, but lie is satisfied it will not exceed
hall a niiilloa dollars, and it seems to uim the net
result will not oe less than $ij.ooo.ooo per annum
lor the two years covered by the existing laws. The
estimates for the fiscal year ending June 30, 1672,
were made upou the basis of tne average
prospenty or ihe laboring and business
clashes or ihe country. According to that
estimate there wlil be u surplus ol $10,778,«89appllcaoie to the pavment or the principal or the
public debt, in addition to payments through the
Sinking Fund. It was also stated that If the appro¬
priation should be reduced below the estimates the
surp.us applicable to the payment of tue puhlie
debt would he increased. 11, 011 the otner hand, the
appropriations snail exceed the estimates the surplus
will rail below the sum mentioned. Assuming wnat
is prooable, that 1 he country is 10 be Messed with good
harvests, tue Secretary sees no reason to upprehead

u check to industry or business; but, even with this
view 01 the luture, It canuot be claimed that the
estimated surplus Is greater than prudence dic¬
tates. lu the view taken by nun of the
question he cannot shrink from the duty
or advising the continuance ol the present
system ol taxation until the meeting or ton-
gie^s in Detemoer nexu We are now, he says,
liurdly better qualified to Judge or the effect of tne
recent changes than we were when those cnanges
were made. The reduction ol taxes at the last
session of Congress was estimated to be e.jual to
twenty per cent of the total revenues ol the coun¬
try, or more than $80,000,000. is it wise to make a
further reduction until the result or the laws in lorce
is known? After giving further reasons against the
repeal or the Income tax the Secretary says In one
year more the effect of the reductions already madewill be fully understood aud legislation can then
procced upon the basis of expemuce. It is not an
unreasonable expectation that Congress will
then be able to declare tue Income tax is
no longer needed, and a:se simultaneously
to make corresponding concessions to other classes
01 taxpayers, it is my earnest des.re that tins re-
eult may be obtained; but while ihe iu:ure is uncer¬
tain I uo not recognize either the justice or the ex¬
pediency 01 relieving at once and completely those
wuo arc liable to pay an income tax, and by tne
tame act transferring the chief burden ol payment
«f the principal and interest of the public debt, tue
pensions and the current expenses or the govern¬
ment to the producing, consuming and business
interests 01 tho country. Entertaining the opinion
mat it is not advisable to reduce taxation at
the present time to the extent ol $2o,0i)o,000,
or in any other considerable sum, I nut not pre¬
pared to answer your further inquiry, it
is probable that as early as Uc.enmer next
t tie condition of the country and ol the 11-
naiiccs will just,iiy the reduction indicated, aud, U
so, it will be practicable lor the secretary of the
'ireasury to make such suggestions as to the modifi¬
cation or the Tariff and Tux,laws as 111 his opinion
will rurnish the irreatest roller to industry and busi¬
ness.

Ben Butler, who hai been set down as an
earnest advocate of woman's suffrage, went squarely
back on Mrs. Woodhull to-day, aild voted
with those who opposed allowing her the
use of the hall in which to deliver
her speech. Butler called for tho reading
of the rule of the House which prevents the hall
being used for other than legislative purposes. He
sugar-coated the pill which he made his quondam
friends of the suffrage movement swallow with the
statement that lie was an advocate of woman's suf-
lraife, and they all knew It. but ho was opposed to
giving the hall for the purpose indicated, uf course
the subject created some amusemen', as it always
docs among members, and Butler's confession called
forth roars of luughtei from all ports of the
nouse. General Garth-id wanted to know whether
Use jlouse could not meet on Wednesday evening as
la Committee of the Whole. The House seemed to
see something fuuny In this, and a general titter ran

aloug aiuoug the members. In fact, everything con¬
nected with this subject seemed to at ouse the mer¬
riment of the House. Finally the yeas and nays
were ordered, when tLc ijjoUon to gfve Mia.
Wood hull the use of tue hall only received forty-
one votes. Mrs. Wooauull proposes to deliver a
speech at an oa; .'y day in some public hall here,
when she will take occasion to pay her icspects to
those members of the House who voted against her
to day, and who are opposed to woman suffrage.

These publications having come to the knowledge of
Count Bismarck, lie has recently taken occasion to
repeat in an emphatic manner his declaration of
July, 1S61, tnat North Germany does not Intend to
acquire any territory on tills Continent or possession
of any of the adjacent islands. This course on her
part Is to avoid interference with the Monroe doc¬
trine or any measure or acquisition which our gov¬
ernment may choose to adopt.

dress, in which ho congratulated King Ama¬
deus in the name of the American republic on

ples and governments of the two countries.
King Amadous' reply was couched in very

States until the whol<t country is again in^
volved in civil war, whicli will only end wheii(
Mosqnera is onee more placed in power.

same as the Dreyfus contract. Opponents o{
the government will elect a commissioner t<j

scrutinize the acts of the Congress.
There is now a strong prospect of war

between Pern and Bolivia, the revolutionary
party in the latter republic charging the Peru¬
vians with having aided Melgarcjo, their legit-v
imato President. The insurgent Bolivians
threaten to invade Foru, but Peru is defiant
and tells them to come on.
