Orleans only as a spectator. Subsequently he
renewed his proposal to General Chauzy, who
accepted it, but Wished his acceptance to be en¬
dorsed by M. Gambeua. The Minister at once had
the Prince arrested; ho was kept five days Jn cus¬
tody, aud sent to St. Malo with orders to leave Tor
K.iglanu. The Prince had no Interview wuh M
tiainbctta; in fact, he ha-* never seen him.

THE GERMAN EMPIRE.

The (nan* uration In Berlin.The Emperor
Prorlamtttloa.Queou Ancuata'a tauir-itu.
Intiono to the Chambers.1'be Addrem
.I the LaidtM to ttie Emperor Willlnm.
The German Correspondent of the 21st ult. con¬

tains the proclamation to the German people,
which, having been telegraphed from Versailles,
was read on the 18th by the Minister of Commerce,
Count von Itzenplltz, In the Prussian Upper Cham¬
ber. It concludes as follows:.
We accept the imperial dignity In the consciousness of our

duty to protect wliu German fidelity the rictus of the empire
and all it. members, to matmain peace anil to defend tbe lu-
dei euuence of Germany, lelylng on the united strength of tlie
whole nation. We accept this high oilice In tbe hope thai It
be cranWhl to the German people ro enjoy tbe recompense oftlxiir iraaent arduous and hereto slrugsle in lasting peace,and wlihm those lo.indanes which secuie to our countrytt at immunity from renewed aggression on the part of
Fra oc* which we have not known lor centuries. May God
permit us anu tbose who loilow us on the Imperial throne to
.e lncreaaers of the Germ&u empire, i.ot by means of war¬
like conquests, but by extending the blessings and gifts of
p«"*ce and enhancing the national wellare, freedom and mo¬
rality.
Tne Empress and Queei replied in the followingterms te a request that the Upper Chamber mightbe admitted to her presence to offer her ihelr re¬

spectful congratulations:.
In answer to the announcement that has been made m* I

The na¬
tional movement, writes the Loudon fUnes1 corres¬
pondent w Berlin, is evideutiy destined to make
te tour du nionde. The lead:ng committees
of the Germans In three Austrian provinces.
Bohemia, Fpptr Austria and Styrla.have in the
last few days passed a resolui ton to the effect that
Galicia ana Daluiaua should tie consil'ucionally
separated from the western half of the empire.
Western Austria being thus limited to the previncas
formerly Incorporated with the (German Umpire and
Bund, iney hope and even express a wish that the
day may not be distant when their old connection
with Germany may be restored. To leave no doubt
m to the nature of the connection they nave in
view, tbey aad that it ought not tc be eflected so

long as It might Impair the closeness of the ties at
present binding the uerman Mates. In otlicr words,
much as they wish to Join Germany, they are con*
teut to wait antU It can be done m such a way as to
ensure their being placed tinder the Berlin govern¬
ment Ui the same wry as Bavaria has been.

M. QUIZOT AND MR. GLAD¬
STONE.

The Alcana of Putting an End to the 8oiler-
Ian (¦ France.What England Might Do.
The lUllltur Crisis.'the Policy of Prussia
a Policy of Ambition.France Misunder¬
stood.
Mr. cnizot has written to Mr. Gladstone a letter

respecting the means o( patting an end to the suffer¬
ings of France and the dangers wulch threaten
Europe, and starts with expressing his belief mat
England might do more than she is at¬
tempting. He Is, he says, unable to under*
stand the extreme cautiou.he will not say
supiueness.of England in the struggle which is
going ou between France and t rassu. lie briefly
reviews the circumstances which were antecedent
to the war, and remarks that the mlslortune which
has resulted has opened tne eyes of France to her

: true position- and has also shown her the real
I nature 01 that government which forced her Into

»t. The preseut military crisis makes the French
nation sad and anxious; but u ts resolved, he says,
for the lulure to manage Its own atlalrs, to re¬
establish peace, and at the same time to maintain
its safety and dignity. He points lo the change
which alls come about since .sedan, and asks Mr.
Gladstone whether he has carefully considered
all that is implied in this change, and all that it in¬
dicates. he remarks that since lsia one great new
principle has met with universal recognition in the
policy of Europe, uespect for International law and
peace has become the fundamental maxim of inter¬
national policy. Territorial changes have been
rendered necessary in certain countries b? revolu¬
tions, but such changes have never been recognized
until they have been investigated and have received
the sanction of Europe. This, M. Gulzot tuiuks, is
the most important and valuable political fa< t on
record in the flrst hall ol this century, aud he says:.

It bus had more Influence and power In helping to re-
establish principle* of right ana justice as betwren govern¬
ments and peop.es, In promoting the development of tue
resources or oil/erent nations and the progress of civilization
throughout the wotid, thau any oilier event during that pe¬
riod. Although tlie principle I* new. ft hat yet had strength
enough to arrest, or at any rate diminish.' tbe activity of
those evil geim» of ambition and disregard of t e rights of
nations which have been sown Id Europe by the various re¬
volution crises since 1848.

