Coroner Jones, of Brooklyn, concluded his tnqnest

on the body of John Johnson, the boatswain's mate
on board the ship Black Prince. Joseph Cloary and
the deceased, it will be remembered, got into an al-
tercution ou the afternoon of the 1st instant in re¬
gard to crossing the deck of the vessel, lying at the
tune at the foot of Main street, Brooklyn.
