Intense Enthusiasm—Half a Million Peo-
ple Greet the Martyrs,

it

A GREAT DAY FOR IRELAND.

—_—

The Amcrican republic occuplea a peculiar posi-
tion toward the struagling naulonalities of the Oia
World, Ita traditional poliey opposes luierference
In forelgn complications; but the spirit of our eon-
stitution has ever leaned toward the oppressed of
every clime. While avouing unoeoessary and in-
convenlent controversies with the titled clerks of
monarchs, we are bound, less by our public declara-
tions of policy than our senss of justice and righe,
to fully recogmnize ana approve of all and every
attempt of downirodden pegples 0 Tight
their wronge,. And thus it was thot the
great  popular  demonsiration of sympathy
‘With the martyrs 10 Irish republicanisn—the gentle-
men who on yesterday with commendable modesty
and dignity of demeauor received the honors of the
American metropolis—was not of a faction, ¢lass or
section, but embraced the whole community. The
Inclemency of the weather—the pame dire calamity
which on the fated 8tn of March, 1887, prevented
muny of these men, and others who will never be
mentioned in history, from grasping the lamrel
crowns of victory—barréed the full expression
of popular sympathy numerically, but did not pre-
vent a grand and memorable ovation by the people
of thia great ¢ity. It can scarcely pe much of an
exaggeratlon to say that 300,000 citizens expressed
by voclierons cheers on the sirects of our cliy yester-
day the joy of Amorica that these last exiles of Ire-
land were eale [rom the farther persecutions of the
hated bypoeritical Engilsh. The seene at Bweeny's
Hotel when the exiles paseed out was highly exciling.
A vast crowd of all compiexions of our vosmapoll-
tan society greeted them as Laey entered the car-
riages provided for them by the clty, and for fall
iwenty miunutes the hearty American cheers were
miogled In resounding echo with the enthnsinstie
Irish horrah.  “Loog live Ireland® rose from a single
voloe and swelled in an unanimons roar over the
purging crowd, while *‘Hurrah sor O°Domcvan,
Burke ana thé rest of Lhe patniots’ swelled
on the hiustering gale. The enthusinsm waa
althe highest when the exlles stepped from the
hotel and entered ine carriages, A salute of gunas,
one shot for every State 1o the Union, a dozen deal-
ening cheers and the cortége proceeded toward the
headquarters of the politieal body who govern the
clty of New York. The excilementen rowle was in-
tense; flags waved from a hundred houses, the green
flag with the melancholy harp or defiant sunburst
flapped in the damp stmosphere and excited the
bystonders t¢ an extrsordinary pitch of enrhu-
slaam; while the pinched and gauut aspect of the
prisoners—the gaesta of the republic of the United
Brates—caused Many & roanly cheek to blanch, not
with fear, but with deadly vengeapce against the
mother of monarciles, the cradie of picayune kings.
Four hundred thousand men and women yesterlay
swore veggeance against the moparchy and avle-
tocracy of Eagland,

It was o holway with our Irish citizens—a day of

decorated, newspaper ofices, hotels and banks
flaunted the npational colors, and Broadway ap-
peared In a lestve aspect. Throughout the fore-
noon the efreets were thronged with thousands of
citizens who carrled lanrels and shamrocks fu the
lappels of thelr coats, houee windows and tops were
tbrouged with spectators, an/l in many places Nags
were ang acrogs the streets, The heads of horses
on the different iines were decorated with minlature
flaga of the Upited States and Ireland, while large

vanners of both nationalitics Noated [rom NagstaMs
and gave the clty 4 holllay appesrance,

The stage of Tammany Hall was decorated with
mnuch taste; several upright posls were coverad
with red, white and blue bLunting, and irom the
two broad sldes of the platform the Kindred fogs
of the United Stales apnd Irelapd—the tri-coior
and the barp—floated trinwphantly. Flatoons
o police Kept the passage ways leading to
the ball elear, The CUmel of  Police, James
Kelso, in full uniferm, with Inspector Dilks,
Captains Cameron  and  Burne apd  geveral
other officials had command here, and it was as
much as they could do 1o save the inuocent paople
from heing torn to pieces in the jam. Our reporter
logt all the buttons from his overcoat, and five or
F1x women falnted as they were pressed oul into the
pireet by the eunthusiastic swarm of people as they
left Tammany. Inslde every seat was flled, and
when a cheer was given io respomse 1o some
patriotic sentimeat the peopl® rese In  gne
mass and cheered Wildly and with vehemence,
Ten carriages brought the exiles and the ¢unmit
who had them in charge to Tammany Hall, and
when they arrived fat Fourteenth street and Third
avenue and attempied Lo leave the vehicles & great
mass of ten or twelve thousand men, women and
ehildren clustered argund themy and ehdeavored 19
shake bands or Lo embrad® them in some
part of thelr body. Congressman Wiilian K. Hoberts,
Commissioner Jemes ¥, Hennessey and Aldermau
Healy conductéd the exiles to the entrance which
led to the stage, and several women fervently gave
the “blessing of God" to Colonel Roberts, whom
they took for one of the exiles.  Dr, Powers, Dennls
Dowling Mulcaby and Captaln MeClure, who are the
moat wod st men among the exiles, with the excep-
tion of Charley Underwood O'Connell, who is posi-
tively frightenesd when he has to reeive an oration
or make a apeech, were crowaded, and benedictions
were showered on their beads until they were
ready to surrender at alseretion.

They Intervisw the Commissioners of the Binking

FROFPOSED EALE OF THE MARKET PROPERTY
are erroneous. The intentlon of the memmbers of
the finking Fund Commisslon is that the clity shall
retire from the market business, (Laughter.) All
the Board requires is that cliy oficiale shall have
hereafter nothing more to do with the markets or
the trade of the marketers. The dutles of thelr
officlal positions in the government of the oity are
sufMelently onerous to occupy thelr sole attention,
and it is congidered betlter for the general prosperity
that the commerclal atfalrs in which they are
now compelled to engage should be Intrusted
to business nDien, elther Individuals or cor-
porations, specinlly Interested in the prosperity
of trade. It 18 not absolutely proposed by
the members of e Commission that the
market property shall be sold. It may be sold or
leased for a term of years as appears most  llkely to
conduce to the wealth of the city, but the commis-
gloner do not wisn 1t diseoatinued.
