Jctin F.vaes, alias "Shorty" Evan*, anas John Lc*1r,
s'.itfi red tli j extreme penalty ef tue law at tlio Alms¬
house grounds, near tins place, for tlie murder of
Captain Henry MUlcr. of the canal boat n. Falles
on the morning of the 17th of Aaguat last. The
crime waa cotnmiiied on board of Captain Miner's
boat, then lying mar Old Town, Md., abont eleven
miles below Cumberland, and occasioned the wildest
excitement in the comtnuuity, and especially
among the tip usanda of canal boatueu con-
gic^ated in this vicmily during the imsj
monti of August. Rough and hardeued as
t'aeae boatmen nsually are by tt.elr maanor
oi life and surroundings, and accn tomed as thoy
wore no the scenes of riot aud bloodshed frciiuent
am <ng men oi thia cla,7s ta every section or tho
country, yet tue crime ot murder U of compara-

t vely rare occurrence, and the eruiliy parties meet
with the most bitter denunciation from lh<vir com¬
rades. The murder of Captain Miller has been re-
garded uera us a ooid-blsodej and dastardly out¬
rage. "1 iie ttitormatiou of the circumstances ol the
aiiair was obtained only from the murderer hiniscif
and a colored man named .lohnsen, they being tho
oaly witnesses of the bloody deed.

Howard's iirst connection with tho boat was 111 the

eapa- ity of bowsman. Miller is represented to have
been very boisterous and abusive toward both How-
ard and the colored man Johnson, Howard, who
was a man or \ ery strong passions, was not disposed
to submit to tl.o continued abuse of his employer,
and frequently retaliate 1 in kind, resulting in a bit¬
ter enmity between tho two men. On iho night pnor
to tue murder high words bad parsed, and an hour
or more before the iatal deed was eo.u-
ruitted another quarrel occurred, m whi.Mi it
is alleged the Captain was extremely nbu-
elve, nltiiongh no blows were given. After
the altercation Howard wcut into the hay house,
near the bow of the boat, where ho met the colored
man and declared his determination to no longer
submit to tho abuso of hta superior; anil, further
endeavored to persuade Johnsou to join him in his
rlau to murder tlio Captain.
