Important Decision by Judge
Blatcliford.

THE COLLECTOR TRIUMPHANT.
We glvo below the dcciBlon of Judge Blatcliford,

rendered yesterday in the United States District

Court, on the question, recently argued, whether
the Collector 01 the Port or the Marshal of the Dls.
trlot shall have custody of goods and property seized
under government process:.

THB COLLECTOR TBICUPANT.
The United State* vs. One Case, containing Silks

find other property--^Judge Iiiatcniord yesterday
rendered his decision In the above case. The learned
Judge hays:.The libel of information in thin caw
avers Uiat the property proceeded against was

. 'seized ou waters navigable from iho t-ea b» vessels
of teu or more tons burden by tlie Collector of Cus¬
toms lor the Port and collection district of tliecttv of
tiew York, as forfeited to the United states for vio¬
lations 01 the 24tli and «isin suctions of the act of
March 2, 179D, in relation to duties ou imports aud
tonnage. The prayer of the intormatlon is, that
due process issue iu that beliaif, as well of attach¬
ment, to bring the said property wiihin the custody
of the court, as of monition, to all parties in in¬
terest, to appear on the return of such process and
duly intervene herein, by claim aud plea to the
premises," and that the property be condemned by
docrou of forfeiture to the use oi the United States.
On i he tiling of tlie libel oi information a writ was

Issued .to the Marshal of the Southern district of
New York, commanding him to attach the property
aud to detain 11 in Ills custody until tne further order
of the court respecting It, aud to dive due noiice,
Ac. The writ was returnable September -7, 1870.
The retorn to it made by the Marshal oil that day
was as follows:.

THE MARSHAL'S RRTl'KN'.
I certify that after due diligence f have been

unable to attach the property described iu tho
within munition, aud to detain the same in my cus¬
tody. UliOltUE 11. SHAltl'E,

United Slates Marshal.
An nflldavit Is now presented to the Court on tlie

part of ibo Untied States made by a deputy collector
of customs at the port of New York. li sets ferth
that such deputy collector lias, under tlie Collector,
the care and custody of all goods seized within this

elstrict on account of allegoa violations or the one-
>uis revenue laws, and or the institutions of pro¬

ceedings for the recovery and enforcement or flues,
forfeitures and penalties under Mich laws; that
there has been ever since April, lime, aud
was tor a long time prior thereto, in
the Custom llouse at the port of New
York, a room especially assigned for the storage
of sei/.ed goods; that there are employed In said
room a storekeeper, an opener and packet- aud a
laborer, all under salary: that until recently, ever
Since April, 1683, and for a long time prior thereto.
U was the custom, where goods had been seized
and placed in the seizure rcom and a suit had been
instituted for their condemnation, lor the Marshal of
the district to call at the Curtorn House and make in¬
quiry u the goods weie In the possession of the col¬
lector, and thereupon to make return upon tiio
monition or the attachment of tlie goods proceeded
agatust; that some tew months since the Martial
made claim to remove from the seizure room aud
from tne custody or the Collector goods against which
he hold a monition; that thereupon such deputy
collector was led

TO JNVKSTIOAE THE I.AW,
and to consult with tlie District Attorney of the

r iiltcd States; that such Investigation aud consulta¬
tion resulted in the collector's deciding to retain

fiossessmn of the Roods until Unal adjudication, un¬
cus otherwise ordered by the Court; that after some
time had elapsed, and after various attempts to
proem o the submission of the question to t lie de¬
cision of tne Court, the Marshal, on the presentation
01 a monition, aud in one or two iustauces or nil
alias monition, demanded possession ot the goods
therein described; that thereupon said deputy col¬
lector gavo to the Marshal a certificate signed by
lilm in substance as follows:.

