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French, because we are quite sure that eur
benevolent and liberal Hebrew citizens will
see to it that the suffering people of thelr own
faith in France are mot forgotten, It s right
and proper, foo, that our Jewish eitizens
should be rocognized as brethren by onr Chris-
tlan citizens, and especially in all geod works
of charity,

We have anether idea upon this matter. If
Mr. Marshall's committee were to apply to the
President for a proclamation upon the subject,
requesting the different religlous bodies of the
United States to devote a day for the collec-
tions indicated, and suggesting the day
named—Saturday for the Hebrew and Sunday
for the Christian churches—we think that
General Grant would issue such proclamation,
and that In thus giving the movement a na-
tional character he would contribute greatly to
Its success. In the name of Washington and
Lafayette, why not?

" Qur Religlous Press Tablo.

The Lord helps those who help themselves.
The religions press seem to have helped them-
selves profusely the past wock from the secular
press. They give a good deal of news in their
editorial columns. The Independent, for ex-
ample, regards the ‘‘Joint High Commission”
as a mission of civilization, but suggests that
we should not flatter oursclves too mueh. It
thinks that the Mission ‘‘is mot all civilization
and Chriatian charity. “Even hopeful Dr. Cum-
ming must know that one swallow does not
make summer, and one Joint High Commission
does not make a millennium, even with a de-
throned Pope thrown in.” The same paper,
which, by the way, is the organ of the Con-
gregationalists, don't like the idea that the
United States should pay any portion of the
confederate national debt, end remarks that
it is *‘paying the assassing for the gunpowder
expended in the attempt to kill you" (meaning
the United States). The Independent also
Indulges In an article in regard to the *‘House
of Lords and the House of Isrgel,” In which
connection we may as well thrdw in the fact
that the Jewish Messenger, of this city, is
quite’ complimentary to the Herarp for its
previous allusions to the old faith, of which it
is the accepted organ. It acknowledges the
HeRrALD as the “new mediator,” and upon
that text exhorts *‘lhe synagogues to rejoice
and the temples to shout hallelujah,” Wa
hope our friends in the Hebrew faith will re-
Jjolee accordingly ; but we beseech them not
to make too much racket, else they might dis-
tarb the harmony in the Plymouth church,
from which the IHEraLD has already received
congratulations through the columns of the
Christian Undon in an article written by
Henry Ward Beecher. Next we find upon our
table a lively Catholic paper, published in this
city, called S¢t, Peter. Judging from the spice
infused into Its editorials, we might designate
the sheet by the more appropriate name of
Salt Peter. It proclaims that Father Keasgan,
of Brooklyn, is sound on the Pope, and an-
nounces that ‘‘therc is a similarity between
the Mohammedan and the Kiag of ltaly; be-
tween the Holy Land and the patrimony of
8t. Peter ; between Jerusalem and the City of
the Pontiffs.” Precisely. The same similarity
that exists between St. Peter and Jerusalem
is exhibited in the operations at Albany in
regard to legislation for the city of New
York. Between St. Peter and Jerusalem the
taxpayers of the metropolis are likely to
be pretty well fleeced. Our venerable
friend, the Observer, indulges in secular
matters, and discusses the ‘““Alabama diffi-
culties” with as much gusto as a morning daily
paper. A portion of its article is worth
quoling, as showing the tendencies of our
Presbyterian organs on the important interna-
tional political topics now engaging public at-
tention. It is as follows:—

Orleans.  Bul subsequently he went over 1o the Or-
legns dynasty and mway be regarded a« one of the
founders of the new wonarehy.

M. THIHRS AS A RADICAL.

M. Thiers had wiready been eweted (o the Chamber
of Deputies by the elgctors of the College ol Alx,
where e had studiedy and o 1831 was re-elecred,
e was not a tavoriee fn the Agsembly, aithough all
prraons were [aseluated by the brilluocy of hia
orutory, He glarmed the conservatlves by his style
ol dressing ¢ fa Danton and by his speeches in (avor
of demorshzing Eoarope. saving Poland, deliverning
Belginm and passing the otne.  Bu atier awhile
he bocame more centious apd more pollte, He was
the spirit aod soul of the  Lalitte Ministey, and
upon 1= Tadl retred with lils cliuel aud went futo the
COUBLry.

