pbiintifls are engaged in tbe express business, and
have received therein large amounts _ln coined
money ana large amount* In legal tender currency.
They are also engaged in the transportation of pas¬
sengers, Ac., by stage coach* and therein al>-o have
r» reived coined money and legal tender currency.
Bt ng thereto required by the assessor of the proper
district, but protesting mat they weie not bound by
law so to do, the plaintiffs have made returns oi
such receipts, discriminating between coin aud legal
tender currency, and having reiused to pay the tax
upon the amount ol premium In coin or excess or
value 01 the coin over the same mm in
legal tender currency, the proper officer, clothed

"lists or returns or the gross amount receipts" re¬

. gross receipts or such railroad, stage coach or
oilier vehicle" in section iua are within the require¬
ments of section »« of the act or 1S60. The
last named section requires that returns or
li*;s oi income or articles or objects charged
with an internal tax discriminate between
receipts n coin and re eipts in legal tender currency.

V, uaiever returns are included within this descrip¬
tion the thing.* or values so returned are subject to
th<' assessment which was made in this case.

THE BROOKLYN POLICE.
'J he Qucatiun ol Salary AgitMfcd.

Tne question of police salaries is still agitating
the members of that force In Brooklyn. Under the
art of the Legislature, passed wh n the municipal
miit* of that city were restored In 1870. it was pro¬
vided that the Balaries as then existing, under the

Metropolitan Pollco law, should be reduced from
Ja.'iaiy l, 1871, to tho following rates:. Captains,
$i. ww; Kwanta, $1,200; patrolmen, $1,000;
do*rmrn, $soo. a bill wad introduced
In the Assembly during tne past
week, and read twice, looking to an

fflcreaw of tn« captains' pa?. The patrolmen and
recant*, who are iu poaiMton of a copy ol the

bill in question, met yesterday at the County Court
IIoum, and (Uncovered that the proposed measure
would not insure their respective pecuniary ad¬
vancement In tte matter of salary. whereas It pro .

posed to advance the captains' inootoo to the old
standard o{ $2,000 per annum. A committee was
appointed from among the sergeants and patrolmen
to wait upon Senator Heury C. Murphy
and to urge upon hint th-ir claims to recognition in
tne benefits contemplated In behali of the captains.
The citizens of Brooklyn, they ciiiim. have largely
petitioned the Legislature to restore ihelr pay to its
former basis, aun thai such being the will of tie
taxpayer* there can i>e no ground tor reasonable ob¬
jection on tne pan of the {Senate and Assembly. Tito
force is small, being about 368 all told, while the
aroa of torrltory patrolled and tne property guarded
la very groat.

NOTARIES PUBLIC.

The Duties and Liabilities of Notaries Public and
Their Importunes to a Commercial Communi¬
ty.Important Judicial Charge and Verdict

A case of considerable Importance to the commer¬
cial community was tried on Friday last in the
Marine court, before Judge Shea. The question at
Issue turns entirely upon the duties of notailes
public and In what cases they may not act np to or
exceed these duties. As a general thing this Is a

subject not much inquired Into or understood, and
from Hits cause, perhaps, more than any other,
sometimes compels an appeal to the courts for adjudi¬
cation.
The present case arises from an action Instituted

by Joseph Dcrrickson and H. A. Bartiett against
Henry R. Orvis. The action was brought by the
plaintiffs, paper merchants, No. 80 Bee-lemon street,
this city, to recover damages against the
defendant, a notary public, and clerk in the
Security BanK, for protesting a note wiihsut offi¬
cially presenting It for payment. It appears that
Mr. bartiett, one of tae plaintiffs, made the note in
question, for the sum of $s48 66, payable to the order
of William J. Dane, who transferred ,lt to parties In
New liamoishlre. The note was dated July 11, 1*70,
and payable two months arter date at tlio plaintiffs'
store, No. ao Beelunan btrcet. It fell doe oil the nth
September, and en that date the plaintiff*, as they
allege in their testimony, were ready to redeem it if
presented for payment, and hud for that
purpose a certified check on tno Broadway
Bank. The note, as the plaintiffs alleged,
had not beeu presented for payment, an I to their
great surprise they learned, next day, mat It was
protested by the defendant, who alleged In his pro¬
test that it had been presented and payment refused.
The plalntitls, the payee of the uoie, and several
attaches of the' plaintiffs' store, were examined as
to the presentation of the note, all of whom testi¬
fied that no demand was made on the 14th. It ap¬
peared that the defendant did not present the note
personally, but sent it by a youth, sixteen ye.irs old.
who was clerk in the Security Bank, aud nor In the
employment of the defendant. Tne young man tes¬
tified that he took the note to No. 30 BeeKman street
and demanded payment on it, and was told by some
one behind the counter that Mr. Bartiett, the maker,
was out of town, and that it would be attended to
the next day, upon which representation he took the
note back to the defendant, who had it piotested
the next day. Mr. Bartiett, corroborated by several
witnesses, testified that tte was not out ot town on
the 14th, but was iu and out of the store all day, aud
remained lu tnt; store from three to six o'clock iu
the aiternoon, when, as was alleged by the defend-

| ant, the noie was presented ior payment. Alter ttie
j testimony was closed iild Honor Judge Shea de¬

livered the following
cuakuk:

