Chrisuanizing hem, aod it was determined, as a
primary move, to present each of the Celestinls
wiih 4 copy of the New Testgmment printed in
Clipese, The Testaments were duly procured and

gven, and o the 10th of Jaly 4 Sabbath schiool was

organized o the dining room of the Chinamen at
Mr. sampson's factory.  Sowme forty or filty teachers
voluuteersad, under ihe snpennténdeoce of Mr.
Gearge W, Coase (Mr. Buawmpsen's agent, who
brooght the Chinese from Callforuia)l. About the

sime uninver of Chiinese pat themssives under thelr
nsiraction, aod the work ¢l conversion was begun.

Tne first step, of course, was= to teach them the
alpnabet. Tuts, on account of their great power
of imitation aud memory, was quickly dooe,
aid  with  the assistance of  primary charts
and “first” resding books, the Ceiestinls were soon
ikble to read with cunstderable fluency. Then English
Testamenis were given them, thar they might be

compared with the Chinese version they already pos-
sessed. Now nearly all of them can read through the
first chapter ol St.John quite veadily and seem to have
afair Wea of its meamng. Lately their lesson has
been the Sermon on the Mouut, and la precepts
secn to be deeply appreciuted by them, Charley
Sing, their interpreter aud leader, not falling to ro-
mark the similarvity of the wonitions to some of the
saylugs of Confucins, Sing, by the wuy, never loses
an opportunity of vindicating or palliatinz the
customs of his nailve land, aud some ol his “hits™ at
our peculiarities are excecdingly sharp and witty.
