TFrom Lausanne, =aye the London olobe, thers

comes another lotter deseribing the copdition of the

large French orimy which crossed the border inie

Swizerland, The writer says the horses seemed

hardly able to stand, They were unter-sized and

el tamizhed. Thelr legs were Kuotted and gwotlen;
their talls and mancs often rotied away; the long,
shaggy hale of their ungroowmed coats matled with
dirt.  The riders were warmly clothed In laree over-
coats, aud, what seamed to be nearly universal
amomg oilcers and men of all arms, the browd-
peaked cap. For two days infantry poured into
Lausavne, wne [ntervala between the arvival= of the
large bodies being Nlied by stragglers in every stage
of exhaustion. ‘Tney came slowly in, shailing along,
with hanging heads, supken clheeks and staring
eyes. Those unable to march came In by train, Hun-
dreds of poor Ifellows, thelr unlform torn to rags,
limped past,  The feet and hands of nearly all were
frestbltten, chansing the greatest pow., On many o
face ineipient fever had begun (L8 ravages; many
would never march agoaln. Inall the sirunk fens
tures and crouctung gt told of gnawing hunger,
while the deep congl and hoarse volece bove witinss
to long mghts spent on snow and fiozen ground.
Some had tied its of wood nnder thelr bare feel Lo
protect them from the stones; others wure wooden
sabots; hundreds had no socks, and when they lad
they were merely of thin cotton; others, who sp-
peared well shod, would show a seleless or heelless
boot, the exposed part of the foot, once frozen,
being now & wound crusted with dirt, For wecks
none hud washed or chianged their elothes, or re-
moved thelr boots, Nothing but hurried maren
and counler-march.  Thelr hands were blucker
than any Alrican s, The men sigted that for three
days they had uad nelither 100d nor fodder served
ont to them, and that before that they often

ot only one Ioal between eight men. As e
long columns tolled wearily through ihe vilages,
deiiling trom the Jurn passes—choked deep wilh
enow—apon the Lake of Geneva, the Inhabitaots
everywhere turned cat with hterslly “their ail'? to
supply their wants, A8 regiment after regiment of
tottering, siarving men passed into this town, rich
and poor, young and old, distributed to thelr neces
siiles; while rogged, hard, lll-favored faces broke
out in sunny smlles, a# though minlstering angei=
had met them amid scenes of death ana murder.
Siuee ihelr arvival the troops have been very outet
and well benaved, and have shown themscives
deeply consclons of the Kindness they have received,
Tne churches nave been cleared and seraw luld dewn
for their reception. During the day those who are
well roam about sl large, but mside lay many sici
and matmed, Fresh lHuen and nannel and socks wro
supplied by comimitiecs, and warm batns are onerod
all day long. In the churches ladles sic mendiog
tatterad garments, bathlng frozen feet, writing iel-
lers, or supplyng Liutie delicacies for the gink,
