THE PEACE TREATY.

The following is & »résumé of the prelimi-
naries of peace and convention between Count
Bismarck and the other German Plenipoten-
dlaries with MM. Thiers and Fuvre,

THE CESSION OF TERRITORY,

ArtioLE 1 provides that France renounces
all right to the territories named as follows:—

Tiie line of demarcation between France
and Germany, as at first proposed, is re-
tained, with one exceplion. It commences in
the northwestern froutier, at the canton of Cat-
tenom, in the Department of the Moselle, runs
thence to Thionville, Briey and Gorze; skiris
the sounlhwestern and southern boundaries
of the arrondissement of Melz, thence
proceads in a direct to Chateau
Balino, and Pettoncourt, that
arrondissement, turns and follows the
grest of the mountains between the valleys of
the rivers Seille and Vezouze, In the Depart-
ment of Meurthe, to the canton of Schirmeck,
In the northwestern corner of the Department
of the Voages; thence it runs to Saales, divid-
ing that commune, and after that coincides
with the western frontiers of the Upper and
Lower Rhine Departments until it reaches the
canton of Belfort; thence it passes diagonally
to the canton of Delle, and there terminates
by reaching the Swiss frontier,

An alteration made at the last moment in
these houndaries gives Belfort to France and
cedes additional territory around Melz to
Germany.

These lines are to mark the boundary ef
the territory which the German empire shall
'pouesa forever, A high commission is to be
:formad. composed of representatives of hoth
hat[om. to regulate the frontier, The follow-

‘the Department of Moselle the villages of
Marie aux Chenes and of Vionville are to be-
iong to the Germans, and in the Department of
Haut Rhin the city nnd fortress of Balfort
are to remain In possession of the French.

THE WAR INDEMNITY.

Aur. 2, Tt is agreed in this article that
Franco shall pay to Germany five milliards of
_:francs a3 a war indemnity—one mulliard, at
leusl in 1871, and the rest in the space of
threa years from the ratificalion of the treaty

of peace.
THE EVACUATION OF FRANCE.

ArtioLe 38 provides that the evacuation of
*%tance by the German forces shall commence
on the ratification of the treaty by the National
Assembly, The German troops will then im-
mediateiy quit Paris and the left bank of the
Beine, and also the Departments of Cher,
Indre et Loire and Seine Inferioure. The
T'rench troops will remain behind the Loire till
the signature of a definitive treaty of peace,

excepting in Paris, where the garrison is not
Ao exceed 40,000 men. The Germans are to
evacuate the right bank of the Seine gradually
afler the signature of a definitive trealy of
peace aud the payment of half a million of
franca. Afler the payment of two milliards
the Germans arve to hold only the depart-
ments of Marne, Ardennes, Meuse, Vosges
and Meurthe and the fortress of Belfort.
JAfter the payment of three milliards the Ger-
mana are to keep only 50,000 troops in France;
Jput if suficient money guarantees are given
the Germaos will evacuate the country com-
pletely at once ; otherwise the three mlilliards
will carry interest at the rate of five per cent
per annum from the ratification of the treaty
to final payment.
