A comumittee, consist-
ing of Senators Sherman, Morill,'of Vermont, Howe,
Nye and Pool was appointed to revise the com-
mitteas of the Seuate, with the unlerstanding that
they would make & report toq caucus to be held on
Thoersday moruing before the assembling of the
Benote. The comnlitee was instructed to ferm a
pew standing committee, eutitied the Committee on
Privileges and Elections,

This ald not snit num, and to-day he
was on the lookeut for & more eligible’ position,
Among the fortunate ones at the drawing on Satur-
day were 1he Dnegro members from Bouth
Carolma, Messrs. De Large and  Ralney.
They selccted seals ncar General Banks, on
the left of the Bpeaker, about halfway up the ball,
in a commanding position. In scanning the hall
Butler’s cye resied upon the scat ocoupled by De
Large. He inmediately coveted It, and going to the
megro asked him if he had any objectlons to ex-
change seats. The negro sceing It was Dutler who
gddressed him modestly Ingnirei:—

“Where 18 your seat, Massa Butler *"

+Back there,' sawd Ben, poluung to o seat away
in the rear.

“Well, 1"l see about it," said the negro.

In ihe meantime Sergeant-at-Arme Ordway, who
18 very persuaslve will the negroes, weat to De
Large and succeeded in indacing him to chauge
seats with Butler., Gunery Twlichell, anether
Mas:achuseita member, who had been unlucky in
drawing @ seat, secing tho success of Butler wiin
one of the negroes, concluded that he would try a
aimtiar game with the other. He immediately
started for Ralney, the other lucky colored brother
from Bouth Carclina, and asked bim Ir he
had any objection to take a eeat & little
further back. Rainey wns a member of the last
House, and, coming fn lawe In the session, had been
sssigned a back seat. Unlike De Large he had nad
some cxperience, and he had wmo disposition to
repeut i

“Mr. Twichell,” he said, **I weuld rather git here.”

“Well, you see,”’sald Glonery, with a smile that

Pemocratic Mirength in the House—Conster-
nation In the Republican Ranks.

In the House the republicans seem to Le fearfully
demoraiized at the sight of =0 many democrats.
Thay have ne hope that o Ku Klax blll can be
passed, and very few of them, except the bold Ben
Butler, have any idea of trying the experiment.
The acmocrats, they allege, wonld Keep theim here all
sammer fillbostering. Ben Butler savs he is willing
to try it, and he can stay as long as the democrats,
Butler stated to-day that he did not intend to go lato
gencral lemsiation, but only to pass a bill for the
suppression of the Ku Elux, One of his colleazues
eald the republicans could not pass a bill of that Kind
if they remained here all the year. The indications
are thet the democratio side of the House will ex-
ercise o wholesome restraint in the new Congress
over itlie republieans.  The latter, at least, secm to
eppear to appreciate fully the democratic strength.

‘The recent changes m public peraons and adfairs In
Spain are understeod 1o have been so amply sanc-
twoued by the popular will thut thay musé be entirely
acqul 1 in, espeelally In countries whose govern-
ments repoge npon & sinnlar bagis, 1 beartily desire
that the new order of things there may tend to
gtrengthen tne bonds of nm;(t’y and good will which
have always been maintaned berween our re
tive countries, and tpat the United States may never
forget that Bpaln was their uselul friend 4t an early
und eritical periud ol their career.

Removal of Political Disabilities.

The following 18 the text of the bill repaorted to-
Aay by Senatur Robertson, of South Caroling, from
the Selcct Committee ou the Removal of Potitical
Disnbilitids:—

He it enacted, &g, That all persons subject to any
disablity linposed by the fourteenth amendment of
the coustitution of the Uniled States hre hereby re-
lieved from snch disabilty, previded that the follow-

clusses of persons wre excepted from the pro-
vislons Of this act, that |8 1o suy:—First, all persons
who, being members of the Congyess of the United
States, Withdrew from thelr seatsd and alded the re-
helllon; second, all oflicers who, belng officers of the
army or navy of the United Staies, and being above
the age of twenty-one years, left the army or navy
and aided the robetlion; third, all persona who,
the Htale conventlons which
wdopted the pre ordivances of seceselon and
voied in favor of the adoption of ench ordinances,
ml;se excepted classes are reserved tor Tuture iegls-
en.

Martilated Corvency Heccivable in Payment
of Postnge Stumps.

