And hardly could there be
foand one of Importance concerning which the
general public know so little; ior whatever eiroct
upon our destiny as a nation the labors of Mls3
Carroll may have had, whatever blight martial
honors some of our commanders may have won
through her suggestion?, the quiet little lady with a
native modesty has kept herself and her curious
ease comparatively hidden from puDilc view. She Is
not a "strong minded" woman as that term is gen¬
erally understood, and does not court popularity, as
most of the strong-minded women do. She
la a descendant of the famous Charles
Carroll, of Carrollton, Md., one or the signers of tho
Declaration ot lndependenpo, and is a native and
resident of Maryland. In personal appearance she
Is rather Biiort and stout, looks to be about fifty
years or age, has a pleasant race and a fine forehead,
flanked bj

Her manners and intelligence are Indicative of cul¬
ture as well as native talent. She converses with
great ease and elegance, though her healing is so
defective as to necessitate the constant use of an ear
trumpet. Whatever may bo the merits of her claim,
.he is certainly a remarkable woman. From the
ftatements put forth by herself and others In her
benalf, it would appear that her services were more

Important to thu United States than those of the
Maid of Orleans were to France. In

HER MEMORIAL TO CONuRE^S,
presented in the Senate last March by Senator
Morrill, of Maine, she says that, being con¬
vinced at the inccptlon of the rebellion that
it would demand (or its overthrow the nnlted
exertions of all patriots of every capacity, she
hesitated not to devote all her energies wholly to
the cause or the Union, and to this end wrote and
published at her own expense continuously for the
dissemination of information, and, as opportunity
offered, communicated throughout the struggle im¬
portant facts nnl suggestions to those who were

officially charged with the maintenance of the gov¬
ernment; that after the battle of Bull Run the
administration were not satisfied that the best plan
for the suppression of tho rebellion had been de¬
vised, and in the hope of being useful in that
exigency she visited the West In the autumn of 1801,
aad alter careful observation became thoroughly
satisfied tnat the expedition then lu course of pre¬
paration to descend the Mississippi could not euc-
cee.i, aud Irom the mlormation elicited from steam¬
boat pilots and other practical men who were
familiar with those Western waters, Bhe was con¬

Aud for tho pur¬
pose of inducing our government, to abandon
the Mississippi aad to adopt the Tennessee
liver Instead, she prepared the plan for the cam¬
paign, which is anuexed to her memorial, aud
placed it in the hands ol' Hon. 'Jhonias A. Scott,
Assistant Secretary of War, ou the 30th of Novem-
ber, 1»61; thai tuat distinguished oillclai expressed
himself highly gratified anu said he had no doubt
but she was right; and alter the success of the expe¬
dition He iiiiormcd her that sne had saved the gov¬
ernment incalculable millions ana was unquestion¬
ably *

ENTITLED TO THE THANKS OF CONCRESS;
that she was not advised as to how ner paper was
used by tho War Department, but does believe that
It caused the Tennessee river to be adopted
as the strategetical line iu l8t)2, and thereby most
materially influenced the destinies of the war; aud
¦he asks Congress if the facts recited shall, upon in¬
vestigation prove to be well grounded, lor compensa¬
tion commensurate with the service.
The piau sols forth all the sources of danger that

