The Joint committee of the Benate and Honse
Tepublican caucus charged with preparing a bill for
the better protection of iife and property in the
Houth met this morning, at ten o'clock, in the room
of the Committee on HReconslruction. Benator Mor-
ton, of Indiana, chairman of the Kenabe caucus, pre-
gided, Aflter a brief interchange of views the com-
miitee preceeded to discuss the features of a bill to
be presented to the two bouwses which would
meet the emergency allegea to exist at the
Sonth. Semator Conkling, of New York, expressed
#ome doubts as to the pronriery of eonferring power

. On the President to use the army and navy to en-
larce the laws In States where they were obstructed.
Senntor Morton and General Butler argued that
under the fourteenth amendment the President had
ample power to protect. life and property
in all the @Statea. All that was re-
quired was appropriate legislatlon to enforee
the prowvislons of this amendment. The cemmittes
spent nearly two bours In consultanon without
ooming to any agreement, They adjonmed with
the understanding that another meeting would be
beld 1n the evening.

After Justice Nelson, ex-Semator Willlams and
Judge Noar, of the United States commission, and
Sir Stafford Norincote, Professor Bernard and Sir
John A. Macdonald, of the Briish commission, had
ieft the State Department, Earl De Gray and Minister
Thornton, with Secretary Fish and General Schenck,
remained for some time in conversation,

Wilicox, thanking the Universal Peace Unlon for the

An Unexpected Change in Political Affairy=—
Resignation of Lieutenant Gevermor Johne
a|on.

MEMrnI3, March 13, 1871
