Committee Appeinted to Investizate South-

ern Quirages—A Ficrce Maunifeste from the

Esessx Stutesman.

The democrats, being aware of the fact that Gene-
ral Butier would endeavor to report his blll—printea |
in the HERALD of to-day—Ilor the pretection of llfe
and property atthe South, began early to fllibuster,
wish the double view of preventiug the bill from
belng brought before the House and of secur-
ing an wdjournment. ‘The yeas and nays
were called opon dilatory motions for nearly
three hours without any signa of ylelding upen
either side. In the republican caucus last night
General Butler haq elghty-two republicans pledged
to sapport his blll. With this strengill at his back,
he expected finnlly to get the bill belore the House.
It appears, however, that while the democrats were
filbustering on the one nand, certain republicans,
Who are anxious to adjourn, were putung up a job
on Butler, which torned out more disastrous for his
uill than the attempts of the democrats to defear 1t
Bpeaker Blalne, who has been all along
the leader in the movement to adjourn, prepared
A resolution providing for the appointment of a se-
lect commuttee of thirteen, whose duty it shall be,
during the recess, to inguire Into tne condltion of
the late lnsurrectionary States and to report the re-
sult vo the House at the December session. The
Bpeaker left the chair with this resclution in his
hand and went among the republicans to see how
they would take to the proposition. Dawes,

Garfleld, Wheeler, Bingbam and  others,
who were wearled with the filibuster.
ing tactica of the democrats, recognized

in Biamne’s resolution a plan to end the degdlock
and a prospect of an early adjournment. They were
anxious for both and promised to supportit. In
the meantime the democrats were consulted. They
Saw a cbance to defeat Ben Butler's Ku Klux il
and embraced it without hesitation. It was agreed
that there should be a call of the States for
bills and resolutions. Butler heard of the pro- |
gramme, and knowing that the Stae of Maine
would be the frst called he handed his |
bill to Mr. Lynch, of that BState, to ofer
Lynch did his part of the work, but Sam Cox ob-
Jected, on the ground that a bill could not be intro-
doced without previous notice. The Speaker sus-
talned the objection, and Butler's bill was ruled out.
The Blamne resolution had been handed to Mr.
Peters, of Malne, to offer. Like Lynch, he carrlea
out his part ol the programme. Butler, following
the example of fam Cox, objected to 18 tntroduc-
tion witnout previous notice, but the Speaker

ruied that & mere House resolution was |
in order wunder the  call, and it was
promptly passed. General Butler, in view

of ali the clrcumstances, was of course Indignant.
He saw that he had been flanked by what he calls a
“Parliamentary trick.” Worse than all, he saw the |
solid ranks of the eighty.1wo caucos men breaking
aud at lenst twenty of them going over to the demo-
crats. He had no chance to protest or explain.
Counld he have made o speech it would provably
Jave been prief and to this effect: —
For wayn that are dark and tricks that are vain
Cummand me to Blaine,
Which I rise to explain,

But he bad no show. Ina sort of solfe roce he
said he had been sold out by a man Wno was not in
the caucus (Peters) and accused his fellow repup- |
hcans of golng over to the democrate. The whole
thing was over In less time than it took to call the |
roil once. On the heels of this action followed |
&% joint resolution to  adjourn on  the
20th  (Monday), which wag carrled. The
Bpeaker announced the special committee provided
for by the resolution after o motion tu adjourn had
been carried, thus foreclosing any possibility of the
members appointed declining. General Butler will |
so-morrow decllne to serve on the committee; so
will Judge Kelley, Horace Maynard andg others. In
the meantime Butler nas Issued the following
manifesto:—

IMPORTANT FROM SPAIN.

Proposed Sale of Cuba and Porto Rico
to the United States,

One Hundred Millions for Both
Isiands.

An Effective Method of Ending
the Cuban Rebellion.

WasminaTon, March 15, 1871,

There ia a rumor to-night, which creates
considerable stir in administration and diplo~
matie circles, that Minister Sickles has for-
warded to our government by cable a proposi-
tion from the Spuanish government to sell the
iglands of Cuba and Porto Rico to the United
States.

It seems that the new government of Spain
under King Amadeus has come to the coneln-

' sion that the Spanish possessions in North

|

America are rather a source of weakness to

the government and that the best
plan is to get rid of them on
good terms. The price for the isl-

ands is supposed to be one hundred millions,
which Spain formerly asked for Cuba alone
and which was refused by the United States.
Porto Rico thrown in, it is supposed, will
make the offer more tempting to our governs=
ment.

As the cable despatch from Minister Sickles'
was only received this afternoon there has
been no time to consider it. It will probably
be brought before tha Cabinet meeting on Fri-
day by Secretary Fish. The Spanish claims
are to enter into tha payment, which is another
inducement for our government to accept the
offer.

The acceptance of the proposition made
by Sickles, at the instance of the Spanish
government, is regarded here a8 a speedy way
to settle the difficulties in Cuba and give the
United States possession of valuable territory
in the West Indies.
