Origin and Present Aspect of the
Chester Troubles.

RaLEIGH, K, Q. Mareh 11, 1871,

and not a Bingle outrage occurred between that date,
March 9, 1870, and the 26th of June of the =ame
Year, when be brought Kirk and his troops into that
o nty. 'he courts were open, the civil authorities
In the jull exercise of thelr functivns, aml the com-
munity in the most peaecinl state it bad been since
the close of the war, when Kirk and his lawless
rabble irom East Tenncssee were precipiiated upon
them.  Tiis looks bad for bt Excellency, and pives
color to the charge that toe whole insurrectionary
programme, KIrk war, and the arrest, tortures and
fmpri-onment of the ciiizens of Caswell were all a
part of & conspiracy 1o thirow the Stale nto actual
msurrection, by whicn the President would be
called upon to declare martinl law, and thus defeat
the August clections, when the conservatives galned
such n sigoal triumph.

John W. Lotg, o most notorlous charaeter In this
State, u witness for the Governor, testitled that ne
resided in Alpbama, but hiad 1eit Alamance county,
n thoA state, st snmmer. He ol been a member of
the White Brotherhood, and produeed m the Senate

organlaation when on their midmght raldg, This
consigted of a long wmite pown, repchlug near the
ankles, und buttoning tight round the neck, with
loose glepves, Then where was o white cap, which,
when drawn over the faee and down 1o the neck,
had holes 1or the eyes and mouth,  Round the eye-
nholes and mouth were red marks, and it had a long
protuberance or snont, which wus colored, for the
nose, while it towered far above the head, with two

rojecting borns from the forehead and a spial

igsel, whileh shiook with each movement of the per-
son.  The witneas pue it on and mude one of Lhe

Apectacies ever witnessed, and one which was woll
culeuisted to territy thnid persons at night oot
of thelr very senses.  The testimony of this wit-

They were required under all and any cirenm-
stanced te keep Lthe secrets of the body, Lo prevent
negroes from elevating themselves wo an equallty
Wwith white wien, 1o overthrow the republican party,
to 2o arvund disgmsed ad frighten the negroes and
keep them away from the polls,  Members were Lo
be protecied at nll hazards, and they were, i pos-
sible to get on the jurics and bring iu false veralets
whenever a4 member was on trial, aod wlhen on the
witness stand they were raquired by the obligation
to swear in favor of o brother and to obey all ordoers
of the camps,  Witness was present, 1o accordance
with the instraetions of the camp, at the whipping
of Tom Sellara,  They gave him

which was their orders. When we got back to the
camp after disposing of Sellurs we talkea about
Corsay, who was a member of the organtzatisen, but
he hao been wiking 1oo mueth, and 1t was proposed

Another memver sald he should betulked to, which
was atlengeh sgreed to; Jim Albright was there that
might, wwl he Lrought an order [rom his ¢amp to
wlhip Caswell Holt (colored) and we were to do it;

el near Haw river, when some two or three hun-
dred men were present, ana

the object was to tud our toe strength of the order
in the county: there were between four hundred
and six hundred men in the county in the organiza-
tion, protably seven hundred; it was then deter-
mined they shounld make s rald through Graham
han nigat, which they dul. though they distarbed
nothing: the object of the meeting succeeding was
to determine what should be done with Caswell
Holt finally; 1t was frat proposed to whip him,
which was voted down, next to hang him, but this
wig objected Lo as causing too much excitement;

sald we must burn the sehoolhouse; witness ob-

we ran back to Troluuger's barroom, and soon the
ery of “dre’” was rased, aml we ran back and
heipéd to pull down the fence round the honse, It
was burned becan=e 1t was a colored school. An-
drews and Fogleman told e they carried the conin
to McAdams' house, and that che‘y got Nathan
Trolllnger 1o ran bis kmfe through lig privares
several ttmes. Winess did not know how long the
organization lasted, He only rematned m it about
one year, when he got in a fusg with Andrews, atter
wnich he was biuffed out of it.  He made an expose
of the order last sumnier, and then had o leave
Alamance county for fear me e wonid be taken.
Witness left (he organization in May or June, L8390,
and all the ontriges he mentioned ocenrred prior to
that time. After some further cross-examination, in
whieh the witness impeached himsellf cng acknow-
ledged that he compromised a theft suib the court
adjourned.

