Vs., a member of the com¬mittee, said be did not concunn the report.Mr. Pomeboy, rep. of Kan., objected to the considerationof the hill during the morning hour.

Mr. Stewabt, (rep.) ot hev., from the Committee on.Pactdc Railroad, reported, with amendment, the bill to onable the Atlantic and Pacific Railroad Company to mortgag¬es road. The ameudment strikes out everything except the
mere power to mortgage. Passed.

Mr. Kobi btbon, trep.) of 8. C., from the Committee onPliabilities, reported, without amendment, bis bill to relieveall persons except members of Congress and olllcers of the
army and navy who left tbelr positions and aided Ibe rebel¬lion, fiom all political disabilities imposed by tho fourteenthamendment of the constitution.
Mr. Rice, (rep.' ol Ark., from the Committee on Minesand Mining, reported, without amendment, a bill to define andprotect the rights of miners, and to encourage the develop¬ment ol the minus.
Mr. CobiiEtt, (rep.i of Oregon, from the Committee onCommerce, reported, without amendment, the bill incor¬porating the Astatic Commercial Company.

UENCItAI. AMNESTY.Mr. Wilson, (rep. of Mass., Introduced a bill to removathe political dlabilulea of all persons except members of theCabinet and Senators and Representatives who left Congressto go Inte the rebellion. It was referred to the Committee onPolitical Disabilities.
¦OUTIIIBN INVESTIGATION COMMITTEE.Mr. Anthony trep. of R. I., submitted a resolution for aninvestigation Into Southern all airs as follows:.

Resolved by the Senate, the House concurring. That a Jointcommittee, consisting ol tlvs Senators and seven Represents,tlves, be appointed, whose dutv it shall be to lnqulie into thecondition oi the late Insurrentionary States so far as regardsthe execution of the laws and the safety ef lives and propertyof citirens of the United Stales, with leave to report at anvtime the results of their investigation to Congress, w ith sucn
recommendations as they may deem expedient; andthat such committee be authorized to employ clerksand stenographers, to sit during the recess, taketestimony, and Ttslt at their discretion any portion of saidStates during the recess or Congress, print and make publicat any time during the recess the results ot their Investiga¬tion and the expenses of sui t committee shall be paid outof the Congressional contingent fund.
Mr. Anthony explained that his resolution would providefor a joint investigating committee, upon which both houseswould be represented, Instead of a special commutes of onebranch, as proposed by the House Senators on both sides ofthe chamber would, of course, bs rei>rexemi>rt on th» ,.nm.

mutee.
Mr. Txcmdi'LL, (rep.) of 111.. suggested an Increase of thecommittee to seven senator! and nine Representative*, andthat tbe present (-enate committee to Investigate Southernaffairs be Included In the former number.
Mr. Anthony accepted tue tugg-sllon for an Increase ofthe number of the cowmiltae, and the resolution was modi-bed accordingly.Mr. Thcrman, idem.' of Ohio, said he was willing toforego any private opinion aud vote for any Investigationwhich In the opinion of ths majority was considered ne¬

cessary hut he wanted an amendment so as to secure a fairrepresentation of both parties on the sub-cam'nutee of themain oommlltre, which migbt sit at vnrlous points in theSouth. He denied that the investigation was to be a partymatter, and protested against the Idea that any one partymore thaD another bad an interest in the preservation of the
peace of tbe countrv. As the nuttier had m some quartersassumed tbe appearance of partisanship, he would nowprovide for taimess in tbe Investigation of nib-committees.Mr. Tapmiitll remarked that In calling attention to thematter the Senator from Ohio had probably accomplished hisobject. Certainly no one desired to obtain anv Inl'urni.itioowhich waa not correct, and the committee,' if appoiuted,would doubtless heed the suggestion.Mr. SooiT, irep.j of Fa, said that the committee sentSouth had uever taken tesllmouy unless one of the two mem¬bers of the minority on the committee was present.Mr. Thir.nian expressed himself salUlied with havingcalled attention to the matter, and withdrew nta suggestionfor an amendment.
Mr. Conklkg, irep. of S. Y., did not want it to be under¬stood that iscre was any agreement In the beanie by which

