always keep the animal Insight and capture and
kill him by superior speed, is one of the very oldest
of English sports. It was well known among
the aneiouts, and were Us history traced from
the time when we first find It mentioned
by the classics down to a few days since
(February 17), when tue Waterloo Cup.the
greatest coursing prize m the world.was won by
1 ue Irish dog Master McGrath, a volume of rare
interest would be ihe result. In remote times the
hare was not the only animal chased In this way,
for the stag, the wolf, the wild goat, the fox au I
other animals noted for their speed became iho
prey ol the hounds, and doubtless were able to
render u better account ol themselves when brought
to bay than poor "puss." The ancient liriilsii prac¬
tice ot cour.sJng embraced tin chase of deer and
foxes, as well as hates; but there is reason to
believe that the greyhounds omployed were
or a size and strength commensurate with
the gauie they were to ho entered to.
Tito practice of modern coursing may be Bald
to date from the time of Uueen Elizabeth, under
whose patronage it became a fashionable pursuit, as
it lias ever since continued. To turiher methodize
uml give stability to I lie sport a code of laws was
framed bv the Duke of Norfolk, a great lover of the
leash, that became the stock on wlilch the ihc rules
observed at Com sing meetings were engrafted. Of
these meetings there are now a vast number, not
only m all parts of England, but in Ireland and In
Meotland, where even many of the "unco guul," who
look upou racing as tlie broad road that leadeth to
destruction, are not indifferent to tlio conicus of
tho "long tails.'' These meetings arc generally
under Hie management ol clubs, each member of
which has a nomination lo ihc various stakes; but
of cour-e he is not board to run his own dog. but
may name that of somebody else.

TUB LAWS or COCBSfgQ
have from time to time received many mod ideations,
and ut the present day thev are not uniform;but
there are many potnis in common, a brief descrip¬
tion of which may convey to tho foreigner who
knows cot the sport some idea of how it is pursued.
In the first place, each hare Is, in mutches, pursued
by only a couple of grey hounds, and the manoeu¬
vring betw een the three is watched by an authorized
Judge, on liorsebaetc, who decides, according to the
rules and his own observation, which dog has won.
Tlie hare Is allowed four or five score yards "law,"
or start, boforo tho greyhounds are loosed lrom Hie
slips, if tho nature of the ground will adnut of It
without danger ol losing her. or course there are
many districts of country where such a "law"
would be Impossible, for two out of every three
hares would get clear off, and the Judge would not
have au opportunity of determining the relative
speed, gatueuess and honesty of the dogs. Honor¬
able sportsmen will give poor "puss" every reason¬
able opportunity of escaping, and will not put the
dogs under any guidance after the/ are loosed, but
their owi. natural propensity to kiii tue game. Tne
loosing is an operation of some difficulty, and is
always entrusted to an experienced official named
tlie "slipper," who manages a complicated tackle,
In which the two greyhounds are confined until the
word "go" i» given, when he Ms them out of the
"silts" on as nearly equul terms as possible. The
Judges generally observe thai mey are fairly de¬
spatched and Unit they botli see the hare, ana then

.gallops after tlicni to watch their speed and skill.
There Is a "iiarc finder" who giver a loud "halloo"
w hen lie discovers "puss,"in order to warn all whom
it may concern of tne fact, and particularly the
dogs, who naturally look in tlie direction lrom
w inch the sound proceeds. A great many terms are
employed nthe spur..in the reckoning ot polnis.
winch, even with the fullest explauattou, must be
unintelligible to the uninitiated, and or which it wiii
be necessary to aay only a few words. A "cofc,"
which is reck mod two poins, Is when two dogs

.start even together and one outruns tlie other and
gives the hare a turn sr wrench; but if the hare
takes a circuitous course, and the dog wntch runs
the outer circle gives tho iurn,it is counted three
poiuts. \1 hen the liaro strikes off at about a right
angle lrom the line on which she has been running
it is called a "wrench," but if she goes as ir around
it is a 1 turn," which is equal to two wrcache?. The
. Kill," in which the dog catches the hare wltn hit
mouth in the back, Is counted two points, if It Is a
kilt of merit, a matter in which the judge is
allowed a certain discretion, li.erc are a great
many other rules which are interesting ouly to the
thorough courser, but the above may convey some
Idea of the manner in which the sport is pursued.
Every movement of the hare aud or the greyhounds
Is attentively watched, not only by the judge, but. bv
hundreds, and at great nn etings, thousands of
adepts, and every curve, turn, angle, every variety
oi skiil, every degree or speed, have their different
values, and are carefully reckoned in awarding the
UWi.-1'JU.

To the Eniron of the Herald: -

In vour paper of yesterday morning I find a few
lines regarding uie tomb of General \V. if. Harrison
at North Bend, Ohio, and its decay. Last year, In
the course of an extended journey \Ve9t, I was in
Cincinnati, and one bright Hepternocr morning I
went, down the river bank some twenty mites by the
Cincinnati and Indianapolis Railroad, which runs
alongside the Ohio and Mississippi road until we
reach North Bend, where tlicy diverge, meeting
again, and again separating a few mites farther on.
at Lawrcnceburg, lnd. North Hend Is a way sta
tlon, with only two or three small houses and a coal
elevator and w<t er tame where the roads branch off,
and the Harrison estate lies immediately along
the river, reaching up to a low range ot hills
on the north, and Just west of the station,
upon rising ground, shaded by n few oak trees,
rest the remains of General Harrison, ihe hero
of Tippecanoe, nifd once President of the
United States, in wanton neglect and decay.
0 » reaching North Bend I found a middle aged man,
who lives m an o.d house near by with Ins family,
who formerly lived in tho family of General llarri
sou, and from hln I learned many tacts and inci¬
dents of the old hero's life; and he being the only
one who appeared to know «r care much about the
place, and holding the keys, at iny request nc went
with me to visit the tomb. Sealing a few old fences
we came into a Hold, and near Us centie, on rising
ground, overlooking the Ohio, we reached the vumt,
nud. alter unlocking an old padlock and lifting a
trap door with one broken htngc, we desccude l a
few steps Into a space ub ut ten feet square, built of
brick, mostly underground, an I now crumbling in
ruin; and just on tnc east side wore eight chambers,
four in a row, and in the upper row, in t hree of
them, are the r. mains ol General Harrison, his wile
aud a daughter, aud the uiotithsof tho numbers are
closed wifti brickwork, and there is no Inscription of
anv kind anywhere i«> be found, aud the archwork
overhead In the vault looks Just ready to lad.
and would have fallen be,ore this only my friend
secured it. for the time, by running through iwo iron
rods and fastening the ends outside the walls, to
bold it together, a* w,di as ht could. Tho walls
upon the outside are, if possible, in worse state
tn,in within, aud, iiiiUms something is done soon,
musi fall in, and everything is In a state or dtlaplda-
tlo i and decay everywhere around North Bend. The

Ohio a few miles lives a son of General Harrison. I
urn Informed the estate was sold at auction, ami the
descendants ate not able to raise a monument or
build a tomb i« guard the dust or th . great de¬
parted. itopuhllcs arc ungtaloiul or uumliul-
nil of their great men alter tnev are gone,
or the l ulled states government would not allow
them to deep in such wreck and ruin, and now
either tin-Lulled Slates or the Mate ot Ohio should
erect at least a decent tomb, aud save the country
the scandal or neglecting ihe remains of a President
w no, while liv ing, raided t he country to such a furor
or political excitement In the great campaign of
imp.
