A rumor cornea again from Washington that
Secretary Boutwell w.il soon retlra lrom the
Treasury Department. Ilis Bnooessor, it i3
8 aid, will bo Sonator Morton, ot Indiana. Iho
reason assigned for Mr. Boutwolfs retirement
is that the President regards the finanoial
policy of the Secretary as unpopular and
damaging to the administration. Whether the
old saying, that where there is ranch sraoko
there must bo some fire, be applicable or not
to the rumors about Mr. Boutwell going out of
the Treasury, there can bo qo doubt that the
reasou assigned for his retlromout la a good
one. lie has been a weakness and a drag to
tho administration,all along; ho has done
nothing to make It popular, and had it not
boon for the superabundant resources of tho
country and tho enormous revenue, which
have kept the Treasury ou a high tide of pros¬
perity and enabled tho government to pay off
a largo amount of debt, public opinion would
havo set strongly against him long slnoe.
Tho people havo borno heavy taxation with
patience, and liavo lost sight in a measure of
Mr. Boutwell's incapacity bocauso they felt
some gratification at ssaing the debt greatly
reducad. But tho credit of having a vast
income is not due to tho Secretary; that
cornea from tho enormous wealth, resources
and industry of the country.

But there are two sides to this question of
raising a vast surplus revenue und paying olf
the debt so rapidly, and Mr. Boutwell has
been on the wrong side, as far us any actiou
ho lir.s taken in the matter goes. What the
country most needed after the bulk of the
floating war debt was paid or adjusted was a
redue ion of taxation.a removal of its bur-
Gar ..and a limited income only for economi¬
cal current expenditures and u small sinking
fund. That would have stlmulat d industry
and enterprise, improved the condition of tho
people and Increased trade and commerce.
The money unnecessarily extracted from the
pockets of the people to keep the Treasury
gorged would, if left with them, havo cri ated
raorc wealth, have placed the country in a

batter condition to pay ihe debt hereafter, and
hare checked extravagance and corruption.
The Secretary did not or would not see this,
lie had but one idea, and that was to keep
the Treasury full.to keep on hand all tho
time from a hundred to a hundred and fifty
millions of dollars, and to pay olf the debt at
the rate of a hundred millions a year, in order
that ho might make political capital. Then,
at the bottom of this extravagant aud burden¬
some financial policy, there Las always been
another one which springs from Mr. Boutwell'a
Now England protective education and notions,
lie Las bce.i conscious that tiie larger the
revenue exact.d from tho people tho more

protection would necessarily bo afforded to the
New England manufacturers. In taxing articles
of general consumption to raise n vast revenue
tho home manufacturers are protected, and
the higher price ihey get in consequence from
the consumers is aa much a bonus as if tho
money wore pa>d directly out of the Treasury
or transferred directly from ihe pockets of the
people to the manufacturers. Here, then, 1
was f. double motive for tho Secretary to
oppose the reduction of (uxition arid to keep
up an enormous surplus revenue.to promote
Ms own political aspirations and to serve h;.s
New England friends.

Mr. Boutwell has overreached himself anl
damaged both the administration and his
party. We should not be surprised, therefore,
if General Grant is waking up to this fact and
should desire a change in his Cabinet. The
divisions in the republican party on various
grounds are embarrassing the administration,
but none are likely to prove more disastrous
to it than the difference that exists between
the Eastern and Western republicans oa
revenue and tariff issues. The revenue re-

fwmcrs, who are for the most part a frag¬
ment of tho republican party, are numerous
in the West, and hav1 no interest in common
with the New England protectionists. As an

agricultural people those of the West naturally
incline more to free trade. Many of them, it

| is true, are from the Eastern States, but while
j their radical and old homo ufliliations may re-

j main to some extent, they arc go7orncd
chiefly, as all other people, by their material
interests. As a consequence the breach

» that is already apparent between the old
republicans cf the East and the West must
widen as time advances on revenue and tariff

| issues. It is certain, too, that the mighty
j West will soon ovcrule tho New England pro-
tectiva policy which has controlled the gov¬
ernment for some tlruo past. Then the In¬
terests of tho South and West, both being
agricultural, will be combined before long
against the protectionist section.
The Booner General Grant emancipates him¬

self, then, from the control of New England
politicians, modifies hla policj to suit the West
and leans more upon that section for support
the better it will be for him. The people are

weary with the burden of taxation. Thoy
bore it patiently and nobly as long as the life
of the nation was in question or its credit re¬

quire"d to be sustained. But the war and war

issues being settled and the credit of the
government firmly established they demand a

large reduction of taxes, a much less revenue

and economy. They cannot see the justice of
keeping up taxation for the protection and
benefit of a small section or a limited class.
Besides it is well known that a plethoric Trea¬
sury is alwr.ys a temptation to extravagance
and leads to corruption. If it be true that
Senator Morton is spoken of as successor to
Mr. Boutwell in the Treasury Department
there rn iy be a change tu the financial policy
of the administration, and one more likoly to
suit the Western people, ho being from the
West and more imbnel with the views of that
section. The administration and republican
party cannot ran the government machine
longer upon New England principles and for
New England without Imminent danger of
disruption and defeat. '"

