The Armaments of the Montmartre Insurgeats

=List of the Cannons, Moriars and Mitrall-

leuses—Their Value.

(From the Journal des Débats, March 9.)

The attention of the populativn of Paris 18 still
absorbed by the armaments which Montmartrs,
Belleville and u few vilier quariers persistently re-
tuin. We shall give some interesiing detalls of this
wor material that will indicate its force and value.
The cnunons which the Neuonal Guards selzed the
day before tne eniry of the IP'russians are 1hose
wlilch were manufactured durlng the siege, 1n pri-
vale works, partly [rom the proceeds of subscrip-
tions, and parily at the cost of ihe goverument.
Tius war material was portisned off to the National
Guard, comprising 360,000 men, and baving by its
numerical strength a rignt to 875 pieces of artillery.
Part of these armaments were dellvered to the Na-
tional Guard at different Uimes, and deposited (n the
Avenue wWagram. On the 28th February there must
have been enclosed and guarded by them 182 cane
nons and 53 mortars, and & number of military
trains, forming in all twenty batterles with com-

lete armaments. The total material which 18 be-

eved to be In n of toe Natioual Guards

comprises 400 pieces, of which, however, only 256
are ready for service; 202 mutrailleuses, of which
80 are in readiness, and 53 worlars, the whoie rep-
resenting & value of 15,000,000 francs.

According to an oflicial staiistical report the im-
ports of lialy for 1870 amounted Lo 888,539,203 francs,
the exports 757,076,906 franca, showing & consider-
able decrease in comparison with the figures of the
preceding year. This, however, may be ascribed to
the late Franco-German War. ;

The Itnllon Parilament has granted a credit of
160,000,000 fraucs for the fortincation of the passages
of the Alps and the Increase of the foruiflcations of
Alexandria, Civita Vecchia and Rome. Itis sald
