Miss Lovcll was about twenty-five years of age,

unmarried and possessed of rare personal at.iiH--
tiona. She resided with her aunt, at J .eonburg, but
was known to visit Grecndmd ireqaentiy, where sua
Invariably met Blaci.bum, and was known to bear
him company up aud down tne railroad. The fact
that she sustained the reiaion of niece to Black-
burn s brother's widow gave a decent color to their
intimacy, nut the discord produced in liieir families
by ihe knowledge of the guilty liajon frequently
tarred upou the public ear and stamped the aifa r
With iniaiiy.

on Wednesday night last, near midnight, F. F.

Mark, Marshal of Greenfield, waa roused Iruni hut
bod by Hugh Mllllgun, who lives In Koss county,
alHsit two uilles frmu Greenfield, Highland county,
who told him 1 hat Miss Lovcll w as lying dead at
Cliff run. Being questioned, the informant stated
mat he had his informal! in from John 8. Ilia k-
burn, his brother-in-law, why told him he saw her
take poison there that night and throw away tne
bottle.

Ii was not Mark's dtttv to to into an adjoining
county, but the statement appealed to the man's
humanity and ne mounted his horse, roused mm
from their beds uiong the road, made them mount
their horses aud accompany him to tiilff Jtuu, a dir.-
1n.1l, gloomy, secluded and uninhabiied place about
eight miles southeast of Greeutleld. on the way
Miiiigan repeated ;ne stutenieut of Blackburn, that
the womau was lying dead in the thicket, that he
saw her fake poison and throw away Hie bottle, and
iu particularizing 'Blackburn's statement added
that she wanted Bisekbiirii to rake poison also, but
he refused aud when she swallowed it and died tie
rode bark to Mlllig.na's house aud told him tlie
siory. MllUgau wo-ud not believe nint at first, but
his brother-in-law was so earnest that after he was j
gone he mourned bis horse, in company wub his
son, John Mlliigan, rode to tne place, saw the booy,
bui was so frtgbteued that he did not go near it out
rode back home auk thence to Grccuueid to inform
Marshal Mark.
The Marshal and his party reached the fatal spot I

about lour o'clock on Tnursday morning aim .'coun¬
tenanced the horror.'' 1

The scene of ihe trageJy is one of Hlneular wild-
Dos*. It lies in Paint i.ov uMilp. Ross county, at tlie
confluence of Cliff run aud l'aiut creek. Tlie run
divides Boss ana Ulgnianu counties, and at this pur-
ilcular spot winds among steep and frowning sand-
stone clltTfc, overgrown with stunted cedars, pine,
spruce and paw-paw bushes. Tlie aspect of tlie
place u forbidding, aud 11s solttnde is seldom ills-
turbed by human presence. At night the shriek of
tbe owl is heard among the e -hotng bluffs; iluring
ine day the hoarse croak ol the raven and mowed
i'aw of the crow urate upon the ear. In ail Southern
Ohio a more wild and romantic spot could scan eiy
be found thuu tnat to which tlie terror-stricken
horsemen were directed in tho ohUl gray of last
Thursday morning.

FINDING THK BODY.
On the right bank of Cliff run the body of the

woman was found in a thicket of paw-paw bushes.
Klgid in death, with mouth and leaturen distorted
ny the sharp agony of the last struggle, the woman
was louud, the eyes staring wide open and the whole
posture Indicating the most lerribie throes of mortal
dissolution.

I he poor creature ww handsomely attired in black,
and there was a scrupulous ueatnesa of toilet that
indicated i-Hsie aud reninuient. An alpaca dress,
black velvet cloak, black hat, feather and veil and
black lasting g:ut,era eornpr.sed the outward cover¬
ing while all beneath wa- spotless white aud of fine
fabric.

I.AST 6KEN AI.IVK.
Mui l.ovell was last seen alive by resident* of

i;reeuheld on last Moiinay evening. She arrived on
the train froui Ciuclunatn Hhe was seen in Black¬
burn's company in Cincinnati a short (line aim.

closed a beautiful set of teeth, are dwelt upon by
ihe gossips of Ureenheid tviin admiration una re¬
gret, now that her tragic late is knnwu. an t. n they
sue to be believed, the dark history of nor nnionu-
naie life will not tie closed with her grave. The
muttering* of vengeance are distinctly heard; but,
aiaa, they only proceed front the ihroal* of women,
and ihe law Is hdttea at for requital.

INSANITY.
Blackburn is at home. tt< i,recnfleld. His eondl-

tion, mentally and physically, is very bad. He is
suffering front deranged secretions, and to all in¬
tents and purposes is insane. Tins i- the candid,
honest opinion of his family physician, and it is not
improbable that it ts carreer.

Bhe
wanted me to take some, but I would not, and she
took it, aud died.

