Tuis very delicate and dificult subject has veen
Aebated by the Buropean statesmen with the closest
attentlon sgce the tume of whe American war. It
bas been Degollaied more actively from the mo-
ment of the recent sinking of six Britsh coal laden
wvesseis W the river Sicne by the Prussians, and ita
apparest settlement by exact executive delnition
18 acepted as a relief by the statesmen,

since the opening of the oMoial Alscussion in this
Intest—the Anglo-Friassion case—it has been alieged
that in every war the interests of the belligerents
Wil the wteresis of neutrals are found to come into
collision, and that the belligerents, who are
generally suffering the ULurdens of war more
or less through thelr own faunlt, are ol-
ways endeaveriug to lncrease the burdens
wiuch neutrals bave 0 bear from  the faalt
