Home, March 8, 1871.
Sunday, at noon, the Pope received In Ms throne

loom a Catholic deputation of Austrlans, comprising
princes, barons and peasants from Styria and Car-
nlola, in their picturesque national costumes. Tney
were forty-three in number, headed by tbe Altgrave
of Salm, Baron Brenner, Count Fries, tbe three
Counts of Theen, the Counts of Avernas and Brandts,
Lutaow and Ferzcn; Prince E., of llohenlohe; Ba¬
rons Adrian and Frankenstein and a nost or eccle*

aignltarles. When the Pope entered tbe
throne room, attended by Cardinals Deangelis, Rar-
nabo and Bizzarrl and a number of prelates, the
Austrian deputies all fell on their knees, and in that
position tbe Altgrave of Salm read an address In
French, protestlug In the name of Catholic Austria
against the spoliations which the Pontiff had been

subjected to, and expressing the hope that he would
live long enough to witness the overthrow of the
reigning House of Savoy, an esscutial condition of

papal independence.
REPLY 0» HIS nOLINESS. .

Some expressions in the Pope's reply are worthy
of remark. The Pope began as follows:.
"In the midst of the impious and sad events which

subvert everything In our times I derlvo great con¬
solation from the sentiment of affection and piety
manifested in overy part of the Cat hollo Church.
It gives me strength to support this war which,
through blindness o' malice, is waged by manv
against our religion and this See of the Vicar of
Christ. We have seen a throne fall down crushed
and we see another much nearer trembling." Alter
this very plain allusion to France and Italy his
Hot.ness went on to predict with certainty,
"Although he knew not the time nor the hour that
the present tempest will subside, order will return,
but when those who sit upou thrones will have com¬
prehended that with tbe excessive liberty of the
press and the unbrilled license of the present day
it Is impossible that their thrones slionld not trem¬
ble, and, like this one, allow themselves to be
dragged along by the revolution In a manner so weak
and wavering as to be necessarily fatal to them.' *

The I'ope went on to say that he was convinced
that the Emperor of Austria desired In his heart the
triumph of religion, and was a worthy descendant
of that family which had so often protected the
rights of the Holy See. "And you, returning there,
tell him that the Pope loves htm and prays lor him
and the imperial family, and hopes to see tacts con¬
firm the sentiments which the Emperor cherishes In
his heart."

TUB PRESENTATION OF GIFTS
followed the Pope's speech, flrst the geneious offer¬
ing brought by the entire deputation, and then the
special presents brought by its members from sepa¬
rate districts or distinct individuals. Ills Holiness,
having cordially accepted everything, invited the
deputles'to accompany him in his dally promenade
In the garden and through the galleries, ufter which
he detained them a little longer in the library con¬

versing about the ecclesiastical prospects of Austria
and Germany, and finally dismissed them with his
renewed blessing.
On the following morning (Monday) the deputies

had the honor of assisting at the Pope's private
mass, and reoelved the holy sacrament from his
hands.
Yesterday morning they heard mass and com¬

municated In the crypt or St. Peter's on the tomb of
tne Apostles. Thus his Holiness goes on, receiving
deputations, condolences and girts rrom all parts of
the world. He lives more now in forma publkxi
than when ne was in tlie full exercise of his tem¬
poral power, and I am assured by an ecclesiastical
Inhabitant of the Vatican that

as at present. Consequently Plus IX., relieved or
the anxieties or government and or tho personal
fatigue of wearisome public church ceremonies, la
really much happier and i>etter in heaitn uow than
at any preceding period of lus reign.

AS TO HIS LEAVINO ROME,
there is no foundation as yet rot- such a report, al¬
though doubtless a great 'leal or influence hat been
brought to bear upou the Pontiff to liniuce hnn to
go lort i in exile. The plan or those wbo advocate
this plan ib to drive the Pontiff to Corsica or Bel¬
gium, or no matter where, provide ! he has the air
or a martyr, and then to preach a crusade against
Italy, and net Up an armed European intervention to
re-esiablisii ecclesiastical rule in tne Eternal City.
But the Hope is obstinate when ho chooses, and
hitherto to all the insinuations be only replies, ' I
do not reel inspired as yet to act as you suggost,"

