Tb# bells were ringing, (ana
were fired, and fireworks from the steeples and fronj
the roofs of private honses wherever the Emperor
and his generals passed, were 3 visible proof that
Uu»KaootMM of the war aad the unity of Germany had
rendered Attn popular even in this town, where the
reminiscences of lb-'-O had fostered huherto au un¬
friendly feeling. The Emporor, whose seventy-filth
birthday will »e celebrated 011 the 23d inst., looked
healthy and vigorous, like a ymth, and lert his
lodgings at nine o'clock for a promenade through
the street-*, Inspecting the l.lnminated buildings and
monuments and men passing the evening at the
circle of General Haven, where a flambeau processionwelcomed hliu, while rhe various societies greeted
mm wnu riou/s of niiiiouai airs. 'l'his morning,after receiving delegations irorn the town and the
localities In uur neighborhood, he leit lor Weluiar,whence he will resort to morrow to licrlln. 'llus
manl testation or the originator of German unity Is
