ADVANCE OF THE INBURGENTS,

By four o'clock this morning greal prepara-
tions had been made by the Communists for
an advance movemenl on the governmenl
forces, and very soon a large force of insur-
gent National Guards commenced passing ont
of Paris through the Neuilly gate. Iu all the
ationals numbered abont fifiy thousand men,
who were commanded by Generals Bergeret,
Gustave Flourens and Menotti Garibaldi,

A

Tt was underztood by the insurgenls and
their leaders that the garvison of Fort Mont
Valerien would not fire upon them. Accord-
ingly the Communists marched out boldly, and
by six o'clock pll their arvtillery was well up
in froat.

MISUNDERSTANDING,

MONT VALERIEN OPENS FIRE.

General Bergeret's column, numbering some
ten thousand men, was in the advance, and
was marching confidently along the road
when puddenly Fort Mont Valerien opened
firc upon the insurgents, The first round
killed Commandant Hanry, General Bt-argaret.

By this unexpected fire the troops were
thrown into the wildest confusion, and a scene
of panic eud excitement easued, The Com-
munists bad been allowed to advanee so. fur
that they were within poini blank range of
the guns of Fort Mont Vaulerien, whieh raked
their line with much effeet,  In a few minutes
the unegual contest told npon the insurgents.
They broke ranks and in the greatest possible
confusion tried to refreat bayond range of the

guns of the fort,

Although not without suffering serions loss,
the main body snceeeded in woaking good its
escape and finding eafely hy flight into Parls,
General Bergeret, however, with his column
of 10,000 men, was eut off and left alone,
The General acted with great courage, He
tried to fight with fleld arlillery agaivst the
heavy gans of Forl Mont Valevien, notwith-
stahding he mt;nt have seen thil spnecess wae
