Tie Influence which St. Domingo, under a liable govern¬

ment, would exercise upon the Institution of slavery ha* not
eaeaped attention. Geographically. It lie* between the two
last stronrnolifs of slavery In North America; Cuba on the
west and Porto Rico on the east. In the preeent Impoteney of
Its government It exerolse* IttUe'influence, but the Inbabltanta
are earnestly opposed to slavery, and under more
famrafcle circumstances their moral influence
would I* Mt in the neighboring Inland*. It wooid be all on
the sMe of freedom ; nor would that influence he merely
mors!. Ormmercial Influences would work In the same
direction. St. Domingo i* capable of supporting miilioas of
people. Land la cheap. In fertility it certainly equals, and
probaMy surpasses, the neighboring Isles, and It la even better
suited tn tbe production of sugar and coffee. It could supplythe whole market or the United States with tfaese great west
India els pies. During tbe year above mentioned seventeen
per nont of all the import* of tbe United State* were the pro¬duction of ilave labor. Thl* trade I* tbe mam support which
tho slave system now baa. With liberty, order, free labor
and the immigration which would be attracted by these with
a vast advantage in tbe West India trad* arrlslng from
the faot that any duties laid by tbe United
Slate* on West India productions for revenue would be a
discrimination against *lave product* and would Inure to tbe
protection ot Dominican free labor. It fa not too much to

' expect that St Domingo might be developed Into a powerfulState, which, by the inevitable laws of trade, would make
¦lave labor In tbe neighboring lalanda unprofitable, and, by
the spread of it* ideas, leaner tbe wboie slave and caste
systems odious.

The Commissioners, of course, felt a deep Interest in the

experiment of self-government which the blacks are trying
In ilayti. They certainly wished it all success. Tbey could
not understand how any new and close relations
between SL Domingo and tbe United States could
affect that experiment otherwise than favorably. Tbey
felt that it would be unjust to our government lo tup.
po*e that it contemplated any action iniurlou* to
it. They had too much faith In tbe ylrtue
of our Institutions to donbt that the form
established ef similar institution* In a neighboring land must
act favorably upon republicanism and procres* In Haytl.
The only force to be exerted would be a moral one.the force
of example. They knew of no valid claim which Haytl had
agaiust 4t. Domingo nor of any light* or Interests which
could be endangered by the extension of our Institutions over
tbe eastern end of the icland. Nevertheless tbey desired to
give to the government and to intelligent citizen* an
opportunity or stating their views. Moreover they desired,
in the most friendly spirit, to make the same observations
snd study of liavti and Its Inhabitants as tbey bad made or
the Dominican republic. Tbey Intimated to the President and
hts Council tbelr disposition and desires. They itated even
that they would he glad to be put lr tbe way of ascertainingwhat were the claim* of Haytl upon St. Domingo, and what
were the view* and wishes of the Havtlen people with re-
¦peet to any changes that might be brought about tn the
neighboring republic, but they received no encouragement
to punue tbelr Inquiries. Tbey aeked verbally, and through
our Minister in writing, 'or permission to explore tbe Interior
or the island, but thl* was met in a spirit equivalent to a
refusal. Tbey oontonted themselves, therefore, with tak¬
ing such testimony and gathering such Information
upon matters bearing upon the question ot annexation a*
they could, without giving offence. In reviewing the wbole
field or their investigations, looking to the interests or both
division* or tbe isles'*, they are flrmly persuaded that the
annexation of St. Domingo to the United States would beI hardly less beaedotal to tbe Haytien than to the Dominican
people. This benefit would arise.first, from tbe examplewhich would doubtless be afforded or a well re¬
gulated, orderly and prosperous State, the great need
or that part or the world, and which It has a* yet
never seen. A second and more direct bsnetlt would
arise from the equitable establishment or a boundaryline between tbe French speaking and tbe Spanith speakingnations upon that islsnd, and Its guarantee by a strong
power. Thl* would end the sxhsnatlng border warfare,
which ha* been one or the greatest curies ot Haytl as well
as of St. Domingo, anJ would enable both to devote tbelr en¬
ergies, thenceforward to the education of their people, and
to the development of their resource*.

St. Loos, April 8, 1871.
Nearly accurate returns from all the precinct* of

the city give Brown (dera.), for Mayor, 2,053 majo¬
rity. The majorities for the other candidates on the
ticket range from 1,375 to 8,325. Of the 12
aldermen elected 10 are democrat*. who, with
two holding over, win make the City Council a tie.
The total vote Is leas than 20,000, out of a registra¬
tion of over 28,ooo. The Democrat this morningattributes the defeat of ihe republicans mainly to

The
reason given la that the naual annual emigration of sailors
from Eastern seaports to the Western laksa and rivers is
following the opening of navigation in thoae waters, and
thus that shipmasters are experiencing much difficulty in
making up their crews. Of oourse the seamen, badgered and
kicked about as a football on the ocean, in many eases by
captains whose hearts are harder than flint, oatch at better
wages and lighter work whenever presented, and In many
casee accept leaser sums rather than submit to arduous du¬
ties and the storms of the ocean. We are Informed that sev¬
eral masters hars besn oompelled to send to Boston within
the paat fortnight for aeamen to complete their quotas, and
during this time two or more ehlos have been detained In tha
bay for the same reaaon. Tha Fourth and Seventh wards of
this city, where the greater number of seamen's boarding
houses are to be found, are now almost deserted by mari¬
ners. With the exception of steamboat handa and coasting
men few sailors are to be found In their usual haunts. The
wagea at this port for seamen are aa follows:.To ail ports to
the eastward of the Cape of Good Bope, 928 per month, and
two months advance ; to the westward of Capo Horn, the
same; to the Mediterranean, South America and Weat In¬
dies, $28 per month, and 980 advance; to Europe, Ac. 930
per month, and one month's advance; foreign vessels, 9*
per month ; coasting voyages, 9>6 to $40 per month and no
advance. This is a slight advance over previous rntes, tho
Increase having taken place during the preaent scarcity.
