SERVICES AT ST. PETER'S Cnifttfil.

Ihe Passion and Death oi I.'S;rist.Discourse
by Father N intent.

At the ten o'clock mass yesterday at St. reter's
Roman Oat hollo church, in Barclay street, the Rev.
Father Nugent, of Liverpool, preached the sermon
of the day. On opening his discourse the reverend
gentleman said:.The Church on this day, like a

grief-stricken spouse, sits at the foot of the
cross and calls upon her children to witness
the sorrow which transfixes her heart. Her
sacred rites and ceremonies are broken and inter¬
rupted, the altar Is stripped of its ornaments, the
sanctuary is laid bare, the mournful chant and
every word of the sacred office bespeak the abyss or
suffering and sorrow of the crucifixion. While tho
outward world moves in its ordinary groove, un-
miudful or despising the anniversary or Christ's
death, while men are just r.s intent on busi¬
ness, politics or pleasure, tne Church, clothed
in the gjrb of . mourniuar, with tears upon her
checks, reveals to the world from Calvary's heights
the mystery of the passion and death of Jesus. I
need not dwell upon the touching incidents of the
Last .supper or the Incomprehensible gift.the
New and Eternal Testament, which was
then given to the Apostles. Rather let
us follow Jesus with His turee chosen ones
beyond tne brook of Cedrou into that garden where
the second Adam make; reparation lor'tne sin oi tne
iir-t in i lie Garden oi Eden. He retired a little from
Bis Apostles ana began to pray, wnen there feu to
the ground, as it were, a stream flowing noni His
sacred newt, it Is the first outpourtug oi His blood
which will ue shed in lull measure.

with lis punishment Is cast upon illin, and like a
robe covers ilim. Sin upon the .Son of God? Sin
could not touch His divinity, but It entered through
His humanity.

Lonstli of Trotting Tracks.
The trotting meetings throughout the conntry be¬

gin next month, and it will be a matter of much
interest to tho owners of horses to kuow tho precise
length of cacn track on which their trotters will be
engaged. For the information of horse owners and
the public generally who take an interest in the trot-
tlug horse and who keep records of time made
over the various tracks in the country, we
would suggest to tlis National Association
that a competent ctvll engineer be appointed
to visit all the tracks that are governed by
the rules of the Association and take their measure
three feet from tha pole. All associations not hav«
lng tracks that are a lull mile or a full half mile
should either bo ruled out of the National Associa¬
tion or be compelled to make their tracks the right
lengths. Mauy horses have made fictitious reputa¬
tions by trotting on tracks that are not a full mile.
Some of the associations in the country engage their
own engineers and get certificates to suit them¬
selves; but it should b? the duty of the National
Associailon to attend to this Important matter und
have tho lengths of all tue tracks published lor the
enlightenment or all parties interested. Were all
trotting tracks of the same iengrh the associations
liavlug tuo fastest would receive the greatest patro¬
nage, as ail men owning cuppers wouiu enter
tticin where the greatest chance would be to beat
2:11 We call the attention of Mr. Aiuasa Sprajrue,
the ^resident of the National Trotting Association,
to the above suggestions, with he hope mat he may
at once see the necessity of getimg national engi¬
neers to do national work, and not receive as au¬
thentic the measurement* made by proprietors or
agents of the several tiacks. in this wajrouly can
we obtain toe correct record of a horse's perform¬
ance and protect ihe public.

TWENTY BUILDINGS CONSUMED.

Weed, Parson ft Co.'b Mammoth Printing Housa
Destroyed.Loss Over Half a Million Dol¬

lars.A Fire . an Burned to a Cinder.

[From the Albany Evening Journal, April 7.1
One or lbe most disastrous Area tint ever visited

our cliy broke out this iiiornlnj?, a liUle before
five o'clock, in the ui per story.the electrotype
roo.ii. of Weed, l'arson .ir Co.'s large printing
establishment on Columbia street. The flame*
spread with fearful rnpidit", and neiore they
could be stayed the ureal building and us entire
contents, aud all the adjacent stores and dwellings
on liroadvvay and Van Tromp street, wero reduced
to a mass oi burning ruins. From live to eight
o'clock the dlflercnt steamers fought th. ii reientieu
opponent with all possible energy aa i aeieradna-
llou. In ''.roadway, Van Trotuii and Coluinoia
streets steady aud powerful si reams were
shot Into clio masses of flames, an J
alter three hours' hard wori: a limit wan put to the
devastation. As soon a* it became evident Unit, there
was no farther danger of tlie spread of the lire,
tin 'so living in the neiiruborbood of the burn d dis¬
trict, thauKful i*r their own osc.i pe, turoed with
ready sympathetic nearts and willing hands todo
what ther cjuld to help those tur ed out ot iiousj
and homo, nnd wnose property, resetted Irom tlie
(ire, was scattered here uiul there over tlie side¬
walks.
The burned district presents a most torlorn and

pitiful look. t\alls st.indimr here aud titero, in
ragged aud begrl.nmed .state, loom out from amid
the dingy smoke of burning embers, while the lolly
cuimue/ stack or the ruined printing establish¬
ment.all that is left intact.seems to staud as a
monument erected to commemorate the desolation
of which It is the centre and Mirvlvor,

