the floral decorations of the Church of the Diviuo
Paternity yesterday.

His remarks were based upon Matthew xxvlit.,

a."He is not here; for He is risen as He said. Come
see the place where the Lord lay." When we arrive,
be satd, at the fact here proclaimed, we shall be
able to understand the significance qf the descent
down the Mount of Olives, which was made the sub¬
ject of consideration last Sabbutti. That dark way
was tUe way of victory, and the crown and the
oroae of Infamy were the crown and throne of joy
and triumph. This fact is either the greatest of
facta or the most stupendous of mistakes ever re¬
corded and perpetuated. It is the greatest of faots
or the greatest 01 suppositions. ft is not partly
hypothesis aud partly fact; it must be wholly true
or wholly talse. If false It dislocates the New Testa¬
ment as an historical record. To be sure the truths
which Jesus spoko would abide and still maintain
their lntriuaic authority, but they would only be like
the truths of Plato, or Cicero, or Confucius, or
Socrates. They would afford uo reason why we
should be Christlau more than Plutonian or Confu¬
cian. it we part with tuts fact

WI PAST WITH KVKKTTH1NO.
The ar* in which humanity uas enshrined Its treas¬
ures Becomes loose Umber and .floats aw.iy, we
Know not whither. Tne resurrection of Jesus is the
radical fact ol Christianity. The character of Jesns
might stand without It, but what is it ? It lives on
the same page the rcsuircciion, and if the autho¬
rity of the one lalls so must the other. And if we
accept the life and character of cnrlst fu all its ful-
nesa and beauty we cannot long consistently resist
the doctrine 01 th» resurrection. Any man who ac-
copts the personality of Christ as real must accept
the resurrection also. The christian world then ac-
cepts this as

and the empty lomh, mat ail the powers of the soul
may l»c st rred Mtliln us. Kot only Is tills the or-
iranic lact of Cbristianltv; It agrees also with the
Instincts and consciousness or our own nature.
"Why niouid it bethought a thing incredible that
God should ralsi; tbe dead If it Is not
a thing incredible, then the argument for n
luture life u per:ected lu the resurrection of the
Lord Jesus chi ist. The arguments for a future life
drawn from the analogies ol nature are old. For
1,000 years men have round nothing new in them.
They come spontaneously to the mind, and agree as
well with tbe oldest philosophy as with modern

in the resurrection of Chris', nor in the authenticity
01 the Bible. He would put Paul's question again to
every thinking mail, Why should it be thought in¬
credible that (iod should raise the dead 1 What for¬
bids the existence of a future life for man, ex¬
cept that it has not fallen tn with our experi¬
ence ? It mar be reasonable for us to say
that we don't know the fact because
no one nas ever come back to tell us of that future
life: but U does not form a cood reason for rejeotlng
the possibility of aucli evidence. Then the marvel-
lousuess of the resurrection is alleged against it.
Rnt can we stand up and say that anything Is too
wonueruil? Old you, asked the Doctor, ever stop
to tiunlc of the wondrous mechanism of yonr own
exist< nre.how the blood circulates tn your veins.'
If rou have, then you must stand appalled und
amazed before it. The Doctor further illustrated
tuis thought by the human eye, tlio seed dropped
Into tue ocean, the wires of which sing its re¬
quiem, and the unfolding beauty of one of the flow-
era besldu htm.

Mankind Superior t* the Bonds »f Death
froTed by the Itesarrectloa.Nernon by the
Iter. Mr. Hepwertb.
The usual large crowd of worshippers assembled

at this handsome temple yesterday to honor the fes¬
tival of Easter and listen at the same time to the
inspiring voice of their beloved pastor, the Rev. tfr.
G. H. Hepworth. At the appropriate portion of the
service Mr. Hepworth proceeded to deliver the ser¬
mon. He took his text from John xx., 1."The stone
taicen away from the sepulchre." He said for the flrst
time in the history of man the door of the tomb was
opened that the dear daylight of faith might stream
In and dissipate Uie gloom that has always hung
over a grave. Death Itself was robbed or its terrors
and crowued with glory. The sorrow of a separa¬
tion which many had taught was eternal, and which
the whole world leared and dreaded, was changed
into a belief in the immortal life, and a new page in
the religions history of man was turned. That stone
was the largest stone that has ever been roiled
away from the gloomy resting place of

