DESPERATE FIGHTING OS SATURDAY.

There was desperate fighting around Paris on

Saturday. Fort VaMrlen and the advanced batteries
of the Army of Versailles steadily bombarded Porte
Maillot, their sbells falling In the Champs Elys&s.

ENGAGEMENTS SOUTH OP PARI8.

An engagement took place at Vhlejulf, and there
were skirmishes at Bergneux and Biliancourt. All
the southern forts have resumed firing. TUe gov¬
ernment forces are saining ground In front of
Uontrouge and Blcfitre. A decisive struggle is ex¬

pected at the gates of the city.
GUNBOATS AND SIEGE QUNS EN ROUTE.

A (1 otilla of gunboats has been sent lrom Havre
up the Seine to assist in the operations against
Paris. Siege guns have also been despatched from
Havre to Cherbourg for an attack on the forts occu¬
pied by the insurgents.

M. THIERS AVERSE TO FK1HTINO.
It is reported that M. Thiers is averse to forcing an

entrance Into Paris oy fighting, and that lie prefers
to reduce the city by investment.

Phelps la grateful remembrance. She cornea as a

ministering' angel, C healing halm in her nand,
faith in her soul, love In heir heart and a hope begot-
teu of reason on Her Up*. bue has borne some heavy
cross that the crosses of others may be lighter. The
.ad experience of one is the solace of many. The
desire to do good In her generation almost amounts
to a passien with Miss Phelps, who forgets the art
of writing in her eagerness to bring aboat reform.
And now, with this noble woman's three books be¬
fore us. we are forced to ask wnether Miss
Phelps is not injuring herself and her subjeou
by hasty expressions of opinion on very
profound subjects; for when a young author'* first
book is his best, U becomes a question whether ho
is not writing too fast tor mental digestion. In
"Gates Ajar" Hiss Phelps produced a remarkable
book, remarkable becaose she gave to a grim, ortho¬
dox religion all the beauty and nearness which has
long been the consolation of Swedenborgians and
Spiritualists. She robbed death of its terrors and
gave to grief so tender a sympathy as to oause sor¬
row-laden men and women to close tho book with
a "God Mess her" upon their Hps. For neart,
"Gates Ajar" is incomparable; for art, it is faulty.
Occasionally there is an exhibition of flippancy
that, with more care, might have been avoided.
Worse, however, is a wrong relationship between
aero and heroine. Tne loves of Mamie and Ray
are neither sisterly nor brotherly. They are as much
beyond the affection of consanguinity as the light
and warmth of the sun exceeds that of the moon.
Mamie and Ray are nothing more nor less than
lovers, and to make them anything else is as unnatu¬
ral as it la inartistic ; nothing, however, that is un¬
natural can be artistic. Much as sisters may love
their brothers they are not defiant, heartbroken at
their deccase. "lie was an Inexorable mystery who
took Ray from me to lose him in the glare oi an in¬
exorable heaven. He is a Father who knew better
than that we should be parted for a while, but He
only means It to be a little while. Ue is keening
him for me to find in the flash of some summer
morning, on which I shall open my eyes no less
natnraily than I open tnem on June sunrises now."
This is the love that passeth all understanding.
It is the love that leads Mamie to a llie
of singleness. Miss Phelps made a mistake, which
is palpable to the airiest reader; but there is no mis¬
take in the lesson learned from "Gates Ajar".a
lesson that will give vitality to the book for many
years, "hedged In," published in 1870, one year
after "Gates Ajar," fails to show growth in Miss
Whelps, either as artist or thinker, principally, we
believe, because of haste In its composition. Nobly
espousing the neglectcd cause of unfortunate wo¬
men, Miss Phelps has told a touching story that
brings tears to tho eyes, but, alas! leaves hope
beblud; hence it throws no light upon the darkest
problem of the age. Sue takes a young, Ignorant
girl, who Knows no difference neiween virtue and
siu, makes her the mother or an illegitimate child,
causes her to become un outcast, at last fluds
a kind home ior her, where she leads the llfo of a
saint, kills off her baby and finally kills her off too,
as the only meaus of disposing o( her. Angel as
she is, there Is no room for her In this world;
stie must go to the next. Ihls is poor consolation to
miserable, struggling women. "Go and sic no
more," says the Saviour. "Go and repent and then
die," Is the moral of "Hedged in." Society is in¬
tolerant enough, Heaven knows, of erring women,
but given such a character as Miss Phelps has
drawn, we believe that there is no village, however
Puritanical, In which, under similar circumstances,,
she could not live down her past life. We know of
a case whero this has occurred. Though
a prominent member of an orthodox
churcn, the woman Is In no way the
lovely creature depleted by Mus Phelps. "I find,
no satisfaction In 'Hedged In,' Bays a teacher of
abandoned women with a sigh. 1 cannot give It to
my poor women. It is not the book we .need. There
la no comiort for tnem in It." Herein lies the mis¬
take of this book. It fa Is to answer a terrible ques¬
tion, but it shows the outrageous injustice of society
to helpless wrongdoing; and though It brings no
hope to the outcast, at least it telis a story that should
make all so-called good women think and relorm.
They need reformation quite as much as their
wretched sisters. Wo close Miss pbelp's last book,
"A Silent Partner," with mingled feelings of ad¬
miration and disappointment. Hiss Phelps, the
woman la as noble as evor; Miss Phelps, the
artist is less satisfactory than ercr ; urxl
again, we believe, because of undue speed ri
production. ,

