fbo reference in relation to the «0,064 shares of
Erie Railway stock claimed by the English share¬
holders Heath and Raphael to be their property
wan resumed yesterday before Mr. Kenneth G.
White, the Master appointed by iho United States
Olreott Oonrt to conduct this most important
inquiry.
Mr. Southmayd appeared for Heath and Raphael

and Mr. Morgan for tho Erie Hallway Company.
Hie proceedings yesterday were exceedingly In¬

teresting ana threw considerable lljjht upon tho
manner In which the affairs oi Erie, in regard to

registration of Blocks and tlie issue of shares, have
been hitherto conducted.
At the opening of the case Mr. Southmayd ac&ed

If tho books lor whloh an order of tlio Court was yes¬
terday issued were now produced.
Mr. Uorgau replied tnat they were not, Mr. Hil¬

ton, who bad charge of theui, not having been regu¬
larly subp.pnaed.

'the Master remarked that the order bad 'ieen
Issued through the company's counsel.
Counsel said he had no oontrol over the. uoo^s, and

feo wished It to bo understood that the tine Corn-
puny old uol decline lo produce them.

EXAMINATION HKSITMKO.
John A. Hilton testified .1 h.tve been employed In

the o.Hee of tho Erie Kail way Company us transfer
clerk for ten years; had charge of tlie transfer books
up to wiihiu a week ago; since that time I have not
.con tiiem; I havo also charge or mat¬
ters connected with the registration of stock
in the Farmers' Loan and Trust company.

Q. What did your company furnish as the basis or
registei ? A. Three duplicates of certificates, show¬
ing tho stock then outstanding, with the number of
shaivtt embraced In oach certificate.

{.), Have you furnished to tho Farmers' Loan and
Trust Company since that time a record of t»ny ad¬
ditional stock to that which was embraced in the
first list ? A. Notice was given to them of the issue
of 6,00c, 00(1.

Q. Is that the only new Issue or stock that has
been made since the opening of the Farmers' Loan
and Irust Company < a- 1 cannot well answer that
question without my books,

Q. Uo you recoiled as a ma'.ter or fact whether,
besides the new issue of 0,00 t.OO- since the opening
oi the Farmers Lo.m and Trust Company, there bus
been any enlargement, of tlie shares of the ftne
Company? A. To answer tnat; quesi ion I shall have

Q. What was tho amount of tnat enlargement?
A. Three millions; tuat uiust have oeou some tiuie
in December or January last.

Q. Do you recollect the transaction of tho transfer
of stock which liud been leli at tli»; onice of the lirle
Company by Mr. Von Hodman, on behaU of Heath &
Raphael, to James il. Coleman, receiver appointed
by tlio Court? A. I do; 1 first saw those ceri Ideates
on tue d tv they were transierred to the receiver;
the unpaid certificates were tuen placed on tho
sale by me. and they remained therefor two or three
mouths in my charge; the trumuers to the receiver
were ail made in a single book; the transfer book
was closed on the 17th of February, 1870, and re¬
mained clwed until after tho transaction: they
were reopened on the l.itli of October, 1870, tne day
after the election; in registering in the Farmers'
Loan and Trust company the owner of stock Is re¬
quired to present tho certificates at my oUlce for
examination: if correct we give ft pertylcate to the
clerk oi the Fantiere' LoAti .Hid TrusC company by
the owner of lie certificate; I was not in town at
the lime the 00,000 shares were icitat the onjee of
Ihe company, ann I ain Tiot awari that Mr. Harris
had an : duty to perlorin in fiat respect.

Q, was not Mr. Hums in the habit of receiving
certificates lor examination us a stop preliminary to
their registration 1 A. Ho was not; tils receipt of
.0,Ooo shares was an exception to the usual rule; I
am not aware that Mr. Harris had anytiuug to do
Wjth Hie traaaltr of certificates to the receiver; that
was my duty, .,> .

0. TlieSS original certificates, after having re¬
mained tor several months in yonr safe, were sent to
the auditor's olllce. What was done with them thou ?
A. They were all cancelled, cither by myself or by
my brother.
Q, Was not that done at once, after tbey had

been received fiom Mr. Coleman, and new certifi¬
cates issued instead? A. 1 think not; 1 don't recol¬
lect tlie exact date of tlie cancellation; they are
gen ral y cancelled when tho transfer la mads; tho
60,000 sharc3 of Heath and Raphael were
not cancolled at the time of their transfer;
we used to scud a person named Dillon to the Far¬
mers' Loan and Trust Company with certifisates to
be cancci le '. 1 cannot say what his name is.
whether it is Billy or Johnny.

Q. if you donotsend Bit iy or Johnny who do you
.end ? A. Most any one we could get.

Q. is it uot a matter of trust to send some trust¬
worthy person with them ? A. Yea.

ti. ion would not pica np any person you would
meet for that purpose. Who do you employ in that
business? A. When we find It necessary to send to
the Trust Company, If 1 am not in to send this mes¬
senger, I generally call on the assistant secretary,
Mr. Smith, to send me a reliable person.

