FIRES YESTERDAY AUD LAST NIGHT.

la Cliff Street.Loss 830,000.One of the Oc-
ciipiiuiN ofe lb Ilniidiuc Arrested fur Arson.
At five o'clock yesterday morning fire was discov¬

ered on the second floor or the four story brick build¬
ing No. 28 Cliff street, occupied by Penulman &

W ight, Importers of cutlery. The third and fourth
floors were also occupied by the abov'e Arm, whose
loss was (20,000. The first floor, occupied by Wll.
Ham Irving A Co., hardware dealders, was damaged
$10,000. The building Is owned by J. P. Hayes and
damaged about $260.
When the firemen reached the building they forced

open the front door, and found the door leading to
the second story securely fastened with a padlock.
While a portion of the firemen were forcing open
the door leading to the second floor a squad of offi¬
cers had climbed to the roof of the adjoining build¬
ing, No. 20, and, forcing open the scuttle, entered
the place, afld, In company with Deputy Fire Mar¬
shal Kelnish, made the following discovery:.The
safe In the office on the second floor was found open,
and papers of all kinds scattered over the floor.
Where the (Ire originated all traces wtre obliter¬

ated, but a little further along to the rear of the
same floor was found a pile of straw and a large
nuautlty or finely cut light wood. In the centre of
this wu.s louud a sperm candle, nearly burned tip.
On the third floor was found a similar contrivance,
fixed in a cutlery box, the candle being burned
down to within an inch an* a halt or toe socket.
Fire Marxhul Mc-'peoeu, upon investigating the
premises, was of the opinion that the place had
been set on flro, and despatched »eputy Kelnlsii
to Ami Mr. renntman, but, learning he was
in Memphis, went in search of his partner,
Wight, who, he was Informed, was out of the city
on a visit to Baltimore. Learning that Mr. Oeorge
W. Nary, of 113 prospect street, Jersey City, was a
silent, partner of did coucsrn, Marshal Romish pro.
celled to his residence and Informed him of the
Are. lie seemed very much surprised, and con¬
sented to come to this city and look urter their pro-
t>erty. As he landed on this side of the city lie was
arrested and locked up In tho Bcetman street police
station, but was subsequently removed to the police
Headquarters, where he is at present coiitiued. The
other members of the flrm havo been telegraphed
to come on to thU city at once.
From the tact of the mysterious manner In which

the candles and other Inflamable material were
found, coupled with the fact that the stock was in¬
sured for $r.5,0u0, Fire Marshal McSpeden Is of the
opinion that it wan set on fire by Nary, as he was
seen to leave tho store at half-past seven o'clock on
baturdav night l>y the night watchman and fasten
up the place.

RIOTOUS R0U3BS.
Third Warders on Their Travel*.Kicking
U| a Row with Macaroni Eaters.Two of
the "Boys" Dangerously Stabbed.

A party of about fourteen mcu were going on board
the Hoboken boat James Ramsey, on their way
from Hoboken to this city, about seven o'clock last
evening, whoa somo of the party, as alleged, spoke
Insultingly to some Italian women. The husband
of one of the latter, irritated at the remarks, began
to abuse the party, when one of them drew

a revolver and dealt him a powerful blow with It on
the right eye. Thereupon Wm, Van Riper, the bridge
tender, interfered, saying that no rows would be
tolerated there, when the same person who bad
struck the Italian sprang upon him also and struck
him In the head. Van Riper lelt to call m the polico.
Meanwhile the men went on board tbe boat argu¬
ing and quarrelling with eacb other. Considerable
excitement prevailed among tne passengers, but
before the police had time to arrive and arrest the
parties the boat bad started. Many of the passcn*
gers became alarmed for their own safety, as the row
was becoming general, and the pistol (which was
not loaded) and a knife or two were being flourished
amnnd In lively style, and

were tbe order of tlio moment. When the boat
arrived at the New York side the light was renewed
on West street with vigor. In the course of the
m£l£e two men received deep stab wounds, and *
woman from tbe crowd called out to a policeman,
"Two men have been stabbed; arrest this man"
(pointing to the Italian). Officer Molloy, of the
Third precinct, to whom the woman had called,
arrested tne lialiau and a man named John McKane.
When the prisoners were taken to the station house
the Italian refused U> complain against McKane, nor
had McKane auy charge to mako against tho
Italian. As there was no one present to make a
charge the Bergeaut had no alternative but to dis¬
charge them. (Subsequently, however, word was
brought to the station that a man named Patrick
Finn had been

in the course of the quarrel, and that one Peter
llassct had likewise b en wounded with a Knife at
the hands of the Italian. Immediately Captain
Cherry set to work, and In less tliau an hour ofllcer
Hogan had tho Italian safely captured, as well as
four o'.hers. Finn had been taken to the Park Hos¬
pital by one of his companions, named Henry llpp.Hasset proceeded to the house of Dr. Van Kleeck, in
Franklin street, where it was found that the knlie
hod

