In a party point of view, even If it had very many
faults. it leaves behind it, it Is true, no odor of
¦anctlty as a precious heirloom to those who aspire
to follow in tne footsteps honest legislators have
trod ; yet It has taught a lesson to the hesitating,
who belleveuthat all kinds of ends do not Jusuty tbo
means employed to carry a party measure, even
when

rob a majority of Its power. That will not soon be
Torgotten. In one tiling It has proved true to the
latter day teachings of the party to which the
greater number of its members belonged. To It all
things else were as the dust before the wind, aud
with the people who gave birth to its ruling now
ream tho question as to whether, In what It has
done, It has followed the straight way which honest,
upright men always follow. What things It really
accomplished that the people ought to be grateful
for. I leave for a future occasion to speak of;
yet I will say beforehand that what can be
eaid of It in this respect will occupy
but a very, brie! space Indeed.

THE COAL TROUBLES.

Failure of the Attempt to Reopen the Scran-
torn Mines.Attempt to Arnnse National
Prejudice* Anions the Miners.Another
E tort at Compromise.The Laborer* Ulvinc
Way.Resumption of Work In the Wyoming .

District.
bCRAKTON, Pa., April 21, 1871.

The effort ma le yesterday to have some of the
mines In this section pat Into operation proved a
failure. A few men went into slope No. 4, belong¬
ing to the Lackawanna Coal and Iron Company, bat
remained only a short time. This morning the
mine was entirely deserted, with the exception of a

single miner, who entered the mine with Mr.
w. W. Scranton, superintendent or the rolling mill,
the former cuttiag coal and the latter loading it.
Mr. Scranton was the bow oar of the Yale crew in
their champion matches, and proved himself equal
to the emergency of mine working.

A dangerous scheme la on foot to create dissen*
slons among the miners, and there seems to be seri¬
ous intention of prosecuting It. A local paper of
this morning makes a violent attack upon the Welsh
tamers, and has created a very bitter leellng among
leading men of that nationality. Should the plan
now In progress succeed In disintegrating '.he men
from the Workingmen's Benevolent Association it is
probable that that remedy for the complications in
the coal business will prove worse than the
disease, by bringing about a war of races.
This programme Is severely condemned
by the people, And yet several prominent men In tho
community are aoUvely engaged In fomenting this
despicable species of domestic discord. Emissaries
are busy among the Welsh, Irish and Germans, mis¬
representing each, and striving to create distrust
and dissension throughout the whole body of
miners.
An important movement took place among the

miners to-duy. There Is an earnest desire among
them to make reasonable terms with the employers,
if possible. With this object in view the various
districts met and appointed delegates to a conven¬
tion, which was in session this evening. This
gathering will deliberate upon the expediency of
making one more proposition to the companies, tlx-
ing the rate of wages at one dollar a diamond car.
Buch a rate will be but fourteen cents advance upon
the terms offered r>v the corporations and should bo
at once accepted by them. From the spirit
prevailing among the men It is ccrtaln that the con¬
vention will decide to recommend such a proposi¬
tion, and there Is much aoxtptj {q MWVtUtt l*otr
the companies will entertain U to-morrow. A crisis
lu the coal troubles Is eridenut near at haud, and
tliore is increasing apprehension as to the result.
Now that the mlpcrs are dispose^ to fctSjibic a reel-lng of concession aud conciliation It is honed thatthe companies will meet them In th6 same Irieudlvsmrlt, aud such is the earnest desire of all in thiscommunity. Whether they will be reasonabletoward the men lu this great emergency remains tobe seen. Iron Shipbuilding in the United State*.Re¬

vival of American Commerce.
As preparatory to early action during the next

session of Congress, the Senate recently adopted a
resolution directing tho Secretary of the Navy to
communicate such proposals as may have been
received for establishing iron shipbuilding yards
and docks to cconomizo expenditures m the navy,
with such explanations, suggestions and recommen¬
dations as may be advantageous to tho government
and as will aid In restoring commerce. Tin reply
of the Secretary was laid before tho Sen¬
ate Just before tno adjournment. Be says
tlie only proposals from any organized and
reliable sources are tnoso of tho International
Steamship Company, which he transmits, with an

analysis of their provision and effect, showmsr that
by them great advantage will be gained to the navy
and country, and that we have ores in this country
which will produce iron of a much greater power of
resistance and tensile strength than tho Iron of
Great Britain at no greater expenso than the differ¬
ence in the cost of laoor; that tills superior strength
will equallzo the difference in cost by lessening tho
weight of snip and machinery; that by the rurther
gain or facilities offered in tho building docks, the
cost of ships of 3,00o tons and upwards will
be equalized with those built in Europe;
that one shipbuilding yard operating successfully,
with facilities conccntrated and economy in each
department, will demonstrate our ability to com¬

pete successfully with our commercial rivals, and
will afford at onco practical encouragement to the
revival of shipbuilding throughout the oountry and
the rc-estabiishment of commerce; that Uie creation
of bucIi a building yard Is a necessity to give it
vitality and pormanence; that the objects proposed
present themselves most favorably to the Navy De¬
partment, and that he leels authorized to speak
strongly of the great value au»i almost absolute
necessity or such facilities to the government; that
they are necessary to our respectability and secu¬
rity In peace and our safety In war. The Secretary
says;.

