It ought, therefore, to h^ve
been indispensably necessary to examine closely into the
matter. It is true that auch an examination, carefully and
thoroughly becun, would have led very far; it would bare re¬
sulted in the proof that the theory of Pipal infallibility had
been introduced Into the Cburch *olely by a series of calcu¬
lated invention* and lalilBcalions, and had then een spread
and maintained by force, by the siif pression of older teach¬
ing aud by the many means and artifices which are at the
disposal of the ruling power.

All exertions, representation* and petition*, then, were
fruitless ; nothing waa conceded, and yet the example of the
¦o-often quoted Council of Klorence wna before their eyes,
when the aasertlon of the Ureeks, that la si lied passage* or
the Fathers were laid before tbem, led to exammatmns and
discussions lasting many months and carried on with the
greatest care. It l< assuredly known to your Excellency that
the most careful and ripe consldeaation of tradition has in¬
variably been required of any true (Ecumenical Council
about to issue dogmatic resolutions.

of the city public lnstUutlons that so little Interest
has been manifested by the public In making the
bome^ of the sick cheerful ami bright by the pre¬
sence of pretty articles, pleasant to look upon.
Warden Hrennan. of Bellevue Hospital, has seen
this want for some time past, and Is now exerting
himself to supply the hospital under his charge with
the de.-ired objects. A generous lady recently pre¬
sented Bellevue Hospital with a number of l*eautl-
nil lithographs, and, inspired by this action, the
Commissioners of Charities and Correction nave
sent to Mr. Brcnnan 290 lithographs and chromos
with which to relieve the dullness of the hospital
wards. In so large a building as Bellevue Hospital
the number of pictures alone alluded to must seem
very small; and while there can be no doubt about
the advautage of ornamenting the wards with pic¬
tures, the question arises whence they are to come.
It would seem that the supply of these article* as
hospital furniture ought to be at once provided; lor
every one who has spent any time in a hospital
kuows the tedium and mor.oiony of the life. War¬
den Iirennan hopes that belore loug the public will
supply him wiin such a number of pictures us

JERSEY CITY FIXMCES.

The First National bank of Jersey City concluded
negotiations yesterday lor the purchase from the
city of twenty year bonds to the amount of one
million ol dollars at par, with accrued Interest from
the first of May next. This justified what was slated
in yesterday's Herald of the Hoard 01 Finance, who
are gradually extricating the city trorn the financial
embarrassments Into which the manipulators of the
bonds la the late Hoard of Alderman bad
plunged It. The very last offlclal act or Mr.
Uumstcd as chairman of the Commtttce on Finance
was the sale of a large amount of bonds at a rate
lower than that at which several oanks would be
willing to take them. This was done without the
knowledge of the members of the committee and
on Mr. Huinsted's sole responsibility. The Hoard of
Aldermen passed a resolution calling on him to ren¬
der an accouut of the transaction, but lie evaded
the questiou by resigning, as the new chartcr had
passed in the meautline, and, according to its pro¬
visions, he, asamerab"roI toe Hoard of Works, could
not uoid uny oilier offloe. To this day he bus not
rendered to the representatives of tiic people anyaccount of this transaction, wtilch has provoked a
universal complaint throughout the city. His fail¬
ure to secure the chairmaushlp of the Hoard of
Works deprived him of a seat in the Board of
Finance. Ills successful rival, Mr. Gillett, and MayorO'Nelil.who is a member of t lie latter Hoard.are
mainly entitled to the credit of repairing the mtscliNii