.-This just and keneflclal principle is, he goes on
to argue, despised, attacked, and greatly endangered

bv the present attitude of Prussia. The policy of
Prussia is, he maintained, avowedly and exclusively

a policy of ambition and conque-t;«4t is in direct
opposition to international law, and is based upon
military power."

it is precisely the policy of Napoleon 1., when,
with more or less specious pretexts ol national or
imperial interest, lie took possession of every pro¬
vince and every state which could help to leallzo
his ambitious dreams. It is the policy so justly con¬
demned by all tne most eminent modern political
writers; it has been the cause ol suffering to all na¬
tions at all times; and Europe, more especially in our
own times, has suftered irom it most cruelly.
France, he fays. Is struggllrg in the midst or a
perilous crisis, but she has tiie consolation of know¬
ing that her present policy is in accordance with tbe
European policy ol respect lor international law and
peace. He points to the conduct of the Parisians,
and mentions that be has m Paris lour sons una
grandsons who are simple National Guards, who are
grave, earnest, practical men, not over-sanguine, and
.iheir coulidcuce in the resolution and uu tnimliy

of the whole population.citizens, soldiers and
generals.insteaci of diminishing, increases from
day to day." lie quotes from a letter oi M. Vitet, of
tuC Acad uiie Fmmjuise, ami says, "It is not-iho
heart alone which is warmed ana elevated by patri¬
otism; it is the Imagination also," France, he pro¬
ceeds to contend, is misunderstood aud misjudged,
ticcause her lu.-tory Is not borne in mind, and lie says
he "should be surprised it even in the enemy's cauiii
such men a« Count Bismarck have not already discov¬
ered that ihey liave formed a lai^e estimate of Fi ance
aud Paris. They cannot," ho said, "overlook the
fact that, in spite or their victories; they meet with
an amount pf resistance on all sides which tbey
were far from expecting." Ue ttieii proceeds to
contend that the further tne Prussians advance on

t rench soil the more precarious and difficult does
their success become, tlis own belici is thai France,
by her own effort*, will save herself irom the depths
of the abyss which she could not avoid.

Especially to Mr. Gladstone he aadr.-.-ses these

questions, and in so doing he justifies himself by ttio
right honorable gentleman's recent history, which
he ventures to say makes it necessary that Mr. oiad-
stoae should answer htm. He adds:.

vaiu. When she has sesoiutely put fonh ail her moral lnilu-
euce, if rhe should l.cu It lnsuiliclenl to curb the ambition
of Prussia, she will still hold a very valuable political wea¬

b.e, tbe English government will not recognise any territorial
charges which tuny result from those conditions, aud
that she will stand aioof from anv readjustment which must
ceccKoaniy disturb the peace aud order ol Europe. It can¬
not be doubted that such an attitude would greatly discour¬
age Prussian ambition and greatly encourage the resistance

NAPOLEON'S PROTEST.

The Ex>Eapcr«r Proteata Afainnl the I<c.
utility 01 ilia Deponition.The Republic
>iever Accepted by the -Nation.
The London Telegraph considers it "a curious

coincidence, t« say the lea.it, that ihe ex-Einpcror
of tlie French should have ls^ueci a protest against

i lie legality of his deposition at the very moment
when tlie fall wi Paris appears to be Immediate. A
pamphlet,which lias reached our hands through pri¬
vate meaus. has just been issued by M. Conn, with
the avowed sanction of the prisoner of Wiheiin-
sli'lie, expressly to establish tlie fact lliat the
ddcMaiuse of Hit empire was never really nru-
cLumed with any pretence of auihonty and, con-
»-equently, that the senate and the Corps L glalatlf
are the ouly public bodies entitled to
represent France at the present time. Of
course all statements coining from Btich
a source must be received with due reserve;
but it is worth while to note the point or view irom
which the revolution o! tae 4th or September is re¬
garded by the adherents of the Uenaparte dynasty,
and In order to appreciate tne altitude of the French
imperialists we can refer to no better anthorlty
tn.in the pamphlet of M. Canti. The obvious pur¬
pose or the pamphk-t is to prove ihat, according to
strict law, the Chambers have never i>eeii
dissolved; the republic has never been accepted
by the nation; and the Assembly e:ectcd by uni¬
versal su.Trage Is, therefore, tne legitimate ex¬
ponent 01 the national will. And ir, as is possible,
the Prussian government intends 10 convoke the
old Corps Leglsia'ii as soon as Paris capitulates it is
intelligible enough that tne partisans of the empire
shtuid seize the .ccasiou to identify tlie ae jure
g<nerann'ni Of trance, as by law established, Willi
the Chambers wlnw existence was saspeit od by
the proclamation of the republic.

IRELAND'S GREATEST DAY.
The Exiles at Home.Visiting Delegations.The

Address to Their Countrymen.Order
of the Parade and Beeeption To-Day.

The present borne of Ireland's persecuted sons
was a scene of busy life yesterday. Patriots of
every station in tne social world came to express
their sympathy with the good old cause. From an

early hour to midnight tUe reception rooms of the
exiles were thronged with numbers of earnest ad¬
mirers of the men who had stood In tho breach and
braved the enemy's crnelest scourge for the laud
they loved.