COLLECTOR'S CERTIFICATE.
This may certify that the goods (giving marks, Ac.)

describe*! In tne monition now exhibited to me by
the Uuited States Marshal, dated , are in the
seizure room of the custom House, and in the cus¬
tody of the Collector of the port of New York. In
accordance with section 31 of the act of July 18. 1 808,
and acting under the advice or the United States
District Attorney, the Collector declines to deliver
the same to the order of the United States Marshal,but nolds the same to abide adjudication, subject tothe order ol the Court; that a certificate, the same
In substance as the foregoing, was given In the
present case to the Marshal or his deputy upon
bis presenting the monition and demamling tlie

goods proceeded against; that a like certificate lias
een given in like circumstances in other cases

wnich have been instituted since tills ques ion was
first raised; that all the goods seized are kept in a
fireproof room, without auy charge for storage or
Inwurance, the only expense being cartage to the
seizure room and coooeraxc r«r leaking casks; that
It lias been tho practice of such deputy collector to
require in all cases where goods for which a suit
has been commenced have been lor auy
cause released a direction lor their release
from tho Marshal; that such was tne prac¬
tice in April, 1809; that tue doputy collector
has continued to require such direction as being evi¬
dence of tue direction of tne Conrt In the premises,
and also evidence that the Marshal has received all
fees and costs to whicti ho Is entitled, and that It has
been tho practice to deliver goods which huve been
condemned to the Maislia! or his order for sale. An
alias monition, with directions like these in the ori¬
ginal motion as to the attachment and detention of
tho property has been issued in the ease to the Mar¬
shal. on tho records in the cause aud the foregoing
affidavits a motion is now made to the court,
on the part of the United states, lor an order
that such alias monition be so modified, In respect
to the clause therein contained, commanding
the Marshal to aita< li the property and to detain it
in las custody until the lurther order of the Court
respecting it, as to conlorm to the provisions of the
thirty-first section of the act of July is, 1800 (14 U. s.
Stat, at Large, ISO), or that he make return thereto,
Btating the fact that such property was found in tho
custody of tho Collector, and is left in his custody
nnder the provisions ol said act. Such motion is
made ou notice to the Marshal, and is opposed by
the Marshal.
Judge Blatchford then enters upon a review of Hie

course of legislation and judioial decision on the
subject Involved, lie concludes at fellows:.

JUDICIAL ltKVlEW.
Nor is the ouestion one wnlch involves the iurls-

dlciion or authority ol the Court over the rex that is
ptosecuted, or lis jurisdiction over the suit In ran.
The property having hcen seized as forfeited, and
the seizure having been adopted by the I nited
States by bringing the suit m rem to enforce the
ferieitnre, the Court has jurisdiction to decree such
forfeiture, and jurisdiction find authority to order
the property, under the 89th section of the act of
17«s», to fee delivered to the claimant on appraise¬
ment and bond and tue payment of duties, and to
muse the properly, under Ihe ttoth section 01 the
same act, 11 not bonded, to be, when condemned,Bold by the Marshifl or other proper ofllcer of the
Cou:t, even tliouah the property remalas in the
posses. I011 ol me Collector until adjudication,Tue views of Mr. Justice Story and of Chief Justice
Taney are sound in reference to a case where, in
fact, the Collector, aud not, the Marshal, Is to have
custody after proces. The property is. In contem¬
plation of law, i fter process. In Hie custody ot the
Court, although the Marshal does not take it Into his
custody, provided it remains in custody, under a
seizure for forfeiture, while the proceedings In court
against it are pending, i he Collector Is

ITS OFFICIAL KEEl'KR
for the Court, after process, and the Court has after
proc.vs as full control over it in the hands of the
Collector, and as full power to compel obedience by
the collccter to all orders of the Court respecting it.
us If it were lu tue hands of the Marshal under pro¬
cess. Such appears to have been the view or Judge
Bet's m respect to custody by the Collector after
process under the rules of tula Court In regard to the
(summary proceedings in re.rn lu behalf 01 the
United States where the matter In demand did not
oxceed llfty dollars: and it Is a necessary vlnw in
respect to all property prosecuted lor torlciture.
where iho custody after process 1s given by statute
to iho Collector.