DESERTION OF THE DEMOCRATS,

on his reiurn to Parls M. Tilers figured in the
TRE LS OF the oppositton, under the leadership of Lis
old friend uand |1=u:ruu. Lafitte, Suadenly, to the
sstoui=liment of &l persong, en the 6t of April, 1831,
e turned upon his frlends awd supporied  tne
Castmir-Perler  administration. A8 might  be
unagiued, be was loudly denonnced as & renegade
for this act of desertion. But Thiera took the abuse
coolly, He wno had been 8o intensely democratic
pow became rigldly conservalive. A lew months
before he hwd waated to pass the Rhioe and to de-
Hver Belglunishe now opposed bitterly the proposed
unton between France aud Belgium, learful that
It wenid lead w a genera! Europesn war, and he
desiredt peace at il bazards, From advecatiag
equallty und democracy he hecame the delender of
conservatisal, the peernge and the old instututions
of Franco., This sudden change In s politteal
opinivid was solething remarkably strange, aod
nnpatred Lils popularity.  But, as we nave remarked
aiready, Thiers took wl the abuse showerrd down
nponhin with great equanuaity, He Kuew woat he

CAREER AS MINISTER OF THE INTERIOR.

After the death of Caslintr-Perier, in 1852, Marshal
Eoniit assumed the direction of aftairsand M. Thiers
waes appointed Misister of the Interior, he having
been de<ignated for that oics by o mujority of the

Coamber. At this time the silualion was wost
slgrming. La  Vendee was In  flames,  Bel-
lum  micnaced, and there was o geastal dis-

ntegration ol pactles, In this emergeucy the
new Mingsior acted with great energy. By weans of
gold he succeedod 1o discovering the whereabouts
of the Duchess de Berrt and having her arrested,
and ns she was the soul of the rebellion in La Ven-
dée, thit section of the country wis soon pactfied.
He also employed the most vigorous measurea
agninat the legitaniets and vepublicans throughout
France. A Frenoh army was sent against Antwerp,
the ciladel wis taken and the mdependence of Bel-
gium secureds  In the Chambers M. Thiers obtained
a eredit 1or 100, 000, 00t Tor the  cotapietion of puaolie
works. The statue of Napeleon L was replaced on
the place Vendome; pablle Works were everywhere
proceeded with aud Industey began to revive. o s
word M. Thicrs made o very successiul Muuster of
the Laterior.

THE LYONS INSURRECTION,

At the JT'es of July, 830, M, Thierd was standing
by the side of Marshal Mortier wheid he was s
by the explogion of e Fleschi machine, 251h of
Juty, M. Thivrs bogau new an ubderiomd war with
the atd of Talleyrand, Elected again, on 221 of Peb-
ruary, 1856, he cecelved e pordolie ol Secretary
for Forelgn Attatrs, but =oen atter, deslring to ioter-
fere with the aflairs of Spaln  against the wishes
of the King, e resigued (August 23, 1866). Iu the
summer of 1887 he mwle a tour to Jraly to study the
eris, Towards the middle of the following yeur e
rettwned and took part In the Parllmmentary de-
hates, Hoeadlng the coalition t the Mintstry,
he directed all D18 sklil and eoergles to upset them,
and Uoaily sucoeeded. Meantune he had ulso been
bmsy In evercoming Lhe repugoance of the King,
Wineh he had hitherto bewn unable to avoul.

AT THE sUMMIT OF FUWER,

On the overthrow of the Cabinet Thiers became
Preahdent of the Council. This waa after the gov-
cramwent defeat on the Dowstlon ol of the Duke of
Nemours, Louls Phillppe now reposed every cou-
fdence in Thiers and Lrosted everytning to hiu.
Soon after s elevation Lows Napoieon made lils
gecona attempt on the French throne, and, in the
proclamation tnat e brouwght with him to Boulogne,
named Thiers as Frestdent of the Qouneil.

THE HISTORY OF THE CONSULATE AND EMPIRE.