Gentlemen of rat: Joky.This is a very impor¬
tant ca-e, and one that ealls iu a special seuse for
your careful consideration. The defendant in this
case Is a public ollicer, and, beiu>f such, 1 marge
you that ail .services done bj him iu his official capa¬
city should be, primafacia, considered as In harmony
wi h his o.tlcial oath. The presumption is that he is
tit to perform, and has performed honestly and
faithfully, the duties devolving upon him, and you
must start with that presumption. A violation of
Official outy by a notary public Is by statute made
a grave offence. There are few more responsible
offices with which a commercial community has to
do than that of a notary public. Upon the intelli¬
gent aud laithiul perlormance of the duties devolv-
ius upon such an officer depends at times the repu¬
tation of business men, and any delinquency on the
part of such an officer In the discharge ol lus duties,
aud which occasions injury to others, constitutes a
causa of legal redress against him, aud ior which
he should be held r»spon<ible. The statute Is very
explicit concerning the duties of notaries public as
to the presentation of commercial paper for pay¬
ment, us protest, Ac. (Tne Court here quoted
tuc statute relative to the duties of a uo-
tary public). Tne defendant iu this case
is chaiged with grave misconduct in the discharge
of his official duty, which misconduct is alleged to
have had an injurious effect, tending to injure tne
character of the plaintiffs, young men. in their busi¬
ness relations. 1 pray you to give piominence to
this phase of the case. 1 charge you, as law, tuat to
say of a trader

liE IS INSOLVENT,
or has permitted an act to be done from which in¬
solvency might be reasonably Inferred, is libellous,
and in such a case It Is not necessary to prove
special damages to sustain an action at law. Where
such an Inference may Injure the business reputa¬
tion of a trader he himself knows not. It spreads
Insidiously and silently iu tne business community
in which he deals, and may affect. his credit to a
ruinous degree, and yet no proof maybe elicited
upon which special damages could be intelligibly
predicaied. The Injury accomplished is general,
taClUULU Special.

THE REFUTATION OF A BUSINESS MAN
in a business community is one «t tiie most tender
ana delicate relations of society with which we can
deal, the UfindMM oi fUtft all DttBMMMB st;n-
Bitivelj' appreciate. We are not at liberty to trifle
with it, because even a casual remark might greatly
affect it, s» that the note* of a business utau might be
thrown out of bank when lolgcd there tor discount,
and yet tne cau.-e to htm miglitbe unknown. should
you nnd. alter due consideration ot tlie case, in
lavor of the plaintiffs, you will, be carelui to Iook at
all the circumstances connected with it, so that you
may not exceed what might be considered a fair
compensation: but if you Dud fiat malice exists
then you will go beyond wnat is termed general
damages and give exemplary damages, in order to
deter others Irotn commuting llKe offences.

THE WHOLE OF THE CASE DEFENDS
upon the fact whether payment ol the note was de-
ma ided at the proper place and on tue proper day.
1 charge you that to ko into the fctore where the
note was inane payable and ask the potter or any
chance person in uie store lor payment is neither a
presentation of the note nor a demand fjr its pay¬
ment. The maker must be sought, of the book'
keeper, or such person in the place as a business
man would call upon to demand payment on a bul
or note, l'hat and that only is an intelligible ae-
mand.

no special damages have been alleged. The law
does nor require proof <>r special damages to main¬
tain a case like this, because it. is not reasonable to
expect other than general d images out of proof
fimm which general injury might reasonably be in¬
ferred to test/I.e injury inflicted. The juri-dtctiun
of this court is limited io $l.uOO. I do not intend to
intimate by that, should you tin I ler the plaintltis,
anv special amount. That is a matter wutelt will be
entirely governed i>y your own honest, intelligent
convictions as business men. There n» no evidence,
so lar as I have seen, or express malice or of any
intent to lnffict an injury upon the plaintiff. The
injury, if any, resulted from placing a dependence
upon the boy who was entrusted witn this important
duty, and It is for you to say whether he periormed
that duty intelligibly or unintelligibly.