A Tenneceser postmaster enclosed to the United
States Treasurer a slip cut irom a recent North
Caroling paper, setting forth that the postmaster at
Hillsboro, N. Q,, Las been fined two aollars and
ninety dollars costa for refusing to receive muttlated
currency in payment for postage stamps, ana saya
that sinee the appearance of this article in print hils
ofMice has been fooded with mutilated currenecy,
and desires 10 know  whether he 18 com-

pelisl to take or may refuse the money so
presentad.  Treasurer Sploner replies, statlng
what under whe rules eof the Treasury De-

partment postmasters are anthorized (o recelve
such -currency for its full vaine in payment of post-
age stamps when in cases of United States notes
not more than on¢-twentieth of the note is missing,
and In cases of fractlonal currency when not
more than one-tenth is missing. When such notes
and fractional currency are mutilated beyond the
standard referred to no one Is compelled to recelve
them for any part of their value, and the ouly place
where suchi notes may oe redeemed 18 at the United
States Treasary.
Cunstoms Fees at Lake Ports.

The Becretary of the Treasury to-day issoed a cr-
cular concerning customs fees on the Northern,
Northeastern and Northwestern frontiers, which
modifies the rates of fees hitherto charged in seve-
ral imporiant respects. Hereafter on the lake fron-
tiers fees for clearances and entries of vessels will
only be Ofiy cents 1n each case. The present fees
are $2 50 and $1 50, according to the size of the
veascl.  All enrolled and licensed vessels departing
from or ariving at & port In one collection
distrier, to or from a port in another cellection dis-
triot, although touching at intermedipte foreign
poris, are ¢xempt from the payment of the direct
entrance fees and from the payment of the tonnage
tax. But in all such cases an entry and clearance
musi be made. Ferryboats running on  roules,
duly bonded and used exclosively for conveying
sealea cars, under provisiens of section five and slx
of the act of July 20, 1%66, and the regulations of the
department, and ferryboats conveying passengers
apd their personal Laggage only are not required fto
enter or clear, or to pay entrance or clear-
ance fees, but tke personal baggage so car
ried 18 subject to the provisiens of section forty-
six of the act of March 92 1799, and
the act supplementary taerato. No fees other than
those mentioned herein will be recelved In cuses in
which the vessels concerned navigaie the waters of
the northern, northwestern andj northeastern fron-
tlers otherwise than by seca.

A Magimrate Murdered by a Nesro=—Terrible
Veugeance eof the Citizens—Six Negroes
Killed=—The Mayor of Meridian Coempelled
te Leave the City.

MERIDIAN, March 7, 1871,

Yesterday, during o trial of three negroes, bejore
Justice Bramlette, for riotens conduet, one of the
prisoners, mamed Fimnley, alins Tryler, shot and
instantly killed Justice Bramletle, An lndiscrimi-
nate firing ensued, and two negroes were kiled in
the court room.

The negre who killed the Justice jomped from o
second story window, but'was pursucd sod snot Lo
death by ibe ShenT and ms posse.

The cltizens assembled in lurge numbers, and
With arms 1o assist the oMoers, and the Sherld was
commanded to disarm the negroes,

In the execation of this order several negroes were
killed py the Snerifs party during last night. The
total numbers o persons Killed, a3 far as is posi-
uvely known, 18 seven—siX negroes aud Judge
Bramilette (white).

THE LOSE OF THE GEVERAL OUTRAM.

The Foundering of the Steamer Genernl
Ontraan  In  the Iudinn Ocean—Flity-two
Lives Losi.

The Bombay Gazette of January 23 gives dewails of
the foundering of ine steamer General Outram,
which resaited in the logs of 62 hves:i—

The W fated steamer left Goa on Sunday evening,
and all went well untll early on the following morn-
lng, Bhortly after three i the morning the wind,
suddenly and with scarcely any warniog, came on
hard from all quarters, heavy and contrary scas
Droke over the vessel as higa as her masthead, aud,
mid the confusion and darkness, ere any attempt to
Bave themsclves could be mude on the part ol the
Crew or passengers, the Genera! Outrim ed

ered; but, Bt all events, passengers and crew
were wushed off tho vessel apd had each to uo
hils best for Itfe. ‘There Lad beea some cargo on the
deck, and it, with the boats, spard, planks and
other loose materials, was launcied over with the
men, Donbtiess some were stuuned by the foat-
fng goods, but to others these were the means of

Upwaras of a conple
or heurs werd kpent by them in tlus stroggie,
sometimes holding by a spar, plank or heacoop,
at othiers tghting with the waves Lo recover their
lost proserver. aud not fil daybreak did the sea
quieter, and the survivers have a chance or time
W salute each other.

Captam
Teasdale wis o deal lynred on one of lis teet, but
he bravely beld our and did his best for whe proking
up of the otber survivors. Xe miore could be scen
towards evening, and #o the I'nlox then made for
Goa. The men received every attenrion on board
and were sent on 1o Bun.\bn:Bytlm steamshlp Kl-
phinstone, which lert. Goa on Friday wornlug and
renched Bombay on Saturday evenlng.
Up to the weginning of the week 1t was thought
there was just o possibiity that some otheis of the
crew ol ngers might have neld on and
been washed asnore or picked up by some possing
craft.