must have atieuded a military campaign down the
MisMsslppi at that day, and the gra\e mistake our
civil aud military authorities wore making in under¬
taking to prepare lor that expedition. It snowed
that numerous battles would have to be fought aud
the greatest risks incurred before any im¬
pression could be made upon tho enemy, whose
Batteries lined the banks of tho river, and
were almost impregnable to assault, while rheir
fortifications were regarded as their stronghold, and
luter showing why the entire plan should be aban¬
doned, she suggests the Tennessee river instead,
as the true sirageilcal movement, pointing out its
.npcrior advantages over the Mississippi or Cum¬
berland, Its navigable powers for meaium class
boats 10 the root oi tho Muscle Shoals in Alabama.
Bhe stated that by this river we would avoid all the
rebel batteries, which it would l>e impossible ever
to take with our gunboats, which, If loured in any
way, would, on account or the current. be swept
dowu the stream to tho enemy, whereas, by the Ten¬
nessee, they would drop back with the current aud
escape capture, "liut," she continues, "a still
greater advantage would be
ITS TKNbliNCY TO CUT TUB ENEMY'S LINES IN TWO,
by reaching tho Memphis and Charleston Kail*
road, threatening Memphis, which li. s one hun¬
dred miles duo west, and no defenclble point
between; also Nashville, only ninety miles
northeast, aiid Florence and Tutcumbla, In North
Alabama, forty miles east. A movement In this di¬
rection would do more to relieve our friends in Ken¬
tucky and .aspire the loyal hearts in East Tennes¬
see than the possession of tue waoic Mississippi
river. 11 well executed it would cause tho evacua¬
tion of all those f 'tnidable fortifications on which
the rebels ground tUoir nopes ol success; and, in the
event oi our ileet attacking Mobile, the presence or
our troops la the northern part oi Alabama would
be material aid to tho fleet." "Again,-' she sjjs,
"the aid our iurces would receive from the loyal men
In Tennessee would enable them to soon crush tho
last traitor in that region, and the separation of the
two extremes would do more than 100 battles
for the Union cause." Iu concluding what she now
calls this

rnoriiETic plan,
Miss Carroll sajs:."Tho Tennessee rtvrr ts
crossed by the Memphis and Louisville Rail-
road and tho Memphis and Nashville Railroad.
At Hamburg tho river makes tho big bend on
the east, touching tho northeast corner of Missis¬
sippi, entering the nerihwest corner of Alabama,
forming an arc to the south, entering the Mute or
Tennessee at aic northeast corner or Alabama, and
If It does not touch the northwest corner of Georgia
comes very near it. It is bac eight miles from Ham¬
burg to the Memphis and Charleston ttaiiroad,
winch goes through Tusuuinbla, only two miles irom
tue river, whicu it crosses at Decatur, thirty miles
aoove, lniersceting with tho Nashvllie aud Chat¬
tanooga road a» Stephenson. The Teuuessco river
has never less man three ect to Hamburg on the
.ahoalest' bar, and during the fall, winter and spring

Louis that the gunboats then tit-
ting out could not retreat against the current of
these Western waters, aud so staled to you. He-
sides, their principal guns are placed forward,
uinl will not be very efficient against an
enemy below them. The lighting would have
to be done by tliolr stern guns, only two, or
lr they anchored by tne stern they would
loso the advantage or motion, winch will prevent
the eue.ny from getting their range, our gunboats
at anciior would be a target winch tho enemy will
not be slow to Improve aud boneflt thereby. Tho

chairman of the Committee tin tiie Conduct of tne
War, stales luat he had always understood that it
was through this cause that the .Mississippi river
expedition was abandoned aud the Tennessee river
adopted in its stead; that a cop v or Miss Carroll's
pap«r was shown him Immediately alter iho
succcsb or the campaign by the late Hon.
PilisUa Whlttieaty, of oiilo, then Coiantro»ier
of tho Treasury, and tnat he knew well
how highly President Lincoln and Mr. Htautou ap¬
preciated this service and the lnlormatlou sue was
able to impart during tne entire straggle, and has
heard them both -say that she ought to bo liberally
rewarded; thai ne Is glad her claim is be.'ore
Congress, as her services were most beneficial; that
her claim Is just, and he hopes will be liberally re-
warned." I