These patrold are composed exclusively of whites,
armed with revolvers. Last night | took a siroll
through the town as late as eleven o'cloek. [ bad
not proceeded far when I was accosted hy two men
with revolvers in their hands, who spid:—

1 nad scarcely walked 200 yards bewwre two
more armed men accosted me amd a simlar con-
versation ensned, my first interrogators never losing
sight of me untll 1 bad reached the second party,
and they lLkKewlse Keeping me In view until
the bLeat of another watch was  reached.
This will serve <t show the state of
alarm  and uncertainty that preva)s here owing
to the unsetlled &late of affalrs that exists, which
lins, bevond a question of doubt, resulted from the
armament of the negro militla. These arms were
placed o the hands of the negroes by the Governor
and Btate radical authorities prior to the fall elec-
tions, and for the purpose, It 18 said, of enabling the
negroes to defend themselves at the polis, where It
1t was anticipated intnnidation and violence would
be regorted to by the whites. In view of this action
large quantities of the saue Kind of arms, knowo as

At ltockbill, at a depot on the Charjette, Colnmbis
and Augusia Rallroad, adjoining tuls county, &
body of disgulsed men, pumberiug some sevenly-
five, came there about three weeks since and lelt
flve cases of Stute Winchester rifies
A MABS OF DEBRIS
on the floor of the storerconi, The watchman saya
he was aroused by a loud knocking at the door,
which he onened. and Was 4t ouce #eized by n man,
who commanded lnm, wilh a pisiel at lis breast, to
remain quiet,  Abonu twenty-five men then rushed
m, nll wearing disguises, and toey asked hm
where were the Stale arms.  In o state of per-
fect  terror he pomted out five cases piled
one on top of the other. These were gulekly
broken open with an axe and as quickly broken up,
the accoutrements being cut in Emcen nnd thrown
over the tleor, ‘The captain of the band then com-
manded him to go to the barroom of the plice and
oring thein whiskey, but before he wenton this
errand they left the depot, locked the door and gave
him the Key. He returned with o gallon of whiskey
and they armn entered the depot and completed
their work of spolation. Though there were
barrels of whskey and large guamides of
provisions and  gouds  there  they  never
touched anythng but the arms, When these
were all destioyed they lels, and commanded him
to follow thein, e Went, and was almost territied
lest they should take anotion to hang lam, When
about five hundred yards (rom the depot they came
to anmher 1arge body of men, who were stationed
across the rood, and horses were tied along the
1ence for a consideravle distunce, lIlere they drank
the whiskey, after which the captain or leader gave
the order to mount, He was then ordered to retnrn
to the depot, and to whistle ag he went, This -
Jjunetion he atrictly ebeyed, and whe last words he
heard came from the captatn, who sald, “Now,
voys, hurry up;

by sun up.”! From this iatter expression it 18 In-
ferred thut the Ko Klux engaged in this outrage
were from North  Carolina, a8 the county of York,
where it ocourred, miljoims Mecklenlhurg county in
ithat State. Certaln 1t I8 that they came from
ancther county; but whether from Union in_this
State, or from  this county, or from one in North
Carolima, cannot be definitely settled. 1t 18 strongly
surmised, however, that It was the same band that
has fince taken so prowinent a part i the difeni.
ries in thus county. Abner Holly, a powerlully
butlt and stalwart black negro, who 18 one of the
most intelligent amoug them I have seen, states
that he was bratally whipped on Thursday night
last, two weeks ago, Just previous to the recent dis-
turbances, sl that the

Upon a Ship Burner,

An Unusual Scene in the Federal
Courts.

The United States Clreult Court room wis crowded
yesterduy morning, as 1t was understood that the