a democrntic raetn: er of a sub-comraltlce would be enabledto frustrate the investigation by nls inability or unwillingnessto accompany tbe other members ot such s ib-commltteewherever taer desired to go. Such an agreement would frus¬trate tbe whole investigation. He bad 110 Idea that any suchthing wouid be attempted, but he would now enter bis explicitdenial that any such arrangement had been made.Mr. Tuiikman as.-ured the Senator from New York (Mr.Conkling) of tbe faithful attendance of democrats if a suffi¬cient number of them were appol"'" f.

upon tbe South. Mr. Anthony submitted his resolution in a
modified form, as follows:- lbal the Senate will consider at
tbe present session no other legislative business than the
deficiency appropriation bill; the concurrent resolution for
a joint committee ou the South and the resolution now
pending, instructing the committee on the judiciary to report
a bill, or b'.l.a, to enable tbe Fresldent and courts of the
United Stales to execute the laws In said Stales.
Mr. Sumneb, (reu.) of Mass., objected to the resolution in

Its present form. He whs opposed to any adjournment un¬
til his supplementary civil rights bill was disposed of. lie
proceeded to explain and auvocafe bis bill as essential to
c osing tbe work of reconstruction. He thought senators
could not afford to go home until they had passed this
measure.
Before Mr. Sumner had concluded tbe Senate, at half-past

three o'clock P. M., held a brief executive session. At lour
o'clock F. M. the Senate adjourned till to morrow.

Claims for Peiiaivna Cutlet- the Act of febrti-

Ui'gulnl una to be Obverred,
The act of Fcbru try 14, 1871, granting pensions to

the officers, soldiers and sailors or the war of 1813
has called forth quite a number of claims, which are
being rcferrod bjr the Commissioner of Pensions to
the Adjutant General of the Amur tor verification by
the records of the War Department. The records-
muster rolls, descriptive lists, Ao..pertaining totho
last war w.ti Groat ilritaln are In a very dl.apldated
aud tender condition, owing to ihe irequont refe¬
rences that have been made to them during the lust
forty years, and in handling them great care lias to
be exorcised to prevent thoir entire destruction. In
some cases the rolls crumble to the touch, and it is
probable that the whole of them will have to be
copied tu book form, not only tor preservation, but
also for convenience of reference. Should this he
necessiry expectant pensioners will have to watt
some tune lor their ccrtttlcatcs.
The act relcrred to grants a pension *f eight dol¬lars per month, io ameers and men, both lnillila andvolunteers, of the army and navy in the war of

1812 who served for sixty days; and to the widows
of those who were married prior to the treaty of
peace. Decembir 24,1814. Also ta such olllcers and
soldiers who served less thau sixty days who have
been personally named in any r.solution #f Congresslor some specitlc service In said war. Three classes
ol claims have arisen under ihe act:.
Firrl.Of oflicara, soldiers and sailors who served for sixtydays, and who havs never bceu pensioned lor a disability in¬

curred In Ibe service of the United States. These will be en¬titled to a luh pension of eight dollars per mouth from Febru-
ary 14,1871.

.Sscuitif.uf officers, soldiers and sailors who served for
sixty days, but who are In receipt oi a pension for disabilitytecum I In tbe service of tbe United Si airs. These will beentitled to an Increase of tbeir pensions to eight dollars permoutb from February 14,1871.
Tkird-Ot widows of officers, soldiers and sailors who

served for sixty days, who were married to the soldier prlerto December 24, 1814, and who have not since remarried.These will be entitled to eight dollars per month fromFebruary 14, 1871.
The following rules ami regulations have been

prescribed by me secretary of the Interior in ac¬
cordance with section three of the act:.