There Is another good reason why Mr. Bout-
wcll should retire from the Treasury Depart¬
ment. lie Iuib shown ignorance of the
simplest principles of national finance and
economy. During the whole of his term
cfiice ho ha3 lost to the government anil people
fully Six millions of doiiarB a year in hoarding
a capital of over a bandi ed millions instead of
putting it out at interest, or, what amounts to
the same thing, instead of buving up the in¬
terest .Varinar debt with it. There never has

boon any reason to fear tho surplus money in
(he Treasury would bo wanted. Had the
Treasury been emptied any time during tho
last few years there would have boon a month
01 two ufier a surplus again, so fast and con¬
stant lias been the stream of incoming revenuo.
No business man of the most ordinary capacity
would Lave been guilty of such folly in the
management of his funds. No one would
have locked up Ills money when he could have
drawn good Interest from it. The pretext that
a large reserve of gold was necessary to keep
down the premium Is fallacious. Tho diffu¬
sion of It through the currents of trade would
have had a hotter effect. Mr. Boutwcll Is a
failure as a finance minister, and If General
Grant would consolidate the republicans of all
sections and save the West from going over to
tbo democrats, the sooner he invites the Secre¬
tary to retire the hotter, both for himself aud
his parly.

Ttae Lntoit Mevra from France.
Tie tenor of the latest despatches received

from Franco Indicates that the lull In the revo¬
lution is about to give way to activity. Both
sides manifest little or no disposition to yield.
M. Thiers has addressed another circular to
the prefects, giving a favorable report of the
situation, and asserting that the government
and the National Assembly are rapidly becom¬
ing masters of events. A proclamation is to
be issued warn'rig the insurgents to lay down
their arms, although M. Thiers announces
that he will not declare war against them
until instructed to do so by the As¬
sembly. When this instruction will be given
is a matter of doubt, as the proceedings of the
Assembly are lacklog in decision. All it has
done thus far has been to opprove a proclama¬
tion condemu'ng the insurrection and appeal¬
ing to tho troops and citizens to rally and save

the republic; which means that the Assembly
is anything but, assured of its power. Armed
assistance has, it is true, been offered by all the
departmental authorities, but as these officials
are appoiut9os of M. Thiers they could not very
well make any other offer. Of more signili-
canco is the announcement of the provincial
protests against revolution, and declarations of
adhesion to the government.
While the Versailles authorities arc resolv¬

ing and proclaiming the insurgents in Paris
aro acting as well as proclaiming. They Lavs
occupied all the fortifications on tho we3t side
of Paris, but unless they can get possession
of Fort Mont Vah'rien they will be imable to
hold them. The Central Republican Com-
miltee have declared that they will hold the
communal elections without the co-ope¬
ration of the Mayors of Paris, and their
newspaper organ denounces the National As¬
sembly as "narrow-minded and rural," and
as incompetent to act, beiug elected "under
pressure." Altogether it is becoming more
evident that the crisis mii3t attain its height
before many days, when one side or the other
must back down or come to blows. Such is
the conclusion at which we arrive from a pe¬
rusal of the despa'ches received from France
this morning up to the hour of going to press.

Where Were Those Boys?
Our readers were no doubt a little astonished

yesterday, in penning tho Hesald's graphic
report of the marriage of the Prinoss Louise
with the Marquis of Lorn, at the non-appear¬
ance of the names of the male members of the
Queen's family as participants in the august
ceremonies. Tho whole affair seems to have
been arranged by the ladies of the royal circle,
with the good and motherly Queen herself as

mistress of the occasion. Now it will be curi¬
ous to know what caused the absence of the
male scions of the house of Guelph on this in¬
teresting event. Where was the Prince of
Wales? Where was Prince Alfred? Where
was Princo Arthur? It is no answer to say
that either of them was abroad (and we believe
Prince Alfred is at sea in some part of the
world), for the nuptials of a sister of the blood
royal should have been fixnl for a day upon
which the entire family could have been
present.had they wished to be. Was the
match considered by these young princes an