Huch was the plain and terrible statement of the

tragedy which tins gun y man made anu reiterated
to his kinsman, and 'he frightful spectacle htniuis
him still, racks his brain and tears his bosom with a
ihotisattd fruitless sighs.

lonely gienl It was a desperate purpose that could
brave us frowning cliffs und appalling gloom.
The menial eyo sees the guilty lovers ilirmonnt;

the well-to-do man of the world, with the experi¬
ence of forty-live years at his bark and Hie respon¬
sibility of a wife and children, some of them grown
and one of them married, on his shoulders, and the
poor, weak, clinging thing at his side, dismount and
walk further into the gloont ol the glen on that fatal
ntubt: but did the eyes ol rbe man see that life
weaned creature- swallow poison and not atleuipl
Ui save her against herself r

Hie incomplete pout-raonem left the inquest un¬
finished as far as a coroner's jnrv of investigation
could go. but public leeitng is aroused and public
scrutiuy is busy with the mystery behind the actions
of Monday night, and a clear reckoning must i>e
tua-ie brtorethai feeling is allayed and thai scruiUty
is satisfied.

THE COAL UhlRs' DIFFITI I.TIES.

Tlie Situation Hrntim the Same,
IFrom the Philadelphia Ledger. March 27.}

Practically the anthracite coal difficulties are
almost entirely tlic same a* this day two w eeks ago.
riif mining and snipping of anthracite coal are pur¬
suits pist now of little importance. The little doing
does not increase the supply of coal tor domestic
uses at any point, and the stock oi coal from sup¬
plies betore production ceased is gradually wearing
away. Notwithstanding tills the coal market 1b
quite free Irom excitement and the prices of coal
have advanced scarcely any. Public attention is
directed to ilarrlsburg and to the legislative
investigation making there Into the cause of
the coal difficulties. A large number of persons
connected with the several Interests in the trade.
representatives of the miners and workmen, coal
operators and officers of the carrying companies.
have all t»een examined, and the Committee on the
Judiciary have made a preliminary report, in which
is recommended the system of "arbitration" as a
menus of adjusting the dinicnlties that umv now
exist or hercalter arise oetween the miners and
workmen and the coal operators. This recommenda¬
tion lias been tested as wise in practise In England,
and would no doubt proqe so here if put in opera¬
tion In a proper spirit. It is earnestly hoped by all
interests in the trade that the more prominent man¬
ner m which the subject is now brought to the atten¬
tion of the workmen will induce them to give
it heed, and for their own good, as well as for the
true interests of the trade, adopt it as the cheaptr
and more satisfactory mode of redressing griev¬
ances. The two interests are not antagonistic, as
every Intelligent mail knows, and al) those who at-
tempt to teach differently should lie discarded as
demagogues aud enemies of both labor and capital.
As it is well known that all the parties to the strife
are heartily sick of it there is reason to hope that
the proposition of "arbitration" may be availed of
as the happiest means of ending it. Inasmuch as It
avoids any yielding of a point contended for,
usually a great stumbling block In settling
disputes, it possesses Inducements even be-
joud the intr.Bsic merit or tho proposition
itself. To-morrow or next day the Judiciary Com-
nuttee will hear the parties in the carrying Interest,
Including probably a summing up of the whole Issue
in a speech by Mr. Uowan of the Heading Railroad,
wlieu the investigation will end. Some of our con-
temporaries are endeavoring to trace back tlie
acts of tbc several parties in the trade to And
the original cause of the existing trouble, to dls-
cover tlie party most culpable. This is difficult
aud useless, were it possible. Let the past be
forgotten and "arbitration " be the lieginmug
of a new era in the coal trade. The toLal
tonnage ot unthraclte coal reported by the
currying companies for the week ending on
ibe 1Mb instant was 82,466 tons, ana for
the tear, from 1st of December. 1,560,412 tons, show¬
ing "a decrease of 1,15<J,J24 tons on the anthracitei tonnage to the corresponding time last year. The
bituminous tonnage tor the week was 36,526 tons,
aud for the year lM.tws tons, against 143,502 toDs
t<i corresponding date last year, an increase of
61.041 tons. The total coal production of all kinds
lor the year, as reported by the carrying companies,
was l.ts,i,6b4 ton-, against 2.859,558 tons to same
tim* Imsi year, showing a decrease of 1,002,894 tons.
The coal market In this city Is extremely quiet. The
operators have few or no orders, and under Close
economy m household ns#>s, aided by mild weather,
iti" retail trade is quite light, prices ranging from

76 to $9 25 )ier long ton.

not dug to endanger the public health, aud particu¬larly having a faintly or children of my own, wtio
would be doubly exposed to contagious diseases
were 1 derelict in iny duty In this regard. Parents
having children at the public school in Sixth street,Hurler's I'oint, near which it is erroneously stated
I am In tlte liablt of keeping the bodies «d those
dying of contagious diseases, need have no appre¬hension for itielr children. I do liothlug or tiio
kind, and neither shall I do any tiling calculated io
prejudice the public health.