WILL TI1E l'ors 1IK RESTOrtKI) TO POWER?
If the Catholic Powers mean to do battle with

Italy tor tho restoration of the Pope's temporal
throne, they can do so without a previous exodus
on tbe part ol his Uoliness; but hitherto there does
not seem to exist any such intention on their pan.
Of course France Is chletly invoked by the partisans
of ecclesiastical rtoinut as the Deius ex inachmd
destined to come on the i'enlnsu!ar stage at the

? roper critical mnmont; but as Prussia, or rather
should now say Germany, has been also mentioned

as an irresistible agent, lor restoration, It mav i»o
well to mention tlio following expressions or tho
Prussian Minister, count Brassier do St. Simon, m
his speech to tho King ol Italy at Florence the other
day. ou presenting an autograph letter from King
William announcing ins accession to the dignity and
title of Emperor ol Germany.
The Minister said:. "Tbe government or his Ma¬

jesty the Einoeror or Germany, is fully convtuced of
tne Italian government's loyalty, and can this day
appreciate in Its entire impor'ance the worthy con¬
duct which Italy has maintained during the war,
and with great pleasure testifies its friendship to¬
ward the Italian nation and lis sovereign."
THR FIRST CONSISTORY SINCE ITALIAN OCCUPATION.
On Monday morning Plus IX. held the nrst Con¬

sistory assembled at the Vatican since the entry ol
the Italian troops into Rome. The Cardinals at¬
tended, but not in gaia costume, and the Oasrrva-
tore noma no, in describing the cercmonv, calls it
merely a "Provision for Churches," and docs not
mention tbe word consistory at all. No new car¬
dinals were created, but twenty-six bishops were
nominated, or whom about one-hair to Sees in par-
li/nts. The Benedictine prior. Father Fink, or
Kansas, appointed to the See or Eucarpia in par-
tibus, was the only American prelate mentioned. It
Is usual for the Pope to make a speech lo hts vener¬
able and eminent brethren at every consistory. On
the present occasion it was rather a chronicle than

a harangue, as it resumed the narraMve or facts
commenced by his last Eucycilca, liom the lorciiilc
bursting open of the Qulrlnal gates and the arrival
Of King Victor Emmanuel, Prince Humbert and
Prtnoess Margaret, to rne Irreverent carnival mas¬
querade or the "Crnsaders;" btit tho most Impor¬
tant part of his discourse was that which protested
most forcibly against the possibility of a conciliation
between the rights of the Holy See and the guar¬
antees ottered by tbe Italian government, which his
Hallness entirely condemned, and declared he
never would accept.
Italian Violation of the Hanctuary..Minister

Lane*'* Explanations.
In the Italian Chamber of the Deputies of March

18 SeBor Lanza, Minister of Finance, declared that
the disorders In the Church of Gesti, In Rome, were

provoked by the Words of the preachers. "A priest
who, after the close of the religious ceremonies, had
attacked friendly guardians of the peace was ar¬
rested outside the church, but subsequently released.
Other clericals and citlEens have also been arrested.
Rome," continued the Minister, "Is not In the same
situation as the other cities of Italy. There are two
parties in Rome.one which Is unwilling to accept
the change of affairs and bent on provoking discord;
the other party Is too impatient and intolerant.''
The Minister asked all persons of influence to aid
the government and to calm the anxieties of tho
people. "The delay In the removal or the capital,"
ne said, "Is caused by the unfinished state or some
of tbe public buildings In Rome which are in course
of erection."

It has been well said that a man, bo no ever so
great or good, who is wedded to a theory, can never
be trusted either with facts or arguments in defend¬
ing it. llo is In a condition of monomania. Both
bis perceptive and reflective faculties on that one
subject which runs riot in his mind are out of gear,
ana the intellectual machinery put in operation soon
becomes a wreck. Tne directors of the National
Tempcrance Society, a: whose request this unhappy
discourse, it seems, was delivered, did an unkind
thing for their brother Cuyler, and, we think, also
an unwise thing for themselves, In putting him to
this task. He was no match for Dr. Duyrea. Ho is