Shortly before five o'clock iliis morning a police¬

man iromg hia rounds discovered flames bursting out
of 0110 01 the windows of tlie tlltli (or ton) story of
the printing ho.ise. He at once made the lact known
to Hie night w.itcnnian oi iheestablistiinent. who was
in tlie counting room, aud tiuu sounded a general
alarm. The watchman proceeded to the tilth story, ;.nd
found that the lire was to work at the electrotype
room. In tills room there was a small stove, uiid it
is supposed tne fire originated irom it. Tne alarm
was immediately communicated over the citv, and
the various .steamers, firemen and a vast con-
course ol citizciw were at once assembled ready to
work with might nnd main to suppress the names
aud save the great building from serious damage,
llut their best eiforts were in vain. In spite of su¬
perhuman eliorts the fire

the first story contained the several offices, count¬
ing room, shipping room with press room in rear,
containing over thirty presses, and engine room.

So Irresistible was
the fury of the fire, so impetuous was its force,
that in less tnan an hour alter the first alarm was
sounded the vast building was reduced to a mass
of burning, smoking walls that fell from time to
ttmo with the noise of t: under. Tlie books of the
concern, valuables from the safe, and most of the
law, medical, legislative and miscellaneous vo, times
issued by tne house were removed m safety from the
first, floor to the Dojivau House and other places in
the neighborhood, but with these exceptions it was
found impossible to save anything cLse irom the sud¬
den ruin.

The huge volume of flame from the building or
Weed, Parsons A Co. was so Intense, and threw Its
heat so far that it drove even the itremen from
tlu-ir labors, ami the spectators, who completely
blocked up Broadway, were compelled to seek
cooler and more congenial posts of observation.
In consequence the lire rapidly ran alonir, en¬
veloping tno building adjoining, No. 60s, occupied
by Hank «. Graves as an electro-plating establish¬
ment, and it too fell Into the embraces of the con¬
suming element. Mr. Graves was insured for $1,000
on stock, in the Albany City Insurance Company;
but his loss will not exceed $:t00, as nearly all his
stock was removed in time. This building was also
owned by Mr. Tappen, whose loss on buildings will
be about $S,0"0.
The uext building adjoining on the north, No. 610,

was also a Irame building, story and a hall high,
and was occupied by William H. Kany as a restau¬
rant. He lost nearly everything, and estimates
his his loss at $1,500, which is fuiiy covered by in¬
surance.
The building adjoining, also frame, No. 612, was

occupied by itichard lirown, as a crockery store,
and owned oy Mr. James Devlin. Mr. H's stock was
almost totally destroyed, lie estimates his loss at
about $9,oou, and has an insurance or between

Burning of tbe Western Female College at
Oxford, Ohio.Narrow Escupe of the Ia>
inatea.A Lsnp for Ufe.Three Young La¬
dies Seriously Injured.

Cincinnati, April 7, 1871.
The Western Female College, at Oxford, took fire

this morning in the bakery about ten o'clock, and
with the exception of the walls, which yet stand,
was completely destroyed. All tho yonng
ladles are accounted for. Three students,
who escaped from the second and third
story windows, were seriously injured.
Some had presence or inlnd to tie sheets together
and let themselves down from the windows, others
jumped from the scuoud story. Home of the pro¬
perty In the lower part of the building was saved.
Many or the young ladies lost all their personal ef¬
fects in their rooms, There is about $80,wo Insu¬
rance ou tiie building though not covering the loss.
The destruction oi the e llUce is r pu die calamity, as
It was one of the most prominent female educa¬
tional institutions in the West.
Tnere were 175 persons lu i he building at the time

ol the catastrophe. During the early morning hours
the viba^e presented a sorrowful spectacle, soute ot
the young girls having lost nearly everything in the
shape ot clothing, will o otaers were wandering
about wlili a sc.mty supply or apparel, wltn no
relations to sympathy > with tlieiu, and almost
wholly dependent on comparative strangers lor
board and iodLrin<% The liberality of the place was,
however, equal to the occasion.