MBN'S DOUBTS AND WOMEN'S BROKEN HEARTS,
and none but an angel's might could have accom¬

plished It From that hour our hope of another
life nan become a certal nty ; and we never say goodby
without feeling that at some time and somewhere we
shall meet again. I cannot measure the importance
of the doctrine ol the resurrection in the experience
of the raoe. It la tue capstone to the arch of onr re¬
ligion. It gives finish and perfection to all
religions teaching. WltUout that our doctrine.
the preacher's voice.is heard In vain; and
his eloquence, ax he tries to draw men
away from tne world and concentrate them to
a lite of self-denial and sacrifice, is but so much
empty air. Give me the doctrine of immortality, and
notuing else, and l can convert the world, i can
warn the bad, I can cheer the good, l can change
every sorrow into a divine joy, and 1 can

or confidence and trust. Give me the whole Chris¬
tian creed without that dogma and mv lips are
sealed, and a curtain is drawn before the race of
God that I cannot see him; mv heart Is chilled, and
I cannot preach, for I have no word or warn¬
ing for guilt, and no word of cheer for the
taint. Tuo stone that was rolled away
from the scpuichre Is the corner stone
or the whole Christian Church or all denominations.
Nay. more than that, even; It Is the basis or public
morality and or private virtue. Yon will not m
surprised, then, wnen 1 say that only a direct act of
revelation, a supernatural act on the part of the
Almighty, could have so fixed it In the religious con¬
sciousness of mankind that it wonld become the im>
pulse of all luturc agos. The old philosophers, in
tneir profoundest reveries, "guessed," and the great
mass of the people "hoped;" but the guess ana the
hope changed to certainty only wnen the Lord
showed that He.and therefore we.was superior to
the bonds or death; that He could Durst them
asunder and stand transfigured before a worship¬
ping world.

bat leaves room for doubt. It tries to prove It trne,
but we a re all filled with a dread lest there may prove
to be a broken link In the ohaln of evidence. And the
rear that It may not be true overtops the hope that
It Is.

Behold the angels,
lu garments whiter than snow, sltnnir by the
tomb. They have come here to lend their testi¬
mony to the resurrection. What a difference there
Is between the epitaph of Jesus and that of any
great proud man of toe world The pious woman
who came first to the tomb where Jesus had laid
proclaimed that He was risen and was not there.
The epitaph of the great man proclaims that here
lie his remains. In the very embrace of death
Christ show* his Immortality. When Jesus was
crucified the Jews nod la rear, but when they heard
that He was risen they rushed with impetuosity to
see Him and ascertain

thb Tacrn or the TRimm.
Christ's words of promise were remembered; the
Jews hasten and realise. With resumed fortitude
they spread the news of the resurrection. They
appear before the tribunals ana now accuse those
wlin hail persecuted Him. It Is believed every¬
where that Jesus is risen, and rrom Jerusalem to
every part of the world the tidings a r? carrion. Hut,
as H the case in regard to every Important event,
there were some tooontradlct the truth. There were
Jews who sought to resist the indisputable veracity
o( the witnesses. These unbelievers endeavored to