We Bee the creed of her li.'e
In the quotation from Isaac Taylor, which she pu;n
into the month of her heroine:."To insure, there¬
fore, its large purpose of good will to man the law
of Ohrlst spreads out Its claims very far beyond the
clrole of mere pity or natural kindness, and in ab¬
solute and peremptory terms demands for the use of
the poor, the ignorant, the wretched, and demands
from every one who named the name of Christ the
whole residue of talent, wealth, time that may re¬
main after primary claims have been satisfied."
With this great law in her heart Miss Phelps has
written "A Silent Partner." It is magnificent phi¬
lanthropy In certain ways, but it is not art. It can¬
not fall to set its many reader* to thinking more
earnestly about the relations of capital and labor;
but it leaves the critical not a little dissatisfied to
see so great a subject disposed of without displaying
any reverence for artistic structure and probability.
The heroine, Perley Kelso, is a fashionable young
woman, engaged to a fashionable young man, who
trifles with life in the usual fashlonanle manner.
She lives in Boston. Her father meets with an ac¬
cidental death, and Perley Immediately gives up
city life and retires to her country home.a rather
unnatural proceeding.as Perley's grief is by no
means deep. Perley goes into tbe country in
winter, not because Perley would have done this in
real life, but because the author must get her there
In order to tell the story. A few interviews with
Slss Garth, a factory girl, transformed Perley's
whole character; and, having grown away from her
lover, Perley says to him, "If tnere is any love in
the world, Maverick, that ought to l>c Independent
of moods and master of all moods, It is the love that
people marry on. Now, I'm netther very old nor

very wise, but 1 am old enough and wise enough to
understand that It is only that part of me which
gets tired and has the blues, and minds
an easterly storm, and has the toothacne,
and wants to be amused, and wants excite¬
ment, and.somebody the other Bide of the silver
teapot.which loves you. I do not love you, Mave¬
rick Hajle." "You haven't thought how you will
miss me," exclaimed Maverick. "I shall miss you,"
replied Perley. "Of course I shall miss you, Mave¬
rick. So I should miss tne piano ir it were taken
ont of the parlor." Such being the couditlon ot

affairs, Perley Kelso does well to break tier engage¬
ment. But what does this mean? "There
Is no other man," expostulates Maverick. "No
other man," says Perley, thoughtfully (?) "could
come between you and me. I do not see now I could
ever speak of love to any other man." This sue
said with her head bent and with grave, far-reach¬
ing eyes. "A woman cannot do that thing. I mean
there's nothing In me that understands how she can

do It. I was foiid or you. 1 promised to be your
wlte. 1 do not think I could ever say that to another
man." Here is a young woman not "very wine," of

big heart and large sympathies, who tells a man

that she does not love him, that be is no more to her
than an agreeable piece of furniture, and yet de>
ciares that no other man conld come between
her and Mavorick Hayle; that the power
of loving is forever dead. We maintain
that such a position is contrary to nature. The

larger a woman's heart the greater tbe necessities
for loving. It would be well enough to indulge hi
similar language were Perley in love with one