Q. Ilow many persons has he in bis employment
available for that purpose ?
Mr. Morgan. Is It not quite a large number?
Tne reporter heard no response to the question,

Q. Was that all done on two occasions? A. Yes,
sir.

q. Have yon any means, from boons or otherwise,
of giving liie dates on which yom «ut liiosu ..o.too
shares, and the amount sent on each day ? A. My
books would show that; I cannot tell that without
reference to my tiookw.

Q. Do you knew about when it was? A. It was
dnring the months oi December, 1870, and January,
1871.

q. By what messenger did you send them? A. I
do uot recollect.

q. Did you send any verbal or written message
with them v A. I do not tuuik I sent either; 1 do
not recollect that I directed the messenger to do
anything.(J. Was he merely to get the certificates cancelled?
A. tie was merely to taive them to the turners' Loan
and Trnst Company.

sent down those ao.ooo a..ares to the Farmers' Loan
uud Trust Company to ne registered by them with¬
out a statement that they wero issued lor some
newly created bo.ids ttie registration could not tie
made; Mr. would told mo to send a portion of the
stock, which was lu the receivership of Coleman,
down to tne Fanners' Loan and Trust Company to
be cancelled and serve as a basis of getting new
stoca issued; 1 do not recollect how he
described it ; 1 knew that those 80,000
shares had been issued for convertible bonds
from the fact that before Issuing new stock I re¬
quire soino voucher; 1 cannot state without refer¬
ence to my books wnen I first heard of this new
Issue of ;so,ooo shares being made or to be made; I
first saw those convertible bonds on the day the new
Issue was made; there were two of them; one was
for fc'2.ooo,ooo and the other for $j,oO j,000; 1 do not
recollect who filled up or drained the body of these
bonds: I do not now recollect who signed them; I
presume the bonds are In uiy oilice; I do not recol¬
lect In whose lavor these bonds are; I am not
aware that they ever wfcnt out of my office; i
do not know what particular branch of the
establishment makes convertible bonds; I do not
know who biougiit the convertible bonds to my
otlice; I would lave to refer to my books to tell 10
whom I have delivered out the 3o,o;>o shares regis¬
tered in tue Farmers' Loan aua Trust Company ; a
uor'iouol the certificates was brought buck tome
Iroui the Farmers' Loan and Trust Company and a
portion was not: it would be necessary lor me to
refer to my books beiore 1 could say whether I
tiauded any of t|iose certificates to Mr. Gould; 1 do
not remember whether i had any conversation with
Mr. Gould alter 1 sent down tho slock to be regis¬
tered in the manner 1 have testified.

Has there not been a cancellation bv the round
punch Uole of more ilian 30,000 snares? A. Not by
mo, not that 1 am aware of; 1 do not know the fact
that they all have the round punch hole through
them; I can give no explanation of the circumstance
of the round puucli hole bein<j in all of the certifi¬
cates, the pretcrre J stock Included.

».). Do you not know that fact? A. No; I do not
recollect if they were sent to the Auditor's otlice be¬
fore tho order of the Court directing tnen to be sent
to Heath and Raphael; i gave directions to have
them sent to the Auditor's office; 1 did not, to my
knowledge. consult wjili any one as to sending them
to the Auditor's office.

i<. You never Bent those certificates cf preferred
stock to the Famers' Loan to be cancelled. Did you
ever direct that to be done t Were they ever sent?
A. No, sir; l cannot tell how they came to have that
rouud pnncii hole in tuem; it was not doae by my
request or directions; the stock ledger of the com¬
pany is kept at tne tranmer office by myself and
assistant- myself and my brother: there has beeu
but oue stock ledger in use since the month of June,
1870.one of common #nd one of preferred stock; I
presume that tfock ledger Is al the transfer office,
as also the certificate books from which were
cul the certificates of the do,ooo shares;
they are m my 9fflce, or wero when 1
lu3t saw thein; 1 presume the transfer book fyr
Decehiber, 1870, and January, 1871, can be fouud in
my office; 1 keep the daily register of balances; that
would show the basis on which tuose Issues pur¬
ported to he made; that book of dally balance fa to
be 'ouad In hijf 6 Mice.
After some further testimony, as to ceitaln matters

and entries lu the books of t lie company,
Mr. Soathmayd intimated tiiat he could not further

procccd with the examination of Mr. Hilton to-day.
lie must have those books and papers referred to by
the witness, the stock ledger, the transfer book,
tne book from which the certificates of the 3i>,uo:j
shares were out, tho daily balanco, and the conver¬
tible bonds.
Mr. Morgan said there was no unwillingness on

the part of Erie to produce nooks or papers. An¬
other order, to be served upon the officials of Erie
lor th<s production of mo books and p.tpeis named,
was then nude out by tho Master, and tne further
hearing was udj lurned to Monday next.

At the time or the
service the Messrs llilton were m Jersey City, where
they were, it Is alleged, evading the process ol me
court, and evidently under the impression that a
summons from the united States Court In New York
conld not "run" on itielr side of the river. In this,
however, tliey were mistaken, as the subpoena was
nood for 100 miles from the place where it was
issued. Both of the parlies were in court yesterday,
and it will ue seen irotn tne report given above that
oue of them was subjected to a long and searching
examination.