Inflicting a wound which may prove fatal, nis
coat was cut through at the shoulder, showing that
an attempt was made to stab him there also. lie
proceeded to the Park Hospital, where his wounds
were dressed. Finn received four sub wounds-
one above and one below tne heart, one in the groin
and another in tho head. The medical authorities
ot the hospital prouounco his injuries very danger¬
ous.
Tho Italian, wno was caught in a restaurant in

Broome street, near Wooster, and who is accused
with having stabbed the men, gave his name as
Frederick C'otti. He Is about twenty-six years of
age, and is of a very nervous temperament. Ho
cousemod at last point out the Individual who had

STRUCK HIM WITH THE PIHrOI,,
and when John McKano confronted him he identi¬
fied liltn as the man who nad assaulted htm.
McKane was thereupon locked up. Ho resides at
75 Koiunson street, and made no reply to the accusa¬
tion made against him. Hasset was accompanied
to his residence, 109 Washington street,
where ho remains in a precarious condi¬
tion. Henry Ui p, who resides at -ill Ureenwtch
street, and a man named Waiter Kelly were secured
by Captain Cherry to appear as witnesses in tho
case, ureat credit Is duo to tho latter gentleman,
who labored tndefatigabiy throughout the night to
work up tho caso and, if possible, to secure the
guilty parties. The wounded man Finn was tne
only snpport of an aged mother, who lives at 4vJ
Robinson street. Hasset is unman led and aoout
twenty-eight years or age. Had the Individual who
possessed the revolver among the aaug but chanced
to have It loaded, there Is little doubt but tuat it
would have been necessary to record two or three
additional murders.

A DETERMINED SU1C.0E.
At twenty minutes past two o'clock yesterday

afternoon officer Willing, of tho Twenty-ninth pre¬
cinct, discovered an unknown man stuuding at the
corner of Thirty-eighth street and Filth avenue

cutting his throat with a pocket knifo. As tho
offlcer attempted to arrest him he ran down tho
street, cutting and backing at his throat as he ran.
When ho njachcd tho corner of Thirty-eighth
street and sixth avenue ho rcll to the pavement
exhausted from the loss or blood.

Favorable Condition of Prussian Finances.
A letter, dated March 29, 1871, addressed to a

member of the German Embassy here by a promt*
nent officer of the Prussian government, contains
the rollowlng concerning the 11nances of that gov*
ernmeut:.
The question, what influence the war would have

on tne administration of finances, excited a great
deal of interest last winter, as the budget
was fixed for the year 1471. Tne sud¬
den interruption of peace in tbo ml idle of
last year created a great deal or anxiety mat a war
ol such gigantlo proportions mttfht affect disastrous¬
ly the workings of the nnaicial d partment, but,
as iu oonsequeuce ol tno uninterrupted successes of
the German arms, the conildeuce was soon re estab¬
lished in every brsncli of tne business and became,
imi£e drm every duy, all ttinse fears vanished, ami
the itoveumeut could declare already, at tiio end
of the last year, at the conferences oil finances
in tue Diet, tbat tlie Treasury, instead of
sliowlug a deficit for the year 1S7<>, as might be ex¬
pected, there were all appearances tbat ihere would
be a small surplus. Tho expectation has been re¬
alized In a very creditable manner. The balance*
struck by all the Sub-Treusurers or the kiagdoin
show for tho year l87o a surplus or about
six million thalcrs net-H.^0 ,ooo. There
can bo no cjoubt mat the success1 ul Issue of
the war ha* t>eon the cause ol this remit, an 1 it Is a
proof that finances in Prussia, us well as the whole
business community, must be on a sound basis,
when a country can snow such a large financial

- success for a year in which it was immersed in suob
a fearful war.