I will hereafter endeavor to suggest, In obedience
to VOtir rMOinHon estrtta T'o.n, »v wv pci/voicU
under your deliberations, for the establishment of
lines of ocean steuinerx, adapted, 11s tar ad mar be,
for commerce In time or peace and lor naval militia
In time 9/ war.
He cioses his letter in these words:.
I cannot assume, even under tho sanction

or your resolution, to point out or recommend to
what extent, In what manner, or under wtiat bafe-
guard the government should afford assistance to
these objects. This is wholly lor the representa¬
tives or the people, with whom U the power and tho
responsibility.
Such a system as the Secretary foreshadows to

come in his next report to Congress is designed to
give steamers and commerce to every ocean and
port and protection to our coasts ana trade.
Amended Herniation* for the Transportation

of Bonded Merchandise.
The fifth article of the regulations for the trans¬

portation of merchandise without appraisement,
under the act of July 14, 1870, has been amended 0y
the Secretary of the Treasury by adding thereto, at
die end thereof, tho following proviso:.
Provided, That In cose the route for transportation

Is over railways of different gauge, or In part by
railroad and In part by steamsoai tines, special ap¬
plication lor permission to use ears oi boxes oi sucn
size that they can be conveniently placed within an
ordinary box lrelglit car will be considered by the
department and granted In cases where the uecos-
sities of the business may require and saiety to the
reveuue will permit. Such small cars or boxes must
be made of Iron, and In dimensions shall not be less
than three feet in heighr, three feet in width and
Ave feet in length, and so constructed that tho
merchandise can be convened thereto under Trca-
fury locks, as required by law and regulations,
Whenever duly authorized, such small cars or boxes
may, in case of break or difference of gauge of
railways, be transferred or removed, with the con¬
tent* tliereoi lutact, from one ordinary railroad
car to another, and also from ruilroad earn to a
steamboat, aud vice vena, both lornuug parts of
the same bonded line and route, Tho merchandise
must not l>c unladen from such small cars or boxes,
which are not to be either opened or unlocked be¬
tween the ports of first arrival and of final destina¬
tion. Sued small cars or boxes containing goods In
bond must, in case of railroad transportation, be
conveyed inside of an ordinary box car, except
the use of open platform cars be specially
permitted by tho department, such small cars or
cases may be used In the same manner and under
like remructiuns as hereinbefore provided In cases
where the quantity of goods to be transported in
bond shall not be lad and sutllcient freight lor a
large or ordinary railroad freight car. Article seven
is hereby amended so as uot to require the dutiable
value oi each paokotcc to be set forth In tho entry for
lmmediateitransportailon, except In cases of single
package Invoices, to that (he dutiable value of each
Invoice may be set forth in the entry (form Ai pre¬
scribed in said art.c.e NTtO, instead of the dutiable
value of each packago separately, unless a more de¬
tailed statement shall, In the judgment of the col-
lector, become accessary and be required in special
cas £ .

Close of I be Trial oI IMcrk for the Murder of
itIcKni«.Dloi k Acquitted.Tite Verdict la
Accordance With Public Sentlmenr.

Frederick, Ma., telegraphs to-night as follows:.
Tho trial of Harrison Crawford Block for killing

Colonel W. W. McKaig. who seduced the former's
sister, was concluded here this afternoon. Mr.
Voorliees, counsel for tbe defence, closed bis arga-
incut at a quarter before on o'clock. Air. Whitney,
for the prosecution, followed lu a speech of two
lionrs, closing at a quarter before three. The case
wan immediately given to the jury without instruc¬
tions from tho Court. The Jury, at eight minntes
alter four, returned a verdict of not gnlitv. Tho
verdict was completely In accordance with the uni¬
versal popular sentiment. The wildest excitement
prevailed lu the court room when the acquittal of
the accused was aunoi need. Young block was vis¬
ited this afternoon and evening by hundreds of
lricnds, who congratulated buu upon bis release.

The resurrection of Christ
threw such a joyful l'ght over His death
that the meetings of the disciples were triumphantly
glad; and unquestionably this was a service ot
great cheer. Afterw ards came the corruptions of
the Church, and men surrounded the sacrament
with various ceremonies.