By the South America, which came In here on the

10th inat., we learned or the near resignation of our

late Minister, Mr. Henrjr T. Blow, of Missouri, and
of the improbability ot his returning to BraziL
This U no light cause of rogret, not only on
the part or the American residents, but many
foreign and native families as well; for the
course pursued by Mr. Blow won him the confidence
ami esteem of all with whom he came In contact,
while the friends or his peculiarly charming and
hospitable family embrace all those who have had
the pleasure of meeting them. Much anxiety is
manifested to know who ins successor may be, very
many expressing the wish that the post might be
tilled by Mr. Munroe, the late consul, whose resi¬
dence here la remembered with pleasure by both
official und private families and Individuals.
The bark Cricket, Captain James Kcau. ot and

from Baltimore, arrived here sarely on the afternoon
of Wednesday, the '2.!d lust. The Cricket left Balti¬
more on the morning of the 6th of February,
and on the lftth encountered a gale in tho
Gulf stream. Just before four o'clock on the
morning of the 16th Mr. Preston, the first
officer, .came on deck. The vessel had the gale
and a heavy sea on her quarter, and was shipping
much water. Mr. Preston, in order to avoid the
water on the deck, stepped up on to the house aft
and threw his arm around the spanker boom. He
had nardiydone this when a heavy sea swept the
vessel's quarter deck and took Mr. Preston with it,
sweeping him beyond the possibility of succor. At
the sumo time it swept away two men who were
lashed to the wheel, but they saved themselves from
going overboard. Mr. Preston was from Baltimore,
wax a young man or much promise, had the esteem
of his employers, was persoualiy beloved by his cap¬
tain, and will be sincerely mourned by all who knew
him at home or abroad.
The Engusu mall steamer Oneida came into this

port yesterday, from Montevideo, and reports a
inghUul p evalence or yellow lever at Buenos Ayres.
The epidemic Has come upon the city quite sud¬
denly, and rages rearlully, the deaths one day
aiuouutlng to over two hundred. Business Is almost
entirely suspended, and more than ten thousand
persons have left the city, and all who by any means
can (ret away are leaving. A thirty days' quaran¬
tine at Montevideo on everything arriving Irom
Buenos Ayres is almost equivaieut to a severance
or the latter city irom the rest or the world. At
present the city of Montevideo is free from the
lever. The American Admiral, with his snip, is
lvingotf Montevideo; the United states man-oi-war
Wasp also. The i'ortsmoutb, Captain seinmes, is
up the northern coast.
Tins city, having only a few mild ease of yellow

fever, nicy be considered free from it. There are a
few cases or typhus and typhoid revere, hut there
have been only a very few deaths. Tne city gene¬
rally is in a licalthy condition, though it remains
still quite warm.

ATTEMPTED BlRGLARiES.

The Advantage* of Burclar Alarms.A Warn¬
ing to ilooaekreakera Generally.

ATTBMIT TO ROB A PRY OOOD8 STORK.
John H. Young, alias Matthew Young, was yes¬

terday brought before Justice Blxby, at the York-
ville Police court, charged with having been found
in the dry goods store of liodirey Oottschalk, No.

MAGNA CHART! OF RELIGIOUS PEACE

Never Vote for Laws Which Are in Vio-'
lation of the Laws of God.

A FREE CHURCH AND A FREE STATE.

Liberal Ammlmrnts to the Constitntion
Fought for by the Ultramontanes.

Bkbun, April 5, 1871.
As was shown in the recent debate on the throne address,

the central or elerleal party are determined to stand Isolated
from all the other members on such questions as aiTord them

an opportunity to push forward, openly or clandestinely, the
interests of Catholicism. When we speak of the latter we
do not refer, of course, to tbe liberal German Catholic*, but

to tbe submissive shepherds and flocks who look to Rome as
the only and Infallible source of salvation. It cannot be
gainsaid that the division between the ultramontanes and
the adherents of the Oolllngcr school Is dally widening, and
that either a ci eat modification of the tenets or a thorough
split In the Church must ere long ensue. When
writing to you from Kulda. a few years ago, I had to
speak on the same subject and cite the words
of sAme of the Catholic professors at the seminary-
words which emphasized tbe elasticity of the Romish doc¬
trines, their double capacity to stand as an adamantine rock,
unmoved br the waves of thousands of years, and yet to
yield temporarily, while inevitable hurricanes are blowing
and dashing down other frail institutions, only to stand erect
afterwards with euhanced strength and vigor. Judging
from the

EXCITED DEBATES
of the last few days In the Reichstag on tbe new constitution
of the German empire, It would seem as If the aforesaid ca¬

pacity might soon be put to the test, inasmuch as all the de¬
mands put forward by the clerical members, who form a

very respectable fraction, were swept away in the final vote
as If by a hurricane, it must not be suuposed, however, that
the clerical gentlemen evinced any restlessness or weakness
under this klsnal defeat. On the contrary, they looked tri¬
umphant, and constantly assured their opponents that noth¬
ing In the world, least of all a few written paragraphs of a
secular document, could in any way affect that Church which
Mt. Peter was told "the gates of hell should not prevail
against."