It follows that not only Is the provision of the
fourtn section or the actoi 17U2 abrogated by the act
of it>M, but the nluth rule in admiralty, in view of
the provision of the act of 1H66, does not apply to
cases like the present one. Such cases are, in the
Iangu»go of the rule, "otherwise provided tor by
statute."

TOE MARSHAL'S Dt'TT.
Such being the interpretation of the act of lscn,

what roller is to be granted on the motion lu this
case k 1 think the proper course Is to amend the
Alias monition so that it shall command the Marshal
to attach the property by leaving with the Collector,
or other person having the property In custody, a
copy of the monition, and tilso a notice requiringsuch Collector or other persou to dcialn such pro
perty in custody until thelfnrther erder of the Court
respecting it, aud to glva due notice, Ac. This will
lie Hie proper monition to be issued in all cases
where property is under siezure as forfeited for vio¬
lations of i lie customs laws, and Is In custody of the
the Collector.or other principal officer ot the cus¬
toms.

MONEY I'll 1: K hi TO K1VE PBE OKNT.
Money continued easy at lour to live per cent

Tliero wus very little Hhlftiug of loans, and old en¬
gagements wero generally allowoil to stand. In
fresh business borrowers on governments wero
usuhliy supplied at four percent, with some ex¬
ceptions ut live. On the other hand, while borrow-
row on stooks generally paid five per
cent, good houses, with the better class of miscellane¬
ous collaterals, were accommodated atfour per cent.
Toward the olose of banking hours there was some
pressure to lend money after accounts had been
generally mado up, and balances under such cir¬
cumstances wero not placed at better than three
percent. The general rates of the day were, how.
ever, as first indicted. The paper market is about
cleared of the strictly first class graHos, bnt the de¬
mand still continues, the would-be buyers bolmr the
country banks wluch have large balances with their
correspondents lu this city. Occasionally a "gilt-
edged" banker's acceptance passes at tt percent,
but the regular quotation is 6% a 7 per cent for the
ordinary run of prime notes auu acceptances.

FOKKION EXUUANUK ADVANCED.
The foreign exchange market wus lalrly active,

owing to the demand for remittances by Saturday's
steamers and in the absence of commercial and
bond bills (particularly the latter, which used to
form a large portion of the supply) the leading
bankers advanced their rates an eighth per cent.

Eventu¬
ally tho latter settled back to 91%, and, the full
force of the original influence asserting itself, gold
advanced io and closed at ill 7-18. The course of
the market is shown in the table:.

STOCKS STRONG AND STEADY.

Outside of a little diversion in Union Pacific,
which fluctuated about one per cent, viz., between
21% and 22%, and a rather more active movement
In Pacific Mall, which took it to 44, tho stock market
was very dull. Toward the close of business In
the Loug Room there wus considerable animation
compared with the previous stagnation, and a rise
of about one-quarter per cent in the more attractive
speculative favorites.

SOUTHERN SECURITIES 8TU0N0.
The SoiUhern list was nitre active and generally

higher. It seems to be settled that the acting Gov¬
ernor or North Carolina cannot defeat the wish of
the Legislature and people for a State Convention,
and hence North Carolinaa were in good request at

a further udvanee In prices. The Ku Klux outrages
near Columbia seem to have their depressing influ¬
ence on the South Carolina*, which showed a strong
recuperative tendency, and were 1% per ccnt higher
than when the news of these outrages reached the
market. Tlie Tennessees were firm on the further
reduction of the State debt by the transfer to the
Treasury or several millions of bonds, tendered by
railway corporations in exchange for mort¬
gages ou their roads held by the State.
The Louislunas maintain a steady, firm
undertone, and are still In favor with
Investors 111 Europe, whence orders are received by
nearly every steamer. The Virginias also show more
strength and some activity on account of a growing
belief that tho State will resume payment ere
long.