Returning to private lifo M. Thivces devoted hia
lelsure tims to lterature, A Bonapartisy party hal
now made its appearance Lo France, and he began to
coquetie with at, 1o 1s45, after numerous teavels
o Germany, England, Italy aud Spain, he pabpshed
his “Histokre du Consulat et de 'Empire.” 11 the
first nlstorie monument of M, Thiers snowed il

Never was he
more eloquent or mors aggeessive, e spoke upon
the fnauces, upon ountsule polities; he provested in
the Dame of lunenily sgulnst the massacre of Gas
Hein, the comburdment of Palerwo, &c¢.: he re-
proached the govermment with o guilly conde-
seendance in regurd to Aostria and s ididerence
o regard 1o [taly) he critielzed 1ts conduct in regard
to the atiule of Souderound, and defied them to ask
from France a single man or a single swora to mareh
on Beine; be swted plainly “that he was of the
revolutionary party in Europe, and thot be would
never betroy Whelr canse' (Janoary, 184.), He uow
regained Lis lost populurity.

AT Tit HEAD OF THE MINIATRY AGAIN,

At midnight of the 234 of Fevruary, 1548, he was
called and charged by the King W iorm a new Min-
istey, with M. Oditlon Barrot.

ADOERES TO THE REPUBLIC.

After a republic waas proclatmed, and bolleving the
end of royalty had come, he seat Wis adbesion to
the provislonal government ana presented himself
to the consuinency for election—“Not wishing,'
gald- e, “w relosin & stranger to the iew destinics
of my conuiry.” He addressed binself (o the gene.
ril ciectors, but on the 4in of June tollowing he was
elected by four departmenis—the Selpe, thie Seing
Inferieure, the Orne aud Mayenne, He sgreed to
accept the nomipatlon of the seine Loterieare,
which had elecied bim by 60,000 votes lo place of
M. dé¢ Lumartine.

1 VOTH FOR NAPOLEON,

Tuls election wae leoked upon as being dangerons
for the republic, He pevertbeless placed his high
reasoning, his good, practical sende aud his Knowl-
edge ol busluess ar the servige of the Zovermment,
Oo the luth of December he voled for the Presl-
dency of Prince Lonla Napoieon, whose candidaturne
he hud at drat combatted. Al the opposition jour-
nals hivl declared that auch agn election woull be o
shiame to France. M. Bixlo repeated this betore the
Assembly. M. Thlers replied o provoking language
defendipg Nopeleon, and a duel was the resualt hefore
the end of the siting. le-elected by the Sene
Inferteure to the Legisiative Assembly he took part
in all whe debates, voted for the expedition o Rome,
for the law of public mstruction of 150 Maren, 1850,
and for the suppression of the clubs aud the elec-
toral law of 18t May.

M5 ARREST AND BANISHMENT,

It has often been wondered why Napoleon Jdul not
offer M. Thiers a position in s Cabinet.  During the
Presidency he gave the fature Emporor a stewdy and
consistent support. It secms, however, that No-

oleol mistrusted him, The facl was, M. Tlulcrs
abored under the tmpression that the coalition
between the Oricanists aud Bouaparusis i tne
Agsembly weould reault in the trivmph of the former
and gbsorption of the latter. He Kept up a steady
correspondence with Louls Phlllppe, ana no doubt
felt certilu that the hour of s recall was near. He
helleved that Napoleoin lacked the nerve to attempt
a coup d'dat and doubted s Induence with the
army. BEvents proved bls nusiake. On the morning
ol Deceniber 2, 1s0l, he was arrested and taken Lo
Mazas Prison, and was subscquently sent out el

Frapee. e went to Eugland, where e renewed s
allegluuce 1o the Orleans dynasty, aud, 10 do hua
Justice, has futhiully kept it ever since,

IN THE CORPE LEGISLATIF.

Permitied to return to France, M. Thiers soon
appeared In Lis old quarters ut Parts. o 1863 he
wasd elecied o member of the Corps Légistatif for
the Departisent of Seine by the lberal opposition,
and remiioed & member Gl the overtarow of the
Benapartes, He advocated the freedom of the press,
the upholding of the Pope's teporal sovereiguty,
and opposcd the war for lallan unity, the ifoera-
ton of Fuland and the Mexican war, In his opposi-
tion to Napoléon he [requently surpassed limsell
In vigor aud elsguence. At the tlme of the
Prosso-Aunstrian war  of 1868 nhe  advocated
Frenche intervention in behall of  Austria, but
at the outbreak of the present war he strennously
opposed dn appedl to wrws, Acclaclog, alter the
battle of Bedan, that he did 50 becanse e was aware
that the country was uet prepared for a contlict.
A8 13 very well known, bhe endeavored to interest
Eungland, Anstria, laly and Russia 1o beball of
France, Lut failed.