Carroll says that here Is at least settled m-
contestably a lact In tne history of our late war
wnich had more real significance upon tne final ter¬
mination ol the struggle than all others comtnned.
At thai period, she says, tne North had no adequate
conception of the maaniuido and completeuess ol he
rebellion, lor the South was, In fact, one vast military
camp, iier prophetic opinion was that England
and trance understood far oetter than we how
unequal the military strength of the two sections
then was, aud they stood ready, upon the first great
military disaster after the battle or Hull Kuu, to re-
cognize tiie independence of the South, and liad
our forccs none down the Mississippi, as was
designed, that recognition by foreign Powers would
Inevitably have resulted. This, sue says, was tho
crisis in our national life. It saved tne Union aud
iusurea iroui that moment, the death of ihe Southern
coniederacy. hhe contends that these trutns aro
undeistood and ncknowiedired to-day by all think-
Jug tuen of both sections; for it scorns that the
Ninth had conceded the necessity of tho
Mississippi expedition Irem the North as fully
as Had our own authorities, and to its
diversion iroin that river to the Tcniiesseo they
ascribe their lailure. Proin that hour the leaders
kuew tncir doom was sealed. The war was then
cosliug our government upwards of three millions
of money per clay. How many days and months ft
was shortened, or how many thousands of lives
were saved from useless slaughter by the change
can never be cstiniaied; and, iu connection with tne
preservation of tho Union, can never be ascertained
by any mode of calculation kuown to man. it is
altogether too big, lor from that period the eud of
the struggle was a mere question of time: the ene¬
mies' lines were cut in two. Tho people were then
ready to rush to arms, and tho whole civilized world
comprehended that the government ot the Union
would remain indivisible.

MONEY FOUR TO FIVE PER CENT.
The money market was steady at four to 3ve per

cent on stocks and four per cent on government,
collaterals. The exceptional transactions at three
per cent on the latter collaterals seem to have been
eliminated, the market being in the main rather
more active than during last week. Prime com¬
mercial paper la in fair request at a 7 per cent.

THE NEW I.OAN.
There were.no further subscriptions to the new

loan, and the agents say that tho delay on the part
of the public is due to the fact that the new bonds
have not yet been received from Washington. They
still coui'ess considerable surprise at toe apathy
shown by tho public, but anticipate rapid subscrip¬
tion when the bonds aro actually on view and ready
for sale. A London despatch states that thcro havo
been numerous subscriptions iuadu in that dty, but
no details are given.

GOVERNMENTS STKONO.
The movement in currency sixes, or Pacific bonds,

was active in the early forenoon, uud .sotuo nominal
sales were made at as high aa 115, from which ugurc
their price Mibsequently dropped off to 114 ,. We
learn that it is the exceptional custom in tho ca?e of
these issues to quote them In business at their value
without reference to tncir accrued interest, which Is
computed and paid by the buyer in addition to the
market price. This custom of tho Government
Board is a relic of the early days of the Issue or
bonds by the United Stutes. and is retained only in
the present instance. Adding, therefore, instead of
substractlng one per cent these bonds aro wortii 115#,
which, with gold at ill#, strengtheus the argument
of tho Treasury Department In favor of floating the
new loan. The "long" sixes were strong and the
average sales were about an eighth per c"ut nigher.
The 'f)2's sympathized with gold, particularly a3 Lou-
don was strong.

STOCKS ACTiVE ANn IKRBOOLAH.
The stock market was in a fevered and excited

Btate all day and wide fluctuations prevailed in the
leading speculative favorites, in several Instances
the highest prices of the present season were made.
Cleveland and Pittsburg opened at, 113, and, anitd
great excitement, rose to UO. In explanation of
the advance it was rumored that the Penn¬
sylvania Railroad wanted the road as a

connection between 1'lttsburg and Cleveland
and intended offering to take it upon a perpetual
lease, guaranteeing seven per cent upon tho stock,
increased by a scrip dividend similar to the method
or the lease of the Pittsburg, Fort VTajnc and
Chicago road. Western Dnlon Telegraph in this
period rose to 65 and Reading to 1 J2#; otherwise
the market, generally only surged up to wlthm a
fraction of the highest prices hcretolore made,
nannibal and St. Joseph sold at M'i for
the common and 104,# for the preferred.
Northwestern preferred sold at 94 regu¬
lar way and at 03 seller sixty-days in the
same instant. The revival of tho suit of
James Flak, Jr., lor his share of ihe stock in tne
Uulon Pacific road, to which he claims to have orlgl-
nally subscribed, put the price down to .9, from
which tho quotation advanced to and closed at 20?,
a"0 upon the announcement that Secretary Doi.twell
had ordered the United states Treasurer to pay