If the term of servico was less than sixty daysthere is no claim for pension under this act. unless
the olat aunt has been personally mentioned in a
resolution of Congress for some speculc service insaid war.
An honorable discharge is necessary In alt cases.Declarations of claimants must be made before a

court of record, or before some oilioer thereof havingcustody of its seal. The claimant's identity and
loyalty must be proved by two wi tue-ses, certified
by the judicial otllcer to be respectable aud credible,who are present aud witness tho signature of the
declarant, and certify to his identity aud loyaltyunder oatu or aiHrmailon.
The declaration must recite the name, age and

residence of the claimant; whether married or un¬
married; that the term of service was the full
period of sixty days, or that ho has been mentioned
in a resolution ot Congress, giving date oi resolu¬
tion, the place and lliue of enlistment and discuarge,and the company, regiment, brigade and uivision in
which he served; the places, capacity and manner
of service and his participation in or connection w ith
any historical event of tue war, are particularly de¬
sired to be mentioned.
The declaration must also contain the followingoath:.
"That I (If a widow, "that neither I nor my saidhusband") at no time during t tie late rebellion

against the authority or the United mates adhered
to the cause of the enemies of the government, giv¬ing them aid or comfort, or exercised the functions
of any ofllce, under any authority or pretended au-
tnority in hostility to the United States, and that 1
will support the constitution of the United suites."

RAILROAD COLLISIONS.
Destruction of Tiro Locomotives and a
Freight Tram on the New York Central
Railroad.

Rochester, Marcti 17,1871.
There was a collision on tlie New York Central

Railroad lu centre square, In this ct'y, this
morning between a ireiglit train and a single
locomstive. The result was the demolition of
two locomotives, the complete destruction of six
freight cars, freight damaged, and a brakemau
named Doyle, lrom Buffalo, severely if not fatallv ln-
j ured. The Buffalo branch or the road Is obstructed,and trains will not be uoie 10 pass before noun. Tlio
passengers and iwiggage are transferred. The wreck
took Ore, but the names were extinguished beiore
much damage was done. The loss to the company
is very heavy.
Smash-Up on the Camden and Amboy Rail¬

road..tinny Persons Injured.
Philadelphia, March 17, 1871.

This morning an accident occurred on the Cam¬
den and Amboy Railroad, near Camden. A train
was thrown off the track and the locomotive upset
by a misplaced switch and another train collided
with the overturned engluo. Three hundred feet of
the track were torn up, several cars demolished and
many persons bruised, but none seriously hurt, ex¬
cept a brakemau, who had a foot crushed.

Accident on the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad.
Wheeling, W. Va.. March 17, 1871.

An express train on the Baltimore and Ohio Rail¬
road ran over a cow near Grafton this forenoon,
when the whole train was thrown from the track,
wltn the except ou of the euglne. No one was iu-
Jured. The damage Is said to be considerable to
the railroad company. The train was delayed some
hours.

The Police Again on the Wrong Track.The
Ebensburg (Po.) Prisoner Bears No Resem¬
blance to Forrester.

Ebensbi rg, Pa., March 17,1871.
A Herald reporter visited the county jail at this

piace ts-day to sea the man Jones, who has been
telegraphed ail over the csuntry as Forrester, the
Nathan murderer, the published description of
whom is as follows:.Age, thirty-live; height, five
feet six inches; slim built, but tough and wiry;
rather broad, square shoulders; weighs 140
pounds; rather loug, spare lace; black eyes,
having a wild expre.-sion; high, square forehead,
mouth narrow und cornets drawn down; the upper
lip stands out a little; medium sized, straight nose;
straight black hair cut short; heavy black mustache,
curls at the ends toward the mouth: sunken cheeks,
but high cheek bones; small narrow foot; generallywalks with Ills ban ds lu his coat pockets: a tootn
out of his left upper jaw; a bracelet in India ink on
bis lert wrist.
When the Herald reporter entered the cell the

man was lying on the bed, but arose as 1 accosted
him. Jones does not bear tbe lalntest resemblance
to the man Forrester. lie Is heavy built,
brown heard, very full face, light gray eyes, long
silken lialr, flowing down his back; large feet, no
India Ink mark on lam whatever; weighs at least
170 pounds; has no mustache; his teeth In good
order and has lost none recently trom Ills upper Jaw,
and la live feet eight inches high. He has a black
and blue scar under Ins rlgtn eye, which he says was
received at ibe siege of Richmond. He gives his
name as Jones, and has been confinedm the jail for
the past five Months lor having deserted his wile..
The ouly thing oat of the way with the man is Ills
failure to satisfactorily account tor his family con¬
nections. He saya he has no family. Trie man who
si arted the story that this man resembles Forrester
is either a fool or a kaave.