unsuitable one because the bridegroom did not
come of royal stock? If any reason like this
prompted the'r absence we must say it was
unworthy of them as men, to say nothing of
it as tho act of those pluming themselves upon
being princes among men. Tho day of this
kind of snobbishness has gone by. The Queen
mother acted like a mother and as a Queen
among mothers in giving away one of lu-r be¬
loved daughters to the man of her choice,
albeit that mas was a subject of her M .jesly.
She will receive the praise of all mankind for
her noble conduct in the present instance,
while the pride of her sons will surely be
humbled in the end. Again we ask, "Where
were those bov,*?"

Lord Salisbury on England's Position..
We publish in another page of the Herald
Ibis morning the substance of the speech of
Lord Salisbury, delivered before the House
of Lords on the evening of the Gtb, on

the position of England with foreign na¬

tions. His lordship expresses himself fully
con&clous of tho inability of England, with
its existing military strength, to meet any of
the three great Powers of the Earth, Russia,
Prussia or the United States. Even with the
augmentation recently proposed to the British
array, England will still be far behind the
great European nations whose military
strength at the present day is sufthient to bo
the cause of uneasiness to that "tight little
island" which is only separated from the Con¬
tinent by a "streak of silver sea."

The Erie Classification Repeal Bill is
still under discussion before the Railroad Com¬
mittee of the Assembly. One of the Erie
lawyers yesterday ventured upon a defenco of
the original Classification act, and quoted
English precedents to uphold him. Whatever
arguments may be advanced on either side
the fact remains that Erie will not pay divi¬
dends, and dividends are what stockholders
want. - g.r.^

Insurgent "reds" iu occupation of Taris. The
shopkeepers, however, have no faith in t&cin,
for tho shops remain closed, and all busiueso
and labor, except the labor upon the barri¬
cades, contiuues suspended. The benevolent
usurpers of the city administration liavo issued
a decree Interdicting, till otherwise ordered,
the expulsion of lodgers who cannot come up
to time with their rent. The parties responsi¬
ble for this decree find it, no doubt, very con¬

venient. They will, if tolerated much longor,
proclaim all rents for lodgings aristocratic im¬
positions upon the people, incompatible with
the republic of "liberty, equality and frater¬
nity." This is unquestionably a fundamental
doctrine ofCouat Biomarcks "goatlomon of
the pavement," who now rule tho capital of
modern civilization, which appears, also, to bo
the capital cf modern barbarism. As the
capital of Franoe, Paris, thoy contond, Ib the
only place for tho National Assembly. They
waut it la Paris, and they demand it; but M.
Thiers is too old a fox to be caught in such a

trap. Not until these insolent ruffians ere dis¬
armed and driven bank into their holes
will any government of law and order
be safe in Paris. There is surely
no safety for tho National Assembly iu
the city wbilo the officers of ths police arc in
prison and the whole force is virtually dis¬
banded and an armed mob from the slums and
socialistic back streets are the masters at the
llotol do Ville and the Tuilerics.
These facetious patriots betray themselves in

their declaration that while they will reBpect
tho treaty stipulations with Germany it is but
just that the largest portion of the indemnity
should fall upon the authors of the war. The
"reds" mean by this that they intend to Lavo
their revenge upon tho Imperialists, the pro¬
perty holders of Paris and Franca who sup¬
ported tho Napoleonic government, whereby
these sans evlottet for twenty years at tho
bayonet's point were kept upon their good be¬
havior. Of course all these things tire oper at¬
ing iu Paris and throughout France to produce a
reaction among the property holders and men of
capital and active business pursuits in favor of
the empire and the strong mailed hand of
Napoleou. No doubt tho cx-Emperor and
Empress, in their secure retreat ai Chiselliurat,
England, in discus3iug these anarchical sae tes
in Paris, find in them notonlyaetrong vindica¬
tion of tho empiro before tho world, but a

strong hopo of an early restoration. This im¬
pression widely prevails, aud all tho clrcom-
stauces of the situation seem to justify it.
Still we apprehend that the fearful losses
and crushing humiliations to Franco result¬
ing from the disasters of Weissenburg,
Woerth, Mai"3-la-Tour, Gravelotte, Beau¬
mont, Sedan, Strasbourg and Metz have left
an impression too deep upon the people of
France to reconcile them to the restoration of
tho Bonapartcs. Wo know not, however,
what France may bo d-ven to as a choice of
evils to escape the horrors of anarchy. Wo
can only bopo that every dav gained by M.
Thiers against the Peris "reds" is a gain in j
b half of law and orier, and a strong and
stable government acceptable to the' great
body of the French people.