a popular preacher (deservedly so) and an estimable
man; but he has neither the polemic furniture nor
power to cope with his oppiuent.a sound theolo¬
gian and a ripe biblical scholar and a koen dia¬
lectician. We remember reading a review by Dr.
Cuyler of a certain book, whlcu the reviewer pro¬
nounced an important production, out which con¬
tained a commendatory preface from the pen of
Chancellor Crosby, The reverend critic, Indulging
Ms wit at the expense of his reverence for Holy Writ,
reminded the writer of the preface In que«tlon that
the Bible forbade ploughing with the ox and the ass
yoked together. If tho law of mercy prohibits tne
working or these unequally yoked animals how
much more unmerciful Is it to engage them in con-
fllct.Iouk fcars against long horns f
Dr. Cuyler's temperament, too, unflts him as a

guide in any great question. He is too Impulsive to
be firm aud reliable. Tho public do not forget how,
lust before the war of the rebellion, he stood on the
steps of Independence Hall, In Philadelphia, and ad¬
dressed a mass meeting, urging the people to pledge
themselves to tho south to send back to their mas¬
ters absconding slaves and to denounce the aboli¬
tionists as fanatics: and how, arter the war was over,
in a letter to tiie New York Irultpnuien', giving an
account of what he called his "raid into Canada,''
he said, "Ood bless Canada lor givinir an asylum to
our lmtltlve slaves." A niau so unlixed in faith
luniseir is not the man to Hx tne faith of others.
But what could «ue temperance society rt°? They

The Unuline Convent I.ttndi.TUeir Pro¬
jected Hair.

The Boston Traveller states that the projected sale
by tno Bight Rev. John J. Williams, Bishop of Bos¬
ton, of the Ursullue College lands in Somerville re¬

quires legislative sanction, as a part of it is held in

trust, and tho Bishop has accordingly petitioned for
leave to sell. The estate consists of twenty-four
acres of laud. One lot of nine acres, held In fee
simple, was sold Juno 25, 1H2«, by the attorney of
William Stokes and others, heirs resident abroad, to

Bishop Beuedict Fenwick, Elizabeth Harrison and

Mary Barber. The remaining lot ot fifteen acres, in
tnree parcels, was deeded to Catherine Marv Wise¬
man, a resident in the couvent in 1828, and by her
will, recorded in May? 1329, she bequeathed it to the
three persons Just named, "In trust, to apply the
same towards the support and maintenance of the
Ursullne Convent."
The Ursullue Convent was founded by Bishop

Cbcvcrus and Dr. Matignon, who brought to this
country in 1820 four foreign born sisters. The Insti¬
tution was an espcclal lavorue with Bishop Fen¬
wick, who did alt that bo could to ioster it. Daniel
Bari>cr was a Protestant minister of Claremont,
N. H., convened te the Catholic bciier by Bishop
Cheverus, and we believe that Mary Anu Barber,
whose couveut name was Mary Benedict, wan Ius
daughter.

Miss Harrison, the second trustee, was tbc Inno¬
cent author of tne excitement that led to tho de¬
struction of the convent. After having been for
tnirtecn years in tne convent she escaped Irom It
on the arternoon of the a»th of July. 1834, and fled to
the residence of Mr. Edward Cutter, a Itepresenta-
tive, but was Induced to return to the convent
the next evening, as a number of people who
nrtcrwards called at tho convent to see her were re¬
fused, although several were admitted, the story
went out that "a mysterious lady," as tho Mercantt<e
journal had it, who was a pupil In the convent, waa

deprived of her liberty, or virtually had disappeared.
'1 Ids led to popular excitement, and on the evening
of August il, 1834, a great mob from Boston rolled
out to the convent and burned it. its ruins stand
there to this day. Miss Harrison, by the way, was
the Mother Assistant of the institution.

Ell/.abeih Harrison in 1842, and Mary Barber in
1S44, conveyed all their Interest in the property to
Bishop Fenwick. The latter bequeathed tho entire
property and trusteeship to Bishop Kltzpatrlck. and
from tho possession of the latter, also deceased, it
passed by will to the present Bishop of Boston.
As the last member of the Crsullnc community

left Massachusetts at least a quarter or a century
ago, and Is now deceased, the ttust is practically in¬
operative, ami the lands are too valuable to bo al¬
lowed to lay idle, eating up interest and taxes. The
agreed sale of the laud, or a part or tt, to a capital-
1st, for building purposes, was recorded some weeks
since.