BRISK THE GUARDS
who had beeu watching the tomb, and asked them
to swear that, while tney were sleeping, i tie stone
had been rollea away and Christ's body taken out.
Christ had performed many miracles before His
death, lie had healed the sick, given speceli to tlio
dumb and sight to the blind, even to those who were
born blind, and he had rawed the dead to lire. But
Kilns and Moses and the prophets had performed
miracles. Here, In the tomb where Jesus dead was
placed was performed the greatest of miracles; for
Jesus raised Himself from the dead. Tliev bad
asked a sign of Him In piftof that He was tlio Son or
God. He told them about Jonas, as the prophet
ban written, and by tuts answer conveyed to them
that His body should remain three days In the grave.
Did not Jesus announce to His disciples before going
to Jerusalem tuat He would l>o scourged and pat to
death, ana that on the third day after he died he
should arise f it is m vain to attempt to refuto the
resurrection or divinity of Jesus; for 011 it depends
the dogma of divine truth, which Is the truth of His
holy Church. Lest It might ever be Impugned or
disregarded, the apostles made it an article or faith
as a mystery. We rest our holy reltgiou
on this rouudation. This is the triumph
of Christian ralth. The Church Is not the
organization or men. It is the child of Jesus. And
from the resurrection of our Saviour let us learn that
we shall all arise to immortality. It would be idle
to prove the resurrection as an abstract truth. It Is
Incumbent on us to make tbe dogma effectual, for
He came on earth to be our model, to encourage us
by the example of His life. Bis life and death we
know. Bor bis power extendi

and here rests that warning which suonld guide us.
is it not rational that the body of Jesus should rise
from the graver It participated In the holiness of
Bis lire. And here, from analogy, we should reflect
that as our lives are now so shall the condition of
our bodies be hereafter.

It Is,
therefore, of Infinite Importance to take care lest the
evil ol onr lives leads ua to perdition.

The announcement- of William Berge's celebrated

.'Paschal Mass," with full chorus and orchestra,
drew such a congregation.all religions denomina¬
tions beiug represented.to tne little church of the
Jesuits as has seldom been seen there. The mass
was performed by the following soloists:.Miss
Teresa Werneke, soprano; Miss Mary Werneke,
contralto; Slgnor Tamaro, tenor, and Slgnor Bacelii,
basso. There was also a large, well trained
chorus, a brass quartet, tympant, cym¬
bals and bells, under the direction or Mr.
Eben and the composer, not only at the
organ, but acting as conductor of all. Of the entire
mass we think the Kyrie Is the most remarkable and
effective number. The bells produce a singular Im¬
pression in the accompaniment. We hare spoken
of this artistic and ingeniously constructed work
frequently, but it was never given with such spirit,
unanimity ef expression and perfection of ensemble
before as on the great festival yesterday. It Is dra¬
matic In every sense of the word, giving a vivid
musical photograph of eac*i ot the sublime passages
of the sacred text. The inuslc, also, strongly leans
towards the Italian school, becoming in some in¬
stances operatic In its flowing melody and florid
treatment. The solos are also very long and ela¬
borate and excessively trying on the
voice. The soprano part is as fatiguing
as a prima donna's r')1e in an opera,
and Miss Teresa Werneke succeeded In li to an ex¬
tent such as lew church singers could hope for.
The ducts (or soprano and alto, which are pro¬
fusely scattered through tho worn, were rendered by
both sisters In it fantttess manner. Two or three
quartets In the Credo were Mendelssohulan in
character and served as an admirable foil to the
florid brilltnncv of the other parts. Tne mass Is In¬
deed the work ot a great and conscientious musi¬
cian and should be neard In the concert hall, rendered
by some ot our vocal societies. The organ accom¬
paniment of the composer was one of the chief
features of the work. At the ortertory an "Alle-
liva," by Lambilloiie, orchestrated and ar¬
ranged by Iierge was sung. The arrange¬
ment was made the night, before, and evinced
ability of h very high order. Tamaro was in splen¬
did voice, and Racdli sang well, notwithstanding a
cold and hoarseness, in the evening vespers were
given, in which Berge's unequalled "Regina Ooeli"
was introduced. It would be difficult to match the
Easter services given by the choir and organist of
St. Francis Xavler's.
The costly decorat ton or the church was in keeping

with the music. The tabernacle and Hie altar of
the Blessed Virgin were Illumined with numerous
tapers and covered with the choicest flowers. The
interior wore a most Impressive aspect; an air of
solemnity pervaded everything. Solemn high mass
was celebrated by Rev. Father Beaudevtn, Rev.
Father caaeau acting as deacon and Mr.
Renaad sub-deacon. The sermon was preached
by the Rev. Mauritius Ronan, 8. J.,
who took ror his theme the Gospel or the day. Ac¬
cording to the Apostle Paul, said he, the resurrec.