whom she casta off as unworthy, trot the man is

nothing to her, and so we make bold to assert that
Miss Phelps is mistaken in womankind If she be¬
lieves that there ever lived a Perley Kelso. A man

made alter Perley's own heart.a man who, risen
from the poor, devotee his life to the amelioration of
tbe factory "hands" In his employ.a man who aids
Perley In all her good works, the one person who
"in ail the world comes within calling distance of
her life," "the knightly soul that her's delight to

honor," this man stands before her saying,
"I have loved you so long l My life has
not heon like that of many ihjqpiq, (

hare gtaken It hard and slowly. I have
loved you slowly and hard. Yon ought to love
me. Before God, I say yon ought to love' met"
"The fact In," nays Perley, fn her sensible everjt-oay
Voice,
.Stephen Garrtck drew breath and straightened

Mmseir. We should think no would; any young| woman who, after 1Utuning to such a desperate
avowal from a noble man, can reply in her "sensi¬
ble every day voice." "The fact Br that I have no
time to thlbfc of love and marriage; that Is a busi¬
ness, a trade by Itself to women. 1 have too much
else to do. As nearly as I can understand myself,
that is the state of the case. I cannot spare the
time for It." it's a monstrosity; a cold, heartless
woman might employ such language; a cruelly de-
oetvea woman might play such cards, but not .
woman of senslolllty An avowal of honest love
must beget a certain amount of sympathy
and kindliness with which "sensible every-day
voices" are Incompatible. And we have little faith
In that phllanthrophy, be It In men or women, which
allows no time for lore and marriage. "We have
little faith in It because it is oontrary to nature, and
when Miss Phelps speaks of Perley Kelso's "wo*
manly, wonderful suited face, opulent and warm,
begging for nothing, life brimming over at It," we
simply disbelieve In the reality of her heroine. Bel-
flsh, ambitions men and women will deliver such
speeches as are spoken by Perley Kelso. The flesh
and blood women who dedloate their Uvea to the
poor and suffering. are only too thankfhl
to And sympathetic companions and helpmeets.
True love doubles usefulness Instead of dividing
it, as Miss Phelps' book implies:."Stephen Gar-
rick, on the opposite side of the road, climbed the
hill alone. It was a late November day, a dai of
cleared heavens and bared trees. Yet he looked
about tor bright maples, and felt as if he walked
under a sealed skv, and In an unreal light of dying
leaves." Of course the llgnt is unreal. If Perley
Kelso's face were "womanly" she would be climb¬
ing the hill with this man, and would welcome the
advent of children that she might teach them to
carry on tne good work of reform when
death or age cut short her mission. There
Is no sense in the single career of Miss
Phelps' heroine; there Is some reason In Blss
Garth's decision never to taarry. She is a wretched
lactory "hand," who will not bring children into
the world to inherit the kingdom of hen. Having
taken exception to Miss Phelpa' construction of her
story, wishing that her English were less forced and
jerky, that she were less sentimental, and that her
"Silent Partner" Were more of a hook and less of a

sketch, with genuine pleasure we, turn to the reverse
of the medal. It is tine in purpose, It Is forcible in
much of Its dialogue. It la beautiful in some
of Its passing thoughts, It is dramatic tn
the description of a flood, It touclies the
tendrils of the heart. It does not settle
this matter of capital and labor but it
puts some or these laborers before us and asks
us to "weigh and consider." "In the name of Mas¬
sachusetts this Is what I've got to say," declares
liijah Mudge; "I've worked to factorios llfty-slx
years. I haven't got drunk not since I was fliteen
year old. l'vo been about as healthy, take It off and
on, as most folks, and I gu ss about as smart. I'm
a moral man, and I used to be a Methodist class,
leader. I've worked to factories flrty-six years
steady, and I'm alxty.slx year old, and in the poor-
'us." When Massachusetts and every other manu¬
facturing State can answer thu question satisfacto¬
rily people may cease to read such books as
"A Silent Partner;" not before. Miss Phelps pos¬
sesses the rare quality of making people feel, there¬
fore she is a power, for "0 'tis love, 'tis love, 'tis
love that makes the world p,o round." Let her take
time to become an artist and she will be more than
"A Silent Partner" in the great world oj letters.