It Is necessary to mention first au amend¬
ment offered by the Polish members, to the effect that tbe
former Polish territory should not be Incorporated into the
German realm, because, aald they, the unity of Germany I*
due only to a new victory of the nationality principle. For this
reason tbe Poles saw fit to renew their claim to the preserva¬
tion of a nationality of their cwn. "Though we have but
little eipectatlon," said Deputy Ton Zoitowski, tbe leader of
the fraction, "fortune might smile once more upon Poland,
and we wish openly to declare that we are, and intend
to remain, Poles." Prince Bismarck replied snarlishly
that they had seats la the Reichstag as repre¬
sentatives of Prussian provinces and German citizens,
and that b* was loath to repeat to them the provisions of
treaty stipulations made half a century ago. If tbe Germans
had treateu the Poles as other nations had been treated by
them (tbe Poles), there would not now remain a vestige of
them in existence. His further remark* were so cutting
that another Polish deputy rose and protested against these
attacks as unjustified by the terms of the Treaty of Vienna.
Bismarck retorted once more that tbe twenty odd Polish
deputies bad no right to speak on behalf of the Polish people.
It was just as false to attribute to blm the words, "Might be¬
fore right," which he bad never uttered, as those other
words, "The Poles ar« not a people." But he could tell them
that they bad only been elected to further the interests of a
Catholic Church, and not to represent a Polish nationality,

as their constituents are good German citizens, who fought
as bravely in tbe war as any of their brethren In arms.

TBH AMENDMENTS
of the clericala, having for their apparent object tne entire
parity of all confessions.the ultimate effect of which tliey
hope to turn Into a protection of CatboltcUm not only In
Uermany, but also of course at the fountain head.formed
the next topic of dlicuulon. Oeputy Von Trelteebke, the
renowned Heldeberg Professor, opened by expressing bis
regret that the iplrlt of harmony displaye I In the glorious
war which united Uermanv was not also developed In the
Reichstag. The <lebnte or the throne address had already
¦bown the ne-e.^io in mnrfrm mici um, we still see Copedave
and Polee, republic and Uuelpbs, attacking the new Oermanv.
It is a rain attempt to remove by an amendment of four lines
in length that deep gap which for cen'.uries has existed be¬
tween Church and Slate. Alter the vast exertions and sacri-
Aces It were better to allow Uermanv some repose. Look at
these fundamental rights offered to you by a party wblcb
calls itself oppressed, without, however, displayingthe Christian virtue of endurance. Instead ol
bread they give you a stone. They revive reso¬
lutions framed In the Frankfort Parliament of
1848, at a time when we were yet politically babies. Whv
don't they come forward with other articles of that stillborn
Prussian constitution, such as "Science and its teachings are
free "Marriage legalized, by the civil authorities Y" ft was
diflerent in tbe olden times, when the nobility and clergyrepresented tbe oeople and tbe free cities. Then the Blsboj
of Mayence bad a seat In every Parliament or could send his
delegate thither. Mow we have the Joy to see biro here elected
by universal franchise. We call this an immense progress.Tbe gist of the amendment Is to allow the Catholic Church
the exclusive control of Its affairs, which might be expedient
in Prussia, but which In smaller states, with a numerous
Catholic population, would entruit every bishop with a pow¬
erful leter of opposition to tbe government. Such a course
without due deliberation would perpetuate confessional strife
In Uennany. The independence sought tor by the Catholic
Church would require an entire revision of tbe relations be¬
tween Church ana State. (Lively appause.)
The next speaker was