Am I predicted iu my despatch last evening would

be the case,
TBK CNKI'MATIO TUI1E BILL

wns the very llrat thing tho lower houso toon Hold
of this morning. It was exceedingly amusing to
witness the anxiety of Its more earnest advocates
during the opening prayer. Thoy did their best to
look unconcerned, aud lolled about on their seats In
a nonchalant sort of way, as though tney considered
an opening prayer a very fine thing for those
who liked It, but rather tedious wheu a
man had a weight of railroad responsibility
on his inlud and plenty of the company's stock la
his pocket, ilow they managed (o refrain Iroiu
dragging the question up even before the prayer had
come to an end is a mystery, but that they did so is
ouly another proof that even legislators can bide
their time, though fretfully, so long as they are cer¬
tain to get their reward In the long run. Flagg was
the first to get up and tell how the Railroad Com¬
mittee had since the evculug previous fixed the bill,
and added to Its strength and beauty by several
amendments. Then came Smith Weed's turn to
havo his say, aud he weut for the mea¬
sure with a sharp stick for many reasons
he gave at length. "The bill," Bald he, "has been
crowded through here in a remarkable way. There
is nothing in it which prevents the Mayor of New
York from giving uwav the public parks for the use
of this road." Hltchmau happened to tie on the floor
oi the House, and sprang to his feet at this aud ex¬
claimed, "Were not all the amendments to tlio lull,
made in the committee, oifercd by Mr. Weed)"'
Tho reply, "They were," was yelled out loudly byMr. Flagg, aud Weed sat down evidently

IN BAD HIJHOK.
But he was not to rest there, for Irving, a member
of the committer, then arose and remarked:."1 do
not think it is exactly the thing to bring up all that
has been done and said lti the committee here, but
lacts I will stale. Mr. Weed got every amendment
to the bill lie asked for, and when he was asked if
be was satisfied he answered that ho was. I
merely mention this to set the committee right in
the matter In the eyes of tho House. As for myself J
am In favor of this bill!, because It runs through
my district, and my constituen.s are in favor of it.
Their will Is my law; but 1 must say that when a
man gets all he asks for in committee in the way of
amendments he ought to be satisfied." Tills rebuxe
brought Weed again to his feet. "1 deny mat I said
In the committee mat I was satisfied." '1 repeal that
you did," retorted Irving, ' and 1 aiu responsible lor
what I say." Connolly and Hayes then got mixed upIn the debate, dunug which personalities were
thrown round, as Sambo would say, "prouilscos."Tom Fields, wno was in the chair, seemed to enjoythe scene hugelv, anil allowed the rumpus to spendIts own force without ttie aid of the gavel. The vote
ou the passage of the bill was finally reached,and resulted in 102 yeas and 11 uays. The mem¬
bers voting in the negative were Albergcr, Berry,Connelly, Kelly, Nicholas, Pound, Raudall, Scrib
ner, Seikreg, Weed and Wmans.

Hundreds of cases
could be clicd wiicre respectable druggists
In New York city have had either to Bend back a
presclption to a physician who, through careless¬
ness or Ignorance, ordered a compound that would
kill instead of cure u patient, or take it upon
themselves to make the prescription harmless.
When the bill comes to be considered In committee
revolutions as to the carelessness of physicians will
be made which will certaiuly convince even tho
most sceptical thai ' accidents" caused by the mai-
admintstering of drugs arc not entirely confined to