By telegram from Kingston, Jamaica, wo

Lave later advices from Panama, and learn,
without surprise, that Honduras b ra formally
declared war against Salvador. These wars
and revolutions of the bantam republics of
Central and South /. merica are becoming
amusing. They used to be looked upon in
a serious light, but they have become so

thoroughly farcical that we cannot bear of
tbeni without a smile. Tisey arc attended
with so uiuch bombast, so much fuss aud
feathers, and the results are 30 insignificant
that they are hardly worth recording. We
have not cared to examine closely into the
cause of this war in order to determine which
is the injured party, but are content to let
them fight it out. until one or the other or both
are tired of the sport, and givo it up in order
to let some of their neighbors have a chance.
The other republics ofCentral America may be
drawn into the war, and we should not bo sur¬

prised if th »y were. Then they will be happy,
for they will all be in "a muss" together, and
they can have a good time generally. Wo
learn, also, th^t a new President of Nicaragua
was recently inaugurated, and that immedi¬
ately thereafter a revolutionary party triad to
turn him out cf power, but were not success¬
ful. In Colombia the revoi itionary party was

uiecli: g with success in the Stale of Doyaca j
ami so it goes on, a never ending war, a con¬

tinual riot, a perpetual scene of anarchy
and bloodshed, with no strong Power to step
in and give them all a good sound thrashing
and make them keep the peace. Why should
these mongrel republics be permitted longer
to keep that part of the world in a state of
uproar aud confusion ? This is a question
that it u high lima to answer. We can see no

reason why they should not be cautioned and
warned that further disturbances will not be
permitted. A strong notification of th!s char¬
acter would serve every purpose aud maintain
peace and tranquillity.

All the arguments
aud objections which were Tield (0 he Bound
against the arcade railroad last year are good
as against the pneumatic bore. The same

from the other ; therefore wo do not see how
the Governor can discriminate In tho matter.
If the arcade road was declared a nuisance
what is the pneumatic railroad ?

The i^iupcror William** Spoeah from tbo
Throne of Clmrlcainviie.

TLo rpeoch delivered by the Emperor
William on the eve of his seventy-third birth¬
day, la the North Gorman Parliament, must,
not uieroly from its intrinsic merits, but from
all the fttiendant circumstances and surround¬
ings, be regarded as the speech of the period.

First of till, the speech was delivered from
the throne of Charl jtuugue, a chair identified
with Roman imperialism in the West for many
centuries aud which, up u itil the sixteenth
century, when the Holy Roman Empire be¬
came, nominally at least, the inheritance of
the House of Hapsburg, and which the Empe¬
ror William, with a sk'dfbluess not ynworthy
of the occasion, has had transferred from
Aachen (Aix-ln-Chapelle) to Berlin.

Secondly, the 6peech takes it for granted
that the Gorman empire, anciently the Iloly
Roman Empire, iH once moro a fact and in
truth more a fact than ever. All through his
speech tho Emperor shows that he thinks no

longer of Prussia as Prussia, but of Germany
as Germany, of which ho is the unquestioned
chief. Tho war has been so conducted that
glory is the result, but tho glory is to be
shared as much by Bavaria as by Saxony, as
much by Wurtomberg r.3 by Hanover, as much
by Badea us by Saxe-Cobufg. The war

brings indemnity in iho shape of money, but
all tho States ol' Germany must benefit by the
distribution. The war has realized all tho
German dreams of the past; it has ma le Ger¬
many a unit j but the German empire, tho
Parliament la plainly told, must be defended,
preserved and honored by Germany.

Thirdly, Germany has her mission in Europe
and the world, and although tho Emperor's
speech is not so explicit on this point «3 on
the others wo have mentioned, it i3 not diffi¬
cult to gather from it that Gerinau modesty is
henceforward to ceiso. The success of Ger¬
many ia a guarantee for peace, but it is also a

good reason for Gorman self-confidence. We
r.rc not disposed to exaggerate, but wo cauuot
conceal from our3elves the fact that the re¬
moval of tho throne of Charlemagne from
Aachen to Berlin (a wicked spoliation in itself
considered), moans the r^-establlshment of un

empire ia Europe which sha'l know no rival.
Russia must now march eastward, S vaden
and Denmark will find it convenient to recog¬
nize tuo Teutonic empire and all the Southern
poopleswill submit to dictation. The "streak
of Bilver sea" cuts England off from tho Con¬
tinent and leaves her to follow out hor career
as a grand Asiatic Power. We have entered
upon a new era. The Emperor William's
speech from the throne of Charlemagne, of
Odio the Great, of tho Red-bearded Frederic,
marks its couwncncom ut.