The celebration of Christ's resurrection was con¬

ducted in old Trinity with great solemnity and
pomp, the generosity or members of the congrega¬
tion supplying an abundance of the rarest
and most beautiful flowers to decorate the
altar. The appearance of the church was im¬
pressive in the extreme, as the mallow
golden light from the stained yellow winnows
streamed In from the east, softening and relieving
the sombre lines of the edifice. On either side of
the steps leading np to the ohancel was placed a
small conservatory of the richest and most beauti¬
ful flowers; white, red and pluk rose trees lent fra¬
grance and color;

Sl'OTLKSS LIMES,
tlie emblems of pnnty, and pink lilies, like maul-
eu's blushes, had been borne by gentle hands and
pure hearts as offerings of love and hope. An im¬
mense bouquet lined the baptismal font; from the
beak of the bronze eagle, which serves as a book
stand, there hung a half . moon, with a
small red cross In the centre, all wrought
In red, white and pluk roses. Owing to the dark¬
ness ot the chanqel a number of wax tapers were
lighted, and two candelabra placed ou either side of
the altar. In the centre of the Altar, and a fonde,
stood a beautiful cross, about three feet hteh, rormert
of white roses, and having a crown marked in red
ro.sos lu the middle of the arms of the cross.
On either side of the foot of the cross was placed a
magulficcat bouquet oi red, white and pink roses.
Above the cross, at some distance, Was placed an
lmnienso white irn i:orieIle, with greeu centre, upon
which appeared a triangle ol red roses, and within
tue triangle a small cross of white rose*.

formed in tue vestry, and a very pratty effect was
produced by the acolytes chuuniiug the Drocesslonal
hvmn. While vet tliey were In the vestry the sounds
came to the cougregation as though the procession
were afar oil; tue door swung open aud the pro¬
cession moved Into tne chancel, still smiting tlio
hyinu, "Jesus Christ is risen to-duy." As (hey filed
into their places in the chancel aud the reverend
celebrants took their places ocfore the altar, tho
choir took up the hymn uud flooded the
church with harmonious rcjoiclng that Christ
had rlseu. On the conclusion of the hyuin
the Rev. Mr. Denniston intoned the psalm,
"Open me the gates of righteousness, that 1
may go into them an l give tliauiu unto the Lord,"
and the band and choir burst out with the Introlt.
Amid strains of music aud perfume of flowers, na¬
ture's sweetest Incense, the prayers of Ihe faithful
ascended to the throne of the Eternal, and those who
had placed perishable lilies and roses on Uod's altar
came to offer the more precious flowers of the hoarc
at the throne ot the Redeemer.
After the inlrolt the lame instrumental band

played with great spirit and effect Haydn's First
Mass, a Joyous harmony well in keeping with this
day or rejoicing, After the Niceue Creed had been
sung the Rev. Dr. Vinton mounted the pulplr, ami,
taklug his text from the Romans, delivered the ser¬
mon on the mystery commemorated in the festival.
"Knowing that Christ, belug raised from the dead,
dleth no more; death hath no more dominion over
Him.

that. Christ hud risen from the dead? He said tuat
four proofs were necessary:. First, the fact must be
cuguisable by tne senses and, and witnesses or a re¬
liable character must be forthcoming to prove them;
secondly, the fact must be creditable; thirdly,
monuments most have been erected to them at tne
tunc or tbelr occurrence, and, fourthly, it must be
maintained by monuments continued without inter-
mission. All these conditions were rullllied in the
resurrection of Christ It has always been acknow¬
ledged at all times and by every generation. The
doubts or St. Thomas put it beyond question that