THE "BIG GUN" or THE CLERICALS,
Deputy Baron »on Kkttelkr, Biahop of Mayence, wbose
principal arguments were as follows:. You have been asked
not to vote a law which might rause bishops to rebel against.
tbe government. Let me tell you a way to prevent such a
danger : never vote for laws which are In violation of the
laws of Uod. (Noise.) Then we will never rebel against
the laws of the land You have been asked to vote against
tbe self-administration of tbe Christian confessions, and tbe
same thing might t>e asked of tou with respect to all other
laws granting liberties, under the pretext that these liberties
might be abused. What we ask is but justice. We want to
assist in building up a great, magnificent and powerful Ger¬
many, In the spirit of our Emperor and master, who has
always given tue glory to (tod. Uur army, too, different
from tnat ol the French, was inspired with

We demand thst tbu pious spirit should
expressed in our constitution, that it should

guarantee respect for religious convictions. Our
motion Is tbs Magna Chart* of reugious peace la Uermanv.
(..Hear, hear;" noise.) Tbe only panacea for religious strife Is
confessional purity. It la a great self-deception to speait of
religious rreedom and then to dmii It to the right of every¬
body to think as he pleases. This is rather freedom of
thought. (Hear, hear.) Religions are associations, and for
these we ask freedom of action and self-administration. Tou
bavs in tbe Prussian constit ution, article fifteen, guarantee¬
ing religious parity, and we demand it for the whole of uer-
many. . . . This discussion is watched with great Inter¬
est by the people of Alsace. Let us not Injure their religious
feelings. (Ureal uproar. Cries or "You injure them.")

Deputy Count Ren ard.The members of tbe clerical partyhave tailed to explain to ui the contradiction which exists In

The King on entering eight
ui .nibs ago upon the war promised the people libertv. The
Reichstag had better remind blm of hi* promise instead of
wasting its time In such debates. The democrats having ap-

f tended our amendments to those of tbe centre. are now no
ess than tln-v opposed on all sldea of the House on tha
ground of the inopportunene* s of ourdetnauds. It would
roallT seem that the mou of 1848 were baldes In polltloa when
they Inserted in a constitution, at the head of which stood a
Prussian Kim or German Emperor, absolute liberty of the
press, unlimited right of assemblage and similar line thitigs.
To eipect tbei>e at the bands of a sovereign was puerile. Tba
interests of sovereigns and t aoples are always in contradic¬
tion. (Noise.) It seems Indeed superfluous to discuss tha
rights of man unless we are determined in case of need to
se Ira them by force. We shall never obtain them in Germany
If we don't say, "Give them to us, or we will take them I"
Another reason lor tba opposition of those gentlemen is tha
fear of that European revolutionary party to which I belong.
Their dread of It drives tham Into the arms of reactionary
fovernmenta. Some years ago Bismarck was asked whether

e hoped to come off victorious In the Internal conflict then
raging. "Pshaw I" he Is said to liava replied, "the Kort-
scurltl don't hats me as much as they fear tbe revolution."
We will never obtain lundamental ri^h'.s by your debates
here but we will have them ere tbe close of tbe century.
(Laujhter and derision.)

C.fcHARlBM AND COMMUNISM.
Thesa ultra sentiments did not elicit Immedlste replies,

being disposed of by Dsoutv Miguel (national liberal), who
m l that social democracy kuew but two ideas.Usesarlsm

...id Communism. The same Deputy then launched a new
accusation against tha clerical party, vu. that they had
been confessedly opposed to the union of Germany; had
never had, previous to tbe outbreak of the war, a word
of sympathy for tbe national cause. nay, bad even

?'reacned openly treason against 't. It will not do to treat
he Catholic Church simply as a religious association ; It Is .
political power which requires, at tbe hands of the State, dif¬
ferent management than,that awarded to the ordinarjTTurn-
vereln.