or recipe for any remedy unless t«e name of the
several ingredients arc written In full and In such
terms as are defined and kuowu iu the several
radical, pharmaceutical or chemical textbooks.
No private sign or symbol wll! be allowed to be used
other than those now used by the medical profes¬
sion. The direetloas to patients, the bill lurther
provides, must be wrlfcn iu legible English "or
such other language as may be intelligible to tier-
sous using It." Although tne prescriptions are to
be considered as the property of the physicians
wriCug them, yet the apothecary is entitled
to reiaiu thetu as vouchers, but they arc
not allowed to be repeated or compounded
a second time, except by the physician's
consent. One of the best features In the act is that
it compels physicians to sign their prescriptions
with their full name, instead of Oitng their initials
simply, as many now do. Mixtures to be used ex¬
ternally, according t> the act, must be labelled Tor
"external use only," which words must be printed
on each vial or parcel. Violation of any provbslun
of the act is considered a misdemeanor, punishableoyTt fine of not less jhan twenty-five dollars, nor

TENNESSEE KCT KLUX.
\ Party of Six Put to Plight by Two BMew
mined Negroes.One of tbe bu bin
Killed.

[From the Nashville Tribune, March 13.)Wiley Kliubro, a colored man, tilty-six years old.lives about two miles Trout Murfreesboro, ou tneLebanon pike, on a farm leased by Mr. J. F. Bcrong.The other inmates of Kimbro's house are Bid Klra-bro, his nephew and suuie colored women. Satur¬
day night a week ago a party of six men, masked,uud i heir horses also disguised, cauie oil the pubbo
square at Murlreesboro, between ten and twelveo'clock, and going to Street & Andrews' hardware
store called to Mr. Hill, the clerk, who was steepingm the store, to get up auu give iliem some ammuni¬
tion for their pistols. The cterk ret used to admit
them while masked, when two of the party raisedtheir masks, but immediately replaced them. At
this juueture a citizen came up and was admit¬
ted lo the store by Mr. llltl. U is supposedthis citizen procured the ammunition, as oue of the
masked men called to him to get cartridges for a
navy size Mauliattan pistol. The party then moved
out on the Lebanon pike, and when leaving one of
them was heard to say, "We will have him U we
have to burn the house over Ills d.d head." Ar¬
rived at Kimbro's house they demanded euiranoe,threatening to break the door down, aud procured arail for that purpose. Failing to get in at the door
thev partially pushed the window opeii and flred
several shots through the house, oue of wtucli
struck one or the women In the knee. This was
alter they had repeatedly called to the Kimbros to
come eat ef the house. While Fat Iniuau. one of the
party, was endeavoring to get lu at the
wmuow the old man Klmbro, saying tolus nephew, "Bill, let us stand together;somebody must die," llred at him with a mus¬
ket loaded with ball and buckshot. Ionian
was instantly killed. In a most cowardly maunerhis comrades mounted their horses and instantlyrode off, leaving the dead man lying on the ground.They also neglected to take his ho.se wiia them.In tna morning some persons living in the vicinitycame to the place, and Inmon was at onoe recog¬nized by them. He was disguised bv having onawhite snlrt trimmed with red, and his ; ants beingturned inside out; the lining showed as li they werewhite.
The two Kimbros were arrested and taken befor*Esquires John N. Clark an# IV*. L). Hicks, at Mur¬lreesboro. Alter a careful hearing of the case the

magistrates dismissed the case, giving an opinion,that the colored man acted strictly In self-defence.fnmati was a constable In tne Ninth civil districtof Rutherford county, and leaves a wife and several
children. The statement made by our city dailies
on the authority of the Murfreesboro papers thatlie wa«*i Union man seems to be Incorrect.
He was never so recognized by tne Union men of

that county, and, indeed, was known to be quitereverse. We are assured that the parties en¬
gaged In this raid are unquestionably known to be
the leading citizens of Murfreesboro, and yet no at¬
tempt to arrest them was made by the county au¬
thorities.
Information of the matter having been received bythe United States authorities here, a squad of sol¬

diers, with Captain Dauloy and Captain Bentley act¬
ing as deputy marshals, went to Murtraosboro on
Wednesday night and arrested J. P. Btrccg, againstwhom an affidavit had been made, charging bun
with being one or tho party.