in which Messrs. Blair and Pool made faces
at one another and otherwise acted very
naughtily, the Senate passed Me. Anthony 3
resolution to limit legislation altogether to the
Kn Kiux and the Deficiency Appropriation
bill, which latter foucd its way into the
resolution as an amendment. In fact, (he
resolution had hardly been brought out
for the flr3t vote before It was pi:rced by
amendments from all sides. Cool repeal
clansee we.ro {lung at. it from Ohio and Illinois
and Missouri; B.ilt repeal and general
amnesty clauses from South Carolina; civil
rights measures from Massachusetts; an in¬
come tax abolishment measure from Califor¬
nia; an internal revenue proposition from
New Jersey, and ft tariff reform amend¬
ment from Maryland, were all hurled
prllmeli at the unsuspecting Anthony.
But none of them left their mark
upon Anthony's resolution except, the De¬
ficiency Appropriation bill, which had to bo
passed under any circumstances. The others
foil unnoticed. The resolution was then agreed
to by a vote of ilG against 18, and the untiring
Senators act to work at once discussing anti-
Ku Klux measures for the South.a subject
which they had thoroughly exhausted in their
discussions on the measure just passed. In¬
deed, the o indefatigable public servants have
been since the early part of tho raon'h arguing
about the Ku Klux on tho question of whether
or not it Wi.3 worth while to argue about tho
Ku Klux. Now that they have discovered
that i! is worth while, no doubt they will con¬
tinue to spin out the well-worn thread.
There is nothing of interest going on in the

House. There are no committees, and wih-
out these compasses and rudders of legifjla-1 linn the big unwicldly Hours floats around
aimlessly and in lesaly, like an old lmlk at

iScientifls f.ectnrM.
Wc have frequently mentioned the encour¬

aging fact that the lecture season which ia now
drawing to a close lias been characterized by
special efforts on the part ol lecturers and
committees to popularize the results of modern
science. Some of the ablest of oar college
professors br.ve heartily seconded tbi3 move¬
ment in the right direction. Perhaps none of
these learned men has personally done more
at once to stimulate anl to satisfy the thirst of
tho public for scientiflc knowledge than Pro-
lessor R. Ogden Doreraus, who will deliver to¬
night. in the Brooklyn Tabernacle, the third
lecture in his course on the "Agreement Be¬
tween the Mosaic and Scientiflc Accounts of
tho Histories of Creation." Among the experi¬
ments by which Dr. Doremne is to illustrate
the correlation of li^ht, heat, electricity, mag¬
netism and power will be that famous and
beautiful experiment, tho revolution of a globo
of oil, which has been so often tried In Ame¬
rica by other chemists, but mjver successfully
carried out except by himself. T/ko Orfila
and other celebrated chemists, Dr. Doremus is
enthusiastically devoted to music, as well as

What has surprised 113 i3 the announcement
that some of (ho republican Senators voted
for conviction, while some of the democrats
votod to acquit. Unless this was prearranged
it relieves the conviction from the charge o(
partisanship and gives ft'something more than
a semblance of impartiality. And it must. ba
said that while the evidence brought for.var I
by Governor iiolden exhibited a deplorab'.a
state of affairs in North Carolina, which must
have provoked liiui to arbitrary act?, it is;
none the loss true that the evidence against
him developed the mart shock'nj brutality on

the part of ills subordinates, his responsibility
for which is doubtless (he cause of his con¬
viction.
The senfcr.co of Governor HoMen is ex¬

ceedingly severe. Ho is not only deposed
from office, but he is declared forever!
ineligible to offices of emolument and trust.
Thus, by a singular rovcrsion of fortune, tlia
cx-Governor finds hims df more absolutely
disfranchised than any of tho ex-rebsl leaders!
whoso rehabilitation la their political rights
and privileges ho so strenuously opposed,
it is a noteworthy fact, also, thai Governor!
Holdan is the first chief magistrate cf a Stile
in this republic found guilty on articles of Im-
peachmont und subjected to the fall ponuby
of the law. To many it may appear that tba
provocation he received atoned in part for
hie olfenceB, but it is a mistaken public, polio/
which punishes evil doing with evil doing;