DISSENBIONS IN Till CATHOLIC CHURCH.
Deputy Uaron Von STAUKrENBURU dilated upon the con-

futlon which would arise In his own State (Bavaria) If tha
amendments of the c,erlcals were to become laws. In lha
Bavarian constitution we distinguish between purely reli¬
gious, purely secular and mixed concerns, and these well
regu'ated matters would be changed Into chaos. Ths dissen¬
sion In the Catholic Church Is dally Increasing. We stand at
tbe commencement of a movement which will become as
world-historic as the Reformation. Though the right man
has not hs yet mads his appearance we are sure that Provi¬
dence will send him at tbe right moment. Ere long wo may
hear the question raised,

WHICH IS THE TRUR CATHOI.IO CHURCH?
(Noise from the horrltled clericals.' I do not s*v this to
oflend any one ; but it la one of those things which must ba
said. You will sooner Mud tha square of the circle than re¬
concile Komlsh pretentions with inat religious liberty which
you affect to ask for. .

LET ALL CREEDS HE AS FREE AS THEY ARK IN AMERICA.
Another South German deputy, like the previous speaker,

a liberal Catholic, expressed astonishment that the Catholio
Church, which had always laid the greatest stress upou uni¬
formity in belief, should now be pleading for liberty of creuds.
We are willing to give It to them on the largest scale ; we will
even allow it lo the full extent granted In America. But,
mark you, the clergy tbere cannot sit In the Legislature.
(Applause from all slues, also from the galleries. President
Simpson looking daggers and seemiug ready to have thorn
cleared.)

THF FREEDOM OF THE PRESS.
The previous question was now voted and the debate

closed, the president only allowing tbe social democrat
oeputy Sonncmann, from FruuKfort-on-the-Mam, to
justify his amendment respecting freedom of
tbe press. This Deputy unveiled a gloomy pic¬
ture of press persecutions, under which he. him¬
self an editor, had severely suffered. Confiscations of dally
Issues, linos and incarcerations ot editors were constant oc¬
currences and though the courts In the majority of casea pro¬
nounced the parties guiltless, it was done after weeks aud
months of delay, and no Indemnity was given for losses sus¬
tained.
THE CONSTITUTION ADOPTED WITHOUT AMENDMENTS.
The roll of the House was now called, and the vote being

on the adoption of the constitution without any of the
amendments, it was carried br 223 yeas against 69 nays.

THE AIMS or THE ULTRAMONTANES EXPLAINED.
It might well be asked why this ultramontane party, whose

shrewdness is acknowledged, should have chosen Germany
as the scene of this conflict. Their ardor, however, appears
natural, as they hare suffered great losses through the abro¬
gation ol their temporal power ny tbe union or Italy. Here¬
tofore they have claimed that temporal and religious power
work together harmonlouslv, and hence deduced the
conclusion that the temporal ruler of the Papal
dominion should also be the ruler of the Catho¬
lics throughout the woild. aa far at least
as the religious Interests of these people coincide with their
worldly interests. Experience has taught them otherwise,
however. Tbey now try to retrieve their loss and gain politi¬
cal influence in Germany, which tbey can only do by attack¬
ing the principle of non-intervention proclaimed by that
Power. As In the olden times, they would have the German
Kmueror march to Rome.with this difference only, that in¬
stead of Emperors having cone thither to receive their crowns
out of the bauds of the Pope, they should now go there to

place a crown on the head of his Holiness. They qutetir
walled to see what turn the war of 187o would take. Had ft
not resulted in favor of Germany they would have (tone to
France and organized their new" operations there. But tha
Romanic races of Prance ana Spain are probably
less ht to be worked upon than tbe more solid
Germans, with whom, after all, religious sentiment is
less supeiOc.al, and where many of the functl >ns of the
State, such aa tbe solemnisation of marriage, baptism, tha
record of deaths, oaths, attendance at churcn, Ac., are either
entirely or in part under the control of the Church. Here
they had undoubtedly good reason to hope for a certain
measurs of success, and so much the more as they Intro¬
duced their operations under tbe pretence of religion*
liberty, purity of confessions, and with the extraneous as¬
sistance ®f some popular democratic ideas. Their defeat baa
been as signal as possible ; but wltn their prorerbtal perse¬
verance and the numerous meana of agitation always at
their disposal, they may be expected to continue tbe struggle
and to gain ground, If not by long strides, at least by degrees,
under the present vacillating Cabinet Minlstsr or Religion
and Public instruction.

A !M* Ml RBERED AT BIS OWX REQUEST.
Tbe Murderer's Confession.

Some days since we gave an account of the sol
clde, la a house or lll.fame. of one Daniel E. Hedden,

a clerk Id tbe paymaster's department at Omaha.
It now turns out that, at his own request, the girl
who was in the room with him.Cora Clinton.flred
the ratal shot. The following rail particulars are from
the Omaha Herald of April IS:.
bast night, alio at nine o'clock, the woman who

calls nerseli Cora Clinton, and whose name is rresu
in the public uilml from her connection with tho
late awl ui tragedy In this city, sent for Captain
Dutcher, of tlie police force. He went immediately
in answer to the summons, accompanied by Lieute¬
nant Frank Schnlter, also of the police. They found
Cora in the same establishment where Hedueu lost
his lire.Hester Baldwin's, on Twelfth street, known
as tl e Cedar llanlds Howe. Corn at once entered
into conversation with the two officers.
she told them that sue had shot lledden with her

own hand; that she wanted to be taken away from
"this place,'1 meaning Hester Baldwin's establish¬
ment, and that she did not wish to hare a word said
until slic was gone from the house. Captain Dutcher
gave her in charge or Lieutenant Shutter,
who conducted her to jail, captain Dutcher
remained at the house a short time to see If he
could learn anything further from the mistress or
the other inmates, and then came away. The city
editor of this paper then visited me jail. Cora came
out trom her cell, and was told that tho report¬
ers were present and that lr she had nothing to con¬
ceal she had better relate the circumstances. She
was dressed in plain black, was pale, but aid not
appear much agitated. Turning to us she said:. "I
coniess that 1 killed him." We asked If she meant
Daniel iledden, and she said, "Yes." she con¬
tinued:."He said he had taken luadanum and asked
me to shoot him. He wanted that I should save his
soul trom the sin. 1 thought that tbe pistol he had
was the one he usually carried, and that Is a seven-
barrelled revolver. 1 Intended to kill myself with
the next load. Alter I saw that there was no other
load then 1 threw down the pistol and ran out."
"Did you say anything or mate any noise so that
others lu the house Knew that you had killed him 1"
we asked. She hesitated a moment, looked down
and answered, "I dou:t know." Ip to this time
she had spoken freely, and acted as
though she meant to tell tho whole truth.
Afterwards sue said mat she had b.'en
determined to take her own Hie, and had on Svnday
night used chloroform lor that purpose. Cora is,
when properly dressed, as she was lust night, a Una
looking woman. Her face Is broad and lull, and
has an Intelligent expression. It conveys the Idea

of thoughtful Intelligence rather than delicacy or re¬
finement, but Is now, at least, free from that leer
of defiance and(.recklessness which so often marks
the women or ber class, she Is not a lady,
perhaps she never was In the highest sense
uf the term, but »he is a woman of marked
and strong character. She Is capable of
heroism as well as of sin. There was, we
think, something of the former rising through the
cloud or infamy and degradation under which her
better qualities have been bnrled, lu the answer she
made to the question we asked her, why she sought
to lake her own life. She replied, "Because I hail
killed mm." Little Is known of her history. She
came, or was brought, to this city last May, ander
promise of marriage, from Madison, Wis. Cora
Clinton is not tier real name. She was deceived and
betrayed. Theu she went to live at the house or Lou
Ilarpel. Captain Dutcher learned of the racts and
insisted that she should not remain there. This was
agreed to; but just at this time she was taken sick,
and was seriously 111 three months. On her recovery
she made acquaintance with Hedden. In her he
met his fate. And she gave up to him and to his
keeping the little of lite and honor and happiness
that was left to her.

HEMPSTEAD PLAINS.
A Difference Retween A. T. Ntevrnrt and Ik*
